Luther Ditch, Pittsfield Township

	Today is the day duly advertised in the Chroncile Telegram on September 5 & 12 for the final hearing of the Luther Lateral, to return original flow in the drainage channel removing trees & brush as necessary in the drainage way.

This project was petitioned by the Pittsfield Township and others on April 25 to return original flow in the drainage channel removing trees & brush as necessary in the drainage way known as Luther Lateral commencing from Quarry Road ¼ miles south of US 20 the watercourse flows east to the railroad culvert.

June 20, 2017 was the 1st hearing, which was continued until August 1, 2017. At the August 1 hearing it was determined to continue to final hearing based upon testimony and options that will be reviewed as well as prepared the watershed crew to spray and manually pull vegetation.

37 notices were sent to the owners on August 29 for all claims for compensation and damages to be filed with the Clerk prior to September 19 and intent to pay by October 10 

September 15 Engineer submitted the updated preliminary report, based upon new information, including wetlands environmental assessment report. Engineer now recommends revised limits of ditch construction from Quarry road to east property lines of 2 farms. Construction cost of approximately $67,750 already approved by Stormwater District will adequately fund construction and in his opinion, benefits of project will likely exceed estimated costs.
Revised scope of construction will restore ditch hydraulic capacity and elevation of its flow line and reduce flooding of residential yards and flooding of various farm fields that drain got the ditch.
Downstream residential property owners report no significant flood damage, so only these downstream improvements are necessary at this time: removal of 2 large willow trees including roots and lowering concrete ford that partially obstructs the ditch cannel. An access along the west side of the Old Lake Shore railroad track will be cleared to allow access to culvert inlet for maintenance; and an additional access along edge of the farm will improve access to the west portion of the ditch.

This petition was submitted through the Stormwater District and it has been proposed the ditch be constructed using stormwater district funds and annual maintenance is proposed to be $0.00

Commissioner Kokoski asked Assistant Prosecutor Innes to swear in anyone wishing to give testimony.

Commissioner Kokoski asked Peter Zwick, Deputy County Engineer if he had any comments.
Peter Zwick said based upon the testimony from last hearing and the reviewing of the project with Commissioners, Mr. Romancak and residents a revised project scope was done. The $67,750 was approved by the Stormwater District and expects the benefits to outweigh costs.  The ditch will be cleaned and restored from West part of the ditch from Quarry Road to east end of farms (Dennis & Senyak properties and Dovin Farms).  Clear trees and clean ditch further east, remove 2 willow trees and roots, and lower concrete ford (Rusnak and Bauer properties).

Mr. Zwick said also construct new access to culvert along west side of railroad to Rural Water to access culvert.
Commissioner Kokoski said residents still need access to their property if removing ford.  Mr. Zwick said will remove, lower and then replace.
Mr. Zwick said the wetlands report was received and the many cattails that are seen here are along Senyak and the farms property.  He said it would be expensive to get permits to work inside, so they will work along the ditch parallel to the edge of the woods.

	Commissioner Kokoski said is there where the “s” curve is. Mr. Zwick said yes, it will have an angle and will spray the fragmites and cattails once harvest season is done
	Mr. Zwick said the revised project scope will restore west ditch capacity, reduce flooding of west yards and farms and East owners report no flood damage, and will continue to maintain ditch themselves. The 2 trees will be removed, restore ford and receive easement but nothing to be done at this time and some properties.






 

	Mr. Zwick said if the commissioners are to vote upon final project and scope and direct County Engineer to finalize plans and specifications, and to go out for bids.

	Commissioner Kokoski asked if Pittsfield Township Trustees had any comments for this day.
	Mark McConnell said if the trees are removed on the Rusnak property shouldn’t the channel be dipped because of the sediment. Mr. Zwick said the plan is to remove the trees and roots no plans to dip, it would be great to dig all but not current situation. Mr. McConnell said when he viewed this several years ago, the roots blocked the flow line and it would be ideal to do to flow and we should be able to do the 200 feet get 100% rather than 75% and recalls that the tree roots were more of a problem than the ford and to the west of the ford.

	Commissioner Kokoski asked if there were any residents wishing to make comments.
	Deborah Rusnak said she does not remember agreeing to remove the two willow trees. Commissioner Kokoski said they talked about it in previous hearings and when they viewed the property. Mrs. Rusnak said they talked but did not agree. Commissioner Kokoski said they discussed the trees, Mrs. Rusnak said she would have to discuss this with her husband.  The willow tree farther west is not in the creek. Mr. Zwick said yes. Mrs. Rusnak said the tree on the east is not blocking, water goes around it. She asked once something is done to the creek and if they go through the appeal process does this allow access to this property without permission. Commissioners Kokoski said easements will be granted once project approved.  Commissioner Kalo said this project states that the east property owners will maintain their own ditches to maintain flow. Commissioner Kokoski said cleaning and removing trees.  Mrs. Rusnak said once the ditch is touched then access is granted to ditch. Commissioner Kalo said yes if additional problem then it can be accessed. Mrs. Rusnak said without permission. Mr. Zwick said yes, but they are not infringing on anyone, they would let the owners know. Commissioner Kalo said this is to continue to maintain the ditch. Mrs. Rusnak said they have been doing that for 13 years and they have taken responsibility for their property.

	Kelly Bauer asked about the access to the culvert, easement on her property or railroad. Mr. Zwick said railroad and will clear the trees next to her property. Mrs. Bauer said thank you.

	Ron Senyak said trees do impede the flow of water just like his “s” curve and the proper way to do this would to make it a straight line, get rid of trees and clean. Anyone with common sense knows that objects restrict flow and easement does not infringe it gets access back to maintain property so no further problems and alleviate Quarry and along ditch, remove tress have to 100% job done, should not be done half and make everyone happy.

	Tom Bauer thanked Commissioners and Engineer for a new proposal seems more like working together to get this done with less action on his property and more on the property that needed done and lot better than first proposal and thanks everyone again, he is happy.



	Deb Rusnak thanked the commissioners as well, she has been nervous and thanked them for the decision and think common knowledge something not deep go somewhere else and her ditch is deep and swerves and has good flow and will allow the 2 willow trees to be taken down.  She said if the one willow tree is taken down it might cause a problem because of the bid pond area behind her this is what is against the wall. Mr. Zwick said the pond to the south. Mrs. Rusnak said it’s not really a pond it’s a big hole with a lot of standing water where lots of trash is. Mr. Zwick said they will top the trees, will be using the common drive to get back there and then cut roots, grind down but the stumps will stay.

	Mr. McConnell offered a personal suggestion to Mrs. Rusnak that the spoils be deposited into this large water area from ditch. Mr. Zwick said that will be up to the contractor but usually contractors will ask the residents if they would like any of the sediment left on their property before they have to haul it away.

	Commissioner Lundy thanked everyone and said the Commissioners are sensitive to the residents and their property rights and would always here the stories when he was in Columbus that people were flooding, no one is helping.  He will continue to say we all have to be good neighbors and thanked everyone for working together, even though when you open the newspaper you see nothing but bad things being said about the commissioners. Commissioners try to be reasonable and fair just like our staff is professional and try to resolve issues and thanked Mr. Zwick for his help.
