Karen Davis, Facilities Director introduced Fire Chief Young, Sheffield Village, Police Chief Duane Streator, Avon Lake and Chief Hansen, Kipton Police Chief James D McManus    
Mrs. Davis said the county is building a memorial for law enforcement and firefighters on the grounds of the Lorain County Historical Courthouse. It will be featured at the entrance standing about 7 feet tall American granite slab on a gray base.  This slab is coming from a Cleveland Company with the owner being from LaGrange.  Each side of the granite will be inscribed with law and fire.  There will also be 6 low walls and 2 medication benefits with an eternal light.  This light is recognizing the people who fell in service.  It will have a heat element around the light to always be shining in any kind of weather.  The walls up closest to the memorial, will have tags recognizing those that gave sacrifice for others
Sheffield Fire Chief Jeff Young, thanked the commissioners for their support of the memorial.  We were excited and thrilled when they were approached about this idea, this means a lot.  He also did some research on the fallen fireman going back to 1915.
