d. Any law enforcement officer assigned to or from an outside jurisdiction of Lorain County while in Lorain County shall be considered for recognition if 
i. The death occurred “in the line of duty”
ii. The death was caused by a violent or traumatic act
iii. The officer was performing a bona fide law enforcement act
C. The Memorial Committee will review each Law Enforcement Officer’s actions on a case-by-case basis upon referral and make a recommendation for a vote by the Association.
D. Any historical line of duty death (LODD) shall be presented to the Memorial Committee. Any Lorain County law enforcement agency or private parties submitting LODD shall provide evidence (IE: law enforcement reports, newspaper articles, death certificate) to support the facts. The Committee will review the law enforcement officer’s action and make a recommendation for a vote by the Association. 
E. Names of Lorain County Law Enforcement officers who have died in the line duty may appear on the National Law Enforcement Officers Memorial in Washington, D.C., Ohio Peace Officers Memorial in London, Ohio, and the Greater Cleveland Peace Officers Memorial in Cleveland, Ohio.  That in itself shall not solely constitute cause for the name(s) to be inscribed on Lorain County Law Enforcement and Fire Memorial.
