William Loebs Excavating, LLC  will contact Owner and execute with Owner its standard contract for performing work upon the Premises and make arrangements with Owner to perform the work. It is estimated that the cost of the work will be approximately $1175.00. 
Payment for work
Board agrees that it will initially pay the statement submitted by William Loebs Excavating, LLC  .
Owner agrees that Board, pursuant to Revised Code Section 6117.012(D)((2), may then certify the cost, including court costs and 2% Auditor fee, to the Lorain County Auditor as a special assessment. The assessment shall be payable at the rate of $250.00 per year at 3% interest for five years, with the balance payable in the sixth year. The County Auditor shall record the information in the sewer improvement record showing separately the assessments to be collected, and shall place the assessments upon the real property tax list and duplicate for collection. Said assessments shall be a lien upon the Premises from the date they are placed upon the tax list and duplicate and shall be collected in the same manner as other taxes.
