Mr. Cordes stated that in reference to item #12 it should state that the property taxes are owed to the County.  The property is held in a passive Land Bank by the City of Elyria.  The County has an active Land Bank that can remove delinquent taxes upon receipt of properties that have back taxes due.  Should the property be sold, the taxes would have to be paid back to the originating entities that taxed the properties to begin with.  There is a provision in the Ohio Revised Code that allows for removal of taxes by the taxing entities, if they so agree, as long as the property is used for economic development/redevelopment.  This property is going to be redeveloped in partnership with the City of Elyria, and some of the parcels are within four or five taxing entities within that group.  As far as he knows, the other parties have agreed to remove their taxes and Lorain County would be the last one to remove taxes.

Ed Fitzgerald, City of Elyria stated that the property has been vacant for years and there are some challenges to development due to a utility easement and waterway.  ServePro is interested in the property and their business would create about 40 jobs (with average income of $50,000); and another adjacent property owner would like to use part of the property for parking.  
He has spoken with all five entities (Lorain County, Elyria Schools, Elyria Public Library, JVS, and City of Elyria).  If the property is sold, each entity would receive a pro rata share of tax money, and these taxes have never been collected.  The property title is held by the City of Elyria.  The City of Elyria will need to spend additional funds for a phase I study and address the waterway issues, but it is important that economic development occur.  In the future, once economic development has occurred, taxes would be paid to all five entities.

Elaine Georgas, Executive Director, LCADAS stated that according to statistics gathered from a youth survey, there still needs to be an emphasis on prevention for young people.  They have been partnering with the Mental Health board, Health Department, school districts and communities.  Reports show that kids are dealing with suicide, depression, substance abuse, and marijuana use that are significantly impacting their days as well as their physical health.  As partners with Mental Health and the Health Department, they continue to work with the schools.  There needs to be significant focus on prevention as well as treatment.  In the last version of the State budget, money was eliminated again for prevention, and they have to keep the advocacy going.
The good news is that they were able to draw down over $1 million from the State’s opiod fund.  These funds helped them open up the Silver Maple facility for recovery, detox and withdrawal management, and short term residential, which is full right now.  They also were able to open up the Road to Hope House, which is a facility for women and children.  They are working with medical systems because addiction is a chronic disease, and the medical system plays a role in primary healthcare, and money is getting there slowly.  Mercy is on board and they are nibbling away at other facilities.
	She invited the Commissioners to attend the LCADAS 30th year anniversary celebration this evening at the Antlers Ballroom from 5:00 to 7:00 p.m.  

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin gave the Commissioners copies of Oberlin’s 2019 Summer Theater Festival program, a sample of Oberlin City Council’s meeting agenda, and a copy of a 2018 Annual Report from Ottawa County, Ohio.
He said the agenda is all about communication, and he recommended that the public comment be held at the end of the meeting instead of where it is now.  Three weeks ago, the public comment came before the Commissioners’ report and Administrator’s report.  The Oberlin City Council has public comment at the end of their meeting, but their meetings are available on the web the following day.  The meeting today will be broadcast Saturday morning and Monday evening, and the public has no opportunity to review and give comments until after the meetings have been broadcast.  He urged that the website be up-to-date.  The Mental Health Board meeting will be held tomorrow afternoon and he asked that he would have copies of three items by tomorrow afternoon to review what has been said and listen to the discussions if it was in format.  He also suggested that Lorain County issue an annual report that would explain what County departments do and what they have done for the year.  

	Attorney Gerald W. Phillips, Avon Lake shared that he has been a resident of Lorain County for 36 years (22 years in Avon and 14 years in Avon Lake).  He would like the Commissioners to consider the use of plastic bags in Lorain County in reference to environmental concerns.   Lake Erie borders Lorain County and is a valuable asset and there are concerns with keeping it clean.  Cuyahoga County has recently addressed this issue and he would like the Commissioners to address it as well.  
He suggested the use of tax certificates to sale so the County could receive additional revenue and pay off delinquent taxes.  Cuyahoga County uses this and it would create an increased cash flow for all the governmental agencies that depend upon taxes.
He also suggested the use of Lorain County Port Authority to assist in economic expansions and development in Lorain County.  Cuyahoga County uses this type of means to attract businesses.  The Lorain County Community Development Department should increase their emphasis on economic development and expansion that goes hand-in-hand with the Lorain County Port Authority.  The City of Lorain has a Port Authority, that as far as he knows, is not utilized that much.  He would be willing to sit down and talk with the Commissioners and Administration if they are interested in discussing any of these items.     
He applauded the Commissioners for approving the merger of LCADAS and Mental Health.  Mental Health issues have a stigma and it is a medical condition.  
He agreed with David Ashenhurst that the Commissioners should reconsider the placement of the public comment on the agenda, and there were valid points made about waiting for reports.
