The Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio met this day in an emergency meeting in the J. Grant Keys Administration 
Building, 226 Middle Avenue, Elyria, Ohio, at 9:30 a.m. with the following members present: Commissioner Ted Kalo, President, 
Commissioner Lori Kokoski, Vice-President, and Commissioner Tom Williams, Member and Theresa L. Upton, Clerk.








JOURNAL ENTRY


This emergency meeting was called to declare a state of emergency for Lorain County and the possible loss of water.


Tom Kelley, Director – EMA/Homeland Security stated the water intake pipes for Avon Lake Utilities Station are frozen which could potential cause the loss of water. This frazil ice is a collection of loose, needle-shaped ice crystals in the water, resembling slush.  The intake is about 2,800 feet under Lake Erie and with the unusually cold and snow it’s frozen which supplies water to Avon, Avon Lake, North Ridgeville, Sheffield Lake, Sheffield Village, Medina, Medina County and townships served by Rural Lorain County Water Authority.  A disaster proclamation needs to be issued in order to have additional water hauling capability on notice.  He also stated that the State of Ohio , State EMA, State EPA have all been notified and are on board and ready to go if needed, as well as the National Guard to bring the water buffalo trucks.  The political subdivisions have been working on securing water from other political entities as well; this is a real threat and could cause a huge problem for the fire departments as well.  Mr. Kelley said the first priority is the safety of the citizens, fire suppression and drinking water.  
County Administrator Cordes said the DIY building can also be used to store trucks if needed.

DISASTER PROCLAMATION


Lorain County Board of Commissioners, Authority of Lorain County, State of Ohio met this 8th day of January 2014 in an emergency meeting at 226 Middle Avenue, Elyria, Ohio at 5:00 p.m., meeting room B to declare a state of emergency.

WHEREAS, Lorain County Ohio has been or is immediately threatened by a possible loss of water.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, we the Lorain County Board of Commissioners, declare that a state of emergency exists in the county and that we hereby invoke to declare those portions of the Ohio Revised Code which are applicable to the conditions and have caused the issuance of this proclamation, to be in full force and effect in the county for the exercise of all necessary emergency authority for the protection of the lives and property of the people of Lorain County and the restoration of local government with a minimum of interruption.

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, Reference is hereby made to all appropriate laws, statutes, ordinances and resolutions, and particularly to Section 5915 of the Ohio Revised Code.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, All public offices and employees of Lorain County are hereby directed to exercise the utmost diligence in the discharge of duties required of them for the duration of the emergency and in execution of emergency laws, regulations, and directives – state and local.

NOW BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, All citizens are called upon and directed to comply with necessary emergency measures, to cooperate with public officials and disaster services forces in executing emergency operation plans, and to obey and comply with the lawful directions of properly identified officers.

BE IT RESOLVED, All operating forces will direct their communications and requests for assistance and operations directly to the Emergency Operations Center.


Motion by Kalo, seconded by Kokoski to adopt. Upon roll call vote taken; Ayes: All.
