Commissioner Kalo said there has been discussion that there is not enough revenue to continue to run the crime lab and the issue with forensic department that common pleas court will no longer do this.


County Administrator Cordes said we spoke of this last year and there is a continually small levy (MEG) that has been in place since 1982 but it is not collecting new revenue it has stayed the same which is not enough to today’s cost it was never sufficient to completely support a drug task force or crime lab.  Last year a drug task force levy was passed last May to supplement the support and nothing was done at the time for the crime lab because they were in a partnership with the forensic lab and courts and there was money in reserve for the past 10-12 years and he had displeasure in the mid 90’s when Captain Cavanaugh shut down the original crime lab that was on the college campus, so this money was put aside to purchase further equipment and or staffing, we kept a fingerprint analyst which was house at Elyria Police Department but in 2005 when the agreement was made to combine the crime lab and forensic lab with shared cost and employees the county end relationship with Elyria Police Department and brought it into one location at the forensic lab in the old courthouse and did work well and cost were kept down at the crime lab because of this partnership, but now the courts are heading in a different direction with different testing that meets their needs.  The county cannot run the crime lab and buy all equipment and supplies that are needed with $150-155,000 that is coming in from the old levy.  Mr. Cordes said he is evaluating all the jobs and looking at the critical elements that are needed to maintain to make the crime lab a critical service.  Will we be able to continue everything, not under the current funding stream, so we need to look at stainability and continuation of the organization and while we sort through this we have hiring issues, we only have 2 employees that are the county, the rest were court employees so we need to look at employees and operational costs and the necessary service that need to be provided.  If we want to have the crime lab long term in the county we must have additional revenue sources, since the general fund cannot do this at this time, the only alternative is to seek a levy like the county did for the drug task force.  These discussions were occurring last year but we did not want to crowd the ballot until everything was reviewed and the services that are needed for the community.  He stated with the reserves with the crime lab we could deal with some problems but did not have time to deal with problems at the drug task force which needed the money immediately.  Mr. Cordes asked the Board for consideration to place a levy on the May ballot to provide the crime lab services and he meet with Sheriff, Prosecutors and the Police Chiefs are very concerned, they need this, are there still services elsewhere, yes, BCI but this does take time, weeks, months and there are also other costs involved such as custody, transport costs, etc and he thinks there is overwhelming support in this community from law enforcement and hope that the administration of political subdivisions will be on board as well in order to provide critical element to impeding crime in the county.

Commissioner Williams said he is a supporter of this, the government is to provide safety service to the public and asked Assistant County Prosecutor Innes if there was no crime lab here how would this impact the prosecutor’s office.  Mr. Innes said going to BCI this could take weeks, months, etc it handcuffs the law enforcement and there are time limits to prosecute and this is a critical tool.

Commissioner Kalo said this works hand in hand with drug task force because evidence would need analysis.

County Administrator Cordes said he spoke with Domestic Relations Courts as well as outside entities that use the forensic lab and can appreciate Common Pleas Court looking for a cost effective method to provide for the samples that the need to collect from probation people but it does not meet the needs of Domestic Relation, they do around 900+ samples/year and break them down and hope the county can continue to provide forensic services from the crime lab to the Domestic courts and outside entities but not sure if volume is there and reviewing the cost of equipment which is under contract and the supplies are not within reach and if we are not doing these services it could be more costly and with Domestic Relations being a general fund department their costs will go up, the county’s costs go up and the problem with the stick test that 
Journal entry cont. 
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probation department uses, it can provide information quickly but there are other tests needed for additional breakdowns of consideration levels.  Mr. Cordes said he also appreciates Common Pleas in trying to save money which saves the county money but a problem with the contract and the equipment for forensic because no matter how many test are performed the same amount of supplies need to be purchased no matter if they are needed that month or not but with the crime lab at approximately $160,000 revenue, there is not much that can be done with that amount and it is the same money in 1995 which was not enough then.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if this is why it was merged.  County Administrator Cordes said the county closed the labs for 10 years and reopened in 2006, bought new equipment and the county did supports on drug team sweeps at the request of the police departments, prospectors, sheriff do to the increased drug activity and this was a good partnership.

