Sheffield Village and Oldcastle APG South, Inc., which calls for a 28,000 square foot addition to facility at a minimum 
of $3 million and creation of 4 new full time jobs within 90 days, relocation of up to 10 jobs from another facility and up to 6 more new full time jobs within 5 years. Abatement will be for 10 years on real property at 75% in years 1-5 and 60% in years 6-10.

RESOLUTION NO. 14-93

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE COUNTY OF LORAIN, OHIO TO APPROVE THE REISSUANCE OF CERTAIN HOSPITAL FACILITIES REVENUE BONDS ISSUED BY THE COUNTY OF LORAIN, OHIO FOR THE BENEFIT OF CATHOLIC HEALTH PARTNERS; AND AUTHORIZING OTHER DOCUMENTS IN CONNECTION WITH THE REISSUANCE OF SUCH BONDS.


WHEREAS, Catholic Health Partners, formerly known as Catholic Healthcare Partners, is a nonprofit Ohio corporation (the “Corporation”) that, through its subordinate and affiliated nonprofit corporations, owns and operates healthcare facilities at various locations in Ohio, constituting Hospital Facilities, as defined in Section 140.01 of the Ohio Revised Code (“Hospital Facilities”); and


WHEREAS, the County of Lorain, Ohio (the “County”) has previously issued its Adjustable Rate Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 2002B (Catholic Healthcare Partners), dated December 19, 2002 (the “Series 2002B Bonds”) and its Adjustable Rate Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 2006 (Catholic Healthcare Partners), dated May 4, 2006 (the “Series 2006 Bonds,” and together with the Series 2002B Bonds, the “Bonds”), for the benefit of the Corporation to finance or refinance the costs of Hospital Facilities; and


WHEREAS, the Corporation has sold a portion of the Hospital Facilities financed or refinanced with the proceeds of the Bonds, and to maintain the tax-exempt status of such Bonds, the Corporation will substitute Hospital Facilities at the locations hereinafter set forth which are  comparable in value and economic life to the assets sold; and


WHEREAS, such sale and allocation of the disposition proceeds results in a reissuance of a portion of the Series 2002B Bonds in an amount not to exceed $300,000 and of a portion of the Series 2006 Bonds in an amount not to exceed $1,660,000, which requires a public hearing and an approval by the County’s “applicable elected representative” (as defined in Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”)); and


WHEREAS, this Board of County Commissioners is the applicable elected representative of the County; and


WHEREAS, a public hearing was held with respect to the reissuance of a portion of the Bonds prior to the consideration of this resolution, and an affidavit of publication for the notice of such public hearing and a certificate related to such hearing are attached hereto as Exhibit A; and

WHEREAS, based upon such certificate, the public hearing described in such notice was duly held at the date and place set forth in such notice, and the hearing was conducted in a manner which provided a reasonable opportunity for persons with differing views on the reissuance of a portion of the Bonds to be heard;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio:

SECTION 1.  That this Board of County Commissioners, as the “applicable elected representative” of the County for purposes of Section 147(f) of the Code, hereby approves the reissuance of a portion of the Series 2002B Bonds in an amount anticipated not to exceed $1,660,000 and of a portion of the Series 2006 Bonds in an amount anticipated not to exceed $300,000 and in aggregate amount of reissued Bonds not to exceed $1,960,000, as a joint undertaking for itself and in cooperation with certain counties pursuant to a public hospital agencies agreement, the proceeds of which will be made available to the Corporation and certain of its non-profit affiliates to finance and refinance Hospital Facilities located at 3300 Mercy Health Boulevard, Cincinnati, Ohio, commonly known as Mercy West Hospital, the initial owner, operator or manager of which is the Corporation, Mercy Health-West Hospital LLC, Mercy Hospitals West or an affiliate thereof.

The Bonds, including the reissued Bonds, shall not represent or constitute a debt or pledge of the faith and credit or the taxing power of this County or any county or other political subdivision of the State of Ohio.

This approval is intended to comply with the provisions of Section 147(f) of the Code, and does not constitute a finding of the Board as to the compliance or noncompliance by the Board with any legal requirements imposed upon it in connection with the issuance of the Bonds.

SECTION 2.  That the Clerk of this Board and any member of this Board be and they hereby are authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the County such certificates, documents and instruments in connection with the reissuance of a portion of the Bonds, as may be required, necessary or appropriate, including, without limitation, applicable elected representative approvals, certificates or other documents relating to or regarding any tax compliance necessary in connection with the reissuance of a portion of the Bonds, including the Tax Regulatory Agreement a form of which is on file with the Clerk, and Forms 8038. Such documents, including the ones specifically authorized hereby, shall be subject to such changes, insertions and omissions as may be approved by this Board, which approval shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution thereof by the proper officer(s) of this Board.


SECTION 3.  That all documents and certificates, the execution and delivery of which are authorized by this Resolution, are subject to the approval of counsel to this Board.


SECTION 4.  That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable and, if any section, phrase or provision shall, for any reason, be declared invalid, such declaration of invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this Resolution.


SECTION 5.  All resolutions, orders or parts thereof in conflict with the provisions of this Resolution are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby repealed.


SECTION 6.  It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with the law, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code, and the rules of this Board in accordance therewith.
