“In order to establish uniform rules and regulations for connections and improvements made to the Lorain County General Sanitary Sewer District, the Sanitary Engineer has developed the LORAIN COUNTY SANITARY ENGINEER BUILDING SEWERS AND CONNECTIONS RULES AND REGULATIONS.  These rules and regulations establish contractor licensing requirements, permit procedures and specifications for materials and methods of construction.  This document was prepared with the assistance of K.E. McCartney & Associates and has been reviewed by Lorain County Assistant Prosecutor Jerry Innes.

 
As part of these Rules and Regulations, an APPLICATION AND BOND FOR SEWER BUILDER’S LICENSE has been developed which will be required yearly by all contractors who plan to construct and/or repair building sewers in the Sewer District.  This application shall be subject to an annual charge of $100.00 and each Sewer Builder will be required to provide a $10,000 bond to ensure proper performance of his work.


Finally, uniform SANITARY SYSTEM CONNECTION CHARGES have been developed for all new connections being made to the Lorain County General Sewer District.  These fees include a Permit Fee of $100.00, an Inspection Fee of $1000.00 and a System Fee of 

$1700.00.
