Elaine Georgas, Exe Director – County Alcohol & Drug Addiction Services regarding prescription drug abuse issues among families


Elaine Georgas said ADAS has been providing service to substance abusers and the addition is a chronic disease but can be treated.  There will be a forum co-sponsored by The City of Oberlin and Communities That Care of Lorain County and Dr. Stephen Evans, County Coroner with a variety of local experts will illuminate the growing prescription drug abuse and heroin problems in the county on March 12 at 6:30 pm, Oberlin Public Library.

An 11 minute video was shown regarding prescription drug abuse issues among families and don’t say it can’t be someone you know; it affects all dynamics, cultures, neighborhoods, etc.


Ms. Georgas said that 1 in 6 teens have used prescription drug in order to get high or change the mood; 2/3 of teens who abuse pain relievers so they get them from family members and friends, more Americans die from drug overdoses than in car crashes, 1 person dies every 19 minutes from drug overdose in the US and this increasing trend is driven by rx painkillers.

She stated there are some actions that can be taken;

· Safeguard your home

· Monitor – keep track of amounts of prescriptions, control kids medicines and encourage friends and relatives, especially grandparents to monitor and secure their own

· Secure – keep prescription medicine secure, preferably locked, in a place that your kids and visors can’t find

· Dispose – crush and mix it with unpleasant garbage, or find a medicine take back site near you (all police 24/7), never flush down toilet or sink drain

· Know Signs and Symptoms

· Educate – best way to prevent is to learn. Go to website MedcineaAbuseProgject.org

· Get help – if you think child has a problem with prescription drugs or over the counter cough medicine visit drugfree.org/timetogethelp or call Partnership’s parents toll free help line at 1-855-378-4373

· Talk to your family, friends and other parents

· About risks of abusing prescription drugs and over the counter cough medicine. Children who learn are 50% less like to use go to pact360.org/page/rx-talk-kit

· Share information with others

· Pact360.org/page/parents360-rx-promotion

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR



Mr. James R. Cordes spoke with the FTA/ODOT yesterday regards to keeping transit afloat in the county.  He stated to them there is a levy on the upcoming ballot for the transit.  He also stated there has not been a lot of support for the transportation center with platforms.  This county will be sending back $2.2 million for other transit system to use because this county does not have match monies, so it will be a total of about $5 million that this county has given back.

Commissioner Kokoski said there is a levy meeting scheduled for 11 am on March 4. Bev Beidleman, Clerk of Courts stated she is acting chair and this meeting is just a kick off to see the approach and things that need to be done for this grassroots support.  

County Administrator Cordes said we just heard a presentation on the drug problem , well no transportation is a problem and he is embarrassed that the 9th largest county in the state of Ohio cannot come up with match monies to support these grants that would double the money for the transit.  He stated the State of Ohio needs to be pressed with the transportation issue, they have a surplus from reducing state monies to the entities.    Mr. Cordes said years ago the county general fund was able to support the transit and had many routes and some were not even necessary but it is very crucial to have these effective routes now and we need to get other county agencies on board with using our transit service rather than having other providers, it cost the county around $55/hour to roll a bus and there are about 49,000 people in this county that receive benefits from Job & Family services, we have 300,000 people here.
