Jacqueline Kirby Wilkins, Associate Chair/Regional Director – OSU oversees 35 counties and there are many programs that OSU offers and there could be some partnerships with them and the county like community development partnership funding with consumer science education prevention.  County Administrator Cordes asked her to get with his Assistant Sandy and set up an appointment.  Commissioner Kalo said the junior fair has been support with Solid Waste monies and sale of Green Acres through Probate Judge Walther but this money is depleting he stated maybe a countywide ballot issue could be done on a district basis like the road patrol.  Commissioner Williams said funding is very important to them and he would support it coming from the general fund.

Mrs. Wilkins indicated that all OSU programs and OSU extension programs need to be one and address this way.
