Lorain County is eligible for approximately $400,000 of Fiscal Year FY 2014 Community Housing Impact and Preservation Program (CHIP) funding and approximately $300,000 of Fiscal Year FY 2014 Community Development Program funding with $300,000 being available for each of the competitive programs through the Community Development Allocation program providing the County meets applicable program requirements.

The Community Housing Impact Preservation Program can be funded with HOME Funds and Ohio Housing Trust Funds in addition to CDBG Funds.

This is the first of two public hearings to provide citizens with pertinent information about the CDBG Program.  The CDBG program can fund a broad range of activities, including: economic development projects, street, water supply, drainage and sanitary sewer improvements, park acquisition and improvements, demolition of unsafe structures (residential and commercial), rehabilitation of housing, and neighborhood facilities.  The activities must be designed to benefit low-and moderate-income persons, aid in the prevention or elimination of slum and blight, or meet an urgent need of the community.

Significant Changes for 2014 CHIP Program
The Name has changed from Community Housing Improvement Program to Community Housing Impact and Preservation Program.

Home Repair Rental has been added to the program.  This program will be funded through CDBG.  Should the community wish to apply for Home Repair Rental; a program design will need to be formulated.

Emergency Monthly Housing has been eliminated from the program.

All supportive activities (homebuyer and financial counseling as a stand along supportive activity) have been eliminated.

Grant Ceilings have been changed.  

Counties remain at $400,000

Cities with a population of 15,000 or more can apply for $350,000

Cities with a population of less than 15,000 can apply for $300,000

Communities are being encouraged to partner with other CHIP Communities.  The incentive for partnering is that each of the partnering communities will be eligible for an additional $50,000 in grant funding.

Should communities decide to partner, one must be designated the grantee.  The grantee will apply for and be responsible for the grant.  The maximum grant request for a partnership is $1,600,000.  Due to the cap, a community partnership would not want the funds each partnering community is eligible for to exceed that cap as the partnership would be forfeiting funds.  In other words, the County, if partnering would be eligible for $450,000 when partnering with a City which is then eligible for $400,000.  This would give you a grant request of $850,000.   Should the County partner with three cities at $400,000 each, the total eligible would be $1,650,000 but the ceiling is $1,600,000.  Therefore this application would forfeit $50,000.

 
Considerations:

Obviously, partnering will gain each partner $50,000 in grant funds.

The County or City acting as the grantee will be the entity evaluated for past performance.  Therefore, it would be to the advantage of the partnering communities to have the entity with the best performance act as the grantee.

Lorain County has a clean slate entering this application cycle.

Rating Criteria Changes:

Five (5) points have been eliminated from the Past Performance category and have been added to the Impact category.  Also, two new subcategories have been added to the Impact scoring.  They are Partnership Development and Collaboration.  It is unknown how many points each is worth.

Considerations if Partnering:

Should the communities choose to partner, one will be the grantee.  The grantee will be awarded the full amount of the funds applied for.

A partnership agreement will need to be entered into identifying the funds to be spent in each community (same idea as targeting funds).

The grantee will be responsible for the Planning Process, the filing of the Application, entering into of the contract with the State of Ohio, the Environmental Review, draw requests, the status reports and final performance report, financial management and grant close out including program income.

The grantee will as part of the Planning Process, be responsible to identify the needs of all of the partners in the Final Recommendation to that entities governing body and approve the grant application.

The grantee can enter into Administrative Contracts with the partners to administer the funds designated for that community.  Or, can administer the entire grant.

As the grantee is responsible for administrative functions for the entire grant, the administration for doing so should be discussed in the partnership agreement.

Additionally, as the grantee is financially responsible, as with the Allocation Program, all contracts must be paid through the grantee.  Subrecipient Agreements are not allowable.

The grantee will be held to past performance on the partnership application and therefore will be responsible to make sure all goals are being met.  The grantee will want to have some provision to rearrange funding to be sure to meet those goals.  However, the partner community should have some say as to how and when this would occur.

The grantee will be responsible for the monitoring and any audit requirements.

Applicants for CHIP and CDBG Allocation programs for 2014 are required to apply for access and permission to the new system.  In order to do so, the community must identify the roles of the persons to have access.  The governing bodies CEO will have to sign and have notarized all of the completed role assignment forms.

Commissioner Kalo said Sheffield Lake does not have the population of 15,000. Ms. Dunlap stated the grant ceiling is $300,000 under 15,000 population and $15,000+ if over.

Mr. Romancak, Director – Community Development said the money will come from the state and will award contract and distribute funds like NSP1 program, there will be additional work involved but the housing stock needs to be reinvested.  County Administrator Cordes stated that the county was penalized for trying to get additional quotes for work.

Commissioner Kalo asked if there were any public comments, there were none.
