PUBLIC HEARING

9:30 A.M.
Straw Haag Ditch petitioned by Twin Lakes Homes, Ltd. – Kim McCray LeMasters

Clerk Upton stated on April 16, 2012 a petition was received to clean and/or remove all obstructions from Straw-Haag (aka Straw Ditch) and its lateral ditches from Chadwick Drive extends to Straw-Haag Ditch, southerly to intersection of Straw-Haag Ditch with the Black River, Elyria, Ohio.

June 12, 2012 Engineer reviewed and changed project limits to Russia Road to Chadwick Drive affecting 438 parcels to be assessed and estimate cost was $115,700

November 28, 2012 – Res#12-758 accepted the amended petition from Twin Lakes Ltd.  The viewing was held on December 18 and notification was sent.

January 23, 2013 hearing was held, testimony given, Res#12-51A continued hearing until February 27, 2013 for to look at other options

March 6, 2013 - Res#13-147 ordered Engineer to have plans and reports submitted by August 14; he issued final plans, estimate and assessments on July 31, 2013. Total cost $284,786 for 7,200 l.f. ditch laterals and 12,300 l.f. of ditch cleaning/excavating from Russia Road to Chadwick Drive.


August 14, 2013, Res#13-717 scheduled final hearing on 10/1/13 at 9:30 a.m., certified letters were sent and notice was published


September 10, 2013 sent invoice to Asst Pros City Elyria Breunig cc: T win Lakes for a total of $1,327.09 for additional parcels that were added and mailings/postage


October 1, 2013 – Res#13-816 – continued hearing until November 19, 2013


November 19 – Res#13-935 – continued hearing until March 18, 2014


February 18, 2014 engineer submitted new assessment for project to clear and grub entire ditch along one side and entire bottom of ditch from Chadwick Drive to 1,000’ south of Russia Road. The bottom of ditch would be excavated from 250’ South of Albrecht Road to just past the bend in the ditch on the Schuster Property (3200’ south of Albrecht Road) and remainder of ditch that was cleared and grubbed would be cleared of any sand bars or obstructions.

Construction Assessment Total is $146,600; Request City of Elyria to pay $35,000, SWAC $32,000 and Engineer will waive $11,420 for a total of $68,180


Per ORC 6131.15 construction assessment not less than $10 and ORC 6137.03 maintenance not less than $2


February 24, 2014 – sent out 329 certified letters for 441 parcels being assessed.


3/3/14 – 4 parcels – Marsh Landing LLC & Robbard LLC, property location Marshs Lane, Mr. John V. Gaueman states he not either of these companies and has not owned property in the county for years.  The Auditors website states that that the company listed above is for all 4 parcels affected.


3/7/14 – 1 parcel – Janet Lehman, property location W. Ridge Rd., filing for compensation for any damages which might occur

3/14/14 – 2 parcels - Laurie Muntean don’t agree with charges on the 2 parcels, they have no massive water runoff and Twin Lakes issues of flooding and building in swamp land should not be Amherst township resident’s problem

March 4 – Ordinance 2014-27 City of Elyria authorized Mayor to enter into agreement with City of Elyria not to exceed $35,000 for Straw Haag Ditch commitment
March 5, 2014 – send invoice to Twin Lakes / City of Elyria for a total of $2,839.07 (balance due of September 10, 2013 $1,327.09.  Charges from September – November 2013 (copies, postage, notice) $16.44 and February 24 – March 5, 2014 $1,495.54 (certified letters and notice)

March 17, 2014 received check from Twin Lakes Homes, Ltd., in amount of $2,839.07

March 17, 2014 Virgil Muntean and Sharon Riccardi state issues arised concerning ditch. Cost would be greater than benefit, because there is not a problem. Trailer Park has cleaned ditch and appliances removed. There was flooding all over the county and Twin Lakes has not flooded since. In a prior meeting Commissioner Williams asked engineer that under exact same circumstance would ditch have flooded if it had been cleaned out and he replied that yes it would. So if culver is blocked with ice and appliances it would still flood, so there is not a problem and the cost would be rather than benefit. This has been one of the worst winters in a long time with a lot of melting snow and rain and he has monitored the ditch which has not even come close to flooding. Bridges are built to withstand a 50 year rain, road stand a 10 year rain. A small county ditch withstand a 50-75 year rain is not feasible. This winter with melting snow and rain, flooding has occurred in different areas but not over in the Straw Haag ditch by trailer park. With this being said the Straw Haag ditch petitioned for by Twin Lakes Hones, LTD, by Kimberly McCray Masters, successor-trustee does not follow the guidelines for ORC 6131.12 grant of petition so it cannot be passed.

