APPOINTMENT


Judge Burge & Tim Lubbe, Court Administrator – Lorain County Common Pleas Court – Adult Probation location.

Mr. Lubbe thanked the Commissioners on behalf of the Common Pleas Court to continue the dialogue on the location of the Adult Probation department.  The courts proposal is to move this department to the 5th floor of the justice center and we did receive the Commissioners proposal to move this department to Broad Street.  Also present today is Judge Burge, Gary Fisher, Arkinetics and Beth Cwalina, Chief Probation Officer.


Commissioner Kalo said he spoke with Judge Miraldi the other night and Elyria Mayor Brinda this morning and he does not see where the county can spend $2 million dollars plus, or $1 million dollars on anything, there is no revenue and would not like to go into debt he would rather work with the current setup until we get better revenues in the county.  The county is strapped, departments are begging for cars and bodies and this is his concern and appreciates all the work that has gone but putting this kind of money into anything currently he cannot see it.

Mr. Lubbe said he understands and stated that everyone meet over a year ago and had these discussions and there were difference of opinions as to what the solution would be but there was no disagreement that business as usual with the current probation department being in the old courthouse and Columbia gas building.  He stated there would be significant amounts of money that would be needed to make this facility operate as it needs too, and quite frankly they have delayed putting in money or requesting any revision for over 5 years before he even became court administrator and this was off the obisius of not to waste that money because we are going to have a long term solution. He stated that everyone agrees that the old courthouse is not it.  Commissioner Kalo said he agrees with that he is not arguing that point.  

Mr. Lubbe said respectfully now the answer is there is no money to change. He believes it would cost us more money to not do anything and the court is willing to work through these problems and not spend money and not remodel old courthouse is a waste of money but if the answer is the county cannot afford to do anything, quite frankly the court, there are some costs they bare, two locations now; personnel split up, two receptionists, multiple sets of equipment and the efficiency of the probation department has been compromised with break-ins, people stealing the equipment, which are costs the courts bare, people living in there, defecating all over the place, stealing files this impacts how business is done.  He would respectfully submit that they cannot continue to do this business as usually and if you consider the cost that would be spent in the very short term to make the old courthouse appropriate for the facilities these costs would be quickly pale in comparison with the decision which would be more significant in comparison to the other two locations.
Commissioner Kokoski said there has been discussion from the Judges that there are special funds that could be provided to offset the cost and how much would that be.  Mr. Lubbe said absolutely, and took the Broad Street proposal and compared to the 5th floor of justice center there is about $1 million dollar difference.  He said after discussion with the Judges they also do not have $1 million dollars sitting around either, there solution was can they encumber a stream of revenue to satisfy a bond obligation and this is how this project would be accomplished.  He understands the Commissioners do not have $1or $2 million dollars but there are other bonds out there that the county has floated to satisfy obligations just like the justice center so they would propose to go out together get a bond and courts would satisfy some of that bond obligation, so no one has to come up with the $900,000, $ 1million, etc. and would be over a 10, 15, 20 year obligation.  He said yes, Commissioner at the end of the day if they can all agree to bring the numbers down to satisfy the courts will be accountable for some of these costs.


Commissioner Kokoski said the Broad Street cost is $973,000 and do the demolition ourselves, the costs saved would be $130,000, so $843,000 compared to the 5th floor is $3 million, so there is a difference of around $2 million.  Mr. Lubbe said the courts numbers are around $2.4 million.  Commissioner Kokoski said yes that was the number submitted but there were costs associated with the project that was not included for a total round $377,000 so it is around $2.78 million difference.  Mr. Lubbe said look at the Commissioners proposal this number does not include a new roof or hvac system.  Commissioner Kokoski said roof is around $115,000, hvac is $40,000 and doing the demo it is still under $973,000, so there is a difference in costs and the footprint is almost identical.  Mr. Lubbe yes absolutely.  Commissioner Kokoski said Karen Davis asked what the needs were of the court for that building and we accommodated everything that was on the list.  Mr. Lubbe said correct.


Commissioner Williams  said he spoke with Karen and we are not actually figuring out our costs, not billing ourselves for employees and this is a true cost.  Yes it is in house work but we are still taking people away from other jobs to perform this.  Commissioner Kokoski said this is $100,000 compared to $ 2 million and the difference between what the courts want on the 5th floor and what can be provided on Broad.  Mr. Lubbe said these same things can be applied in their project, Commissioner Kokoski said there is no demolition at justice center, Mr. Lubbe said correct, but if in house labor is going to be used then the same labor can be used in the justice center, paint, build walls, etc. rather than courts using outside labor. He said in the commissioner’s proposal it states they would use recycled tiles from solid waste, this can also be substituted in the courts proposal and whatever the commissioners are proposing the courts proposal can be done also.  

