WHEREAS, Ken Carney Lorain County Engineer by letter dated April 8, 2014 submitted the following:

“In August of 2007, the Lorain County Engineer entered into an agreement with the Cities of Lorain and Amherst for the widening and reconstruction of Cooper Foster Park Road from SR58 to Oberlin Avenue.  Funding would be provided through the engineer’s bond fund for the design of a new four lane roadway.

Since that time, changes in the Ohio Department of Transportation policies concerning traffic volumes and lane justifications has necessitated that the original traffic study be revisited.  An updated traffic study was completed in February and has been approved by ODOT.  This study recommends widening and reconstructing Cooper Foster Park Road from two to three lanes.  Both cities are in support of this proposal and have requested that the county proceed with the project.

This road is eligible for federal highway funds through the Northeast Ohio Areawide Coordinating Agency (NOACA) and if approved would be eligible for funding in the amount of 80% of the construction cost.  Detailed design engineering would be funded through the engineer’s  bond fund along with a grant received in September of 2013 through the Lorain County TID.  The remaining 20% of the construction cost would be funded by the Cities of Lorain and Amherst.

At this time, the engineer’s office is requesting authority to prepare, sign and submit an Application Packet for this roadway project to the Northeast Ohio Areawide Coordinating Agency and further request that they be approved by the NOACA board and placed on their transportation plan for future federal highway funding.

Thank you for your cooperation in this matter and please feel free to contact this office if you should have any questions or comments.”;

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR



Mr. James R. Cordes said Avon Lake Municipal Court Judge Bilancini called yesterday and sent an email regards to becoming a full time Judge.

Judge Darrel Bilancini stated the Avon Lake Municipal Court has begun the legislative process of transitioning the full time status of its judge. Created in 1957, the court has always had a part-time judge. However, the communities served the court – Avon Lake, Avon and Sheffield Village have grown significantly since then, having doubled in the past 20 years to the current population of just shy of 50,000 residents,  Avon alone is projected to ultimately be built-out to 40,000 residents. It is one of the fastest growing communities in Ohio. The court’s entire jurisdiction continues to expand both residentially and commercially. According to statics provided by the court’s clerk, the court’s docket has increased sustainably in the past 2 years, such that typical morning session at the court has seen the judge routinely take the bench at 8 am and not get out of the chair until 2:30 pm, a situation that is not ideal for parties or attorneys who must wait for their case to be heard. In order to accommodate hearings on motions, the court has begun to schedule them on normally off-days for the part-time judge.  A statistical comparison of the caseload of the Avon Lake municipal court with that of other Ohio single-judge municipal courts shows that our court is as busy and more than many courts which have operated with full-time judge for a long time.

Judge stated he has been in contact with State Representative Lundy & Boose and Senator Manning, he is meeting with Avon Lake Mayor and Council President and hopes that Council will approve on 1st reading as an emergency, he will meet with Bar Association on May 2.  He would like to see this in front of the legislators before they go into recess and asked the Commissioners for their resolution of support.

Commissioner Kokoski said the county pays 2/5 share of certain municipal court employees, so how much would this affect the county.  Judge said the cost to the county would be around $10,000 for a total increase of judges salary $48,000

Commissioner Kalo asked him to forward the information from Avon Lake once approved and he will call Mayor Zilka
County Administrator Cordes said the fundraiser went well and thanked everyone for their support and pleased with the group spearheading the drive and reminds everyone that someone might think transit is not necessary but if we continue not to support the state/fed money will go elsewhere the continual lose of money any future monies will continue to decrease. Commissioner Williams said the Lorain FOP did a great job with the fish fry

Commissioner Williams attended the demo with land bank in Pittsfield Township and a guy is ready to purchase the 6 acres

Commissioner Williams participated with Habitat for Humanity on a house on Franklin Avenue and this is god’s work, there is no glory just helping neighbors

Commissioner Williams had Brownhelm Township Trustee Leimbach speak about the Vermilion Road project.
Orrin Leimbach, Brownhelm Trustee which the township is bisected east and west by the Vermilion River flowing south and north. One of the two river crossings within the township is positioned somewhat centrally in the township where North Ridge Rd crosses with the Lorain County Metro Parks Bacon Woods Reservation. Ordinarily, residents west of the river and many park visitors destined for Amherst and areas south, exit the park to the east and pass by and shop at, three local farm market operations, two located approximately 500 and 100 feet east of the park and the third, Millers Orchards, located about a mile south of vermilion road. For years the cliff face overlooking the park has been encroaching upon a shared strip of road comprising Vermilion Road running north and south and North Ridge Road running east and west. This section is just east of the park.  Last week, the township trustees leaned that from early June to mid to late August, right in the high season for these farm markets, this section of road will be totally shutdown so that a new strip of pavement about 800 ft long can be constructed alongside the current pavement and further from the cliff, in essence moving the road. Traffic heading east across the river and from the park would immediately be diverted north on Vermilion Rd totally bypassing the aforementioned businesses two of which rely almost exclusively on the traffic being diverted.

