Commissioner Kokoski also noted that there have been about 100/day that go through the center and would like to have update next 

week. Mr. Bailey said since 2012 it averaged 10,000/year, last year it was around 12,000/year

Commissioner Williams said CAB would be great for the baseball teams getting ready for their seasons.
