ANNOUNCEMENT


Keith Bailey, Director – Solid Waste stated the district is doing a partnership with the City of Oberlin with a zero waste plan and has passed council and would have been doing cart recycling within 2 years.  But on February 15 the City of Oberlin had a fire that destroyed their service garage, equipment and vehicles for garbage service.  Mr. Bailey spoke with the EPA and put a plan in action which they approved a grant. City Council then approved to purchase 3 new hybrid vehicles, which are the first in the state of Ohio all American made and should see trucks within 120 days and the City will reduce their diesel fuel usage by 2,800 gallons/year, save a little over $10,600 in fuel costs and reduce the co2 emissions by 31.47 tons/year.

1. The resurfacing of Oberlin Avenue and the replacement of waterlines from West 30th Street to West Erie Avenue in the City of Lorain.  The construction cost $4,744,000.00 was funded at 80% federal ($775,600.00) for the resurfacing portion of the project with the balance of funding by the City of Lorain.

2. The resurfacing of LaGrange Road from Oberlin-Elyria Road to U. S. 20 in Carlisle Township.  The construction cost was $287,900.00 and was funded at 80% federal and 20% Ohio Public Works funds.

3. The resurfacing of Grafton Road from State Route 57 to the Elyria City limits in Carlisle Township.  The construction cost was $791,400.00 funded at 80% federal and 20% Ohio Public Works funds.

     
Federally Aided Projects that we expect to be completed in 2014 are as follows:

1. The widening and rehabilitation of Cowley Road from Crocker Road to State Route 82 in Eaton Township.  The estimated construction cost is $2,381,000.00 which will be funded at 80% federal and 20% Ohio Public Works Funds.  Project started in 2013 and will be completed in 2014.

2. The widening and rehabilitation of Abbe Road from State Route 254 to Antioch Drive in the Village of Sheffield and the City of Elyria.  The estimated construction cost of $2,719,200.00 will be funded at 80% federal with the balance being funded by Ohio Public Works funds and funds from the Village of Sheffield and the City of Elyria.  Project started in 2013 and will be completed in 2014.

3. The widening and rehabilitation of State Route 57 from the CSX railroad north to Barrington Drive in the Village of Grafton and Eaton Township.  The estimated construction cost of $4,683,000.00 will be funded at 80% federal with the balance funded by Ohio Public Works funds, ODOT funds and by the Village of Grafton. 

4. Griswold Road Widening – Lake Ave. to Leona Street - $4,896,335.00 estimated construction cost approximately $1,347,400.00 are for water and sanitary sewer improvements which are being funded by the City of Elyria.  The balance of the project is 80% federal funds and 20% Ohio Public Works.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR



Mr. Cordes the county was not successful last night on the two levy attempts for the crime lab or transit but seems like we closed the gap on the transit levy and numbers are getting better especially with the educational pieces that were provided this time.  He said there is a wrap up meeting Tuesday and he would like to see this back on the ballot in November.  There is still a margin to be covered but the more education we do the positive votes are there for transit.  The crime lab levy there was some bad timing with bad events and the safety forces were not really engaged therefore it was more stale.

Bev Beidleman, Chair Transit Levy and Clerk of Courts Office Staff thanked everyone for their support and doing a good job, there was a diverse group and did things pretty quickly and appreciates everyone’s efforts and will meet next Tuesday at 11 am to wrap up this past levy but they are not going to stop.  The author John Maxwell when he talked about “falling forward”, sometimes when you fall it is a good thing because you learn a lot and you can re-strategize and find weakness and pull strengths and they will continue to fight and Lorain County will have good transit one of these days.  Commissioner Kalo thanked for a good job.

Mr. Cordes said there is no shame in defeat there is only shame in quitting.


