WHEREAS, Lorain County Solid Waste Management District submitted a memo;

“Attached please find an application for a distribution of refurbished computers recently received from Tim Howard at Lorain County Community College.  The application is complete and meets all our requirements. 

Mr. Howard is well known to us through his previous program  Connect Your Community (CYC) That federally-funded program provided free computer classes to 2,197 residents between 2010 and 2012. It also provided a free refurbished computer to 1,600 of those residents. The district partners with the CYC program and allowed them to use the Collection Center as their major distribution point; 1,370 computers were given out at the center as a result.

His new organization, Connect Lorain County (CLC), is decidedly smaller, but counties to focus on providing a bridge across the digital divide to residents who have no computer skills or access to the Internet. Hr. Howard has secured continuous funding for the instructional portion of his program, but has not enough to cover the cost of providing refurbished computers.

During 2013, the Board provided CLC with 160 computers, all of which were distributed by the end of the first quarter of 2014.  Mr. Howard is now asking the Commissioners and the Solid Waste District to again partner with his organization by providing computers through their existing program for doing so. He is asking for 100 computers, which is the number he has projected he will need for the remainder of 2014.

The continuing success of the CYC program indicates that there is a need for this type of program in the county, and that providing it through the Lorain County Community College s a successful means of doing so. The Solid Waste District will be able to provide for his request through their existing agreement with their recycling contractor, and still be able to fill other request. Therefore, I recommend that this application be considered for distribution of 100 computers for the beginning of 2014.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, based upon the request and recommendation of Solid Waste we hereby approve the request from Connect Lorain County for 100 refurbished computers to be distributed to qualifying residents of the county who complete a specified computer training course at LCCC.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT



May 7, 2014

Commissioner Kokoski attended the update on the drug forum that Mike DeWine’s office held about 1 month ago and this is a long road ahead of us, we need the states help for funding to get to the youth in education, fund recovery and recoveries need to let people know that it works and everyone has a life to live  She said the AG stated we need to take a holistic approach to an audience in Portsmouth; they have to have law enforcement, more treatment, and better education and have communities recognize they have a problem and the heroin and evidence prescription pain medication, opiates and heroin have increased progression.  She stated that deaths in Ohio caused by heroin has increased dramatically from 317 to 717 from 2010-2012.  There will be a rally for recovery on May 17 because additional affects us all, bring a candle to light in memory of those lost to addiction at Gazebo, Washington Park across from courthouse, downtown Sandusky. She spoke with a mother that lost a daughter that will also speak this day and it was 18 months from her daughters first try until her death.

Commissioner Kokoski said we had the last transit levy meeting yesterday and deciding what to do in the future and looking at putting it out in the next primary election in order to educate more.

Commissioner Kokoski attended a reception in Elyria, with Ed Fitzgerald speaking and Man of the Year was State Rep Matt Lundy and he skyped, very surprised in receiving award.


Commissioner Kokoski said she also had about 4-5 inches of water in her basement and thought about Twin Lakes. She checked with Mr. Holtzman, Engineers office and yes there was flooding and wanted to make sure this was a chronic issue and not just that one time issue.

Commissioner Kalo attended NOACA on planning policy, upcoming projects on the TIP, and changes on membership 

Commissioner Kalo wished everyone a belated Happy Mother’s day and hoped they had a wonderful day.

Commissioner Kalo thanked Alice Webber, EMA and yes Tom Kelley is on vacation and everyone did a good job and thanked all safety forces in blocking off roads, recovering people, etc.
Commissioner Kalo said under board correspondence #6, thanked the Sheriff for his Veterans Outreach Program.
Commissioner Williams said he also has a big mess, water in the basement and garage.  He went to check on his mother and on 38th Street, Lorain it looked like a river flowing.

