Alice Webber, EMA/Homeland Security thanked the Commissioners and what this proclamation allows the county to apply for state/federal monies once criteria is meet, which 18”+ water in a living area of home so if it is a basement/split level you would have to have a bedroom located within area.  There have been over 1500 calls received as of today.  She stated that the EMA office is staffed with three people and without the support of volunteers they would not been able to do the job that has been done. She thanked the American Red Cross, Community Response Team; there are over 125 volunteers to help take calls, data entry, assessments and thanked Mr. Cordes and Mr. Bailey for the dumpsters in the community in order to have the residents get rid of their damaged debris.  She thanked the various other volunteer groups from Stark and Medina Counties and Baptist Ministry in Avon and N. Ridgeville helping the disabled and elderly residents to clean up their homes.  Also Team Rubicon, Veterans of State of Ohio helped to damage assessment. Also thanked our county citizens and how resilience they have been they have cleaned up and helped rebuild. This has been one of the worst floods in over 1-500 years, and first time she has been through this massive flood in 23 years. 
Commissioner Kalo said EMA and the volunteers did a wonderful job and with the amount of water that came in was a massive and there has been discussing with communities of a regional storm sewer.  Ms. Webber said the community has really come together.

Commissioner Kokoski said people still need to call 329-5117 for damage.  Ms. Webber said yes, the state looks at all damage to verify and certify to see if the county would qualify for a state declaration.

Commissioner Kalo said this is low interest loan. Ms. Weber said yes a small business administration loan, very low 2-3% paid back over a 10 year period of time and if they don’t qualify based on income it could be possible that grants could be received and this depends on damage, income.
Mrs. Webber said this is 1st time Lorain County has ever received this disaster and they have worked very hard and all media will be notified.

Commissioner Williams said he spoke with a lot of citizens and the phones were busy so he was emailing Mr. Kelly with concerns, damage, etc and he would like to see a digital format on the website and social media so residents know to call in and what qualifies them.  Mrs. Webber stated that with any disaster, exercise they have put things in place for improvement and they have a 4 line hotline and at this time on Monday night they did not know there was this much disaster before they put the 329-5117 number to the media but have talked with everyone that had a complaint, damage, etc.  


Ruth Campbell, American Red Cross Lorain County Chapter and thanked the Commissioners and said EMA is incident commander for the county on any disaster and they would initiate Red Cross deployment and had over 40+ volunteers respond.  Red Cross had shelter locations; first was at Fields United Methodist Church because many residents in N. Ridgeville were evacuated by boat because of the rising water; residents from Berkshire Apts. in Sheffield village were also at this same shelter; 12 folks were cared for the first night.  Tuesday, Rid Cross began disaster assessments and mass care feeding. Bulk distribution of clean up kits were given to affected neighborhoods, feeding truck served 150 meals, in partnership with Salvation Army, Lorain and another shelter opened in Elyria at St. John Lutheran church.  Wednesday was bulk distribution continued N. Ridgeville and disaster assessments were conducted in Lorain and worked closely with Lorain City Fire Chief Brown and opened a Red Cross shelter at Boys & Girls Club closer access to resident in the Pearl Village apartment area.  On May 19, Red Cross continued bulk distribution and client casework in City of Elyria, Lorain, N. Ridgeville and Sheffield Township. There were 175 calls received by the Red Cross, 22 bedding for Pearl Village Apts., 970 clean up kits distribution and 1,621 bulk items  distribution to include 333 gloves, 549 work gloves, 50 dust masks, 64 buckets and 625 @ 10 household, 6,250 trash bags.

Reference is hereby made to all appropriate laws, statures, ordinances and resolutions, and particularly to Section 5915 of the Ohio Revised Code.

All public offices and employees of Lorain County are hereby directed to exercise the utmost diligence in the discharge of duties required of them for the duration of the emergency and in execution of emergency laws, regulations, and directives – state and local.

All citizens are called upon and directed to comply with necessary emergency measures, to cooperate with public officials and disaster services forces in executing emergency operation plans, and to obey and comply with the lawful directions of properly identified officers.

All operating forces will direct their communications and requests for assistance and operations directly to the Emergency Operations Center.

Commissioner Kalo moved the adoption of the following resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 14-349
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF NOT TO EXCEED $2,220,000 SERIES 2014 CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PLAN IMPROVEMENTS BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES, FOR THE PURPOSE OF PAYING THE COSTS OF CONSTRUCTING AND ACQUIRING IMPROVEMENTS TO VARIOUS COUNTY OWNED PROPERTIES, INCLUDING HVAC IMPROVEMENTS, ROOF REPAIR AND REPLACEMENT, SIDEWALK, PARKING LOT, STORM SEWER, LANDSCAPE, SECURITY AND OTHER SITE AND BUILDING IMPROVEMENTS, TOGETHER WITH ALL NECESSARY APPURTENANCES THERETO.

WHEREAS, the County Auditor has heretofore estimated that the life or period of usefulness of the improvements hereinafter described is at least five (5) years, and has certified that the maximum maturity of the bonds is twenty-five (25) years, and of the notes to be issued in anticipation thereof is twenty (20) years.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio:

SECTION 1.  That it is necessary to issue bonds of this County in the principal amount of not to exceed $2,220,000 for the purpose of paying the costs of constructing and acquiring improvements to various County owned properties, including HVAC improvements, roof repair and replacement, sidewalk, parking lot, storm sewer, landscape, security and other site and building improvements (the "Project"), together with all necessary appurtenances thereto.  Said bonds shall be dated approximately July 1, 2015, shall bear interest at an approximate rate of five percent (5%) per annum and shall mature in substantially equal annual or semiannual installments over a period not exceeding twenty-five (25) years after their issuance.

