Dawn Calvert, Economic Development Coordinator said Common Ground is a nonprofit located outside of Oberlin in Henrietta Township.  They have decided to build a zip line canopy tour to help create more sustainable revenue for the work they do in the nonprofit. The zip line is underway the construction actually opened this past Monday, they created 20 jobs thus far and will create at least 2 more jobs. They are being funded through the finance fund through Columbus which is a CDI group for the construction of the zip line canopy tour.  Common Ground is requesting $50,000 in working capital to help support the activities that go along with the grand opening and hiring new employees to make this a success.  
Commissioner Kokoski asked if the land is collateral for the loan. Mrs. Calvert said yes, they have 29 acres total.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if the 20 employees are permanent, part time, full time. Mrs. Calvert said these 20 employees are permanent. County Administrator Cordes said there will be at least 4-6 employees full time and the rest will be seasonal employees and depends on the volume at the zip line.  There has been discussion running the zip line in the colder/winter seasons, so as long as the conditions are safe they will provide this as economical effective through the seasons.  

Commissioner Williams asked when it opened.  Mrs. Calvert said this past Monday and they would have been here today but holding a press media day today.  Mr. Cordes said this is the only zip line in northern Ohio.

WHEREAS, Lorain County, Ohio has been designated as a direct recipient of Neighborhood Stabilization Program 3 (NSP3) funds, as a result of the enactment of an allocation of funds provided under Section 1497 of the Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act of 2010 (Dodd-Frank Act); and

WHEREAS, the County of Lorain has acquired 3627 Canton Ave., Lorain, OH from the Lorain County Land Reutilization Corp. as an eligible property for demolition in accordance with NSP3 guidelines; and 

WHEREAS, Section 4582 of the Ohio Revised Code specifically R.C. 4582.31 (A)(4) permits the port authority to “acquire…convey interests in real or personal property…useful for or in furtherance of any authorized purpose…” that authorized purpose under R.C, 4582.21(B)(1) being activities that enhance, foster, aid provide or promote economic development, housing governmental operations within the jurisdiction of the port authority which would include the disposition of 3627 Canton Avenue Lorain, OH 44055; and, 

WHEREAS, the County of Lorain shall enter into an agreement with the Lorain County Port Authority (LCPA) for the property transfer of 3627 Canton Ave., Lorain, OH 44055, Permanent Parcel Number 03-00-103-115-005 to the LCPA by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners in accordance with Ohio Revised Code Section 307.10(B) whereby …”the board, by resolution, may transfer real property in fee simple belonging to the county…in the best interests of the county…”; and

WHEREAS, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners shall convey said property to the Lorain County Port Authority for the public purpose of redevelopment of a parcel, said redevelopment may include marketing and sale to recipient(s) as additional land to adjacent parcels as may be determined in accordance with the NSP3 guidelines and a Memorandum of Understanding between the County and the Lorain County Port Authority; and

Mr. Cordes thanked Janice for filling in for Clerk Upton it is appreciated.

Don Romancak, Director – Community Development said the federal government has released $600,000 to support environmental brownfield site assessments in the county.  This money was awarded by U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s Fiscal Year 2014 Brownfield’s Assessment, Revolving Loan Fund, and Cleanup (ARC) program. The EPA’s Brownfield’s ARC program funds the assessment and cleanup of the contaminated land of former industrial and commercial properties. This redevelopment creates jobs and protects Ohioans’ health and the environment.  The grant will include $450,000 for hazardous substance assessment and $150,000 for petroleum contamination assessment. 

The county’s coalition partners will be village of Wellington and the cities of Avon Lake, Lorain, North Ridgeville and Oberlin

Priority sites will include Avon Lake’s West Shore area adjacent to the power plant. 

In Lorain the priority sites will be the Spitzer and Kohart buildings and waterfront sites including the former Lorain Pellet 
Terminal, Brush Beryllium and the finger piers.
In North Ridgeville, sites include the Ridgeview Shopping Center. 
In Oberlin, the Clark Lumber Yard, Gas Holder Property with the historic Underground Railroad building, and the West College Street former gas station with underground tanks.

In Wellington, Sterling Foundry all will be priority.

County Administrator Cordes said the communities of Lorain County, at times, compete with each other for grant money and 
sometimes none are successful.  The real good undertaking here was that all those jurisdictions came together collaboratively 
to have a powerful application and coming together and making a reasonable request to start the process I think really brought a lot of credit to our proposal, which made it successful.”
Mr. Romancak said the money will pay for studies known as Phase I and Phase II environmental assessments that examine if properties have environmental contamination from chemicals or materials..  Based on those findings, the money also could pay for remedial action plans to clean the sites.  The study costs vary based on the size of the properties; the Phase I studies can cost several thousand dollars.  The county likely will hire certified consultants to do the studies but won’t have to hire additional staff for the grant and hope to move quickly on plans and the studies could be done later this year.


County Administrator Cordes said the Office of Sustainability and Port Authority will be announcing within the next week a multimillion dollar initiative that will be coming to the county.

WHEREAS, the Judges have made a request that they be provided legal counsel with respect to disagreement with the Board of Commissioners regarding adequacy and suitability of facilities in the old County Courthouse for the Adult Probation Department.

WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Section 305.14(A) states that the Court of Common Pleas, upon application of the Prosecuting Attorney and the Board of County Commissioners may authorize the Board to employ legal counsel to assist the Prosecuting Attorney, the Board, or any other county office in any matter of public business coming before such board or office, and in the prosecution or defense of any action in which such board or officer is a party or has an interest in its official capacity.

WHEREAS, the Common Pleas Judges have submitted for approval a different employment agreement than that previously approved by Resolution No. 14-315.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio Resolution No. 14-315 is hereby modified to substitute the attached fee agreement, subject to the exception set forth below, doing all matters reasonably necessary to provide legal representation to assist the Judges of the Court of Common Pleas regarding facilities for the Adult Probation Department, pursuant to the attached fee arrangement, be authorized, subject to standard County procedures and policies for payment of bills.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board approves of said employment agreement except as to Section 8 which provides for a deposit of $50,000 with an evergreen clause. The Board approves of the agreement only for an amount of an initial deposit of $25,000.00, without continuing replenishment.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Assistant County Prosecutor, Gerald A. Innes, be and he is, hereby directed to submit an application on behalf of the Board to the Court of Common Pleas for Authorization of the employment of said legal counsel in accordance with Ohio Revised Code Section 305.14(A).

FURTHER, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Clerk of the Board, be and she is, hereby instructed to transmit a copy of this resolution to Dennis P. Will, Lorain County Prosecutor, and Gerald A. Innes, Assistant Prosecuting Attorney, Lorain County Prosecutor’s Office.  All subject to approving fee arrangement letter.
