WHEREAS, Lorain County, Ohio has been designated as a direct recipient of Neighborhood Stabilization Program 3 (NSP3) funds, as a result of the enactment of an allocation of funds provided under Section 1497 of the Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act of 2010 (Dodd-Frank Act); and

WHEREAS, the County of Lorain has acquired 759 Oliver Street, Sheffield Lake, OH from First Federal of Lorain  as an eligible property for acquisition/rehabilitation/resale in accordance with NSP3 guidelines; and 

WHEREAS,  Section 4582 of the Ohio Revised Code specifically R.C. 4582.31 (A)(4) permits the port authority to “acquire…convey interests in real or personal property…useful for or in furtherance of any authorized purpose…” that authorized purpose under R.C, 4582.21(B)(1) being activities that enhance, foster, aid provide or promote economic development, housing governmental operations within the jurisdiction of the port authority which would include the disposition of 759 Oliver Street, Sheffield Lake, OH 44054; and, 

WHEREAS, the County of Lorain shall enter into an agreement with the Lorain County Port Authority (LCPA) for the property transfer of 759 Oliver Street, Sheffield Lake, OH 44054 Permanent Parcel Number 03-00-042-109-049 to the LCPA by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners in accordance with Ohio Revised Code Section 307.10(B) whereby …”the board, by resolution, may transfer real property in fee simple belonging to the county…in the best interests of the county…”; and

COMMISSIONERS REPORT


June 11, 2014



Commissioner Kokoski attend the annual Goodwill meeting and in 2013, there were 1,266 people that received help from job coaches; 90% of every $1 raised through sale of donated items is used for adult education and employment programs, 3.5 million pounds of textiles were kept out of the local landfills and there was $29.2 million was the economic impact in services provided.  

Commissioner Kokoski attended the Deputy Steak fry on Saturday, nice event, tasty steaks


Commissioner Kokoski said on Sunday, Ed and Renee, Ed Nowak, Sugar Ridge and Ed’s Transmission got married, congrats to them, finally tied a knot and had 2 fish in the fishbowl, stating 2 less fish in the sea.

Commissioner Kokoski said she sat next to Jeff Algram, Pastor that married them and he is going to send out to all local pastors letting them know there is an opportunity to give prayer at the commissioners meeting because Clerk was going to send it out but it would have cost $900 for mailings.
Commissioner Kalo attended Solid Waste meeting this week, Commissioners approved today the new classification plan for solid waste district employees in accordance with the solid waste plan, no change in personnel and 1 person retiring, Sally Pecora with over 20 years.
Keith Bailey, Director – Solid Waste said section 3 of the plan has just been finished out of 9 sections, organic facilities will have a large impact within the next 5 years.  Commissioner Kalo said the carts are doing well, Mr. Bailey said there is only 1 community left to get them.

Commissioner Williams wished a Happy Birthday to Max, Dunham’s Sports; he was very helpful in basketball hoops and even gave him a website where he could save $200.
Commissioner Williams said the Deputy Steak Fry was good; he came from a beach wedding.

Commissioner Williams would like to invite the Judges up since they contacted him.

Judge Jim Miraldi, General Division, Common Pleas Court stated he use to practice law in the old courthouse where the Probation Department is now working.  There have been complaints that the working conditions were not very good, there were security issues and the Judges have been pushing and have spoken with the Commissioners privately on opening up the 5th floor of the Justice Center where all the resources are located in order to move Probation over there.  He said he knew there were some problems at the old courthouse, he practiced there and thought or knew what the situation would be but he went over there yesterday and was applaud and ashamed of himself that he did not walk across the street years ago when they heard of possible complaints but knew their Court Administrator contacted the Commissioners office.  What he saw yesterday would not be appropriate for a probation department in a third world country, if what he was told he was seeing, he saw lead paint off the walls peeling, saw asbestos, black mold, carpet that was curled with stains, an elevator that did not work, no ada compliance with people with wheelchairs, he would not allow anyone to work there.  He had an opportunity today, he would like to invite the Commissioners to take a look and walk the building, he knows that it change his mind and now makes it a huge priority with him and the other judges that are here, we need to do something and rehabbing the old courthouse could not be done under $10 million dollars, which would be a bad use of money, when the funds are low.  He stated the Judges want to work with the Commissioners and make it happen on the 5th floor, do something to get these people out of there, it is unhealthy and he thinks we are opening ourselves up to some liabilities with future health related claims, it’s horrible and if you go over to see it, you won’t have to take his word for it, you will see it as well.
Commissioner Williams said he was over there and brought in a firm to see what it would cost to renovate with engineering and the construction and renovations would be $10-15 million and there are a lot of issues and having the probation department go to the 5th floor of the justice system would make it a true all justice makes sense.

Judge Miraldi said we have these people over at the justice center for pre-trials before put on probation so they are use to the traffic, there is already security at the front door don’t have to reinvent the wheel, infrastructure is already there, he hopes that going over and looking at the old courthouse will change some peoples mind about where we go next with this process.

