Mr. Neff said you will see that federal and state funding has decreased in previous years and the local funding is the majority of the 

budget in order to provide the services to the residents.  They also treat youth and adults and make it affordable and the fees charged if any are done on a sliding scale of income eligibility.  Commissioner Kalo thanked him and the staff for the services they provide. Mr. Neff said it is easier to treat residents and be preventive with less expense than them being incarcerated.  He also stated that they have several grants for youths to be monitored after incarceration as well and to keep them out.  Commissioner Kokoski said people that are usually addicted to drugs also have some issues.  Mr. Neff said we have two facilities; 1 at MICA, Infirmary Road for men and 1 on Meister for women.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes applauded Charlie and his staff for all the work they do in getting grants and they do stretch every dollar.

The 2Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, met in regular session on the 18th  day of June 2014, at the office of the Commissioners with the following members present:

Commissioner Kalo moved the adoption of the following Resolution:

WHEREAS, The amount of taxes which may be raised within the ten mill limitation will be insufficient to provide an adequate amount for the necessary requirements of said 3Lorain County, Ohio; therefore be it

RESOLVED, by the 2 Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, two-thirds of all members elected thereto concurring, that it is necessary to levy a tax in excess of the ten-mill limitation for the benefit of Lorain County for the purpose of:

PROVIDING ESSENTIAL MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES AND FACILITIES FOR CHILDREN, ADULTS AND SENIOR ADULTS
at a rate not exceeding 1.2 mills for each one dollar of valuation, which amounts to  12 cents for each one hundred dollars of valuation, for 5 a period of five years, as authorized by Ohio Revised Code Section 340 - 5705.221, which levy is a renewal of an existing levy.  Said levy shall be submitted to the electors of Lorain County at the General Election to be held November 4, 2014 to be placed on the tax duplicate for the year 2015, to commence collection in 2016.
6Such levy shall be placed on the ballot at the election to be held on November 4, 2014.
RESOLVED, That said levy be placed upon the tax list of the current year after the February settlement next succeeding the election, if a majority of the electors voting thereon vote in favor thereof; and be it further

RESOLVED, That the Clerk of this 2 Board of Commissioners be and is hereby directed to certify a copy of this Resolution to the Board of Elections, Lorain County, Ohio 1 by no later than 4:00 p.m. on August 6, 2014 and notify said Board of Elections to cause notice of election on the question of levying said tax to be given as required by law.

7. This notice to be given by the Board of Elections shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the subdivision once a week for four consecutive weeks prior to the election.
