Reconnect or relocate any such disconnected inflows in compliance with Board rules and applicable building codes, health codes, or other relevant codes;

(4)
Prevent sewer back-ups into properties that have experienced one or more back-ups of sanitary or combined sewers maintained and operated by the Board;

(5)
Prevent storm water from entering a combined sewer and causing an overflow or an inflow to a sanitary sewer, which prevention may include projects or programs that separate the storm water from a combined sewer or that utilize a prevention or replacement facility to prevent or minimize storm water from entering a combined sewer or a sanitary sewer.

The Board, through the District, shall notify any property owner subject to required action under Section I by certified mail and regular mail:

(1)
of the required action that must be taken by the property owner

shall specify a time certain when the required action must be commenced and/or completed

state that if the required action is not timely performed, the Board/District will pursue remedies as provided in Section 2.

SECTION 2: REMEDIES
