system for onsite urinalysis substance abuse testing facility)
August 13, 2014

Commissioner Kalo moved, seconded by Kokoski, Clerk called for discussion.

Commissioner Kalo asked if the issues have been reviewed.  County Administrator Cordes said yes, at one point this procedure was 
performed along with the Adult Probation Department combined with the crime lab with shared resources.  When Adult Probation decided to no 
longer do this through the lab they are now doing a “stick test”, there were various outside agencies that still required services to be performed like; Domestic Relations need certain test not just run urinalysis and for the county just to do through the forensic lab was costly and options were reviewed with revenue streams and Assistant Prosecutor Innes was very instrumental working with Domestic, LCADA and others and negotiated the settlement on the equipment.  The county would be able to provide these services within 30 days, a part time employee was hired but estimates are that there would be a slow burn on recovery and not a complete cost recovery and there is some levy monies that help with this and the equipment is now on a yearly lease.

Commissioner Williams asked if various outside agencies like the hospitals were looked at to perform these series.  Mr. Cordes said no, 

he does not have time.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said he spoke with several of the outside agencies that would like these services 
performed and it was determined by them that this would be a more cost effective way for the county to do.   Mr. Cordes said the test can be performed at about $5/test and are able to do the 3-5-7 bank tests.  


Commissioner Williams said does this include overhead costs.  Mr. Cordes said yes the program would run about $50,000/year and 

resources in would be around $42-43,000 and the part time employee is not engaged at all times.  Commissioner Williams asked if the outside 

agencies are going to charge their clients for said test.  Mr. Cordes said has been reviewing this but like any other fees that are charged by the 

county a lot have been waived and sometimes it is very hard to collect from individuals.  


Commissioner Williams asked about the pricing for outside contractors, there were no trends to provide so could be higher or lower and 

would like this to go out for bid.  Commissioner Kalo said Commissioner Williams would like this to be privatized rather than the county 
performs.  Mr. Cordes said could do this but a lot of time and resources has been put into this process thus far and based on the 10,000 test at $5 that have been performed according to Lab Director DeLeon there could be around 12-13,000 test performed


Commissioner Williams said he would like this to go out to bid for private companies to do first before the county invests.  Mr. Cordes 

said if that is the case the outside agencies could do it themselves.  Commissioner Williams said if outside agencies can perform these services and he would rather see the county give $10,000 to the Sheriff rather than this equipment, he did a ride along yesterday and they could use this money for equipment like thermal cameras, etc.


Mr. Cordes said the burn will come from levy proceed and the things that are performed in the lab will ever be self sustained even if there is a charge we still we need the levy to supplement.  He stated if this is going out to bid for privatization than he would suggest we not do this and have Domestic Relations, LACADA, etc. do their own work, it was asked of him to look into because services were performed previously, and we have the equipment which was bifurcated from $200,000 to $100,000.  Commissioner Kalo said these services were provided previously with the crime/drug lab through levy. County Administrator Cordes said no, Adult Probation provided these services through the Forensic Lab.

Commissioner Williams said there are lots of companies that do these services and could be cheaper and cost effective.  Mr. Innes said when the RFP was done, other companies were approached but not interested and there have been many discussion with LCADA, Children Services Mental Health, other social services agencies and they have some methodology of getting reimbursed and not arguing for or against these services being performed but since the lab was closed years ago; the law enforcement agencies; Chief Association they are the pushing force they really want the lab opened again.  Commissioner Williams said if they go to private companies there is no difference.  Commissioner Kalo said can we do this concurrently.  Mr. Cordes said no, this is not his responsibility to have these services for other agencies they can do themselves.  He stated the only one that would be of concern would be Domestic Relations since this is a general fund department, but as you can see the equipment landed on the commissioners desk which was not ours, etc. somewhere this has to stop and if the county is not going to do, that is fine and Domestic can go out to do on their own. Commissioner Kalo said the government provides as service, we are not for profit and we have done it, we can do at a reasonable cost and if Domestic goes elsewhere it still comes from our budget.  Mr. Cordes said the equipment is around $50,000 and proposals have already been received we are just clarifying specifics.  Mr. Innes said $40-45,000, Mr. Cordes said we have equipment and the ROL would be 3-5 years but not totally absorbed. Commissioner also said this service has been provide in the past it has worked and responsible for all and on the back side we could go out to the private and if not find numbers and Chiefs Association is asking, the lab is here, there is just some things you do as a government that are not profit generating, break even would be great.
Commissioner Williams said the private companies can provide services and don’t think we should approve today not knowing what the other costs are and depending on the costs then we will go from there.  Commissioner Kokoski said we should do both.  Commissioner Williams said have numbers already just clarified. Mr. Cordes said yes, this is clarity as to what the companies would do since it is a limited service.
Mr. Innes said again, this was done by other outside agencies and they thought by doing a partnership with the county since county has equipment.


Commissioner Williams said if the county does annual and purchase their equipment we are actually handling something that does not belong to the Commissioners.  Mr. Cordes said the commissioners oversee the crime/drug lab and this service fits within the category should you want to provide.  The crime lab was closed and Adult Probation did through forensic lab for clients and the lab was reactive in 2005 and joined resource with drugs, etc and the crime lab could have done for the past 11 years but there was not sufficient resources to provide equipment etc and since this time money has been banked from the previous levy in order to provide the equipment and services.  Commissioner Williams said the two levies bring in around $153,000 for the lab and the county puts resources in there is a burn of 10,000.  Mr. Cordes said the lab has not burned that, this is a very old levy that was passed and it is spit 70/30 – 65/35 between drug task force (meg unit) and crime lab and now the drug task force has been transferred years ago under sheriff’s office.

Commissioner Kalo said the government has a responsibility to provide services at a cost level that is prohibited and help county agencies and it is streamlined with a centralized location and think this is what are job is.


Commissioner Kokoski said we need to look at all options and private companies if they are able. Commissioner Williams would like this held at least 2 week sot see if hospitals or other private companies, doctor office or places school use to perform these services.