Mr. Innes said the drugs have become an increase across the nation and the state elating to prescription drug abuse and now a massive increase of heroin use in the high schools and junior high and the children need to be protected. Commissioner Williams said the drug problem is even in 5th and 6th grades and it is across the county, this levy would benefit all the county and need voters support.

Commissioner asked what the funding levy would be.  County Administrator Cordes said anything between .075 and .080 for five years and maybe make a permanent levy, the drug problem will not end tomorrow, bad guys have resources, the county needs resources in order to fight back for the community so to say that this is a temporary problem would not be a correct description of what the county needs, it needs a permanent solution, provide permanent resources to the safety forces that are on the front line everyday and he is sorry that he did not make the same plea last year for  the drug task force.

Commissioner Kalo said there is a drug overdose in the State of Ohio every 5 hours.


Commissioner Williams said EMH and Mercy are filled and thanked the supply of Narcon that has been able to save lives.


Sheriff Phil Stammitti said a Chiefs meeting was held last week and there is concern with the lab closing, this is needed in the county and BCI is good for dna and homicides but everyday testing is needed and active investigation are ongoing and the lab is essential. The drug problem is bad over 70 deaths last year, but we cannot give up and the answer is not to legalize everything and people ask why there is a DARE program but his theory is if one kid is saved it is positive but he feels that these programs save a lot more.


Commissioner Williams said his daughter attended the Dare program and gave her an opportunity to tell people about this the dare officer is respected and more are needed in the schools.  Sheriff said he spoke with Lorain Chief Rivera because Lorain does not have this which is needed but this problem is not just about drugs, there is also bullying.

Commissioner Kalo said do permanent with .080 additional mills.


Commissioner Williams said he agrees but his concern is that there are a lot of people that are looking at their households and we could run a risk of this not being passed at all if it was a permanent basis and suggest do a 5 year like the drug task force and then review later.


Commissioner Kalo said he does not have a problem with 5 years was going on recommendation of County Administrator as permanent due to capital improvements and services needed. County Administrator Cordes said we need to do this right, we live on shoestrings but need to look at the future with a 5 – 10 year plan and understand Commissioner Williams concern and shares the same but also watched various levies in the county be supported heavily as permanent like development disabilities and mental health because the public sees these funds are necessary because these issues don’t disappear and anything is better than nothing do a 5 year the county would have to gain the trust the same as 911 because voters have approved as well as increases and in a few more years another levy will be asked because of all the new equipment that is needed .

Commissioner Williams said he will support, there is a needed. Commissioner Kalo said if he has a concern with the limit than let’s do 5 years then review, he does not have a problem either way just going on recommendation of County administrator.  County Administrator Cordes said we need to build a foundation at can do at .080 mills and look at what services will be provided, we never really opened the crime lab we hired a tech and had multiple people in multiple areas that share costs, but would need correct staffing and service.

Commissioner Williams said 10 years.  Commissioner Kokoski said either way the 911 levy passes easily because people dial this number it is like an insurance policy and touches them directly just like the drugs and probably not a lot of people don’t know what the crime lab does and so temporary is ok.
County Administrator Cordes said the county crime lab is not like CSI, like on TV we are basic and look at it like a crime and drug analysis facility. Commissioner Kokoski said the word “drug” needs to be stated.  County Administrator Cordes said our biggest work is drug analysis, crime scene analysis is seconded.
Clerk asked if this wording would change the code numbers. Assistant Prosecutor Innes said he will review.

Commissioner Kalo said we have had previous discussions and board does not have a unanimous view like the crime lab and drug task force and received a letter from a lady stating she is unhappy with the routes.