March 17, 2014 – 130 owners signed (106 total properties) =against the passing of the Straw Haag Ditch project the proposed construction assessment and annual maintenance fee.
(9 property owners that have signed this have also signed the intent to pay letters)


3/17/14 – total of 69 intents to pay


3/17/14 – total of 42 undeliverable/unclaimed


3/17/14 – 16 resent


Commissioner’s assessment is $15,668.32 with maintenance cost of $1,395.62 for 16 parcels – 434.17 acres owned and 216.97 acres benefited


City of Elyria assessment $2,598.85 with $231.37 maintenance costs


Twin Lakes assessment $5,578.89 with $496.34 maintenance costs


Commissioner Kalo asked Assistant County Prosecutor Innes to swear anyone wishing to give testimony.


Commissioner Kalo asked Twin Lakes Homes, Ltd, Petitioner if they had any comments. Kimberly McCray LeMasters had no comments.


Erik Breunig, Assistant City of Elyria Law Director, 131 Court Street, Elyria stated this project has been going on quite a while now.  The City has agreed to kick in $35,000 towards the project along with the assessments and the project is the best interest of the area and want to see it done.  
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Commissioner Kalo asked if the Engineers office had any comments.


Bill Holtzman said the Clerk has outlined the project and scope of work as revised and they have worked very hard to lower the cost that is a manageable project and still accomplish the job and benefit the area.  The City has agreed to give $35,000, Carlisle Township has obtained a SWAC grant application through County Stormwater District that is $32,000 and Engineers office is waiving $11,000 of engineering costs.  The original cost was around $280,000 and now it is around $68,000.  He believes it is a good project that would benefit the county and have done the hardest to make it as least difficult on all parties involved.

Commissioner Kalo asked what is being looked at for the outcome of the project when completed, will it help resolve the issue.  Mr. Holtzman said the trees/brush will be cleared, reshape the bottom of the area we discussed and will defiantly improve the flow through the channel and minimize flooding, because if there is a 100 year storm, the culvert at Albrecht was desired for a 25 year storm so would have back up but the water will move faster with this project and duration of flooding that might occur would be less.

Commissioner Williams said with what occurred with flooding; snow, ice and rain this project would eliminate that threat. Mr. Holtzman said it would never eliminate the threat but would minimize the effects.


Commissioner Kalo asked for resident’s comments on anything new to add since the last hearing.

James Conway, 8822 W. Ridge Road said after cleaning, how often is the inspections. Mr. Holtzman said by code it is inspected once per year, a report is done and if there is work to done it will be, mowing annually and if there are complaints received they will be investigated and addressed.

Mr. Conway said he has a split property front/back half by ditch and have to use his neighbor to get back and cut behind the ditch and considering putting in a drain sewer line pipe, how would this affect him and will he be assessed for maintenance, is this allowed.  Mr. Holtzman said he would have to go through Engineers office for review, but the assessment would continue.

David Urig, Amherst Township Trustee said he is here today speaking on behalf of some township residents on Bechtel and Fowl Road.  His concerns are the assessments, one owner has construction assessment of $3,500 and annual maintenance of $150, and the amount is excessive and assessments are not proportionate to benefits received.  Also, the apparent benefits, it is the understanding there will not be any literal cleaning on their property but cleaning would be further downstream and understand that everyone in the watershed is assessed but at the same time their ditch is maintained, they maintain.  


Commissioner Kalo asked if this property sat on two ditches with runoff. Mr. Urig said the ditch on their property is private.  Mr. Urig said they would be paying for a large amount of money for no apparent benefit.  He asked if there had been any effort between parties adversely affected primarily along Albrecht Road north to clean and maintain ditch privately. 
Commissioner Kalo said that has not happened and that is why we are here today.