Commissioner Williams said looking at proposal he saw the cost for hvac but what about programming. Mr. Lubbe said Mr. Fisher said it was in there and said this is a good example. If you look at the over detailed proposal the amount of money that is spend on an hvac system is completely disposal that is a system that will need to be replaced in 5-8 years.  Commissioner Kokoski said why replace, Mr. Lubbe said it is not a robust system, the square footage is the same but hvac system at justice center will last the life of the building, it is 25+ year system and according to the experts there is no way you could spend the amount of money at the Broad street location and last. 
Mr. Lubbe said frankly, let’s look at the whole Broad street proposal is not a long term solution.  Commissioner Kokoski said why not.  Mr. Lubbe said it is his understanding is to demolish this building in the next 10 years.  Commissioner Williams said yes this was discussed. Commissioner Kokoski said this was another property.  Commissioner Williams said yes for additional parking.  Commissioner Kalo & Kokoski said no, this was another property.  County Administrator Cordes said there has been discussion on all county buildings and this location was one of the option when we first looked at getting the building and could have been used if the county wanted.  Commissioner Williams said there was discussion because the life expectancy of the county garage and if it was demolished then we needed additional parking.  Commissioner Kalo & Kokoski said yes there was discussion but not for this particular building.  Commissioner Kalo said he just spoke with Elyria Mayor Brinda and building continue to be torn down in the downtown area it going to soon look like a gap tooth smile this really needs to be redeveloped.
Mr. Lubbe said he and Mr. Fisher are prepared and the numbers that were received by the Commissioners there is a significant debate that can be had to whether or not that is a real number, it is an older facility. Let’s say the plan is to not tear it down, the cost as projected really do not allow for a long term solution.  The other thing is, the Commissioners do not own.  Commissioner Kokoski said yes, Commissioner Kalo said the Lorain County Port Authority owns.  Mr. Lubbe said then there is going to be a revenue expected for the renting of facility and at the justice center the county owns.
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Mr. Fisher said they did a comparison of each location and there is a contingency of 5%  and his number was 8% so this can be looked at, but there was also no listings for general conditions, contractor overhead, performance and payment bond, permit fees, construction fees, change orders, and all these were left out, but on the courts proposal they are in there.  Commissioner Kokoski said it would be cheaper for a contractor to go into the Broad Street building rather than justice center through security, working around a building that is operational, doing work at night.  Mr. Fisher said the courts proposal is on an isolated floor and separate elevator entrance so it is just a matter of coordination, so there really is not a cost for that.  He did not see anything for exterior work on Broad Street, the roof was optional and there was around $212,000 that could be self performed but there were other items left out, such as tear off of existing roof $115,000, replace the 4 roof top units and in existing proposal the hvac system is being currently used which is already an old system, so this would be an additional $40,000, cut in new 7x7 window openings, audio and visual technology another $60,000 and to compare what the finishes of the justice center and we are comparing apples to rocks.  Mr. Lubbe said clearly from the Commissioners perspective, cost is the component and don’t’ want to pay more than you have to.

Mr. Cordes asked if Mr. Fisher has inspected the hvac systems at Broad Street.  Mr. Fisher said no. Mr. Cordes said you just indicated that they were no good, but maybe they have been inspected and they are suitable for use.  Mr. Fisher said he is only reacting to the numbers that were in the proposal to compare.  Mr. Cordes said there was conversations on reutilization and he indicated to the Commissioners on the life but anything can be added to proposals and comparing apples to rocks, but he has not seen the rock.  Mr. Fisher said he did look at the exterior of the rock and walked through the building a few years ago.  Mr. Cordes said the county had Clark & Post give an analysis and worked on a proposal and the decision of the board will be the decision but with regard to not doing this or that, he would not give a proposal to the Commissioners if he did not think it could be done.  Mr. Fisher said he does not disagree with that and with looking at comparisons he has finishes that are done at the justice center and say this is the level of finish that needs to be matched in the lobby, elevator and office areas.  Mr. Cordes said yes that is 100% correct they county would need cherry trim, finish the building in the style that is there now, but this is what makes it a costly thing.  Mr. Fisher said their numbers are conservative on the high side because they have not been faired out to the justice center just the same way as Broad Street.   Mr. Cordes said this is one of the reasons the Commissioners looked at another option because the finishes are expensive at the justice center and no one is faulting this, but it is and at the Broad Street location these finishes do not have to be used so it would be less costly on the build side.  