Aufdenkampe Family Farm, Krieg’s Farm Market and Ice Cream Stand, and Miller’s Orchards all have, he is told, no income other than that run from their respective operations catering to the people with business beyond the closure. All have, long ago, purchased their non-returnable crop inputs valued in the tens of thousands of dollars.

He stated without refrigeration very little fresh market produce grown from early June to late October squash and pumpkins expected, will last longer than a day or two without a significant drop in quality or spoilage altogether. These markets are season long affairs beginning with strawberries and peas in June and ending with pumpkins, squash and apples in late October. Let these crops sit on the stand or rot in the field due to a lack of visitors and the summer’s income, most of what a farmer makes in the entire year, is just about shot.

Rural farm markets are not usually seen as destinations but rather places to stop “along the way”. It is not expected that customers sufficient in number to make a difference will spend upwards of 15 minutes, back-tracking a detour to frequent these operations.  The park on the other hand draws 60,000 cars in the months of June, July and August, each with multiple passengers and may, according to Mike Soche, of the Metro Parks, which stop at Krieg’s on the way to the park to get their ice cream. It ‘s not uncommon for these same people to stop at the Aufedenkampe farm on the way home to get their vegetables destined for the evening dinner table.
Another business concerned about total closure of the road is the Vermilion Valley Nursery located a half mile west of the river. Many of their customers come from the Amherst area as well, and with the increased inconvenience of a full detour north to Route 2 they fear that to a certain extent their business will suffer.
He is not a civil engineer but can’t fathom that there’s not some way to keep that road passable during construction of a strip that is for the most part next to the existing pathway, not on top of it. There are not two weeks before Halloween that a drop in traffic would not create a significant burden, let alone two and half months.  He has contacted the engineer’s office expressing their concerns but has not yet learned of the results of that discussion. On behalf of these folks, he would ask the Commissioners to, through resolution and cooperation with the engineer keep the traffic flowing; or at a minimum advise and encourage the work be one outside of the affected businesses’ marketing season.
He stated the fall timeframe was ruled out due to school busing concerns but he spoke yesterday, with the Firelands schools transportation administrator and he indicated that while inconvenient with the proper planning and sufficient notice, the obstacles could be overcome for a short period of time he was quick to point out, however that two and half months is not a short period of time.
The affected farmers are here today to answer any questions and thanked the Commissioners for their time and stated the Township Association spring banquet is Thursday.  County Administrator Cordes said the SWAC meeting was cancelled because of the banquet.
Bob Klaiber, Engineer’s Office stated along North Ridge Road is the Mill Hollow Cliff and the bank has been encroaching for the last 5-6 years and have placed asphalt and concrete barriers but the encroachment is now right at the edge of road pavement and if nothing is done the whole road will be lost and closed.  Last January they applied for an emergency application for engineering design of retaining walls as well as acquired right of way to relocate road and application was accepted through ODOT District 9 for funding of construction.  Commissioners award a bid to Denes Construction just waiting for OPWC paperwork. Mr. Klaiber also noted the detour will be local roads not detoured to route 2.
Richard Aufedenkampe, Aufedenkampe Family Farms has 32 acres top of Mill Hollow Park and they would be impacted by locals coming from Amherst or Vermilion.  There are also people that vacation in Vermilion, stay at Linwood, boaters and they are impulse buyers if they see a road closed sign they will go elsewhere.  He heard that this project is to start June 9, that is the start of strawberry season, which is a ¼ of his business.  Commissioner Kokoski said there probably is never a good time.  Mr. Aufedenkampe said he understands the dilemma and appreciates the county highway department they do a marvelous job but closing the road for the summer is a dilemma that will affect the business, maybe a 1 lane, or additional gravel road to the side and also signs that indicate the business are open.  Mr. Klaiber said this is not just about relocating a road, there is a massive retaining wall that is being built that are over 6ft diameter case sets going down 30-40 feet.  County Administrator Cordes asked about a temporary road. Commissioner Williams mentioned this but there are issues with property owners.  Mr. Klaiber said they will sit down with the contractor look at the schedule and usually do after school is done and stated unfortunately the engineers season is busy just like the farmers at this time and if it is delayed too long the whole road way could be lost.  Commissioner Kalo said could we do something like we did with Griswold Road doing an access road. Mr. Klaiber said the road will be closed for a certain period of time and will work it out with contractors and it all depends on the weather.  Commissioner Kalo asked if work could be done at night. Mr. Klaiber said they will meet with contractor and the casing are specialized so everything will be looked into but road will have to be closed for a certain amount of time.
Robert , Mill Hollow Road Nursery is on the west side and ¼ of his wife’s business comes from Amherst so they use North Ridge and Vermilion Road and people will turn around with the road closed signs.  He said if there is any way to keep this road partially opened with a light. Commissioner Kalo said the Engineers will work with the contractors to see what can be done.  Mr. Klaiber said this is a local detour.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if stands could be relocated for this time.  Vendors said no and asked if they could close road as little as possible because June to August is a long time and have cooperation for local detour and states that emergency of the road going off the cliff is serious.