Commissioner Williams said he spoke with several people and groups about doing transit districts in Lorain, Elyria and Oberlin this is where the support is, others entities in the county do not see a benefit with a county wide service and it is going to be difficult to pass a county wide issue.  Mr. Cordes said about 83-85% of the residents in the county live within transit runs and need to educate better in other areas to gain their support and the southern part of the county usually has never supported but other counties, like Cuyahoga has a 1% sales tax dedicated to their transit and other counties are the same even though not every square inch of these counties service some areas.  He stated that the county use to be in Wellington and other areas but do due the decreasing amount from the general fund we were not able to service these areas anymore. Commissioner Williams said the urban areas rule and dictate and if you ask individual townships it will not be done.  Mr. Cordes said people pay 1% in Cuyahoga which a ¼% more than we get for our general fund and jail operations never mind what they receive for their operating budget and they just received $75 million for their metro parks annually but if we continue to education and gain support we will be successful and it was like 58 to 42 and primary are vey challenged.
Commissioner Williams said RTA has a sales tax, which is the fairest tax rather than a property tax but rather than continue property taxes we need to look at it differently when it is not utilized by all, he understands there is a need for transit but it is needed in Lorain, Elyria and Oberlin wants it and Wellington would like to see.  Mr. Cordes said Mental Health, Children Services, DD, Drug Task Force, etc all are supported by property owners even through all these households are not using these services and it is an awareness program to make it a better place to live but the community needs to support each other.  He will look at a regional district, it will be a challenge but will also look at the general election.  Commissioner Williams said let’s do it properly because with the crime lab there was an ongoing investigation and until this is completely resolved, we should not discuss.  Mr. Cordes said the county has some money to continue and looking at reestablishing urine tests with other 
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agencies and domestic.  Commissioner Kalo said he was at the Lorain FOP event and they see the value of the crime lab but issues hovering were tainted by the perception.  Commissioner Kokoski said the election was not say no to everything residents picked what they wanted and her concern is that with the money that the county is spending to put this on the ballot especially for transit those dollars could go towards transit services, so is it a good idea or should we go for a sales tax.  Commissioner Williams said one of the biggest complaints from property owners is they have to fund everything and some don’t utilize the service and we should come up with a plan with budget and how it will be funded and sales tax is the fairest way out there, all pay even outside people, but property taxes are only homeowners and he thinks school levies are more important than transit and people outweigh what they really can spend and prioritize their needs.  Commissioner Kokoski said a school levy is a hefty portion of the property tax and this levy was only $2/year.  Commissioner Williams said owners don’t look at it this way it is just another tax and this is why we should have a good plan. Commissioner Kokoski said the local government fund was taken away from the county and this was forcing us to do these things.  Commissioner Williams said with reduction we need a plan, go to the public and stop going to property owners to stop funding all. Mr. Cordes said he keeps hearing about property owners but even if you rent the cost is absorbed somewhere within renters expenses they just don’t see it.  Commissioner Williams said it is a perception and majority look at their property taxes and the prepetition is that individuals that don’t own property, don’t pay and renters could see a slight increase but it is a mind set. Mr. Cordes said just like the airport is a perception we have a potential of $1.5 million dollars but county has to spend $130,000 and as a reminder the airports with the federal government you have to wait 20 years after last dollar received to get out of federal mandates and then if you don’t you still have to pay in order to have these issues fixed.  Commissioner Williams said there are a lot more out at the airport not just casual flyers, there is an industrial park.

Michael Gaynor, National Field Director – GoRail is a nonprofit, based in Alexander VA and unites rail stakeholders with community leaders and the public in support of rail solutions to tomorrow’s transportation challenges.  GoRail believes that every additional ton of freight moving by rail instead of over our congested highways means more jobs and a stronger economy, less pollution and cleaner skies, and greater fuel efficiency and clearer roads ahead. 

Freight volumes have been forecast to grow approximately 92 percent by 2035 and many highways are already stretched beyond capacity.  The nation faces a complex freight mobility challenge and it is essential that non-highway options are available to keep goods moving. Freight rail is an excellent alternative.  Shipping more freight by rail saves taxpayers money, promotes cleaner air and greater fuel efficiency, improves safety, and lessens worsening highway congestion.  GoRail’s mission is based principally on recommendations from the American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials (AASHTO), which represents state departments of transportation.  Since 2004, over 4,000 local, county and state government officials, and business, academic, and community leaders in 30 states have joined with us in engaging policy makers in Washington on the importance of freight rail to our economy and our quality of life. Supporting a healthy freight rail network is a key to job growth and continued economic recovery.  Freight rail is a powerful job creation engine, contributing nearly a quarter of a trillion dollars of economic activity annually.  This translates into thousands and thousands of jobs in every sector of the economy.
· According to a 2010 report issued by the BlueGreen Alliance and the Economic Policy Institute U.S. freight rail is responsible for creating or supporting as many as 1.2 million jobs
· The rail industry directly employs 175,000 people

· Every rail job supports 4.5 additional jobs in industries such as agriculture, mining and manufacturing to name a few.

Only 40 percent of Americans realize that freight railroads are private companies.  They invest massive of their own money each year to maintain and modernize the rail network with little or no help from the government.  Since 1980 railroads in the United States invested $500 billion back into capital needs and expansion.  Having access to freight rail is vital to maintaining existing jobs, as well as creating new ones.