He said this has been a consistent thing for his past 3 years did a resolution when residents asked for help on their sewer rates, but telling someone how to vote is totally different.  Commissioner Kalo said he does not have a problem with the resolution, he just does not think we need the company name, it covers a lot of stuff and having the company’s name in the resolution is necessary and agrees with everything here but doing it as, especially the part here “where Ford Motor is moving jobs back here from Mexico” and still remain competitive and still provide good jobs and don’t know if we necessarily need the company name in there.   Commissioner Williams said so a resolution supporting their efforts. Commissioner Kalo said supporting all companies/employees efforts. Commissioner Williams said he appreciates the support. Commissioner Kalo asked if we could do this next Wednesday so we could have an official form, we just have it on a piece of paper that was just given to us right now. Commissioner Kokoski asked if the people present would like to come up.  Commissioner Kalo said Jim Sloane, who gave the prayer is also President UAW Cap Council and Harry Williamson, President, Lorain County AFL-CIO.
Jim Sloane said he does have copies of the resolution and we are struggling and asking the Commissioners as well as other county elected officials and Lorain City Officials to give these folks if they so choose the right to organize a union.  Commissioner Kalo said and any other the same, Mr. Sloane said yes any company and said if the county could not sure what can be done and not done with legalities but they would like something today. Commissioner Kalo said we could have this redone with the Commissioners are meeting in executive. Mr. Sloane said that would be fine.  Commissioner Kalo said we don’t want to just pick on one, there are probably many other companies within the county, Mr. Sloane said yes but we are really involved in this one along with the employees and we really need help and would appreciate it.  Commissioner Kalo said he will have this rewritten and could come out of executive and do something.  Mr. Sloane said that would work for them, as long as they can get something to move this along because once they get the support and give others the right to organize if they want too and they represent people and the goal is to put everyone back to work and get good paying jobs and he knows some of the people that work at that company and they are not treated very well.  Some employees approached UAW and asked for help. Commissioner Kalo said they do have that right.  

Mr. Sloane said he was speaking with Brother Harry Williamson, President AFL-CIO and said transit is a very important thing for this county.  He asked the Commissioners to get with them before decision is made to place this back on the ballot because they have some suggestions that would be acceptable to the community and they represent a lot of these folks and sit down with the three commissioners and work on ideas how to get this levy passed.  County Administrator Cordes said these are unionized jobs and transit.  
Commissioner Williams said we are going to edit the resolution.

Commissioner Williams said in speaking of  the transit levy, his concern is with the primary and probably would not be the best time to put it on he was hoping maybe in the general election because there will be Mayoral races next year and will draw more people out and gives more time.  

Commissioner Williams said also consider rather than going for a property tax, look at consolidating, put into a sales tax some of the reduction of property levies something similar as to what we did with the inside mileage and put this together and package it and relieving some of the financial restraints of the property owners and putting it on the sales tax, which is a fairer tax he thinks this will help individuals see the positive in this and support the levy.  Maybe this can be brought back to that board and possibly put it on the general election.  County Administrator Cordes said he had an extensive dialogue with the members of the transit levy board with regards to a couple of things that they though the commissioners needed to do and a lot will come through this group in trying to help and will make sure that Mr. Sloane & Williamson are on the list to be notified of the next meeting of the transit committee but there are a lot of conflicting views.  The one thing about trying to lower the property tax and raise the sales tax is that it gets very complicated. Commissioner Williams said it can be complicated but doing something other than the property tax he thinks that we will battling all the other areas that don’t utilize transit and having them see it does benefit the community, but when you have townships that don’t have enough deputies and other areas that are paying for schools it just becomes a burden on the property owners and we had this dialogue last week and there is some disagreement but with the sales tax the property owners don’t feel they are the ones footing the bill for everything.  Mr. Cordes said he is not completely in disagreement with Commissioner Williams but we need to get the support of each community and they have dissected each prescient vote; we won in Lorain, Elyria and Oberlin but there was not enough voter turnout to turn the tides in the areas that were lost.  He thinks if we get to a bigger audience, because there were only 14.6% of the voters that turnout during the primary and with much greater turnout he thinks the percentages that carried the three cities would have carried transit.  Commissioner Williams said again, his concern is that the higher the voter turnout, and the areas that don’t utilize it we could still see it fail.    Commissioner Kalo said the issues are in the off primary elections if there are not contested races because only candidates bring people out to vote because of the amount of money that has been expended on campaign, where issues do not have as many dollars to spend and there is not for and against, then there is a lower turnout.  Mr. Cordes said there were a lot of people that died so people can vote in this country and regardless of what is on the ballot they should all be voting.  Commissioner Kalo agreed.  Commissioner Williams said based on the numbers and Elyria and Lorain will have mayoral races this should increase the turnout.  Mr. Cordes said it should.  Commissioner Kalo said he thinks the statewide issues will bring people out also.  Mr. Cordes said it is a governor’s year and that is why the Commissioners are required by statute to run in the Presidential or Governor year so that they have large voter turnout, that’s why commissioners don’t run in off years.