SECTION 2.  That it is hereby determined that notes (hereinafter called the "Notes") in the principal amount of not to exceed $2,220,000 shall be issued in anticipation of the issuance of said bonds.

SECTION 3.  That the Notes shall be dated their date of issuance, shall bear interest at the rate not to exceed three per centum (3.00%) per annum as evidenced by a certificate awarding the Notes (the "Certificate of Award") which the County Auditor, the County Administrator or the Budget Director are hereby authorized to sign and shall be payable at maturity, shall mature not more than one year from their date of issuance, and shall be of such number as may be requested by the purchaser, in denominations of $100,000 or more and sold to sophisticated investors, unless sold and marketed with an official statement, in which case denominations of $5,000 or increments thereof will be permitted.

SECTION 4.  That the Notes shall be executed by at least two members of this Board of County Commissioners and by the County Auditor, which signatures may be facsimile, and may bear the County Auditor’s seal.  The Notes shall be payable at a bank or financial institution designated in the Certificate of Award, and shall express upon their faces the purpose for which they are issued and that they are issued in pursuance of this resolution.

SECTION 5.  That the Notes shall be sold, at par and accrued interest, to Ross, Sinclaire & Associates, LLC, Columbus, Ohio (the "Original Purchaser"), in accordance with its offer to purchase, which shall be stated in the Certificate of Award, and the proceeds from such sale, except any premium or accrued interest thereon, shall be paid into the proper fund and used for the purpose aforesaid and for no other purpose.

SECTION 6.  That the Notes shall be the full general obligations of this County, and the full faith, credit and revenue of this County are hereby pledged for the prompt payment of the same.  The par value received from the sale of bonds anticipated by the Notes, and any excess fund resulting from the issue of the Notes, shall to the extent necessary be used only for the retirement of the Notes at maturity, together with interest thereon and is hereby pledged for such purpose.

SECTION 7.  That for purposes of this resolution, the following terms shall have the following meanings:

"Book entry form" or "book entry system" means a form or system under which (i) the beneficial right to payment of principal of and interest on the Notes may be transferred only through a book entry, and (ii) physical note certificates in fully registered form are issued only to the Depository or its nominee as registered owner, with the Notes "immobilized" to the custody of the Depository, and the book entry maintained by others than this Board of County Commissioners is the record that identifies the owners of beneficial interests in those Notes and that principal and interest.

"Depository" means any securities depository that is a clearing agency under federal law operating and maintaining, together with its Participants or otherwise, a book entry system to record ownership of beneficial interests in Notes or principal and interest, and to effect transfers of Notes, in book entry form, and includes and means initially The Depository Trust Company (a limited purpose trust company), New York, New York.

"Participant" means any participant contracting with a Depository under a book entry system and includes security brokers and dealers, banks and trust companies, and clearing corporations.

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"Resolution" means this resolution.

All or any portion of the Notes may be initially issued to a Depository for use in a book entry system, and the provisions of this Section shall apply to such Notes, notwithstanding any other provision of this Resolution.  If and as long as a book entry system is utilized with respect to any of such Notes: (i) there shall be a single note of each maturity; (ii) those Notes shall be registered in the name of the Depository or its nominee, as registered owner, and immobilized in the custody of the Depository; (iii) the beneficial owners of Notes in book entry form shall have no right to receive Notes in the form of physical securities or certificates; (iv) ownership of beneficial interests in any Notes in book entry form shall be shown by book entry on the system maintained and operated by the Depository and its Participants, and transfers of the ownership of beneficial interests shall be made only by book entry by the Depository and its Participants; and (v) the Notes as such shall not be transferable or exchangeable, except for transfer to another Depository or to another nominee of a Depository, without further action by this Board of County Commissioners.  Debt service charges on Notes in book entry form registered in the name of a Depository or its nominee shall be payable in the manner provided in this Board of County Commissioners’ agreement with the Depository to the Depository or its authorized representative (i) in the case of interest, on each interest payment date, and (ii) in all other cases, upon presentation and surrender of Notes as provided in this Resolution.

The paying agent and registrar (the "Paying Agent and Registrar") may, with the approval of this Board of County Commissioners, enter into an agreement with the beneficial owner or registered owner of any note in the custody of a Depository providing for making all payments to that owner of principal and interest on that note or any portion thereof (other than any payment of the entire unpaid principal amount thereof) at a place and in a manner (including wire transfer of federal funds) other than as provided in this Resolution, without prior presentation or surrender of the note, upon any conditions which shall be satisfactory to the Paying Agent and Registrar and to this Board of County Commissioners.  That payment in any event shall be made to the person who is the registered owner of that note on the date that principal is due, or, with respect to the payment of interest, as of the applicable date agreed upon as the case may be.  The Paying Agent and Registrar shall furnish a copy of each of those agreements, certified to be correct by the Paying Agent and Registrar, to any other paying agents for the Notes and to this Board of County Commissioners.  Any payment of principal or interest pursuant to such an agreement shall constitute payment thereof pursuant to, and for all purposes of, this Resolution.