Jerry Donovan, taxpayer has a question, and with all due respect, Why the hell, do you have to fight to get the taxpayers money to fix up property that they should have been looking after, why has been allowed to go for some damn long that it will cost $10-15 million to correct and of course this county is a very rich county so this should be no problem to come up with an extra levy or some damn thing and all the judges are here for the same purpose.  If the Judges have to take time off to do the Commissioners job and invite them over to the look at the property they are suppose to be look after, you should be damn well ashamed of yourself.
Commissioner Kokoski said she was at the courthouse with the probation department director less than 1 year ago and yes it is not the best workable solution for offices, it is meant to be a courthouse not office, but never was pointed out any asbestos or lead paint or black mold, or anything in this nature it just was not a very conducive atmosphere for office space.

Judge Miraldi said that is what he had in his mind but having just gone over there yesterday, not sure what she saw 1 year ago, Commissioner Kokoski said it was around 6 months ago.  Judge Miraldi said it is deplorable.

Commissioner Kokoski asked about the list of items that had to be repaired. Judge Miraldi said he saw it yesterday and it was quite thick, there were numerous repairs orders that were sent to have done, he even said they are willing to get paint and do it themselves.  Judge Miraldi said fixing this building is not going to solve the issue.  Commissioner Kokoski said no one has thought that was the answer.

County Administrator Cordes said the list that was received was 3 pages long not a book; asbestos was abated in the building, people assume it is asbestos, the paint, not sure how anyone would know that it was lead without being tested.  Mr. Cordes said the Health Department did a walk through and yes there is some mold, but mold is common with a sandstone building because of the moisture issues and continue to take care of this and no one has determined that there is any black mold.  This week we found out that a department in the courthouse took a store room and converted it into an office space without letting the Commissioners know, so we could have gone in there and remediate the space, change ceiling tiles, etc. No it was turned into an office space and then they turn around and say how hideous the conditions are.  He said he has Karen Davis brining in an IH (Industrial Hygienist) do an inspection, health Department has been there, walked through and have found nothing in the building, City has been there and there were only minor issues which were responded too.  Mr. Cordes said with all due respect Judge Miraldi said he is not sure who is telling him this but he is more than willing to bring the inspectors back in.  Judge Miraldi said yes, what he saw yesterday and what was told it looks terrible, paint is peeling, looked like friable material around the pipes, which is usually asbestos, walls are crumbling.  Mr. Cordes said this was remediated along time along and there is things around pipes but within these spaces, the space was not to be used and this is part of the problem, the assigned space was up kept and in order to reduce cost the third floor was closed, lights off, etc and to respond to Mr. Donovan why the county let the building get this way, you are talking about a complete rehabilitation of a 100+ building  and the reason the justice center was built was because it was not practical to put the money into the old courthouse for a courthouse, but for office space on additional floors that is still acceptable and if there are issues with the building they will take care of it but everyone keeps making these statements, he asked for a list, he received which was 3 pages.  Judge Miraldi said he will get him the book he saw it yesterday and there is not a person on the panel that would move their office into the building or put any of their employees into this space.  Judges asked Commissioners to raise their hand as to who has walked through it, within the.  Commissioners all have walked through the building within the last year.  

Judge John Miraldi seconded what Judge Jim Miraldi  said don’t know how there can only be 3 repair orders for that building, it’s a mess and the air quality in that building.  He has 2 daughters with respiratory issues and would not allow them to work there.  There are paint chips falling, asbestos pipes, they are not asking the Commissioners to touch this building and turn some space into offices, no one should be in this building.  It is an old courthouse that is not usable that is why the Judges are willing to work with the Commissioners to build out the 5th floor of the justice center and will help with some of the costs.  You can see that all 5 Judges are present this morning , except Judge Betleski has a trail, that is the only reason he is not present, they are here in unisons and they are more than happy to walk with the Commissioners in the building and anyone else to take a fresh look because he thinks they need to see it again and these probation officers do not make a lot of money

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but they are being asked to work in deplorable conditions and then they come over to the beautiful justice center to see their nice offices and then they go back into their pit, it is just not right, they need to fix it and will second Judge Jim Miraldi comment, he is totally willing to work with the Commissioners on a solution but we need to work quickly because it has been hanging on for years.
Commissioner Williams said he has heard the Judges will offer $1.5-1.7 million, Judges said yes half the cost. 

Commissioner Kalo said there were not 3 work orders, there were 3 pages  and this was sent over by Tim Lubbe and Judge Burge.  Judge Miraldi said we need to work together and solve problem.