County Administrator Codes said we have been around this track several times and no positive outcome, don’t think the board is in disagreement about transit just how it is funded and transit is necessary in the county.  Several discussions have taken place in the years on decreasing revenues, needs and the county’s inability to bring back dollars to the county and the funding is going elsewhere.  The residents are funding transit just not funding in this county because other counties that have come up with the small amount of match money are bringing back millions of dollars to their communities they pay out in federal taxes, this county is a donor county with regards to transportation services in other counties because we are not participating in the funding pool resources that are available to all communities that match this revenue, we don’t have capital dollars coming in, no rolling stock dollars or operating dollars coming in and the do know the routes are not convenient but people that use this service are very grateful and don’t have any other choice.  He routinely sees people waiting for extended period of time waiting for a ride and do receive very few complaints even though they have to wait and understand the difficult situation that having basic transit.  We have lined up next generation of work to be done at the transportation center which would include Amtrak and rapid train service but lacking the ability to match with local dollars, there is about $7 million dollars available with regards to putting all platforms in and having Amtrak use the facility and working with Norfolk Southern.  He has spoke with the state about toll credits to match the federal dollars but still come up short and has a meeting with the Mayor of Elyria and maybe able to participate but they have their own economic issues within the city.  There is a small amount of money that is needed to obtain lots of money and when dollars are brought back these dollars are put back into the community that churns 4 or 5 times so the millions will multiply and trickle down to a lot more people and more projects.  He is not looking for a metropolitan transit service but looking for something that gets people to their basic needs with frequency that builds ridership.  Does he see ridership in the four corners of this county, not really but service is needed in the urbanized areas and have to look at this as a total community transit service and there are people with needs and we need to make sure that we get are fair share of federal monies that go into transportation and stated that the members of this board sit on NOACA  and see where all the money goes and a good portion of the FTA money does not go to NOACA it is a direct source but missing both sets of funds and last year we lost $3 million dollars that was earmarked for operation of transit because we could not match the money.  He stated Commissioner Williams and him spoke with people from Sandusky/Vermilion because they received are money and could not use it here because it was allocated around us because we could not match and find this very disrobing.

Commissioner Williams said he would like to see a regional approach like Cuyahoga and Sandusky because there are lot of residents here that do not use transit, less than 5% and there are a lot of other communities that will be putting levies on and people keep rejecting transit because they do not see a benefit, if you live in Rochester you don’t see a bus, you would rather see road patrol and stated that a road patrol levy is probably going to be bought up in 2015/2016.  He stated last year we received a huge no vote, only 1 community passed, he sees a need but individual look over their finances and to him drugs are a more concern and can’t see putting this levy on the ballot and take the votes away from the crime levy.

Commissioner Kokoski said we put the drug task force levy on with the transit and drug passed, it is up to the voters and asked if he had another suggestion. Commissioner Williams said he would like to review a regional approach and it will be difficult and we could end up with no transit. County Administrator Cordes said there are two ways to form a transit; 1) countywide or 2) regional, the mechanism that Commissioner Williams has suggested before and physiologically don’t think anyone is in disagreement with is to try to pass a levy in these areas where there is strong support or need to fund in specific areas. The county is not presently able to do target levies in certain communities but on a regional level they may be able to target levies to support transit service and the regional transit authorities he has looked at are supported by sales tax and not property tax and maybe it could be done in on individual community basis but there are a lot of questions and becomes a challenge in piece mealing the revenue rather than globalizing the funding and he has never suggested to this board that we support transit with a fraction of a sales tax because we know what happens with sales tax in this county and stated that 1%, which is more than what we levy for the total operations of the general fund and jail, we are only at 3/4 but 1% is dedicated to Cuyahoga RTA.  Commissioner Williams said how does Sandusky pay, County Administrator Cordes said not general fund dollars they branch out to communities they are more of a city service rather than regional and have done a good job.  
Commissioner Williams said the target areas would be Oberlin, Elyria and Lorain and do they want full time service, period of time during the day, weekend etc. these discussion need to take place and this is how transit would be built because going to the townships will not see a bus.


Commissioner Kalo said maybe if a .070 mills transit would go to the townships. County Administrator Cordes said before service was provided to Huntington Township, Penfield and Kipton no because there was no ridership needed and understands the respect of Commissioner Williams with regard to the unincorporated areas of the county but many unincorporated areas are contiguous to urbanized areas of the county; the townships of Sheffield, Elyria, Carlisle, Amherst, New Russia and density is much smaller area, larger mass but small population south of SR20 and the northern township are receive service from the transit and service was not really seen on the western end of the county off Baumhart but there needs to be a community approach and sometimes the everyone has to throw in for the good of the community and is he optimistic that we will achieve success, not really, but he will ask each year for a levy. 
Commissioner Kalo asked about the review of a regional transit if a county wide transit levy passed here, County Administrator Cordes said if passed, the county has the option to stop collection of any levy.