Mr. Holtzman said can’t control conversation between parties and the property but this will put property on maintenance and future cleaning will be done through the county and will have discussion with owners.

Mr. Urig said the Commissioners should look at the stormwater district funds and see if this can be cleaned without assessments from south to north of Albrecht and see what can be done, this an alternative to look at.

Jerry Rader, 9652 Murray Ridge Road, 7th Day Church, Elyria said at last hearing he discussed a retention pond on the west side of railroad trail, the ditch is the left side and his property has 33 acres to the left of railroad trestle and no water gets through. The 5 acres on the west side has access to ditch.  He asked about building a retention pond and donating his property for this consideration and not being assessed, is the retention pond part of the plan or not part of the plan.  The people’s property east side of railroad trestle is not contributing to this problem, the problem is on west side and the 33 acres, and largest portion of their property does not have access what so ever.

Mr. Holtzman said the retention pond was reviewed at this location and another location, but the cost to build a retention basin is around $30-40,000 and would be added to cost of project, it has merit, but not part of this project, they are trying to keep cost down and provide a clear outlet. This would add for storage but would add cost to the project and don’t know that we could add that $40,000 to the project cost when project cost was already high, we are trying to get it low as we can and it might have some merit for future consideration through stormwater district but as being part of this project he does not think it should be considered
Mr. Rader said the property on the east side of railroad trestle and there is no underpass with drainage, there is nothing on his property, not sure if anything further down, but it is not fair his assessment is on 33 acres when only 5 acres goes into drainage.  Mr. Holtzman said all this was taken into account with the topographical maps, soil and lay of the land.

Mr. Rader said he is lucky to be backed up to the railroad trestle but there is no water, the 33 acres does not drain but being assessed for it. Mr. Holtzman said his point is taken and will review.

Sharon Riccardi, 9397 Bechtel Road, distributed a letter from her brother Virgil Muntean that could not be here today along with a packet of information from her.  She stated that she is the one that submitted the petition, was not sure how to do it, but people thanked her, no one wants assessments, they already pay taxes, a lot of people were not home and this was after the last hearing. She stated her brother states that Twin Lakes clean it up and it would not flood, so then there is no problem and according to O6131-11 should be dismissed because it is not a chronic problem and it would not benefit them.  He does not feel it would benefit their property whether you clean the ditch or not, so the cost is greater and the cost of the project is greater and benefits.  \

Ms. Riccardi said a lot of these people are older with fixed incomes and don’t want any more taxes, take it out the money that is being paid already.  She said her brother highlighted things in his packet and the main thing is that.

She asked if this includes street ditches.  Mr. Holtzman said this is for Straw Haag Ditch.  

Ms. Riccardi asked if the airport was assessed, on Albrecht road there are ditches out.  Commissioner Kokoski said yes.

Mr. Holtzman said yes airport included but not much.

Ms. Riccardi said there are pipes that pour water out and then there are also cut ditches that come onto Albrecht and how many acres are included for airport.

Commissioner Kokoski said $15,000.  Mr. Holtzman said this is mainly for Sheriff complex and Murray Ridge.

Ms. Riccardi said the water is just pouring out of Albrecht Road out of several cuts.

Mr. Mileti said Albrecht to ditch, south of Albrecht airport.

Mr. Holtzman said 2 ditches north of property.
Ms. Riccardi said Fowl to West Ridge there are about 4 – 12” culvert pipes underground at airport and there are cuts.

Mr. Holtzman said he will review and if there is an adjustment to be made to county assessments it will be done.

Ms. Riccardi asked why there is a difference in assessments.  Mr. Holtzman said Wayne Mileti and staff worked on this and it was based on land use and soil types.
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Ms. Riccardi said there is a county property that has 50+ acres and there is a little charge. Mr. Holtzman said a large portion is farmland.
Ms. Riccardi also said on farmland there are chisel plow which holds water in and there are usually crops on this land, you are charging too much for farmland.   Mr. Holtzman said these were reviewed and felt these were fair assessments.

Ms. Riccardi said her brother said under 6131.12 it does not follow the guidelines under revised code because cost is greater than benefit.  She also stated that he called and asked for people to call him and they did not call him back about the ditch.