Mr. Lubbe said there is plenty of opportunity to have dialogue about the actual numbers if it is agreed that this will be moved forward.  He stated there is a cost for the courts to move onto Broad Street because the courts have born these costs for probation not being in an appropriate location, ask Domestic Relations Court how efficient they would be if there probation department was not physical connected to them.  He said if the location is at Broad Street this will be an ongoing security issue, someone would pay for a deputy to sit out there and make sure the people that come in are screened, like it is at the justice center.  He said right now there is cost because they have to train their probation officers to be equipped with weapons and this is not ideal, they are not to be in a security situation where they have to carry weapons all the time because they are in an environment that is not safe.  Commissioner Williams said they still would be required to take that training.  Mr. Lubbe said no, if they carry weapons yes there would be training it is a necessity. Commissioner Williams said if they are at the justice center they would not be required to carry weapons, Mr. Lubbe said correct.  Mr. Cordes said they would not be allowed to carry weapons in the building because there Sheriff does not allow this.  Mr. Lubbe said this was changed.  Mr. Cordes asked if the courts provide a deputy now for door screening, Mr. Lubbe said no.  Mr. Cordes stated Mr. Lubbe indicated that was a cost the courts are baring, Mr. Lubbe said not but it would be a cost for the other location.  Mr. Lubbe said no the cost is for guns, training, the courts bare. Mr. Cordes said they still will carry guns outside the facility.  Mr. Lubbe said they would not have the necessity to carry guns out side of the building. Mr. Cordes said at all, Mr. Lubbe said at all.  
Commissioner Williams said looking at the numbers the courts proposal is $2.4 million and proposed the county split so the county’s $900,000 estimate for Broad Street, county would have to put in another $300,000 and he likes the justice center and it should be a true center with all departments in one location but his concern is with projects when you get started like the $2.4 million does it increase to $2.7, $3 million, etc. Commissioner Kokoski asked Commissioner Williams if he reviewed the email from Karen Davis, because that states it is $2.7 million.  Mr. Lubbe said he was not aware of that number.  Commissioner Williams said he would like to see a guarantee that the numbers would not increase and if there was the courts would absorb. Mr. Lubbe said he believes so. The courts also need a new location for the foreclosure department, so the proposal that is before the board today is not just for the solution of probation but it also encompasses the relocation of the foreclosure department to the 5th floor and then he is able to tap into special funds but if it was just probation he has x amount of revenue.  He said within the proposal foreclosure department has been discussed over a year as well,  so the court would be willing if all can come up with a decision on the numbers the court would satisfy they obligations.  Mr. Cordes said the courts can also partner on the building at Broad Street. Mr. Lubbe said no, the tie in to use the special project funds in accordance with the statue they have to be used for the efficient operation of the court.  Mr. Cordes that can be interpreted differently, that is lawyer talk.  Mr. Lubbe said after extensive discussions and dialogue it is the opinion of the judges that a continuation of investing money in a facility that is not a long term solution is not supportive of the efficient operation of the courts.  He said the bottom line is where they are at and where they do their jobs affects their efficiency and being located.  Mr. Cordes said that is your interpretation of efficiency and he understands and respects but if they deemed it efficient they could pay for it.  Mr. Lubbe said absolutely, if they deemed it efficient.

Commissioner Kokoski said it keeps being mentioned that this is not long term, she can guarantee that it would be long term, she does not see spending all this money for Broad Street and tearing it down for a parking lot she would never do this, this would be stupid and the fifth floor is ideal but there is another alternative which she feels is the best alternative. She asked when the justice center was being built there had to be a reason why probation was not put in there at that time, where was the probation department located then.  Mr. Lubbe said that question was never asked, no one came to the courts and said they want to locate the probation department, in fact they were located in a department that was ultimately demolished, then moved around and then put into the old courthouse so in continuation of the judges mind this is a continuation of that saga being not efficient.  Commissioner Kokoski no it is not efficient being moved from location to location but when you gave Karen Davis the specifications of what would make it efficient she meet every single one of these so it is an efficient building and if it is not torn down you could pay for it with the special funds.  
Mr. Cordes said he was here when it was done and Tim is not incorrect in the moving of adult probation but through years of conversation and meeting with the courts, adult probation was in and out and then with competing forces and difference of opinions they were left out of the justice center. Commissioner Kokoski asked what was the reason they were left out. Mr. Cordes said some of the reason was because the center did not want these people to cohabit with the other users of the justice center and discussion were in 1999, 2000, 2001 and the probation department was in numerous locations that were ultimately torn down to make way for the justice center.