Commissioner Williams asked if engineers could have a meeting with the township to explain to the residents.  Mr. Klaiber said he will once he has a meeting with contractors. Commissioner Kalo said just keep the commissioners informed.
Gary Krieg, Krieg’s Frozen Custard said the work needs to be done but his business is 50% Erie & Lorain county divided by river and City has stopped them for putting signs up but if the  County could allow a sign to be placed with the detour for all business that they are opened.  Mr. Klaiber said this will be done and never had objections from the locals
Trustee Leimbach said there are 60,000 cars in those 3 months some go west or up Vermilion Road  so at least 15,000 cars but Sunnyside Road is not all that good and when putting retaining wall maybe  do outer lane first then when wall being worked on people can go on the outside and thanked the Commissioners.

JOURNAL ENTRY


Mayor Megan Flanigan, Village of Grafton said she is here today with concerns from Village residents and business on the SR57 project.  This has been discussed previously and some businesses sent opposing letters and stated this is not a friendly business project and had problems with the engineer on the project.  She said the main issue is the middle turn lane and there is a public meeting with county engineers this evening to answer more questions.  She said she has been pushing for a public meeting since she took office and informed that Poggmeyer Design Group did not want to have a meeting until all right of ways purchases were complete.  The middle turn lane, there are marks on trees, lamp posts and this will wipe out most parking for business and there will be no green space.  This project is why she ran for office and was a member of Grafton Business Association and all did voice concerns then and nothing was addressed and project was happening no matter what.  She said sitting here today and listing to another business that will be affected with road closed they will turn around and go elsewhere and she is here today to go on record telling the Commissioners that business are not for this project.
Commissioner Williams said that is interesting, because when this was first discussed with the Commissioners he was told that City Council approved and everybody was on board and stated the Mayor expressed concerns.  County Administrator Cordes said majority of the business concerns were addressed.  Mayor Flanigan said this was a huge misrepresentation and wanted to confirm that this was said, her first meeting when she took office was with county, ODOT, NOACA and asked why this project was being done, what is the reason and no answer was given but a council meeting shortly after she asked the same question and again no answer.  So she honestly does not know why this project is being done, she drives, runs, rides and there are traffic issues before and after school but it is not something that a middle turn lane is needed this would create a bigger issues, delay project and increase costs.  County Administrator Cordes asked if this is a county or state project.
Mayor said this was initiated by Village Council but because of the village size we asked the county to help to quarterback this.  Mr. Klaiber said the county in 2002 did a traffic study to justify this and made application to NOACA, 2006 Engineer Carney made available the bond program with the Commissioners help to offer engineering funds to village and cities that wanted to do federal aid projects with 0% interest.  The Village came to the county and made application for $300,000 loan and Poggemeyer, Village’s engineer was hired to use these funds for project.  The idea at that time the county became the sponsor and when project is done it is the Village project but county was just an assisting agency to apply for funds.  County Administrator Cordes said if that is the case and Village does not want to go forward with the project can this be done.  Mr. Klaiber said once federal money is spent on the right of ways they would ask the Village to pay back this money.  County Administrator Cordes asked if the Village is in a position to do this.  Mayor Flanigan said herself and 2 council are in agreement with no project, but the majority of the council is still pushing for project and took away her appointments and continuing with Poggemeyer and there is confusion with the charter provisions and she works for the residents and business and people are really upset. C commissioner Williams said is this the same firm that is under investigation. Mayor Flanigan said yes with former Councilman Smith who has pending litigation and she also discussed this with Council to wait until after a verdict was issued, but this was denied, she made a motion to discussing engineer firm appointment thinking another firm would be better suited and less expensive and this was denied.
Journal entry cont.
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Commissioner Kalo said there are three issues; council and mayor working together on project, all work that has gone into project and possible call back of funds and is Grafton capable of paying all federal monies. Mayor Flanigan said probably not their general fund is hurting and she did meet with ODOT and they were opened to changing the design and the road does need work, grade to be lowered with drainage and this is good thing but the middle turn lane is not necessary and cause construction to be extended and detoured longer.  Commissioner Kalo said sometime you get stuck with the sins of the previous administration.  Mayor Flanigan agreed but it was brought to her attention that somebody said that the Mayor and business are for it, but the business are irate and she was misrepresented as well and she is on record that they are not for the project and thought it was handled incorrectly and business friendly and maybe we will learn more information tonight.  Commissioner Kalo asked her to follow up with the Commissioners and if there are other business that are losing parking or properties that would be purchased, etc. County Administrator Cordes said Lorain County is not making decision. Mayor said Council deflected at one point saying it was a county project. Mr. Cordes said county is only providing technical support assistance and would award contracts but Village is making decisions.
Mr. Cordes was appreciative of the Mayor’s comments today.  