Commissioner Williams said he believes there is a lot more dialogue that needs to be done. Commissioner Kalo said Commissioner Williams spoke of the sales tax last week so I thought we would talk about it this week.  Commissioner Williams said the sales tax needs to be done at a point where we can have an effective campaign because the problem we have with sales tax or issues is we pass resolution then we try to go out and communicate all the needs within 2-3 months and to hit the entire county to do it, he would like to approach it and do a yearlong options and as elected officials we all campaign all year long but for a county ballot issue we spend 2 months, this does not make sense.  Commissioner Kalo said when we normally pass these issues they have to go onto the next election. Mr. Cordes said there is statistical data that demonstrates that most taxpayers they vote for what they understand a month or two before the ballot, that is about the span of where they vote, they are either for or against and a sway vote is usually 60 days before an election because they cannot remember what they were told a year ago, they are too busy trying to live in this complicated life we have these days with all the things that go on and then trying to keep a group together for a year, year and half and this is a conversation we had at the transit levy meeting because they were discussing about putting it on the general next year, that is 18 months away and trying to keep volunteers going that long to keep engaged. Commissioner Williams said if you can’t keep your volunteers committed for 18 months then you are not going to get the county residents to support.  Mr. Cordes said he understands and does not use Children Services, Mental Health, Developmental Disabilities, Library etc. and don’t need to go back to school even though some may disagree but he certainly supports these things in his community because his community needs to be strong and dynamic in a place that we want to live and grow and provide jobs to the families coming along and that is why he supports these issues, not because he is getting something, it’s because he wants to give something.  Commissioner Williams said people understand what they are getting from those other programs but they look at transit as a bus service to the mall. Mr. Cordes said to a job, medical appointments, senior center and the resolution that could be passed today and look at the wages of these people, not just passing it for union but a living wage in a conversation that needs to take place in this community because these people really cannot afford a car, insurance, rent, etc. on wages that are being paid these days.  Commissioners Williams said looking at the transit system, taking people to work but when does the transit actually get used during the day, what about the other shifts.  Mr. Cordes said we use to have these services available.  Commissioner Williams said right now, we are talking about getting people to a job the people that are working 3rd shift or working weekends and we don’t even have enough rides to accommodate this now.  Mr. Cordes said we could put some of the service back like it use to be. Commissioner Williams said even with this last levy the amount would have not been able to bring all the service back.  Mr. Cordes said it is initial building block of where this county needs to be and explained the first time it went to the ballot that this would not cure all the problems but we need to demonstrate to the public that if they support we would do a good job with this money and it will be a long process and multi several year steps.  Commissioner Kalo we build it up and provide to the residents that it is doing the best for them and build from there. Commissioner Williams said at this point this discussion can go on but he would like to look at the districts and history because Elyria, Lorain and Oberlin support.

Commissioner Williams asked if Commissioner Kalo if he modified resolution. Commissioner Kalo said he has not given it to the Clerk

Harry Williamson, President, AFL-CIO thanked Commissioner Williams and the Board for preparing and presenting a proclamation for Workers Memorial Day.  He also thanked Engineer Carney and Mr. Hamilton for tents and umbrellas because the weather did not cooperate in Lorain or Elyria and again thanked them on behalf of labor.  Commissioner Kokoski said John Hatcher use to say “you owe them your sweat and tears, but not an ounce of blood”

Keith Bailey, Director – Solid Waste said the county has received the EPA grants in amount of $369,000 and appreciates EPA for the quick release of grants for City of Oberlin garbage truck.  The county received the marketing development grant for Quality Blow Mold $154,500 creating 14 more jobs along with new equipment and machinery, $28 tire changer in order to start taking rims off tires and sell for scrap and received $12,000 for amnesty project for ag tire collection.  Mr. Bailey also thanked Team Lorain County and Community Development for the great partnership in helping with these grants.  Mr. Cordes said there is around $628,000 in the solid waste recycling loan fund

Jim Sloane said Commissioner Kokoski mentioned the drug forum and he stated some years ago in Scioto County they had the largest rate around 51% of heroin users in their community and we need to come together to help families and communities and thanked Lori for this it is very important.  He said he would like to sit down with Mr. Cordes along with Brother Harry, AFL/CIO and Brother Perch on his comment of living wages because this is what is holding our county back. If we could get people to work with a living wage and good paying jobs, people will vote for taxes, schools, etc. and a living wage will help with these issues. Mr. Cordes said dialogue is good and if nothing comes of it but awareness does, two working families, full time working families and both making minimum wage cannot make it today. Mr. Sloane said there was a couple that lived over on University Avenue and both husband and wife and full time jobs but also got paper jobs to survive but lost because of the propriety taxes.  Mr. Cordes said we either give them better wages or we give them food stamps.  Mr. Sloane said people would rather have a pay check, there are some exceptions but there is not a person out there that would much rather get a paycheck then food stamps.  Mr. Sloane said they would like to work together because there are a lot of areas that need to be worked on to make Lorain County better and a better place to live.