The County Administrator or Budget Director are authorized and directed without further action of this Board of County Commissioners to execute, acknowledge and deliver, in the name of and on behalf of this Board of County Commissioners, a blanket letter agreement between this Board of County Commissioners and The Depository Trust Company, as Depository, to be delivered in connection with the issuance of the Notes to the Depository for use in a book entry system, and to take all other actions the County Administrator or Budget Director deems appropriate in issuing the Notes under a book entry system.

If any Depository determines not to continue to act as Depository for the Notes for use in a book entry system, this Board of County Commissioners and the Paying Agent and Registrar may attempt to establish a securities depository/book entry relationship with another qualified Depository under this Resolution.  If this Board of County Commissioners and the Paying Agent and Registrar do not or are unable to do so, this Board of County Commissioners and the Paying Agent and Registrar, after the Paying Agent and Registrar has made provision for notification of the beneficial owners by the then Depository, shall permit withdrawal of the Notes from the Depository and authenticate and deliver note certificates in fully registered form to the assigns of the Depository or its nominee, all at the cost and expense (including costs of printing definitive Notes), if the event is not the result of action or inaction by this Board of County Commissioners or the Paying Agent and Registrar, of those persons requesting such issuance.

SECTION 8.  That during the period while the Notes run there shall be levied upon all of the taxable property in this County within applicable limitations, in addition to all other taxes, a direct tax annually, not less than that which would have been levied if bonds had been issued without the prior issue of the Notes; said tax shall be and is hereby ordered computed, certified, levied and extended upon the tax duplicate and collected by the same officers in the same manner and at the same time that taxes for general purposes for each of said years are certified, extended and collected.  Said tax shall be placed before and in preference to all other items and for the full amount thereof.

The funds derived from said tax levy hereby required shall be placed in a separate and distinct fund, together with interest collected on the same, shall be irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal and interest of the Notes, or the bonds in anticipation, of which they are issued, when and as the same fall due; provided, however, that to the extent moneys from other sources are appropriated and available for debt service (the anticipated repayment revenue), said tax need not be levied for such purpose.

SECTION 9.  That the County Administrator and Budget Director are authorized to apply for municipal bond credit rating(s) for the Notes and to accept said rating(s) on behalf of the County.

SECTION 10.  That this Board of County Commissioners hereby authorizes preparation of preliminary and final drafts of a preliminary official statement deemed final for purposes of Securities and Exchange Commission Rule 15c2-12 and an official statement relative to the sale of the Notes, and copies thereof are hereby authorized to be furnished to the Original Purchaser for resale distribution.  These official statements are hereby authorized to be signed by the County Commissioners, the County Auditor, the County Administrator and/or the Budget Director.

SECTION 11.  That this Board of County Commissioners hereby covenants and agrees that it will execute, comply with and carry out all of the provisions of a continuing disclosure certificate dated the date of issuance and delivery of the Notes (the "Continuing Disclosure Certificate") in connection with the issuance of the Notes.  Failure to comply with any such provisions of the Continuing Disclosure Certificate shall not constitute a default on the Notes; however, any holder of the Notes may take such action as may be necessary and appropriate, including seeking specific performance, to cause this Board of County Commissioners to comply with its obligations under this section and the Continuing Disclosure Certificate.

SECTION 12.  That this Board of County Commissioners, for and on behalf of this County, hereby covenants that it will restrict the use of the proceeds of the Notes hereby authorized in such manner and to such extent, if any, and take such other actions as may be necessary, after taking into account reasonable expectations at the time the debt is incurred, so that they will not constitute obligations the interest on which is subject to federal income taxation or "arbitrage bonds" under Sections 103(b)(2) and 148 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code"), and the regulations prescribed thereunder.  The County Auditor or any other officer having responsibility with respect to the issuance of the Notes is authorized and directed to give an appropriate certificate on behalf of this County, on the date of delivery of the Notes for inclusion in the transcript of proceedings, setting forth the facts, estimates and circumstances and reasonable expectations pertaining to the use of the proceeds thereof and the provisions of said Sections 103(b)(2) and 148 and regulations thereunder.

These Notes are hereby designated "qualified tax-exempt obligations" for the purposes set forth in Section 265(b)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.  The Board of County Commissioners does not reasonably expect to issue more than $10,000,000 of such obligations during calendar year 2014.

Commissioner Kalo said there was discussion at last weeks’ meeting relating to collective bargaining and local companies with fair wages and benefits.  He stated that Mr. Sloane was to give him a call to work on something and had not heard from him so he drafted a resolution and the Clerk read it.
WHEREAS, The State of Ohio and Lorain County, were built on good jobs in manufacturing- the types of jobs where you could provide for your family today and give your children the best opportunities for tomorrow; and
WHEREAS, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners have worked diligently to attract, help with expansion, and retain companies so the citizens of our county may maintain that dream of having a good job to provide for their family; and
WHEREAS, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners have consistently supported the principles of fair wages and benefits for workers not only in the manufacturing segment but all workplaces; and
WHEREAS, through past resolutions the majority of the Board has supported workers rights 

as in resolution number #11-125, dated February 23, 2011 opposing Senate Bill 5 and the attack on workers including police, fire, and teachers in regards to their right to collectively bargain; and
WHEREAS, through past letters of supporting SB2884 and HB5542, introduced by Congresswoman Betty Sutton “Bring Jobs Home Act”, the majority of the Board has supported tax credits for companies moving operations back to the United States to provide good jobs not only here in Lorain County, such as the announcement of Ford Motor to move work from Mexico to its plant in Avon Lake, but across our country as well; and.