Commissioner Williams said he is pursuing 5th floor of justice center because of security issues, break ins, etc., it makes more sense to have this 5th floor complete for now and in the future.  Judge John Miraldi said you walk up 6-8 steps into courthouse into a central rotunda with 10-12 chairs to handle 3-500 felonies for probationary services, with no metal detectors, secretary sits at a plastic glass window, there is no security and if probation were to be on the 5th floor, there would be security with the deputies.  
Judge Miraldi said Commissioner Kokoski would like to address the issue that she discussed privately with him, which was if there were concerns about all the probation people coming into the courthouse.  Judge said this is not an issue, there are criminal days 3 times per week, justice center is already equipped to handle this and be on a designated floor and it is not a concern with him or any of the judges.

Judge Jim Burge said we continue to go back and forth about moving the adult probation, but said he is willing to move his office space to the old courthouse and invite the Commissioners to join him and we will see who will last the longest.


Commissioner Williams had Paul Hassan come up about an event.


Paul Hassan, Lorain said there is a National Campaign – Take Back The Streets.  This campaign is across the country and to go back into the community and engage with the young people.  This is a holistic issue which needs a holistic solution and go back to the streets and support these young people that they are cared about and supported and the kick off will be around the 2nd week of July and if any and all Commissioners would like to join along with others, please do.  

Commissioner Williams asked Mr. Jim Sloane to come up.

Jim Sloane, Elyria said he went through the old courthouse yesterday and don’t take Judge Burge up on his offer, not good.  He said he has not been treated for at least 25 years for asthma but walked out of the courthouse and he could not breathe, he had to get an immobilizer because of the quality of air in that building, looked at pipes, there was a sewage line that had a leak in the ceiling, saw some most disgusting, fifthly things you have ever seen; feces on the floor that has not been cleaned up, we have pictures.  He is a citizen and taxpayer of the county and a union official and if he was personally here as a union official and represented those people, which he does not but he would have them walk out, that is how bad it is.  He read a letter that Harry Williamson, President AFL-CIO wrote and signed by the both of them and will go to the papers today:
“To The Elected Officials of Lorain County, this letter is being written with a very concerned and heavy heart and finds that this building is disgusting and would even have debates and arguments over a subject that is and has commissioners and administrators of Lorain county debating over filthy and unhealthy working conditions.  This subject has been brought up to these individuals attention for a long period of time and to what degree it has been corrected, it has undelivered.  You pretending that these conditions do not exist it will not help rectify the problem and it is unacceptable.  With the number of buildings and spaces in Lorain County that are vacant, such as justice center or other properties it would be a very viable solution for the county employees that are subject to these conditions be transferred to one of these locations.  He stated that Lorain County Common Pleas Judge James Burge has brought this subject up and should be commended for his passion for attempting to protect these workers from this but instead is being ridiculed and condemned.  The Commissioners and County Administrator should hold their heads down in shame for allowing this.  He sees James Burge as an advocate for working men and woman and better yet, for all of those that support the unhealthy and filthy conditions should work there and he would venture to predict that they would hear a different opinion on this matter.  We are urging Lorain County Elected Officials to keep politics and personal vendettas out of this discussion when it comes to the safety and health of employees and have a safe environment.  He stated that Commissioners should work with Judge Burge and the other Judges should work together who have common sense when it comes to protect the health and safety conditions in an environment of and for the employees of Lorain County.”
Mr. Sloane said it was one of the most disgusting days he ever had 1 ½ hours, the Commissioners really need to go over there and take a look.


Commissioner Kokoski said she agrees on the aspect of the letter but the only place that the Judges want to go is the 5th floor of the justice center even though there have been different alternatives offered with a lot less cost, such as the JTP building on Broad that would cost $8-900,000 compared to $2-3 million it would cost for the justice center.  This is the issue we cannot decide, the Judges want the highway or no way, they want the 5th floor of justice center even with other alternatives that were discussed and do not cost this much.  She said that is why the Board has all different opinions; she says JTP building, Williams says 5th floor and Kalo said just leave them where they are until a final decision is made.  Mr. Sloane said take Commissioners employees for example, let’s move them down on East Broad street and have them come here to report to you and then they have to go back to the offices, etc., it is the same thing that is going on now with the employees at the courthouse.  Even though it is a short walk across the street, it only makes sense to put everyone in the same building and it will save cost.  When you go into the old courthouse there are about 12-20 chairs and there are over 2,000+ people that go there, this is not safe, eventually you will have to put metal detectors at old courthouse, some folks out there with guns because some of these people that have offended are violent but at the justice center they already have metal detectors, it is a secure building, and it is called efficiency, saving money when all departments are located in one building.  Mr. Sloane asked the Commissioners if they own the building, Commissioner Kokoski said yes it would cost $900,000 to move them into the other building and if the judges have $1.2 million then it would not cost them anything but they have to deem appropriate and they don’t consider this appropriate to go to the other building even if layout is identical.