Commissioner Kalo said he spoke with Joe Calabrese, Cuyahoga RTA and he would help with the discussions and review of a regional system. County Administrator Cordes said Cuyahoga political subdivisions provided individual transit service that were eventually brought into RTA, which was only a Cleveland Transit and it took decades and just few years ago North Olmsted in now on RTA system and this county does not have any support of the political entities that have volunteered, other than Oberlin because they do provide funds for matching services in their community but no one is pounding on our doors and offering funds. 

Bev Bidelman, Clerk of Courts Office speaking through her ministry said she believes the crime lab goes with the transit, because if there was a transit available for people to get to work they would not be standing in the lab line. We need to have grassroots and community effort to make transit work in this county and have a great service like RTA and always keep trying rather than negative.


 Commissioner Kalo said transit is a needed service and can go through process of reviewing regional service.  County Administrator Cordes said regional transit systems work in communities, because they have some place to go, there are no destinations in this county that people will congregate too, not like Cuyahoga County or other counties where they have sporting venues, theaters, shopping areas, etc.  We will never have convenient service we have needed service and it is the most needed and most expensive and farebox cannot be used as a match.

Commissioner Kokoski asked how much it will cost a homeowner. County Administrator Cordes said it did not change from last year 
there are about 120,000 households, 300,0000+ residents and the minimum was around $2/household/year, less than $0.18 cents per month which is not a lot to help out other people that have no other choice and because our service is so depleted we don’t have developmental disabilities buying ticket anymore and just read an interesting AG opinion on bidding transportation services for Job & Family and this money could be used for federal dollars and there were partnerships that used the service in the past but declined because the service was not convenient, so they go to another costly transportation service. 
Commissioner Kokoski this is where the Veterans and Goodwill picked up some service in order to help.

County Administrator Cordes said the other agencies have the ability to access federal dollars to match the moneys like the county can.
Commissioner Kalo said he would be ok with .050 mills for around $300,000/year to be generated and it’s around $60/hour for transit to run. County Administrator Cordes said the county’s provider has been great in keeping cost down and working with the county.  

Commissioner Kalo said $300,000+dollars could bring 4-5 additional routes. County Administrator Cordes said yes between federal and fare box dollars and see where the services are needed and said different groups have spoke and have good ideas but no money available.

Commissioner Kalo asked if Commissioner Williams would be opposed to a minimum  .050 with 5 years and started discussion on regional transit. Commissioner Williams said we need to speak with communities on regional transit and he is reluctant his focus is on the crime lab and would speak with regards to regional transit to see where the need and service is needed then revisit but he will not support this vote now.

Commissioner Kalo said he sees a need and agree that the rural townships do not see service but maybe a family member or friend in urban area does and there are people in need, these people are not going to downtown Cleveland or having an expensive dinner they need the basic needs for appointments, education, food and shelter and feels that for a couple of bucks per year per household we have a responsibility to ask for these constitutions that do not really have a voice and it is really important for community leaders and the transit is under the commissioners whether we all want it or don’t want it, or find another way to do it we still have that responsibility.  If we can find a way to give general fund dollars he would not be adverse to that but the dollars are tight and we have a responsibility to our constituents to put something on the ballot with the hope that something gets passed and transit is very important and plays such a big part in all the other growing communities around us and maybe we are not growing like others because there is no public transit to bring people to jobs and have a problem with continuing to give other counties our county money.
Commissioner Williams said there are some needs in this county but just last week there are going to be several more job losses and people are going to look at priorities and his priority is with the crime lab and will no focus on the transit

Commissioner Kalo asked Commissioner Williams if he is opposing this levy if the majority of the board approves to put on a levy. Commissioner Williams said he will vote no today but he will not oppose the board for trying to get this levy passed.  Commissioner Kalo said we can do both. Commissioner Kokoski said the transit levy was on with the drug levy and it is up to the voters.