Ms. Riccardi said her brother also wanted to know when they annexed the property to trailer park and was told it was too wet to build but the city annexed it, and it says to annex it, you have to do for an emergency, it was an emergency for the safety and well being of the people and he wanted to know what the emergency would have been for the trailer park.  Commissioner Kalo said that went back a long time and none of them were here.

Mr. Holtzman said this is a whole different, annexation is different than what is today, ditch hearing.

Ms. Riccardi said her brother said that Elyria and Trailer Park need to take more responsibility than they are.
Jeannie Fowl, 9200 W. Ridge Road and will speak also for her brother Jay Fowl, 9256 W. Ridge Road that could not be here today.  Ms. Fowl said they were wondering why they are already being assessed on their property for years, Fowl Road ditch project that was done with former Commissioner Betty Blair and other commissioners and they are still paying on that and that ditch is not cleaned, but is mowed once a year.  She stated no one helped her 3 years ago when her new home was flooded and what is this assessment for isn’t the same ditch.  Commissioner Kalo said no, this is Straw Haag. Ms. Fowl asked how can she be assessed for 2 ditches it is not fair, she has no money and asked if anyone wanted to buy a lot on W Ridge Rd., there is no way she can pay for this.
Sharon Riccardi said she was surprised when she went to the people that are being assessed for that ditch and one of the questions she asked at another meeting, was where they going to get billed for another ditch, and another, and was told this would not happened, and then found out all these people are already paying for another ditch and that ditch is emptying into Straw Haag ditch, so how can you charge again for that.  Mr. Holtzman said that ditch was petition and cleaned and people were assessed. Commissioner Kalo said because the other part, when Straw Haag gets done and everything that comes out of Fowl ditch is more volume than Straw Haag could handle.  Ms. Riccardi said they are paying twice and the association on Murray Ridge is paying for having the retention pond and so it does not go into the ditch, so they would pay twice, when does this stop.  Commissioner Kokoski said when the entire county is sewered.  Ms. Riccardi stated Mr. Fowl mentioned at another meeting that he called and no one called him back and no one cleaned the ditch, even though it is being assessed and a couple people told her that when they finally cleaned the ditch, when they sent info out about Straw Haag Ditch they came out and cleaned Fowl Road ditch and they made a mess of the yard and tore up the yard.

John Riffle, President of Homeowners Association, 243 Skyline Drive said he has been following this since day one at trail park and thought it was unfair because they do retain water, holding it back, keeping from flooding the ditch and being overcharged paying double for keeping the water back.  He has spoke with people and what has to be paid now compared to what was being charged before it is more evenly distributed and he said since day one, if a bill is presented that is fair his people in the association would support and they feel that the cost now in his association to pay for maintenance is fair.  He said the only question is that if we start out paying assessment this year, would it be more later, will it get higher and higher.  Mr. Holtzman said assessments will not change unless there is a hearing, the assessment will build up and then drop off.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if the retention basin was mitigated. Mr. Holtzman said this is an outlet for retention basin still outlet for ditch and clean outlet and no reason to mitigate. 
Mr. Riffle said if there must be a tax then they feel this is fair and support it.

Commissioner Kokoski said everyone has worked hard to get cost down, Engineers, Elyria, etc.

John Forthofer, 44634 Kipton Nickel Plate Road, Oberlin owns 70 acres on Albrecht Road.  How do we handle the bids if they come in different, will there be adjustments.  Mr. Holtzman said the estimate is conservatively and hope bids come in less than what is seen and the final assessment will be based on actual cost.  Mr. Forthofer said then the prices will be reevaluated.  Mr. Holtzman said yes, everyone is then sent an invoice based on final cost.  Mr. Forthofer said lower could be higher. Mr. Holtzman said would hate to say higher, don’t believe it would and have made every effort to be within the budget and will fall under the budget.

Mr. Forthofer said SWAC funds, City of Elyria $77,000 and Carlisle $68,000 and asked if this would be bid separately, north and south. Mr. Holtzman said it will be bid as one project.  Mr. Forthofer said they don’t want that because Elyria side will be more, it’s more complicated, not fair to the township people if they are not bid separately and he thinks the estimate is $10,000 more for Elyria and he knows it won’t cost that.  Mr. Holtzman said it has been scaled down and benefits whole project.