Judge Burge said they were here discussing this last October and hoped that by December there would have been a solution to this problem and given the discussion of that meeting, the Common Pleas Court has spent a sustainable amount of money to put together a proposal that would put their employees under one roof.  This proposal is workable, numbers are conservative and expect for them to go down rather than up. In addition, this project will provide for not only the development of the third floor with respect to the probation department, attention should be paid to the fact that they have called enough space for expansion not that he thinks more judges are needed in the general division but have provided enough space and built out for 2 courtrooms, chambers for judges, employees and jury rooms.  This project will provide all the wiring, hvac, and all necessary items that are needed if there is going to be more expansion on that floor.  With respect to the alternative location he supposes it is not lost that the Elyria City Police Chief and Elyria Mayor are present today.  There was discussion last week as to if the judges really proposed this or whether it was the hob goblin of the minds of Mr. Lubbe and himself.  Judge Burge stated there was a letter sent to the Commissioners signed by all 6 judges indicated this is the proposal they want.  He stated that yes, Commissioner Kalo did speak with Judge Miraldi the other day and he got quite a response that “it just ain't just happening”. Commissioner Kalo said he was not in favor of spending $2.5 million dollars at this point. Judge Burge said he quoted the Commissioner and he trusts his word. Judge Burge said let me tell you about the Broad Street, it aint happening, we are not going to have a hundred thugs at the corner of Broad Street and Middle everyday leaving pop cans, cigarette butts, syringes and works, used condoms, half cans of pop everywhere, that aint’ happening because they won’t stand for it.  This is not 
a workable solution, they would have their probation officers and probationers walking two to three blocks to get from the courthouse there, we
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can have them barely get across the street.  We need a space where they can go directly from the courtroom to the probation department for their interviews and we are not going to have their probation officers walking three blocks in the winter time to get to the courthouse it makes absolutely no sense.  This program is fiscally responsible, it provides for the future it should have been done when the building was built and he cannot speak to that leadership he only knows what the product of it is, bad planning.  Now, what he suggests is that the Commission tune in on Commissioner Williams’ idea of what is fiscally responsible because he is going to tell them that he is not a all or nothing guy, like his colleagues or Mr. Lubbe he has plan b.  Plan B is he will consult with the Mayor and have the Health Department come to the old courthouse and they are going to tell him what it will take to make it sanitary and then he will have the building department come over and tell him what it will take to bring it up to code and then he will have the Supreme court come up and tell him what it will take to make it secure and he will get numbers, add them up and will take the sum and will order the Commissioners to pay it and you know what this is exactly what the Commissioners will do and their presentation is finished.  


Mr. Cordes said he has had the building department and health department there and the building has received a passing grade.  


Mr. Lubbe thanked the Commissioners for their time and if they wish to have a dialogue he is always open to discussions.


Mayor Brinda, City of Elyria is just entering this dialogue but there are a couple of things on a bigger picture view.  We are all operating with financial constraints, the county is no different than the city.  County is in need of space, parking, solutions and the City has that and the City is very committed to the redevelopment of the downtown area, a planning process has been initiated leveraging almost $100,000 and hoping the county will be part of that so the goals can be aligned and being on the receiving end of information, and the county has every right to bid on and purchase properties but hope that the county would work with the City of Elyria as we work towards solutions to redevelop the downtown area.  She stated they have drawn an artificial line around the city from hospital to salvation army, to library to new Elyria high school have a new partnership with the urban land institute of Cuyahoga County, they are in the middle of a market analysis around all the commercial properties and do have interested among a number of business or being entertained with a number of property owners and relocating adult probation services at this critical location in our beautiful historic downtown really concerns her.   She said this population cannot be controlled but some of them are the most challenging criminals in our county that are either not in jail or in a penitentiary and are reporting on a daily basis to probation officers for drug screenings and this is certainly not going to help the City of Elyria.  In the area of safety, it’s not going to help the City of Elyria in terms of perception of the downtown area and the ability to attract but too retain the current business owners.  She stated that there has been a lot of effort into trying to make downtown Elyria much safer place.  She says it does not sound like much in moving this facility a block but she will say it would on a number of different levels with their experience that they have had with this population.  She implode the Commissioners to really think about the impact that will have on the city’s ability to  develop downtown, they are not sitting around and waiting for something to happen, things are starting to move in the right direction with all of their planning and she wants to work with the county to help find solutions for the parking needs, for the property and the City of Elyria values the county. When you think about the number of employees of the county in downtown Elyria and with the City and hospital and schools there are around 16,000 of captive audience in the county seat and we need to build synergy on this, not only to encourage people to patronage the business and other establishments during the day but give them a reason to stay and this is paramount to this discussion.  She asked Elyria Police Chief Whitley to speak about how City of Elyria is safer.