Commissioner Kokoski asked if their charter called for veto.  Mayor Flanigan said she has no vote or veto and so far she has either been stonewalled or stymied on all her appointments, she did not get the appointments of law director, administrator, engineer, etc., and she has asked for a interpretation of the charter and has been told that council has to make that motion.

Commissioner Williams asked if this is the 1st meeting with business. Mr. Klaiber said some of these projects can be very disruptive just like Abbe Road and once we sit with the contractors then we have a town meeting to explain to all business what will happen, who needs to be called and this is a courtesy of the engineers office.  Mayor Flanigan said she asked Poggemyer to give a public meeting but the last one was in 2008 and a lot of people thought it was over and stated when the traffic study was done by previous administration brought up concerns of the study and it was done during a time of a detour so there could have been more traffic and other concerns.  Mr. Cordes said Poggemyer knows the Village and they won’t have public meeting. Mayor said no, they wanted to wait until all right of way purchases were complete. Mayor Flanigan said 4 people by the people and will come back next week to give an update.

Commissioner Williams asked the Mayor if she was going to ask Council if they are supporting or not supporting the project. Mayor said this meeting is not a council meeting it is just an information meeting, next meeting is not until May and it should be done on a roll call vote.
Commissioner Kalo said it is just the engineer’s office explaining the project.  Mayor said she thinks it will esthetically look bad and a lot of parking spots will be wiped out business could struggle.  Mr. Klaiber said tonight’s meeting is to discuss construction and the county was asked to facilitate and hearing today that business are objecting  and can’t speak on merits and the project is very far along and council passed a resolution to cannel the project not sure how the award would be taken with the contractor.  Commissioner Kokoski said you would not cancel the project maybe just revise.  Commissioner Kalo said it is just not that easy. Mr. Cordes said this is a local project but state route and some of the problems arose and Poggemyer is a good firm but expensive and driven by state guidance.  Mr. Klaiber said the 3 lane section helps facilitate so the traffic study is only a report factor. Commissioner Kokoski said the Mayor mentioned there was a detour at time report was done. Mr. Klaiber said even if more traffic, it’s the turn lane for traffic or back up. Mayor Flanigan said there were no issues of accidents but over by Midview school that could be a danger there was nothing that the public prompted project it was council and there is a problem on SR57 turning onto and feels this was just pushed through quickly. Mr. Klaiber said this has been planned for 12 years. Mayor Flanigan said federal money was used. Mr. Klaiber said yes for right of way and turns. 
Commissioner Williams said he spoke with Mayor and with indictment Council went with the same firm. Mayor Flanigan said yes same engineering firm from Bowling Green. Commissioner Williams said the member was on the board. Mayor Flanigan said she has talked with investigator and it was accepting tickets and every time she brought the project up she received push back and meetings have been televised since she has taken office.

Commissioner Williams said at the state level, misuse power. Assistant Prosecutor Innes said due respect, a conflict locally and the county should not make comments legally or whatever.

Mayor Flanigan thanked the board; go on record, learning more at meeting tonight. Mr. Klaiber said only there for information and the project was driven by the village and application was done in 2002 with NOACA. 

Commissioner Kalo said he has served on NOACA for 10 years and project was discussed then.

Mayor Flanigan said when she took office there was no computer, phone, email and was very hard to find any correspondence. Commissioner Kalo told her to contact NOACA and they would have minutes of discussions since it goes through air and water quality.  

Mr. Klaiber said it has gone through ODOT design process and requirements,

Commissioner Kalo said sorry but this falls on the Village and call back clauses.

Mayor Flanigan thanked the board and she is just doing her due diligence.