WHEREAS, this resolution supports and urges all employers to provide livable and sustainable wages for their employees; and 

WHEREAS, we support an increase in the minimum wage so our residents can have a better standard of living and provide a better quality of life for their families’; and
WHEREAS, the citizens of Lorain County welcome the creation of new jobs they also expect that these employers will pay a fair and livable wage in a safe workplace and treat employees with respect thereby creating a more stable, committed, and productive workforce; and
WHEREAS, we support the ability of workers to organize as they so choose with employees and employers following all guidelines as set forth by the National Labor Relations Act and to collectively bargain for fair wages, benefits, and working conditions. 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, we the Lorain County Board of Commissioners support the efforts of workers to join together to seek fair wages that support their families and allow them an opportunity and help fuel our economy

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Motion by Kalo, seconded by Kokoski. Clerk called for discussion.


Commissioner Kalo said there were a lot of issues discussed last week that came from the floor with all Commissioners and County Administrator participating and tried to include this in the resolution, which will not make everyone happy but gets the message across that they support the right to collectively bargain.  He stated that Commissioner Kokoski had a discussion with the county prosecutor and then he followed up with him yesterday evening regards to what the board of commissioners can or cannot do.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said last week after this discussion he spoke with several prosecutors at the office and some attended a state prosecuting association seminar and several concerns were raised with government bodies getting involved with labor disputes but unfortunately they could not remember the exact discussion was and have not had a time to do complete research but his understanding was that it generally had to do with 1) government using taxpayer dollars to become involve or interfering with a private labor matters and 2) federal grants. When federal money is accepted there are several assurance papers executed and his understating from time to time that there might be language in the grants that have some kind of restriction with interference with private labor disputes and not sure if the issues here would qualify as a private labor dispute and can’t give you any specifics on this but the caution that was given to the prosecutors is be careful when your body temps to get involved with private labor disputes because there may be federal regulations and grant restrictions in the language that by action you could violate.  He stated the county has hundreds of grants and can’t tell you if we have such language and sorry he does not have definite law that he could cite, all he can do is pass on the caution that was given to the prosecutors at their seminar.  

Commissioner Kalo said you reviewed this resolution with the Clerk yesterday, Mr. Innes said yes.  He stated there were talks about directing a resolution to a specific  labor dispute and a general statement is ok but being directed to a specific employer or private labor dispute could be problematic.  

Commissioner Williams said he spoke with Mr. Innes yesterday and the email that went out through Sandy and the resolution, don’t want to speak for them but he believes the UAW was looking for a resolution that they are looking for a fair process that would allow them the right to organize.  Commissioner Kalo said he included that in the resolution he presented.  Commissioner Williams said to be honest that “bring the jobs home act” he said other than the name of it, this was a political stunt by the Congresswoman.  He said if you followed it and what it would do, a factory could be closed like in Germany, bring some jobs to the US and then open another factory in France and then they would get the deduction.  He thinks a lot of this here if more political agenda and what they were looking for, again don’t want to speak for them but they were looking for something very simple, they have employees that felt this way and they were not being represented and have Camaco here today and they would like to speak and looking for a general statement and the Board of Commissioners would be supportive in that effort and from what the gentleman told him was that Camaco is being supportive of the workers right to organize and asked for him to come to the microphone along with Jim Sloane, UAW Cap Council and speak.  Commissioner Williams said a general one and this states that we are all in favor of cute babies, sunshine and lollipops.  
Commissioner Kalo said this resolution speaks of livable wages, past support of the board, worker rights but does not give specific name to a company.  Commissioner Williams said with minimum wage and he has spoke with UAW he does not believe or support increasing the minimum wage and that would have to come out for him to even consider.

Dave Smith, VP Operations – Camaco said they value and respect their employees to the point that they believe they are partners of the organization.  The company invests in their training and development of their future and not only in Camaco but in Lorain County and citizens of Lorain County.  He said the employees participate in the profit sharing contributions annually to the point where some of the profit sharing is almost up to 25% of their salaries, so they value them and respect them and treat them as partners of their company.  He said he has lived in Lorain County most of his life and proud to say that he is able to be part of something that is helping with the growth and economic development of this county. This company is family owned,  opening in 1999 with about 35 employees, expanding 4 times and had 2-250 employees and today almost 500 employees with various jobs ranging from production assembly associate to quality professionals, tool and die, maintenance, engineers, press room operators and all facets of levels and job positions that allow them to provide for the county and the citizens of the county.  He said there are future plans they currently brining in business from a factory that is closing in Canada and have brought in a few assembly lines and within the next 6-7 months will bring 100-150 jobs at all positions levels. He said yes the company does use a temporary agency to offset the absenteeism in order to run the facility because hiring is tough trying to find enough people with skill set to perform the operations that are needed and has been a struggle for several years.  He stated they are always looking at ways to improve their hiring process to continue to provide compensation and benefit packages that allow them to be competitive and continue to grow and continue to provide jobs.  They have been a huge success story and will continue to do that and be part of the growth and economic development of the county and they are committed to this and their employees.  He also stated they are going to continue to recognize every employee’s right to be part of any union and will also continue to support the right of any employee that would reframe from doing so.  They will not impede this process they will continue to support their employees, the county, city of Lorain and do everything possible to continue with the growth in economic development 