Commissioner Williams said the Mayor of Elyria also does not want this to be located there with the traffic of people in the downtown area and it should be up to the leadership of the county to respect this.  Commissioner Kalo said he agrees he does not want to put it downtown either and the City of Elyria received a $75,000 grant from NOACA for a downtown study and coming from a downtown area business owner, putting the probation department down there with probationers and sexual offenders next to business owners. Mr. Sloane said this is bad for business and people that want to create businesses.  Mr. Sloane said if you look at cost and efficiency and putting these people on the 5th floor of justice center would do this.  He stated the building across the street, old courthouse, does not know who is going to fix it, the county owns it. Commissioner Kalo said the county is a custodian of the building and would revert back to the City of Elyria if the county did not want it, there are deed restricts associated with it.  Mr. Sloane said the building across the street right now is un-repairable, it’s a mess and the Commissioners really need to go take a look at it and yesterday he walked out of there shaking his head, he could not believe what he saw and the conditions that people were asked to work in and stated that the three Commissioners would not work in these conditions or anyone else should work here, that is how bad it is.  

Commissioner Williams said he brought in Toledo Blade and they did a story on the old courthouse and the conditions of these building years ago and he took heat, but it either needs to be boarded up, renovated or tear down and these are the three options he sees for this building and wants to clarify and agree on the conditions of the building, something needs to be done and again he is on record stating the probation department needs to be on the 5th floor of justice center.

Mr. Sloane said he hopes the three Commissioners and Judges take a look at it together and he found it very deplorable.

FISCAL 2014 CDBG COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT ALLOCATION PROGRAM GRANT

SECOND PUBLIC HEARING

Linda Blanchette, Lorain County Community Development Department said this public hearing is being conducted on behalf of the Lorain County Board of Commissioners in order to make application for CDBG Community Development Allocation Program Grant Program Year PY 2014.   The first public hearing was held on March 12, 2014 where the program and general guidelines for application were explained. Also during that presentation the eligibility requirements and application process were discussed.  During this second public hearing, I will present the basic grant requirements and proposed projects to be submitted in this application for CDBG Community Development Allocation Program Grant Program Year 2014.  

The Guidelines for application are:

· Lorain County is permitted up to 20% of the allocation to administer the program and fair housing costs are included in this 20%

· The County cannot exceed 15% of its total allocation for Public Service projects 

· Lorain County is limited to no more than four (4) County activities in one given year (Fair Housing & Administration are not counted in the 4)  

· County’s that include a city that received a direct allocation for the FY 2010, FY 2011, and FY 2012 program years will be required to undertake at least one project in that city in FY 2013, FY 2014, and FY 2015.  There is no set dollar requirement.  This requirement applies to the City of North Ridgeville. This grant allocation includes the City of North Ridgeville’s project for $42,970

Process

· The three (3) national objectives that proposed activities must meet are: 

1.  Benefiting low- and –moderate- (LMI) income persons

2.  Addressing slum or blighted areas

3.  Meeting a particular urgent need

· The County’s FY2014 Community Development Allocation is $276,000 which is $14,000 less than was allocated for the CDBG FY13 grant.

Notification and applications for the availability of CDBG funds were mailed to the townships, villages and small cities on February 12, 2014.  The applications submitted were reviewed for eligibility under the CDBG guidelines and for compliance with the National Objectives. This year, the Lorain County Community Development Department received six (6) Requests for Funding. 

She is presenting the projects for Lorain County’s CDBG Community Development Allocation Program Grant Program Year 2014 application.  It is our desire, following the outcome of this public hearing, to submit to the Lorain County Board of Commissioners an application for approval on June 12, 2013.  The application will then be submitted to the Ohio Development Services Agency, Office of Community Development prior to the June 20, 2014 deadline.

Submission Proposal 

The proposed projects in the Community Development Allocation Grant Program are:
All six of these activities will be funded with PY2014 CDBG Community    Development  Allocation Grant Funds

1.
Street Improvements Activity, $53,500, for the paving of Johns Street and  Camden Court  in  Kipton Village, with PY2014 CDBG Community Development  Allocation Grant Funds, National Objective = LMI Service Benefit Area  

2.
Public Service, $40,000 for Neighborhood Alliance to conduct a Meals Program with in PY2014 CDBG Community Development Allocation Grant Funds, National Objective = Limited Clientele This Meals program will serve all of Lorain County except, Avon, Avon Lake, Elyria, Lorain, North Ridgeville, Sheffield Lake, Sheffield Township, and Sheffield Village as these communities have their own Meals programs.

3. 
Park & Recreation Facilities Activities - $42,970 in PY2014 CDBG Community Development Allocation Grant Funds to install walkways at the Shady Drive Park, in North Ridgeville  National Objective = LMI Clientele

VETERANS BUDGET HEARING

Terry Stone, Executive Director – Lorain County Veterans Service wised all Fathers an early Happy Fathers’ Day and Thanked the service of all the Veterans.
Mr. Stone said a budget was submitted as required and here to answer any questions or concerns the Commissioners may have.