County Administrator Cordes said this is a David goliath issue and people will be critical of the board and the votes that are taken and people opposed this last time but somewhere the county has an obligation to provide these services and wished there were funds available for an education push and the benefits that are needed for these levies and we depend on other groups to discuss, this is always a challenge and does not bring out people like moneys brought in for a campaign and it will be an uphill battle, but we have to continue to challenge the community to provide the needed services.

Commissioner Kokoski said she is looking at .065 mills, Commissioner Kalo said he was looking at .50 mills. County Administrator Cordes said this levy is not for additional staffing, there is 1 person in transit now, the monies will be used for services and get the federal/state dollars that are available.

Commissioner Kalo noted #19 under board correspondence stating Ron Nabakowski, Clerk of Courts has requested the Lorain Title Office be moved from St. Joes to Palace Civic Center, Lorain due to unacceptable working conditions due to the winter and summer months. Bob McDonald, Clerk of Courts Office said looking at the old port authority site due to the problems at St. Joes heating/cooling conditions and can’t service the public. The site on Broadway at the Palace Civic Center puts the title office on the main street and palace civic center is a very important establishment in downtown Lorain and by moving into this building and paying rent which is very comparative to what is being paid at St. Joes it would stabilize their income which the palaces income is truly contributions and these are hard dollars.  Commissioner Kalo said leasing has always been important and is very involved with past officer membership. Mr. McDonald said this area has increased traffic and would help other establishments and will be positive and will also service the northern county, it is easy to find and is accessible. He stated the other thing Mr. Nabakowski would like to do is to add some of the clerk of courts duties as a satellite office because there is a lot of attorney offices downtown so they don’t have to come to downtown Elyria.  Commissioner Kalo said also do passports. Mr. Mc Donald said Lorain does not do passports we have been in conversations with the state in order to do this. Commissioner Williams said passports are being done in Amherst, Elyria and North Ridgeville and when the recent office was moved to Kresge Drive he questioned this and the Lorain office at that time and it was stated that there would be no movement, now a couple months later a request is being made.  He asked if the City center was looked at where the BMV use to be, there is plenty of parking, etc. Mr. McDonald said no.  Commissioner Williams said he spoke with the 2nd Ward councilman and there is an issue with pedestrians. Commissioner Kalo said he spoke with the Mayor and they are looking at crosswalks and lights being relocated to true crosswalks and said that he understands Mr. Nabakowski request but would like to see numbers. Mr. McDonalds said he will review with Mr. Nabakowski but also stated that Gary Fisher, Architect and also sits on Palace Civic Board is doing the design work for free. Commissioner Williams said he would like to see a cost comparison with additional sites. Mr. McDonald said he will look at city center on renal and build out cost.
Ron Novak, Carlisle Township submitted 21 photos of debris that is left on his property from the seagulls that carry it from the landfill.  He stated the smell last year was unbearable and is pond is a cesspool which causes a serious issue and Republic needs to take responsibility.  Commissioner Kalo asked if he has spoken with Republic, EPA or ONDR, is there a nuisance violation, we could refer to our environmental officers through solid waste. County Administrator Cordes said water could be an issue. Mr. Novak said he has lived here since he was 4 years old and there is waste everywhere and there has to be a solution to this problem.  Mr. Novak said the landfill will have people come and pick up debris but this is not a solution.  The Board asked the Clerk to forward this to Solid Waste Environmental officers.
Karen Pleban, Elyria Township said she was a former county employee of the Commissioners and had to file a lawsuit but not here today because of this. She said at the first meeting of the Commissioners this year, Commissioner Williams once again asked to be President and was denied and how he was treated.  She stated when the last republican sat on the board, he was allowed to serve as President and he was never kept out.  She stated that Commissioner Kokoski indicated that because she was befriended by Commissioner Williams on facebook she was not going to give him presidency, really.  It has been mentioned in the Chronicle that Commissioner Kalo and Kokoski are made out to look bad by Commissioner Williams, who looks bad now the bullying needs to stop and does not understand why Commissioner Williams would be denied presidency, it is humiliating. She indicated that she met Commissioner Williams in 2010 when she was working on someone else’s campaign against him and did not vote for him then, but she will now.  She handed out a worksheet on workplace bullying and everyone is a human being.