Mr. Forthofer said not fair, to bid farm land which is south, county property, jail, etc. and be equivalent to Elyria side with all buildings.  Mr. Holtzman said City side ditch not a lot of construction, west side certainly but east no.

Mr. Forthofer said in order to get easement of Twin Lakes are the trailer going to be moved, how you are going to get to this area to keep the price down.  Mr. Holtzman said will clean from one side.  Mr. Forthofer said what side. Mr. Holtzman said he thought the east side was fairly clear.  Mr. Forthofer said he has walked the whole thing, fence it right there.  Mr. Holtzman said they might have to straddle the ditch, but they are not moving trailers.

Mr. Forthofer asked how it will be hauled out, it’s not fair. 

Mr. Forthofer said on the yearly maintained is there a website to monitor the monies collected and how it is spent. Mr. Holtzman said it is a percent, there is no website
Clerk Upton stated that each year the Engineer submits ditch maintenance reports for approval and it is public information.
Mr. Holtzman said engineer’s office keeps who did work on each ditch and what was done.
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Wayne Simms, 42337 Russia Road said he is involved on both sides and does not think they should be involved because they are so far away.  He stated the City of Elyria has caused problem and asked if they plan to build more development over there. Commissioner Kalo said he does not think there is anyone here that can answer that question.  Mr. Simms said he knows they are. Commissioner Kalo said he assumes there would be development.  

Mr. Simms said yes there is a problem for Carlisle Township, 100 feet of cemetery has 6 dams and if there is more development it will not handle this and the Schroeder ditch also flows along Blanche Ave.

Mr. Holtzman said the cemetery has 7 dams, with about 20 ft fall, where water hits 1st to last and feels there is no significant impact from upstream to the dams that would require dams to be taken out. He said even if you took the first one done and pick up three fee of fall then it would have to be excavated and that would take us back to the $280,000+ project.  Mr. Holtzman said they are just trying to clean the channel that is there and he believes the city has retention wording and would require the same with future development.  Mr. Simms said he lives in township and the City has always been trouble with sending water there way and was a fireman for 20+ years residents yell about this all the time, put a storm sewer in and handle rather than to go the township.  Commissioners asked the Clerk to send a letter to Elyria for retention policy with regards to development.
Sharon Riccardi asked if there was a fund for each ditch.  Mr. Holtzman said yes. Ms. Riccardi asked if Straw Haag Ditch already have a fund. Mr. Holtzman said there is one for Haag Ditch not Straw, not taxes only assessments.


Jerry Rader, said he has 11 rental properties and does not feel that it is fair if something happens to one of his rentals that he would pass it on to the other 10. He stated that Mr. Simms had a good point, he stated the area was a flood zone and City of Elyria allowed this to be built, who benefits, not any of us property owners, the trailer parks gets the money from rental.

Joe Foote, 101 Apollo said if money is being received now for mowing and maintaining of ditches then there should be no problem.  Commissioner Kokoski said this ditch is not on maintenance now; this is why the hearings have been held.  
Commissioner Kalo said no money is received until it is put on a maintenance program through the petition process and everyone is responsible for their own.  He stated if 10 property owners clean their ditch and one does not and fills it with refrigerators and boulders nothing the county can do because we cannot trespass onto people’s property, so this is the petition ditch process to have the entire area cleaned in a specified linear footage then it will go onto maintenance, meaning a yearly grass cutting and then maintenance into perpetuity.  

Mr. Foote said a lot of people are on fixed income and said he put a deck on his house, followed the code and now he has to pay more taxes on his property, because it states it’s an addition, but there is no roof and everyone has a right to vote and if upset will vote out of office and try to find someone else to do a better job.

John Forthofer asked how easements are granted on why was this not on maintenance.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the ditch problem throughout the county is over 50+ years and the laws did not provide, there were no props or mechanisms for the future which has caused problems and now we have to deal with problems, there is no easy fix.  We did not create the problem, you did not create the problem or anyone here.  

Commissioner Kalo said the land back then was all farmland and they would maintain so there would be no flooding, but since then there is now development and 100+ year floods and this is the mechanism to take care of these problems through the petition ditch process

Mr. Forthofer said how it is done without maintenance, because it usually is stopped because you cannot get an easement.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said in the past there were agreements with homeowners and Commissioners back in 90’s allowed ½ million dollars to pay for the ditch cleaning and if everyone was willing to do voluntary and first come first served, everyone agreed to do.  The easements are now part of the ditch process.