Commissioner Kokoski said the probation department has been in the downtown area for years, have there been a lot of calls are there problems in the city square or under control. Mayor Brinda said it’s been under control but they are saying it is not optimal and if this department is moved to Broad Street which is a highly visible area where there is commercial property that is viable for other purposes that would help people be drawn to downtown for retail, entertainment, recreation, restaurants or other commercial reasons that use of property and the city’s preference is not to demolish downtown properties and turn into parking lots  it is critical to their downtowns ability to redevelop and how these parcels will be used in a productive way.  She understands that parking is an issue they are hopeful they can work with the county to find solutions because downtown Elyria and Broad Street is their living room and where they choose to put services does matter.  She does understand the needs to serve this population, not insensitive to it, people do need second chances but where these services are done, the monitoring, the probation services does matter and don’t think Broad Street is the place to do it.

Commissioner Williams said he does agree because when you look out the office windows there are 50-100 people in the summer time, at least on Monday’s at the old courthouse people are milling around.  Commissioner Kokoski said the courts asked for a waiting room to accommodate 100 people because they do not have that now. Commissioner Williams said just moving it from old courthouse to Broad Street he thinks this would be an issue and when you go for walks in the summertime there is defiantly a difference between the panhandlers on Broad Street to the old courthouse always asking for chance or a cigarette.  
Commissioner Kalo said he spoke with Mayor Brinda and after looking at the facility and coming from a downtown business there was rezoning in downtown Lorain and some just released and living at a building next to his store and Catholic Charities milling around the parking lot does make it difficult to have a safe perception in that type of area.  He understands and need to look at options and understands the Judges issue but have a hard time in spending $2.5 million currently and they have not heard from the Prosecutors if there are issues and there is a lot more to discuss and understand the Judge getting upset about wanting to do it but he has a problem spending $2.5 million.

Elyria Police Chief Whitely said he is not here to discuss whether or not it should be in the justice center that is a county issue but he is here to discuss Broad Street.  He said four years ago they started to attack the problems that created issues in the downtown area and there were multiple levels like the bars, which it took them two years to get them shut down.  While this was going down there was an agency with a name; alcohol & drug services and they received daily complaints from citizens and business owners for Broad Street and Ely Square as to the type of people that congregate there and they would say they are doing drugs, etc. and then by the time the police arrived they were usually done, sometimes there were arrests.  The department did receive an officer through the COPS grant and received a downtown beat officer which was the highest arresting officer for 2 years but when this facility moved to East and 2nd there was an almost immediate stop to the downtown area.  He contributed this to two things, officer was making a lot of arrest and cleaning the area up and the problem was moved, even though it was a block away.  He said this will be the first full summer that people will start enjoying the park and Ely Square is beautiful and years ago people stopped going because they were afraid or business can’t get the people so the City and Police Department did something.  Now you are addressing putting the same problem in that location, now they only have to walk from justice center to old courthouse now they would have to walk through square to Broad Street.  He stated the only thing he hears is the upfront cost what about the consequences and additional cost outside the county to the city and he says it will be significant. This is the last year of the COPS grant and due to the low crime he does not believe that another grant will come due to the statics based on previous years.  He said this is the lowest crime the City has had in the downtown are for years and the rules have changed from the State as to who goes to jail/prison now and this is a lot different than years ago when people did crime they went to jail/prison now the city or sheriff can’t just put people away they go on probation and these people will now be on Broad Street and will cause significant problems in the downtown area.  He said there was a number of $300,000 difference, but what would is the cost of business downtown, a couple of years ago this was a problem but it has been cleaned up now and he no longer has an officer that can be down there and it seems like the decision has been made but they just started the discussion and it seems to be over costs.  Commissioner Kokoski said all three are on different pages, so there has been no decision. Chief stated there are decisions based on not the most popular and prime example is when the City shut down the narcotics unit two years ago because there was no money to run this unit and it was the worst thing the city could have done but started it back up because it was so bad they did not have a choice they had to find the cost and he is saying this would be a similar thing, you don’t want to make a decision of what it would cost up front when you know the effect would be long term and disastrous and end up moving it anyway, just to address this issue.  He said think about it, sometimes things cost more in the beginning to get it done the right way and then in the long run it is cheaper and this is what this appears to be to him and don’t have all the numbers but the cost to others will be 
sustainably higher and the cost would be immeasurable as to the people that the downtown area will lose and did work for the last four years to draw business downtown and they are just getting there no one wants to say it looks clean now, they want to see a track record.
Commissioners thanked him and appreciate it.