Commissioner Williams said when the UAW brought the resolution to him last week for support, he meet with some of the employees and they had some pictures and it appears in the pictures that there could have been some intimidation factors outside and an employee was taken pictures.  Mr. Smith said all safety related issues he will have his Safety person address. 
Commissioner Williams said he is glad to hear and this is what he was basically looking for with the resolution or support letter was that these guys are supported to make sure they have a fair and balanced process where if they choose or not choose to be in a union they have that opportunity. Mr. Smith said absolutely, he said the company had a meeting with all their employees on all shifts, explaining the collective bargaining process to them and they have the right to choose.  He said the incident that Commissioner Williams referred too regards to the pictures, said there are many employees that are concerned, some are not sure what this means or what the future is so there are a lot of feelings and emotions and animosity that is occurring in the workplace and have many people asking for help and the incident that Commissioner Williams referred to was there were multiple things that had been occurring and the safety of the employees are very important and when there are people standing in the way stopping cars and doing things that add to that animosity and feeling of being unsure and our safety manager that is present today,  just spoke with those employees to ask them to understand and be concerned for all the people that are coming in and out of the plant, that is all that was.  
Commissioner Williams said so the company is committed and going through with the expansion, you are not trying to use this as leverage.  Mr. Smith said they are bringing in new business right now and continue and hire as many people as they can hire right now and expansion plans relevant to the business and economic conditions are always being evaluated based on what is happening and have not stopped anything.  Commissioner Williams asked if they are committed to Lorain County and City of Lorain. Mr. Smith said absolutely and has been for the last 15 years.  
Commissioner Kalo said he spoke with Mayor Ritenauer, City of Lorain and said the exact same thing Mr. Smith has said today, this company has been and continues to be committed and have developed that whole end of what someday will be an industrial park and he was there for a ribbon cutting ceremony at the last expansion. Commissioner Kalo said anytime you go through an organization process and is the right of the employees to do that no company should impede that process.  Mr. Smith said they have no intentions to do so and there are employees here also.  Commissioner Kalo said he does not think they need that there were some things that happened last week that needed to be addressed and don’t need to bring everyone up unless there is pertinent information.  

Commissioner Kalo asked Jim if he was going to respond since he was the one that did most of the talking last week or is there someone else to defer too.
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Commissioner Williams said what Camaco stated today with his comments and they are willing to work a fair and open process, do you still feel there is a need for a resolution from the Commissioners at this time.  Mr. Sloane said the statement of “your right to organize”, the National Labor Board gives them that, this needs to be expedited by putting Camaco in the resolution he feels strongly on this.  He heard the gentlemen, Vice President of Operations says “they give the people the right to organize and explain this process”. Mr. Smith said yes. Mr. Sloane said that sounds like Walmart, and how they explained the process and how bad things will get, etc.  Commissioner Kalo said we are not here to debate. Mr. Sloane said he is not just asking a question as to what kind of help he is providing, he has heard horror stories about working in 18 digress, turning off the heat, in order to get warmer you need to work faster.  He said for his own information, who is, maybe Mr. Innes can answer this since he is in the Prosecutors office, he asked who, except a general overview of a meeting that someone is at, who said you cannot put Camacos’ name in the resolution, Ford’s name is in the resolution.  Mr. Innes said he thinks he explained this. Mr. Sloane said general, attorney from the state, what attorney.  Mr. Innes said he was not there. Mr. Sloane said someone had to give him direction. Commissioner Kokoski said Dennis Will. Mr. Sloane said Dennis Will told you that you could not put Camaco in this resolution.  Mr. Innes said Dennis Will said he heard at a seminar that there was a caution issued and he explained this caution very clearly earlier and there might be federal grants that we have signed that gave assurances that we would not interfere or become involved in labor disputes and he does not know if what is here today is a labor dispute he just has to issue a caution to the Commissioners that without looking through hundreds of grants there may be language in there that has some restrictions that may have an impact.    Commissioner Kalo said last week he stated he would not put a company name in the resolution, it is the commissioner’s job and administrator’s job to attract business across the county, retain and do whatever is needed to keep them here.  Commissioner Kalo said he believes it is labors job to organize these employees and believes that it takes it to a level here that everyone knows we are talking about Camaco and will not put their name in a resolution. Mr. Sloane said you made this point last week and we will have to disagree to agree because he honestly believes it needs to be in there.
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes asked what if a board of commissioners supported the other side, do you want a governmental entity coming in and passing resolutions denouncing the union.  Mr. Sloane said they could if they wanted too, but.  Mr. Innes said do you think that is appropriate for government to come in and take.  Mr. Sloane said since this is something out of the national labor relations board and since this is something the federal government gives us the right to do and would not expect to them to do that because they would be violating federal law.  Mr. Innes said exactly.  Mr. Sloane said this is not violating federal law; this gives them the right to do this.  