Commissioner Kalo said there are a few new line items and there is $1.3 million in building rent, Commissioner are in charge of housing and this line item has never been in budget before, Commissioners have been responsible for the housing of Veterans Services. Mr. Stone said he understands that but would have put the $1.3 million somewhere and the issue might sound redundant like we heard all morning but the facilities where they are housed at now are not up to standards that they need to respectfully handle and take of the veterans of Lorain County in the matter that they are expected to be taken care of.  

Mr. Stone read a letter that was addressed to the Commissioners from Timothy C. Gorrell, Director, Ohio Department of Veterans Services;

“I recently had the pleasure to visit the Lorain County Veterans Service Office and meet with the staff. While it was a very good to visit the office, I found an area which causes some concerns, namely, the lack of adequate surroundings necessary to conduct the personal business of veterans.

America’s veterans are returning home following service in many extremely hazardous areas of the world. When they approach the county veteran service officer seeking earned benefits from the Department of Veterans Affairs, they must be asked questions of an extremely sensitive nature. The answers to some of these questions must be kept in strict confidence; personal, financial and medical information are to be protected according the federal and state law and regulations. Were I to visit the Lorain County Veterans Service Office in its current physical configuration, I would not feel this need for confidentially could be met with a reasonable degree of satisfaction.

I request the Lorain County Commissioners, together with the Veterans Service Commission, look into this area of concern. I ask you to imagine how comfortable would you be answering extremely personal question about situations faced by veterans. Some of these could include the extreme mental anguish discovered in a combat environment, survivor’s guilt, or individual assault, whether physical or sexual in nature. Ohio’s veterans should be confidence their responses will be safeguarded and not unintentionally overhead by anyone other than a qualified veteran service officer

I appreciate the Lorain County Commissioners’ continued support of the Lorain County Veterans Service Commission and the Veterans of your county. Thank you for your timely assistance in this matter.


Mr. Stone said he sent a letter from his Commission requesting that we sit down and start discussing as a group how to eliminate this situation and so far this has not happened, and understand everyone is busy so the reason we put that money in that new line item account as a guarantee that they are willing to use this money to be used for Veterans to build or find a new facility for their offices.  He stated that they are willing to work with the Commissioners, just as the Judges said and do this together.  Commissioner Kalo said Mr. Stone did look at other facilities.  Mr. Stone said yes, some we need to look at as groups and work on it together.  

Commissioner Kokoski asked if the current location, is it just a matter of cubicles, not enough separate wall space for privacy or just have an office set aside that they could go into. Mr. Stone said if you were to turn the cubicles into offices right now, there are 2 people in 1 cubicle; if you put up walls the office would even become smaller.  Commissioner Kalo said there is additional space over at that location that is no longer be used for Job & Family Services. Commissioner Williams said he did a walk through and there are multiple office space not being used.  Mr. Stone said he would like the Commissioners and Veterans Service Commission work on this as a group to see what would be a good legitimate plan.  Commissioner Kokoski said the Veterans also use the service of Job and Family and Workforce so this is a good one stop location here.  Mr. Stone said there are some Veterans that do, but he has had Veterans come to him and state that they would not come to the Veterans Office because they do not want to see their vehicle in the welfare parking lot, it is a stigmatism and Veterans are proud people and would like to work on this together so a suitable solution can be found, move to another location, build a new facility in central part of the county.
Commissioner Williams said he spoke with the Veterans and Board members of putting a satellite office in the southern part of the county 

and giving the individuals that don’t want to be seen at the current location and option to go there to process their paperwork.  He would be open to do something like this put not $1.3 million dollar facility together it needs to stay at current location for a one stop location with the workforce development and other departments, this makes sense for the majority of the Veterans Services Office has throughout the country.  
Commissioner Kokoski said if there was a location in the south and maybe one at Valor Home for another satellite location.  Commissioner Williams said he thought the space at Valor Home was rented out. Sam said yes, Commissioner Kalo said you need to come to the podium to speak, and he noted that the County received a very good response to public records and the openness by the state.

Sam Felton, Veteran said there is more than likely space at Valor Home for a satellite office for Veterans and all rooms are being utilized and he is sure they could find adequate space for a satellite office if there is an immediate need and clearly by this discussion today, there is.  Commissioner Kalo said this would be up to the Veterans Service Commission and he said once these discussions get under way then let’s get a collation of veterans to walk through the sites to see what they would be comfortable with because it is about the Veterans.  Commissioner Kalo said he would be comfortable with the Veterans Service Commission and Executive Director to decide on making these options available.  He does not 
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believe it is the Commissioners job to get in the middle of determining what is best for the Veterans the Commission is appointed by the Judge to make these decisions.