Mr. Forthofer said everyone in this watershed on the ditch gave approval with project.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said he asked about how in the past, why there was an unanimous agreement, because it was done with Commissioners paying for this through general fund until money ran out, this was done over 10 years and the Soil & Water Conservation District recognized this problem and then this program was stopped because easements could not be obtained because people did not agree.  Mr. Holtzman said don’t know legalities but his understanding of petition process gives the county the right to enter the ditch to do project and maintenance because it is automatic authority for easements

Mr. Forthofer said Soil & Water could have done that.  Mr. Holtzman said yes and this is some of the things that are being looked at through the SWAC because we are running into the same problems we easements, so they considering the petition process to get these jobs done and the gives the county the right to do the maintenance.  Commissioner Kalo said the Ohio Revised Code changes all the time, it’s a living document and friends in Columbus change a lot so they are constantly being changed and updated and appreciate his service on Soil & Water.


John Riffle said letters were sent stating what was owed and it was stated here today that it did not have to be paid until finalized and they sent the money in or is it 21 days after according to letter.  Commissioner Kalo said the bill would come in after the final completion cost of project.  Mr. Riffle said the letter states 21 days after this meeting, notify pay or on taxes.  Commissioner Kalo said this was the notification process of how it would be handled.  Clerk Upton stated that all money that was received a letter was sent back to the owners stating no money was due at this time.  Mr. Holtzman said once contracts are awarded then the final cost will be sent with letters and a date.

Joe Foote said the letter states 21 days. Clerk Upton stated that by code the letters have to state a date and this is letting us know that the residents that have submitted their intents will pay with no penalties or interest charged and does stated that this is just an intent and no money is due at this time.


Commissioner Kalo said we have gone through the hearing process and asked the other Commissioners if they had anything before the hearing is closed.
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Commissioner Williams thanked engineer’s office for reducing the cost and appreciate all the work, however after all the testimony over months, he does not believe this project should go forward, he believes the cost outweighs the benefits. Since we have had these hearings he has driven the ditch with rain, snow melt and asked the Engineers office if this will prevent issue from happening again and the answer was it could or may help but these two words are not fair to assesses and there has been no flooding since then and even with reduced cost and money from SWAC and City the cost is still greater than the benefit and based on that the project should not go forward.


Commissioner Kalo said he will save his comments and thanked the Commissioners, Engineer and residents.
Audience stated they could not hear.

Commissioner Williams said stated that he does not believe this project should go through, the cost is greater than the benefit and does not approve and petition should be dismissed.

Commissioner Kalo said he will hold his comments and thanked engineer office for all their work and getting cost down, it’s the lowest they have seen.

With no further comments, motion by Kalo, seconded by Kokoski close the hearing. Upon roll call the vote taken thereon, resulted as: Ayes: All.


Motion carried.

Commissioner Kalo moved to approve the following resolution, Commissioner Kokoski seconded. 

Clerk call for discussion

Commissioner Kokoski said eventually every ditch needs to be sewered or maintained and the only way to get on permanent maintenance is to do this petition process and this has been ongoing for over 2 years and the costs have been decreased and thanked Mr. Schuster for is proposal, we need to keep the ditches cleaned and on permanent maintenance and move project forward.
Commissioner Williams said a lot people especially the famers maintain their ditches and thinks the issue there is no flooding.

Commissioner Kokoski said yes, you are right a lot of them do, but when you have 1 or 2 in the middle that don’t there is a problem and the whole ditch needs to function all the way down the line.  

Commissioner Williams said the flooding problem occurred because you had a storm, the ditch froze, ice was build up, then it started to melt and then there was flooding and it is was throughout the county.  He believes not time to do, do further down and put a detention basin. He said the roads are for 10 year and bridge 50 year storm, but a ditch for a 50-75 year storm not make much sense, assessment not benefit and under ORC the benefit has to outweigh cost and engineer did a good job getting the cost lowered but the benefit is not there for majority of the resident they do not want to see it go forward.  A project is needed for ditches but project needs to make sense and you cannot say that with this ditch and would ask to withdraw.