Mr. Sloane asked how many people are part time and full time at Camaco.  Commissioner Kalo said he did not know the numbers would be in Lorain and they have FTE – full time equivalent.  Mr. Sloane said he will have some people come up because they will continue to disagree and said that Camaco looks good on paper and he is requesting a copy of this meeting. Clerk said this would not be available until a week from this Friday at the Records Center and is shown on local cable channels on Saturday at noon and Monday at 11 pm

Darryl Lebenhart, Elyria said he has been employed with Camaco for 7 months and during this time has endured below freezing conditions in the winter time inside the plant.  The ventilations system for the robotic welders is inadequate there is haze everywhere, had trouble breathing do to this.  He stated he has an associate degree but there is no work out there in his field so he has been forced to take factory jobs and feel that Camaco needs to improve on the wages and overall conditions of the plant.  There are exhaust fans that do not work on the paint line and gets extremely hot.  He said Camaco is in the bottom 10% of the United States as far as wages go in the seating industry and this is a big concern of his.  He said he has his daughter and son in law living with him to help make ends meet.  Even with the expansion of Camaco a lot of employees are wondering how safe their jobs are because even if you expand you can still close down with or without a union.  He said no one is trying to hurt Camaco or destroy the company with wanting a union they just want a safe working environment with fair wages compatible with the nations industry. He said Ohio was built on manufacturing jobs and allowed blue collar workers to advance in to the middle class.  He said he and his co workers have concerns and they want a binding contract instead of a handbook that states subject to change without notice, they want something that is more permanent.  Commissioner Kalo said you want fair workplace conditions and understands that. Mr. Lebenhart said correct.  Commissioner Kalo said that is extremely important and good luck in organization effort.  

Matthew Fox, Elyria said until recently he worked for Camaco for 2 years, starting in 2012 as a quality inspector and worked his way up to an area lead after only 5 months, with zero discipline records, never missed a day unexcused, did miss 1 day excused for his uncles funeral last summer. He said this earlier this year he became involved with the UAW organizing committee and once this became public and his name was public a lot of things changed.  He believes personally he was targeted for his organizing activities and he will not go into this long story but has not been to work at Camaco for the last month.  He stated that Dave Smith mentioned a plant wide meeting, yes there was and did a lot of talking and very little of it was true, there was a lot of misinformation, a lot of talking about it without talking about it and when talked about plant closing he would bring up all the plants across the country that have closed and happened to be union activity and everytime would say not saying Camaco would do this but this is what happens.  He said possibly because of what happened to him a lot of other people who had previously been in favor of forming their union have been hesitant and worried about losing their jobs now.  They do not want to hurt Camaco he worked there for 2 years, you don’t stay in a place for 2 years if you don’t care, if you don’t care you will find something else.  They want a voice, they want to be heard and love the fact that they are here, glad that is not just the organizing committee here but thinks it is ridiculous that it takes for them coming to the county commissioners to get the other side to sit down at a table and listen to them.  Commissioner Kalo thanked him and said sometimes it does take these efforts for someone to listen.

Troy Dulley, Elyria and employed at Camaco for 12 months and full time resident of this county, graduating from Elyria.  He said he has taken notice through his years of growing up, now 28 that people have manufacturing jobs, like Ford or even other companies that are not union. These people took pride in their work and proud to say that they worked for a company and Camaco’s slogan is Pride.  He said they speak of expansion and possibility of over 500 employees and new jobs but how good are these jobs if people are not staying. If the conditions are not good for a temporary that is down and out on their luck that needs this opportunity and they don’t even make it the first break before they leave because of the conditions of their work then he really does not see a beneficial opportunity to the community or to the company with adding future employees. He said absenteeism has been a struggle with the company, can’t keep anyone because of the conditions.  He said he does appreciate and wish that Camaco would give them a fair and equal opportunity for the right to organize.  Commissioner Kalo said he would hope so, it has been raised to this level and everyone is aware and should not been anymore issues and up to the employees choices and where they want to go.

Commissioner Kalo asked if there was anything from the Safety side at Camaco.
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Veronica Katona, Lorain and been at Camaco for about 1 ½ years. When she got to Camaco she was with Nesco and begged them for 6 months to put her at Camaco because when she read about the company she knew this was the job for her, fell in love with a factory job with 40 hours guaranteed and overtime but being there she is not too sure anymore.  She just received a $.34 cents raise after 1 ½ years, starting at $9 with Nesco and then Camaco hired her January 2013 at $10.25 and just got to $11.  She knows 96% of the assembly area and going to conquer the whip and all machines she possible can.  It is a personal gain for her to go to work every day, strive to beat her record of production numbers on certain machines which is a something she strives for with personal strength not only helping her but also Camaco. She said the environment at Camaco has been very friendly, likes the employees and loves Camaco but with the pay rate her and her boyfriend’s cannot even get a place together because they cannot save money because Camaco does not provide enough wages for them to do that and he lives with his mother who is on social security just to help make her ends meet.  She does not want to hurt Camaco she wants to support Camaco in their expansion with more jobs, she believes in them but at the sometime in them providing more jobs that hurts their employees now that have been dedicated everyday with sweating, freezing, etc., she wears 2 pairs of gloves, leggings, 2 pairs of sock, jackets and cannot move and then the summer is very hot, the fans are never cleaned or maintained. She said she just wants a healthy working environment with better wages so they can all be happy and work together and wants to work with Camaco and can see herself there is 5-10 years and moving up in the company but if the wages do not increase then she is forced to go somewhere else.  She said she could go to Walmart and work 3rd shift and make the same she is making now and being at Camaco for a1 ½ years and start tomorrow at Walmart for $11. This is very frustrating and even if you know more you don’t get acknowledge for it and feels she is scared to be speaking right now, scared to be on the target list to be fired now and can’t afford that and don’t want to leave Camaco.  She is not against them and just wants to support her future so when she has a family in the future and want to know that she has saved money to have a child, she will be 26 tomorrow and have no children because she wants to do it the right way, save money so she does not have to make a hard decision of getting diapers or gas in the car.  She said she will never be able to have a family if she can’t save money but if the wages were increased she could and wants to look out for her future, future family as well as the future of Camaco.  Commissioner Kalo said that was well said, she sounds like a good worker.  Ms. Katona said she is she does as much overtime is possible, don’t’ just do the bare minimum just to get by; she strives to beat her records on the machines.