Sam Betounes, Veterans Service Commission clarified a point under ORC 5901.07, states the Board of Commissioners upon the recommendation of the approval of the Veterans Commission Service Commission may provide suitable office space, it does not give you the authority to unilaterally Commissioners would tell the Veterans Service Commission which was sort of stated when this discussion was started.  He stated they have been shown for over several years now that this conversation has been going on but nothing ever comes to fruition, it’s always been let’s fix this, go there, how about that, etc. They would like to have a facility primarily a standalone facility where the veterans can be treated with the dignity and respect that they deserve. The other day he had an opportunity to drive by the county’s recycling center and it is a very nice looking facility and it’s surprising that the county commissioners are more interested in a nice facility for recycling than the veterans this is what it appears to him and if the Commissioners can provide this kind of facility for that, why can they not provide a facility for them.  He stated they are entitled to $1.3 million dollars, it was put into the budget to bring to a conclusion this way, not a debate as to what kind of facility that veterans will come to, so they can sit down and discuss their problems without having to worry that people are overhearing and told the Commissioners it is about time that this comes to an end.  Veterans have never asked for excessive amounts of money and never had a problem giving it back, this time we need to come together and say enough is enough and lets build a building that the veterans can be serviced at.

Jose Torres, Veterans Service Commission said with this money and moving into a new building, they could always move the money into different line items if it is not used. He stated in 2015, the military is being downsized, every branch of service and there will be an influx of the current 27,920 veterans we now have in the county, they are going to come home with no place to go.  There are currently veterans living in a tent city, City of Lorain and refuse to come in for help because they do not want to be seen over at the current location.  They would rather choose to live in a tent and with those coming back, they did 4,5 6 7 tours and we need the proper facility to have them there where they can bring in a VA physiatrist in a private office at one facility and discuss everything and then walk over to another office to file their claims.  


Commissioner Williams said he supports the Veterans but there needs to be a better outreach and possibly having a mobile unit to go to the tent city or various events and reach out to the veterans, the website needs to be updated, change social media for advertisements because there are over 27,000 veterans in this county but it only shows that the office has served around 9,000.  Mr. Stone said in 2013 there were 27,692. Commissioner Williams said go out and coming up with ways to spend more money on the outreach to veterans on services that are provided.  Commissioner Williams agrees that there needs to be a separate space for the veterans to speak in private about their issues but he was disappointed in not seeing a more aggressive outreach campaign for veterans to learn about the benefits that they do not know they have. This is where he would like to see the money go, let’s look at getting privacy at the offices that are there and have a better outreach program.
Mr. Stone said the line item for vehicle replacement, they are in the process of purchasing a handicap accessibly van which they don’t have now to serve the veterans instead of spending that money with Provide A Ride that provides this service now.  He is also in the process of getting quotes on a mobile vehicle for the outreach program and increased the advertisement budget as well.  

Commissioner Kalo said there is $100,000 in replacement vehicles, is this providing for the next year’s state term because the state term expired June 1, Mr. Stone said yes.  Commissioner Kalo said -$70,000 in contract service is that for the driver that will be used. Mr. Stone said yes.  Commissioner Kalo said this sounds better to keep it in house, Mr. Stone said yes there have been issues with Provide a ride.

Commissioner Kalo said the professional services line increase to $20,000 from $0. Mr. Stone said if legal services that are needed if there is a conflict with county prosecutor.


Commissioner Kalo said he will look into the Ohio Revised Code because he thought that it states “shall” provide not “may” provide.


Mr. Stone said if there are no more questions or concerns, he thanked the Board and look forward to working with both boards to come to a viable conclusion on moving the offices.

Commissioner Kalo said it will all have to be done publically when you have the majority of the board in discussions.


Commissioner Kokoski said in 2009 and 2010 Veterans Service Commission received $875,000 and returned over $100,000 and in 2011 was over $1 million, returned $149,000; 2012 $1.2 million, returned $168,000; 2013 $1.3 million, returned $288,000 and 2014 $1.7 million and unspent is $1.1 million.  There are services that the county veterans service commission provides compared to what VA clinics provide and she is looking at a report that CCAO published on county veterans service and in 2012 there were 27,270 veterans with $400,000 requested/appropriated,  $380,525 expended with assisting 215; 8 denied, Mr. Stone said denial means in eligible.  Commissioner Kokoski said 7 were incomplete, 230 applications and $1,769.99 average assistance, but the average in Ohio is $530, so this county is spending 3 times the amount of money administratively to service our veterans, we need to make sure this money is going to them and not to administrative costs and the average assisted is 640 and we only serviced 215, so this number is 3 times less.  So 3 times less service but 3 times the more cost so something is not right. Mr. Stone said that means people are not coming to the office, they really do not have the facilities to get the outreach to the veterans and things are changing at the office, rules/regulations/procedures have been changed for the financial systems and the amounts have been increased on assistance because it was not updated since 2010.  Also looking at different programs if they don’t qualify in one area but could be increased in another to assist.  They now have the ability to have a veteran stay at a hotel in an emergency assistance if over a weekend until the office opens on Monday.  