Commissioner Kalo said he begs to differ, the Commissioners have responsible to the residents and wish there was a better process of doing this, similar to the stormwater easement to handle all ditches and there are major ditch problems out there and the annexation.  Ditches are an issue for the decade he has been there, there is always problems with not getting easements passed, he has walked a lot of ditches and wish there was a comprehensive program like we did back in the early 90’s as Prosecutor Innes referenced through Soil & Water but is no longer available and falls back onto the property owners.  He understands that a lot of farmers and residents take care of their properties but it always the ones in between just like laws are made for people that don’t have ability to think properly or morally and have jails. So at this point he is in favor of moving the project forward just because we have to get this area cleaned up and move forward more with stormwater and appreciate everyone and Carlisle and Bill, this is the end of his comments and if there is nothing further he will ask for the question.

Commissioner Williams said to Commissioner Kokoski with dealing with farmers and township and there are a lot of ditches that are cleaned and you see an impact and when we clean a ditch we fix the problem, this one here, we cannot say that for sure.  The cost of it and again to receive an impact on them and they are talking about selling property, real estate and this project, the benefit does not exceed the cost, the cost is greater than the benefit.

Commissioner Kalo said he don’t think that there has ever been a ditch project, Bill Holtzman has told him that 100% going to fix, 100% of the problems, have you Bill. Mr. Holtzman said you can never say that. Commissioner Kalo thanked him and that is the same answer to every question regarding any ditch he has ever been on, is this going to fix the problem, he hopes so.  Mr. Holtzman said look at what happened to the Vermilion River, the Vermilion River should not have flooded Waterside Drive, but there was an ice jam that created a situation that flooded all those homes.  Commissioner Williams asked if we go through and propose to clean the Vermilion River because of the ice jam.  Mr. Holtzman said there are events that happen that you have no control over, this is the case with ever ditch, ever tile.  Commissioner Williams said the flooding happened with the was because of ice.  Mr. Holtzman said yes but there have also been other reports of other flooding, and this will certainly help and there could be one event where you add that perfect storm of ice jam and rain, it could happen again, but there are other events that this would defiantly help.  Commissioner Williams asked if we have had the flooding in that situation since then.  Mr. Holtzman said he has said before that he is not aware no one has brought it to his attention.  

Commissioner Kalo asked the Clerk to call for question.  Clerk Upton stated she was going to read the whole resolution.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said any assessment under $25 has to be paid in a 1 time payment, $500 in 2 payments and over $500 has to be in installments.
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Mr. Holtzman said they have an option of putting in on their taxes.  Clerk stated not the $25 or less. Commissioner Kalo said the $500 or more, Clerk said $250 or more and this is part of the installments that need to be decided.  Assistant Prosecutor Innes stated that can be placed on taxes and paid over years.  Commissioner Williams said what is the maximum years.  Commissioner Kalo said can we do 20 years and change assessment dived by 20 years. Commissioner Williams aid not exceed 30 semiannual, Commissioner Kalo said if 20 years this would not bear as much hardship.
County Administration Cordes said are you talking about the assessment of actual cost. Commissioner Kalo said yes we would have to add all interest. Clerk Upton said for construction.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said you can have not to exceed 30 semiannual installments.  County Administrator Cordes said if we do this with that many years, we will have a significant cash flow issue with getting the job done and rolling cost so we need to take a look at the practical standpoint and getting project done and 15 years is a lot, don’t think the contractor wants to wait 15 years to get paid and cannot this really needs to be considered what you do out here.  Commissioner Kalo said there is approximately $76,000 from the residents outside Twin Lakes, City of Elyria, SWAC and the County.  County Administrator Cordes asked how much the total project.  Mr. Holtzman said around $146,000.  Commissioner Kalo said $68,000 is almost 4 entities.  County Administrator Cordes said you have to figure out where you are going to get the rest of the money and how long it will take to get paid.  Commissioner Kalo said we have nothing going forward to wrap up too.  Commissioner Williams said these assessments paid over a time.  County Administrator Cordes said we cannot do a 15 year advance, need consideration to how pay for project, time frame and completion of project.
Commissioner Kalo said some of these assessments here are more than $500. Clerk Upton said there was an option to take out bonds/notes, did not think the board was going to do this. County Administrator Cordes said no, the carrying cost is too high, could roll into others, but it is a small amount and just did a bond issuance and could roll into notes for 5-6 years but not going to be independent because the sum is so small.  Clerk Upton said there would be interest on homeowners, this is part of the resolution, it states now zero.  