Skip Skufka(?), LaGrange and been employed by Camaco for 6 years and 4 months.  He said that manufacturing runs lean and the company does hire through Nesco brining in temporaries.  He was in local UAW 70 for 20 years at S&Z Tool & Die; he was in management twice, tier 3 manager and chief steward.  He said so he knows both sides, the company does run lean like most other companies they need people to come to work and have good attendance and many young people in these days think they can take a day off because they feel like it even in a probationary period.  He said he has 3 points in 6 years with his attendance and it is the same policy as when he was in a union actually Camaco is a little bit more lenient and if there is a 3 month perfect attendance, you receive a bonus, did not have this is the union and if you have perfect attendance for the whole year you would get an additional bonus of $100, which encourages employees to be there and he enjoys this extra at the end of the year.  They also have profit sharing, 401K with a match, health insurance with options, eye, dental and been with many companies that don’t have that.  He said as far as the resolution that is being worked on he feels the Lorain County Commissioners needs to stay neutral on this and if you want future business they will read articles and county is aledgally taking a side, because Lorain has shipping, railways, trucking, and this county is a good location and if other companies relocate and want to come here and then they remember the Commissioners siding with something is not a good thing and they will take their business elsewhere.  He said he has lived in this county for 12 years coning from Cleveland and love it here and encourage the commissioners, even Mr. Innes said there could be problems and glad to hear that. He thinks of himself as a loyal American and was pulling out of the driveway having the union people giving leaflets out and saying they got the employees more money but someone inside has been cluing the union in about the target day of May 1 and management told the employees last year they were working on something and try to make things right.  In the article by Morning Journal he was interviewed and being in the union, being chief steward and being in management and right now is a delicate time for Camaco they are brining in the new business, they are going to expand and have no intention of stopping as far as he understands.  He said Dave Smith did put papers out explaining to the employees because they were concerned they did not know what was going on, some of them have never been in a union, they are not sure of what is going on and they are a little confused so he put out a written paper and the union, and he is not against the union, but they have not put anything out to the employees because they cannot guarantee but they are saying what the company is putting out is threatening, but no the company is only putting out what is happening.  He is a loyal American but these people were giving him the business in the middle of the street and one told him at least he bought a F150 and his reply was yes, he supports America, supports the American economy, support the Big 3 UAW’s and this is what really dictates our economy and never owned a foreign car and will continue to buy American cars and maybe this is what is wrong with some our economy because a lot of these people are buying foreign cars and just like in the past 80/90’s when people were buying American so did the American auto industry grow along with the economy, so if you want to blame someone for something for the poor wages and stuff blame the people that are driving the foreign cars.  He buys American because he supports America.  
Commissioner Kalo said that is why he believes as long as there is no interference from an employer that any organization has the ability to organize a workforce if they so choose and this is why he would not name a company directly.  He does support the principals within the national labor relations act, the ability to organize and collectively bargaining and that is why they opposed SB5 which was to be on the ballot that would take these rights away and to target a single company he does not think this is the Board of Commissioners job, they are there to see operations of county government but they can deliver their opinion as long as it is not an attack.  He thinks the Prosecutors office added this through Commissioner Kokoski request of what Mr. Innes spoke of earlier today and he is very comfortable with the resolution and thinks it states where the board of commissioners stood in regards to workforce and livable wages and ability to form a union and collectively bargaining which is up to the employees to decide that.  
Mr. Skufka(?) said yes it does and the accusations against the company trying to squelch this are defiantly not true. Commissioner Kalo said anytime discussion of organizing stories always arise and nothing is always perfect but we hope that there are safe working conditions and employees feel comfortable and are being treated respectfully.  He is an employer and understands and you do this for your employees.  

Commissioner Kokoski said this has been difficult because when the unions come before the Commissioners, we always help because they have always been proactive in union issues, then you get employees calling you stating they work for Camaco stating this is not happening, if you want to join a union you can they are not impeding this process and there are always two sides to each story and somewhere inside there is the truth and everyone’s truth is their own.  It has been a difficult time to decide what to do with this and when the Prosecutors office has said to here he does not feel that this is something the commissioners should get involved in with actually naming a company in a resolution this kind of gave them a way out.  She does like the resolution that Commissioner Kalo put together and if Commissioner Williams is not happy with the part of Congresswoman Betty Sutton we could take this piece out but thinks the rest of it lets the union know and the people at the company which was her biggest concern last week, if this is what is really happening she wanted those people that worked there to know that the commissioners do care and they do have the right to organize and don’t want them to be intimidated but then you hear they are not being intimidated.  She said it is not up to the Commissioners to decide here what side is being more honest or where the truth is or lays, but there is a law that protects the rights for employees to organize.  She says she feels bad for the young lady that wants to start a young family and stated that the county has some positions that start less than what she is making and thinks the minimum wage needs to be raised across the board and this would help everybody, this is a difficult thing and do like the resolution even thought she just received it this morning that Commissioner Kalo worked on over the week.  Commissioner Kalo said if he did not have to write a speech and speak for her yesterday he might have had it done earlier.  

Commissioner Kokoski asked Commissioner Williams if the section comes out regards to Betty Sutton and bringing jobs home act.  Commissioner Williams said he is not into very generic resolutions so if this is something you want to pass go ahead and take a vote on it.  
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Commissioner Kalo called for the question.
Commissioner Kokoski asked if there was anyone else that wanted to speak. Commissioner Kalo said he called for the question.

Commissioner Kalo moved, seconded by Kokoski. Clerk called for discussion.


Commissioner Kalo asked Mr. Innes in regards to the Court of Common Pleas hiring legal counsel in their dispute with the Commissioners stating they don’t have adequate facilities for adult probation department where does that leave the Commissioners in being represented, is there a conflict of interest with the county prosecutor’s office or does the Commissioners have to authorize the hiring of a legal firm.  Mr. Innes said that would be correct.  Commissioner Kalo asked if we needed to add another agenda item authorizing the Board of Lorain County Commissioners to exercise an option to hire outside legal counsel.  Mr. Innes said the County Commissioners have the authority to hire and don’t need a resolution. 
Commissioner Kokoski asked if the courts are going to use their own special funds to pay for these attorney fees.  Commissioner Kalo said no, this is the county’s money, taxpayer’s money.  Commissioner Kokoski said according to Courts Administrator they have over $1 million dollars to put towards the project if they location as suitable to their needs, so why not use these funds to pay for their counsel.  Mr. Cordes said yes they have in excess of $1 million but they do not see fit to pay for it.  Commissioner Williams said to be fair we are saying they can use their special funds to pay for the projects but litigation is not considered a project and understand what the intend is.  Mr. Cordes said it is not just projects they can use this money to offset costs of running the courts to the general fund and believe this was done some years ago. Commissioner Kalo said yes they designated special funds for the law clerks as magistrates and then this year they said there was a decrease in the amount of special fund available the magistrates were going back on the general fund which increased their budget around $670,000 this year.  Mr. Cordes said so how these dollars are positioned can more fully support the general fund if they so choose.  Commissioner Williams said the Commissioners do not have a say, Commissioner Kalo said without a doubt he agrees with him.  
Commissioner Williams said all three commissioners have 3 different opinions on this and we really have not talked about this as a board with the old courthouse and adult probation and we know that there is an ongoing investigation and he thinks the investigation needs to be complete but thinks the board should come together and at least let the judges know that this is with the next step if agreed once the investigation is over, we are going with property A, B or C or are we going to agree, majority of the board agree to do nothing.  
Mr. Innes said at this point the Judges are not saying they are going to file a lawsuit, what they are saying is they want to know what their legal position is and need consultation from someone that is not a conflict over this issue, he does not want this to be portrayed as the court saying they are filing a lawsuit tomorrow.  Commissioner Kalo said should the Board hire or find a legal firm now in case of finding and give direction to County Administrator to do so.   Mr. Cordes said he is working on it and believes Commissioner Williams is very accurate we have very little choice in this and there could be a conflict and they have every right to request and this is why there is a cap of funds and we also know the cap is very ceremonial.  Commissioner Kokoski said when we did the real estate assessment with the same attorney and did a cap and that went to around $250,000.  Mr. Cordes said the cap is the commissioners trying to control the costs but could go past, Commissioner Kalo said then we would have to amend resolution, Mr. Cordes said we have no choice.  

Mr. Cordes said to the open investigation as Commissioner Williams spoke of regards to adult probation he thinks that the Judge made it very clear that there is only 1 option and 1 option only that he was agreeable to.  Commissioner Williams said he had talks with other individuals and without going through because we are looking at purchasing other property that could peak their interest, so it maybe something we could work out but it comes back to that we all have to sit down and talk because they are seeing 3 different opinions, so they do not know what to do and not saying they are right or wrong but Commissioners need to come together in discussions and present a plan to them.  Commissioner Williams asked Mr. Innes if the Board put them into an area where property may be purchased can we have these discussions under executive or administrative session.  Commissioner Kalo said that is purchase of real estate, negotiations so under executive session discussion.  Mr. Cordes said it would certainly prejudice our decision in trying to obtain a piece of property and had open discussions with the use of the property so he thinks we need to safeguard their position to negotiate a fair outcome on the price, Commissioner Williams said he thinks so too, but would like legal opinion.  Mr. Innes yes you can do the discussion of purchase of property in executive session and if you wish to invite other persons in to get their input that would be appropriate for executive session.  Commissioner Williams said the Board might want to do this in the next week or two and having the Judges come over and after give information go into an adm session and then come back out in regular session and have dialogue with them.  Commissioner Kalo said don’t know about an adm session because they board would still be negotiating property. Commissioner Williams said not really, we come back and if they want dialogue and questions on property the county owns that would not fall under executive session. Mr. Innes said the commissioners can discuss with the judges in which the commissioners convey information to them and that is not a public meeting. A public meeting is where the 3 commissioners discuss things between themselves. He said just like they did with the Sheriff or any other person the Commissioners convey information the board is allowed to do this but is only when the board decides to get information back from that person and dialogue is held about what is going to be done, this would create a public meeting.