Commissioner Williams agrees and would like to see more money there and have them stay at the current location in Job & Family Services building get the buildup of offices and get what is needed for the outreach and then once more veterans are involved, then we can take a look at and if a new facility is needed.  He would like to see right now a mobile vehicle and satellite office location and the current location offices redone so the veterans have the privacy they need, this is what needs to be done now.


Mr. Stone would like to continue to discuss and get a plan in place.


Commissioner Williams said Mr. Williams has a lot of creative ideas for the Veterans and media, Mr. Stone said they are now running two runs to Wade Park and this was one of Mr. Williams’s ideas and with a handicap assessable van to continue providing this service from the county.


Robert Macklin, Veterans Service Commission said he travels the state quite often now and said everyone needs to look at the Summit County Veterans Service Commission building, Akron it is nice.  He stated this county’s veterans building you cannot see, how about putting a sign out front but this service commission really needs to be centrally located somewhere on SR58.  There is no security at their building, Summit County has security and the doctors come there, this county needs a facility that is secured and private they have the capacity and money to build this new facility and make it easy for veterans to get to.  A lot of our veterans in the southern portion go to Parma so this county needs to have a centralized facility that serves all our veterans.  County property is for sale over at Golden Acres that would be a great place.  Commissioner Kalo said that location would not be centralized demographically, it would be somewhere on the N. Ridge/SR254 corridor, SR57.  Mr. Mackin SR58 is centralized it is easy access to everyone, highways, turnpike, etc.  

Commissioner Kokoski said the facility at Summit County is Veterans and VA. Mr. Macklin said no they are separate facilities, he is going there on the 19th of June and the Commissioners are more than welcome to come along.  Commissioner Kalo said Summit County also has a population of over 700,000, compared to our county at 300,000, Commissioner Kokoski said they also have 42,000 veterans. Mr. Mackin said look at their budget they still bring in 100 to 1, $33 million comes into the county and their budget is only 1-2% of this and the county gets more back than is spent.  Mr. Mackin said this really needs to be centrally located once and for all.   
Commissioner Williams said he thinks in 2010, the VA Clinic was actually going to move over to Sheffield Village and this was based on the population of veterans at that time.    Mr. Mackin said that it seems Lorain County always comes in last in everything we do; there is a building that houses the VA with no heat for the veterans, no air conditioning, no nothing does this make sense to anyone in this room and the VA also needs to be centrally located up on SR58 as well.   Mr. Mackin said this would be the federal government and Lorain County’s facility actually went to Parma and got built.  Commissioner Williams said in 2009 when the VA, when St. Joes was being discussed on closing the VA was going to go in the old Kmart at Cobblestone, Sheffield Village, the drawings were done it was going to have an ambulance service and officials came in and made promises to the VA that they could not keep and that is why it stayed at St. Joes location.  Mr. Macklin said changes in 2015; Commissioner Kalo said 2017 end of lease.  Commissioner Williams said he will discuss with him after the meeting because there are people that would like to demolish St. Joes and build a new VA Clinic. Mr. Mackin said this is 1 sided people have

to drive all the way north to the lake to get service.  Commissioner Kalo said it is based on demographics and feds said somewhere around SR254 corridor is the population is and that is why its kept north and that is why Veterans Services is located where it sits today.  Mr. Mackin said SR58 is an easy location and we have the capacity and have the money and make the facility elite for the Veterans.  

Sam Betounes said there is a valid point, he agrees the demographic center of the county is along SR254/between SR/57 and Abbe Road but this really needs to be discussed because are we going to service the majority of the population or include all of the county.  We need to have this discussion as soon as possible and don’t have a problem doing it in the public, the more people aware of the problems that are being experienced by the Veterans today the better off everyone will be, because they have enough problems with their healthcare so they do not need additional problems.  He said various discussions have taken place within the last 10 years that he knows of but nothing has come to fruition 
Commissioner Kokoski said there never is an agreement on what is needed, or where to go. Mr. Betounes said agreed, but there have been several locations they have had interest in.  Commissioner Kokoski said the one building is Columbia Gas Building, Elyria but this is occupied and asked about the building on South Broadway, where Transit was 1 Park Landing, Veteran in the audience said to small.

Mr. Cordes said he and Mr. Stone have had very productive dialogue and it seems to be execution on the county side that has not been there.  He said he would rather spend money on the Veterans rather than the Judges; he is a 20 year veteran and stated Mr. Stone did show willingness on the Broad Street building and building on 3rd Street, but was not able to accommodate 3rd Street at this time because of the PSI workers located there now and waiting on a solution to this matter.  Commissioner Kokoski said it was good that the Veterans were here to listen to the Judges discussion on the adult probation and seen where the county is or isn’t at this point with department locations.  Mr. Betounes said he understands the delays to a point but we have all past this point and if you look at some of the shirts that the veterans wear, they talk about writing a check for their lives, they are not asking this of the commissioners we are only asking them to write a check for what the veterans are entitled too.  Commissioner Kalo said he is comfortable with the Broad Street building and has relayed this to the other two commissioners, it would make a nice addition to downtown Elyria, and it is a visible building, adequate parking with other entities in this building to occupy space.  Mr. Betounes said the Mayor had objections about putting offices over there can’t not believe she would not want Veterans.  Commissioner Kalo said putting felonies on downtown streets.   
Mr. Cordes said there has been very productive dialogue with Mr. Stone and in regards to Mr. Mackins’ comment, why is Lorain County dead last, he said it is because taxpayers want to be dead last in taxing.  We are the 8th lowest in sales tax out of 88 counties and the 9th largest county in the state and the taxpayers have defeated with pride every imitative we have placed on the ballot in order of the county to generate revenue.  He stated the Ohio Revised Code does allocated up to a certain amount of inside millage with respect to  Veterans Services but the state also requires a whole host of other services the county must provide that the taxpayers seamless don’t know where they are going to be paid from.  He said he knows this does not alleviate what the Veterans can receive but it is a balance with the general fund.  Mr. Betounes said he understands.  Commissioner Kalo said the Veterans do a good job.  Mr. Cordes said he was just addressing Mr. Mackins’ question, it is valid and a good point, but this county cannot be the 9th largest county next to an urbanized county center and then be dead last in taxing and hope to succeed at fulfilling everybody’s desires.  He would love to see a new Veterans building, and if we had the money a better solution for adult probation, but right now the county is borrowing our future in order to fix sidewalks, buildings, etc. and this is unacceptable.  Mr. Betounes said they are not asking for new tax money, they are asking for ½ mill of the 4 mills of inside millage because the rest goes to schools, etc, they are only asking for the part that the law says they receive from the Commissioners ½ mill, the county collects it each year it should be available and so far have not seen it and he hopes and senses a beginning of a communication dialogue and look forward to doing something.

Jamie Weatherbee, Senior Vice Chair, DAV and grew up in Wellington and would agreed with Mr. Mackin on a centralized location and understands that the majority of the veterans need to be serviced but we need to service all Veterans.  He stated a lot of Veterans do not even know Lorain County has a Veterans Service or VA because they go to Parma, etc.  and for him Oberlin would be a centralized location but anyone on SR58 is more of a centralized location for the office and easy to get too in order to serve all Veterans. Commissioner Williams said there was talk about putting a satellite office in New Russia Township makes sense but for the large majority of the group we still need to service north of SR254


Sam Felton, Veteran agrees with Mr. Mackin and he said the members of DAV Chapter 20 went to Summit County and met with the Director for this facility and they do have a much larger Veterans population and budget but this is a great facility, have privacy, showers for veterans, wheelchair and handicap accessible and this would be remarkable to have this in Lorain County if the money was available.


Don Attie, Veteran Service Commission said starting out with mobile unit for outreach and we have come a long way getting the message out there and years ago Veterans were not aware of the service provided.  They have also stepped up advertising, outreach, mobile van, etc and we will be able to reach more veterans.  Commissioner Kalo asked if they spoke with LCCC and doing outreach there, since they have campus in Wellington, etc.  Jose Torres said yes, money was donated, there is a lounge specifically for the veterans and they also do an education outreach for them with 1-2 weeks.  Mr. Attie said get handicap vehicle and would be saving money and hiring some resources to transport veterans rather than using Provide a Ride this money will be used for more outreach and then we will continue to work on facility and centralized location is a good idea and everyone could benefit and help the Veterans.

Commissioner Williams said that is the key to help the Veterans and get the service they need.


Jim Sloane, said he has the upmost respect for the Veterans and asked for the millage to be explained and the entitlement.  Mr. Betounes said the county collects 10 mills property tax levy un-voted and then this is divided among various political subdivisions and the county keeps roughly 4 mills.  Of these 4 mills under revised code the Veterans Service Commission is entitled to ½ mills and this ½ mill collects roughly $3-3.5 million.  Mr. Sloane said if the 3 mill is there is it being spend on operating like a social security line item and can the Veterans get it.  Commissioner Kokoski said Veterans can get up to 3 mills for services performed. Commissioner Kalo said this money is not sitting in a savings account it is in the general fund and they can get up to that certain amount required by law based upon the Veterans services performed as outlined under revised code.  Mr. Sloane said if they met all requirements could they receive, Commissioners said yes just have to take from somewhere else within accounts.  Mr. Sloane said he keeps hearing that the county and/or city are closing down the VA, but that is federal government. Commissioner said no, only the VA federal government can close and if they were to close they would have to notify.


There being no more comments, Commissioner Kalo moved, seconded by Kokoski to close the hearing. Upon roll call the vote taken thereon, resulted as: Ayes: All.