Mr. Holtzman said he would expect barring any real problems that this project will start in the next couple of months and be done at the end of this year.  Commissioner Kalo said you would start it in the spring then, because there was talk about doing it in winter.  Clerk Upton stated that bids will be opened on June 12.  Mr. Holtzman said this is a nice summer project and would like to get done this year.  
County Administrator Cordes said as a recommendation that the stormwater district can actually loan the money, do gap financing but think that we need to have a realistic view of the time frame of debt and what it would be and have a interest rate that would pretty close mirror what the bonds are, the last one was about 4%.  Commissioner Kalo said the Treasurer did in house.  County Administrator Cordes said so this is what we allocated on that bond to market and think that is reasonable any cost involved in the grant from district you guys are district and advisory to the district.  Commissioner Kalo said that is because of the paperwork that came back from SWAC, $32,000 for project. County Administrator Cordes said because SWAC recommended a grant.  Commissioner Kalo said the stormwater district.  County Administrator Cordes said the stromwater district is putting in that, City of Elyria is putting in money and the other funds can be done by stormwater district and collection will replenish.  Commissioner Kalo said doesn’t see that there are only 4-5 entities that are more than the $500.  Commissioner William said there is more than that.  Commissioner Kalo said take City of Elyria and Lorain County out.  Clerk Upton said 2 on back page, United States don’t pay – construction is around $4,000, maintenance is about $300/year. Commissioner Kokoski said this is for the airport.  Clerk Upton said about 5 on page 13, 1 on page 12, 0 on page 11, 10, 9, 2 on page 8, 1 on 7.  Commissioner Kalo said page 8 is Twin Lake; Clerk Upton stated she is not counting them because they already have the big assessment and took 3 bigger ones out, nothing on 6, nothing on 5. Commissioner Kokoski said she thinks what matters more about the number of people is the amount total that it adds up to. County Administrator Cordes said it does not matter if it adds up to $1,000 you still have to come up with $1,000, there still would be cash flow issue, whatever those folks that don’t make a cash payment will go to assessment and can do 5 years with 4% interest rates and funds would be generate in stormwater district.  Clerk Upton stated there are around 15 with $500 above assessments.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the Auditor would decide the interest unless we go out for bonds/notes, we do not set interest rates.  Commissioner Kalo said then how do we pay the bill, we need money somewhere to pay the bill.  This is where it would be an in-house.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said if the county did bonds/notes that are ok with that interest rate.  County Administrator Cordes said if the stormwater is loaning money there would be a rate.  Commissioner Kalo said we need to put in part of the resolution or can we put it separately of resolution, with 5 years schedule with repayment of assessment process, over $250 or $500 whichever it calls for.   Clerk Upton stated she has this outlined in the resolution, but the interest wording in on the second page.  Commissioner Kalo asked if the language was ok now, Theresa. Clerk Upton said he said you can do 5, take that part out and decide if notes do later.  County Administrator Cordes said you cannot do notes, it’s too small, Commissioner Kalo said it’s not big enough, you have to loan the money to do the project and recoup as part of the assessment project.  Can the language just be not to exceed a 5 year assessment; Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said 10 semiannual installments. Commissioner Kalo said at the end of the project whatever the shortfall is for those that have not paid through process this would be the amount of money to be advanced and then have an interest rate.  County Administrator Cordes said take away advance and set an interest rate is because it is a loan, not an advance.  Commissioner Kalo said it is a loan, correct.  County Administrator Cordes said pay the loans survive security a lot better than an advance that is a long term.  He said 5 years, we could do the loan, advance could be ok but would have future value and these are things to be considered.  The 25 or 30 or some figure close to that is impractical to finance or roll.

Commissioner Kalo amended his motion to include the 5 year assessment, seconded by Kokoski.

Clerk called for discussion.

Discussion continued and following resolution was adopted:
