Jim Ziemnik, Director  - Metro Parks Connecting To The Future.

Mr. Ziemnik thanked the Commissioners for allowing the Metro Parks to tell their story and present the 10 year plan.


The Parks are committed to their mission; 

· The Lorain County Metropolitan Park District was established for the responsible use, enjoyment, and accessibility of every citizen of Lorain County. 

· The Park District acquires land to promote and demonstrate the wise use of our natural resources. 

· The Park District strives to preserve and create a diversity of ecosystems while providing educational and recreational opportunities which are compatible with and promote conservation of these resources.

· The Park District made a promise to Lorain County citizens in 2004 to establish a park in every MAJOR COMMUNITY. 

· We are proud to report that we fulfilled our promise. 

· Now, Lorain County Metro Parks consists of 28 diverse park reservations and soon will be 29 with Royal Oaks
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· Lorain County Metro Park has ALWAYS been committed to CLEAN AND SAFE PARKS.
· The park district has 14 service rangers. They are LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS AND MAINTAINANCE Staff
· There are 23 restroom facilities, 99% of our restrooms, TODAY, are flush toilets with running water, one remaining pit toilet at

Burr Oaks but it is difficult to put flush system there being in a flood plain

· 2 million visitors annually at 28 diverse parks

Lorain County Metro Parks TRULY is fiscally responsible, with 57 years of perfect audits and responsible use of taxpayers’ dollars
They operate with a relatively lean staff. Just 61 full-time employees and 10 part-time employees maintaining and managing 10,000 acres of land

Lorain County Metro Parks remains focused on education;

· 10 full-time naturalists
· 8 program areas: Arts, Nature, Recreation, Outdoor Adventure, Gardening, Education, History, Kids

Metro Parks presentation continued

In 2013 alone, our staff offered more than 2,000 FREE OR INEXPENSIVE programs.  Those programs served more than 100,000 individuals.   It’s important to note that we offer programs to home schoolers, civic groups, senior groups, in local schools and within the park district.  We encourage Lorain County citizens to enjoy nature in all ITS FORMS.  
· 1,491 public programs (98,228 served) 

· 498 requested programs (19,972 served) 

· Programs are designed to Ohio Academic Content Standards 

In 2007, Lorain County Metro Parks entered into partnership with TrueNorth Cultural Arts and transformed the French Creek facility 
into two theatres.   Have entertained more than 100,000 guests annually through 12 major productions.  BUT the arts don’t stop there…  They will be presented the “ADAMS FAMILY”.

This year ALONE, Lorain County Metro Parks provided more than 30 free concerts at: Miller Nature Preserve, Mill Hollow, French Creek Nature & Arts Center, Lakeview Park and Columbia.  Lakeview Park is a hub of activity in the summer. 
Among those activities is the Annual Kayak Symposium.   Events like the Kayak Symposium help us address the REGION’S recreational needs.   These opportunities are multi-faceted…. They encourage an active and healthy community and promote economic growth. 

A few opportunities in Lorain County Metro Parks are…
· 70 miles of multi-purpose TRAILS for hiking, biking, running, etc.
· Kayak launches provide greater ACCESS to our waterways  (at the Black River launch off SR611, this is an ADA ramp that allows anyone to take their kayak and get in push off the bars and the grooves will allow you to get into the water without getting wet.

· Splash Zone in OBERLIN

· Mercy Health & Recreation Center in AMHERST

· YEAR-ROUND RECREATION

· The rec centers like many of our reservations were born out of generous private donations. Today, we pay homage to a few of those donations with historical sites… 

The park district is FORTUNATE to have homes that were instrumental in this county’s history. 

· BURRELL (Bur-el) HOMESTEAD – Sheffield Village

· MILL HOLLOW, Vermilion

· SCHOEPFLE (Sheff-LEE) HOMESTEAD & Garden, Brownhelm Township
But it’s not just about the brick and mortar. We program these landmarks through tours and re-enactments, like Road to Freedom; The underground railroad experience.  Just as they have preserved the HISTORY of Lorain County, we work to preserve land.   There are many outside groups that attend our many programs which bring in revenue as well.  

It is imperative that we preserve our greatest natural assets.  We have Natural Resource Management Plans for all our reservations.

In addition, Lorain County Metro Parks has restored hundreds of valuable wetland acres to Lorain County. 

· Natural Resource Management Plans providing biological inventory information

· Restoration of hundreds of acres of valuable wetland habitat to sites in Lorain County 
· Schools are even asking for the eagle cam to watch the many that have came back to Lorain County and starting families

Over the last couple of years the parks have surveyed the park visitors and Lorain County citizens about our current services and where they would like us to go.  In addition, used the Public Service Institute from Lorain County Community College to do a phone survey with similar questions.   There were thousands of responses.
Lorain County Metro Parks averaged 3.5+ from Park Safety to Customer Service
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The overall biggest response was walking, biking and hiking and special events.
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Again, walking, biking and hiking
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Mr. Ziemnik said the survey results were used to develop our next strategic plan.   Comments and suggestions from the public were directly inputted into our vision for the future.   The plan consists of a series of goals and recommendations. The specifics of this plan are available on our website at www.MetroParks.cc
Now that we have accomplished A PARK IN EVERY MAJOR COMMUNITY.  They are setting out to CONNECT THESE INCREDIBLE ASSETS. 

GRAFTON CONNECTOR will connect the existing Indian Hollow Reservation to the wetlands across the street.

 The Connection will include part of the FORMER Royal Oaks Golf Course. 

This new trail system will provide new opportunities for programming, including winter hiking. 

The Metro Parks already has one golf course, so therefore the former Royal Oaks will not be a golf course and the parks received a NRAC grant keeping this natural.
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The WELLINGTON CONNECTOR will connect the existing Wellington Reservation on Jones Road to the upland reservoir.

The trail will continue north to the Village of  Wellington. To get us to the North Coast Inland Trail in Oberlin we will use part of the local railroad.  The trail will also extend South to Findlay State Park exposing trail users to even MORE activities
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The AMHERST CONNECTOR will connect our two existing reservations - Amherst Beaver Creek and the new Hollstein 

(HOLLSTINE) Reservation.  Work on this is scheduled for 2016.  This will go over the bridge and will have all regulations in accordance with ODOT.
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In Lorain, the BLACK RIVER CONNECTOR will extend the Black River Reservation once again from the Steel Mill Trail toward the 
Henderson Road Bridge.

The ultimate goal is to construct this trail down Old Colorado Road to Lake Erie – Near Jackalope.  
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SHEFFIELD RESERVATION

The parks have made a promise to create a reservation in the Sheffield/Sheffield Lake area.  They have acquired a piece of property 
near Harris Road that will support educational programming and wildlife observation.  This location also provides opportunities for connections to Ferndale Park and the neighboring sports fields.

Mr. Ziemnik said last, but certainly not least Cascade Park embodies our mission to protect regional assets.  Lorain County Metro Parks

will assume operations of Cascade Park in January 2015. In partnership with the City of Elyria, we will seek public input – like we did for Lakeview Park – this fall. Once those public meetings are complete we will begin work on a master plan, which is expected to be completed by the end of 2015. 
· Lorain County Metro Parks is TRULY Yours To Explore. 
· The Park District has been committed to providing memorable park experiences. 
· It is one of our county’s best assets. 
· Through your support we will be able to continue to protect and preserve the county’s magnificent green space while maintaining a level of service our citizens have grown accustomed to. 

Mr. Ziemnik stated the Lorain County Metro Parks is on the ballot on Nov. 4 and everyone’s vote is appreciated.   This will ensure the parks are here for many years to come with all the great things they have to offer.


Commissioners thanked him for this presentation.  

Commissioner Williams said the parks use the public money well and have been fiscally responsibly and he will vote yes on this levy

“In January of 2014, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners adopted Resolution No. 14-49  awarding a contract in the amount of $306,600.00 to Schirmer Construction LLC. of North Olmsted, Ohio for the Sugar Ridge Road Bridge #0214 Design/Build Replacement Project in North Ridgeville, Ohio. LITTER AND OPEN DUMP ENFORCEMENT AGREEMENT

WITH THE LORAIN COUNTY SHERIFF'S OFFICE
WHEREAS, the Lorain County Solid Waste Management District (District) developed a solid waste management plan that was ratified by the Lorain County political subdivisions and the Lorain County Commissioners.  The Plan Update was approved by the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (Ohio EPA) on April 18, 2012.  The Plan Update includes a Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Program.  The program includes requirements to work with local law enforcement to determine the feasibility for increased litter law enforcement by 2015.  In addition, consistence with ORC 3734.57(G)(7), revenue from disposal fees may be used to provide financial assistance to local law enforcement agencies having jurisdiction with the district for enforcing anti-littering laws and ordinances; and

WHEREAS, the Lorain County Commissioners have determined that the solid waste district should implement the Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Program beginning in 2011.  The Sheriff's Office and the District have developed this Agreement outlining the responsibilities of both departments including the services, term, payment, deliverables, revisions and other requirements.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises, covenants and agreements contained herein, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and adequacy of which is acknowledged herein, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1.
Agreement
The District agrees to fund at a not-to-exceed cost of $190,415.49 for calendar year 2015, enforcement of Ohio anti-litter laws and implementation of the Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Program.

The Sheriff's Office agrees to employ two (2) deputies assigned full-time to investigate open dump complaints and to prosecute violators, assist in public education of Ohio litter laws and penalties for violations, and enforce all littering and unsecured load laws.  The solid waste deputy’s primary responsibility is litter law enforcement; however, consideration in the performance of these duties must be made for the prevailing responsibility of the Sheriff to preserve public peace.  The solid waste deputy serves as the Sheriff's office liaison 
with the District, and will keep the District apprised of all solid waste activity in their jurisdiction for compliance with any state or local rules and regulations.  The solid waste deputy will be expected to attend meetings of the Lorain County Commissioners and other District meetings upon request of the Commissioners or District Director to report on specific local litter and open dump enforcement issues.
The District and Sheriff's Office has prepared a specific scope of services or work plan that identifies the details of the work (duties, patrolling hours, jurisdictions, etc.) expected under this Agreement.  The scope of services is included as Attachment A to this Agreement.

2.
Term
The term of this Agreement shall commence on the 1st of January, 2015 and terminate on December 31, 2015.  The Agreement must be renewed and approved annually by the Lorain County Commissioners.

3.
Payments
The District shall allocate, in their budget, an annual amount of $190,415.49 for the services of the two (2) full-time deputies in 2015.  The District shall be responsible for payment of all compensation for the deputies.  The Sheriff shall provide invoices to the County Budget Director for fuel, motor vehicle and other non-payroll costs.

4.
Deliverables
The Sheriff's Office agrees to file quarterly program status reports to the district by the fifteenth of the month following the close of each calendar quarter.  The forms for these reports will be provided by the District.  The first report is due April 15, 2015, the second report is due July 15, 2015, the third report is due October 15, 2015 and the final report is due January 15, 2016.  The quarterly reports should include all 2015 activities since the approval of this Agreement or the previous quarterly report.
All financial books and records of the Sheriff's Office that pertain to the Agreement shall be open to inspection pursuant to Section 9.235 of the Revised Code and shall be held to standards consistent with generally accepted accounting principles.

5.
Revisions
If the Sheriff's Office wishes to revise any portion of this Agreement, a program revision form must be submitted to the District and approved in writing by the District Director prior to the revision becoming effective.  The District has the authority to reject any revision if the request is not in compliance with the District's Solid Waste Management Plan and the approved program.

6.
Financial Review
Pursuant to Section 9.235 of the Revised Code, the financial books and records of the Sheriff's Office that pertain to this Agreement shall be open to inspection by the District.

7.
Disposition of the Unspent Funds or Funds Expended on Illegitimate Purposes
At the end of 2015, funds not expended during the year in fulfillment of the services and activities listed in Section 1 of this Agreement and the approved budget must be returned or repaid to the District.  Upon receipt of the final quarterly report for the contract year from the Sheriff's Office on January 15, 2016, the District will issue a closeout report that states any remaining funds the Sheriff's Office is due or owing to the District.  Repayment shall be made to the District by April 15, 2016.

8.
Terminations
This agreement may be terminated by the District upon the occurrence of any of the following:

a.
Failure to implement any of the listed activities in Section 1 and Attachment A.

b.
Improper use of District funds for items other than personnel used to implement activities in Attachment A;

c.
Failure to provide the deliverables listed in Section 4 of this contract to the District by the due dates;

d.
Notification from the Sheriff’s Office stating a wish to terminate the contract, and return any and all contract funds awarded;

e.
A serious shortfall in District funding; and

f.
The rendering of a decision by a court that this contract agreement or the contract awarded under this agreement exceeds the authority of the District to award contracts, or is in any other way unlawful, in whole or in part.  Termination will occur immediately upon notification of the occurrence of an above listed event.  Notification of termination will be sent by certified mail to the Lorain County Sheriff’s Office.  Further expenditures of District funds beyond the effective date of termination are prohibited.

9.
Equipment Disposition
Any equipment to be purchased shall be negotiated under separate agreement with the solid waste district.

10.
Entire Agreement
This agreement shall constitute the entire agreement between the parties, and any prior understanding or representations of any kind related to the subject matter of this agreement preceding the date of this agreement shall not be binding upon any party except to the extent incorporated in the agreement.

11.
Amendment
This agreement shall not be amended except in writing signed by all parties.

12.
Validity of Provisions
Each provision of this agreement shall be valid and enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by law.  If any provision or application of a provision shall, to any extent, be judged invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this agreement and the application of that provision to the other circumstances shall not be affected.

 13.
Assignment
This agreement may not be assigned by either party without prior written consent of the other party.

14.
Governing Law
This agreement shall be governed by the laws of Ohio.

said Goodwill fundraiser is Saturday, October 11 at 5 pm, tickets are $20, lots of raffles
Commissioner Kalo congratulated Second Harvest on their event; they expanded their building and looking to purchase a tow motor
Commissioner Kalo Domestic Relations had Jody Barilla; Court Administrator-Domestic Relations come up and asked Commissioner Williams if he spoke with the hospital regards to the urinalysis testing. 

 Commissioner Williams said he did speak with Ms. Barilla and Mercy and they can provide the services that were listed and was asked to get feedback from the Judges.
Ms. Barilla said she spoke with the Judges and the overall concerns and previous conversations, and Domestic is not the only agency that used these services and at this point they would like to keep it local because this is the best situation that meets everyone’s needs.

Commissioner Kokoski asked about the costs.  Ms. Barilla said it is around $25/test now and the other agencies seemed ok with that price and of course it would depend on the panel test that is performed and YMCA and Faith House would also like to use the services.

Commissioner Williams said the hospital is around the same cost but if a test is positive it is retested and they look at if any prescription drugs have been prescribed and speak with doctors.  He stated the hospital has locations in Lorain and Elyria on Abbe Road and opened from 8 am – 5 pm. He stated to do these test with a part time person with receiving, testing, reporting and possible retesting the hospitals could do all this and if it is challenged they have the sample.

Commissioner Kalo said the county does not need to keep the samples.  Commissioner Williams said it is already included in Mercy’s proposal.  He stated that having the hospital do it, it is certified and multiple locations. County Administrator Cordes said there was no retention in the county’s proposal. Commissioner Williams said Mercy has been a partner with the county before doing TB Clinic and we are not taking this business from the private sector.
Commissioner Kalo said last year there were 1875 test with DR/Juvenile doing 1-2/week for 6-8 months, there are around 230 juvenile probationers some need it some don’t’.  Commissioner Williams said $5-6/test does not cover the employee, benefit, operations, etc.
Commissioner Kokoski said it would be difficult for someone to get to another location if they did not have transportation and the lab at the courthouse is right across the street from the justice center, very centralized

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said there are concerns from Prosecutors Office and Law Enforcement that there are times that testifying needs to be done for the court and he is not sure if that factor was discussed with the hospital, right now they could call the lab and someone would come over to the courts.   Commissioner Williams said he spoke with Mercy and they have a certified lab and he is sure that the personnel there have done testifying before.

Commissioner Kalo asked if anytime anyone has heard that the county’s lab was incompetent. Assistant county Prosecutor Innes said no

Commissioner Kokoski received an email form Sgt. McCoy, Lorain Police Department – Supervisor of Property Evidence and stated that the county lab does an excellent job and the turnaround time is efficient and they have performed 800 tests annual and no complaints.
Commissioner Kalo said the job of government is to provide service and outside agencies have used the county lab, no complaints and it would cost less to keep rather than send out.

Commissioner Kokoski thanked Commissioner Williams for investigating this and looking at other options but she feels the county can do.

Commissioner Williams said yes the county does need it and County Administrator Cordes did a good job with the cost figures but in speaking with others they feel the cost is short because the calibration and maintenance of equipment is not included.
Commissioner Kokoski said people have barriers and if there is no transportation in the county then this would be another hardship.

County Administrator Cordes said he took the information that was provided and with a part time person and this will be a slow burn not a full absorption and common pleas court is part of the general fund. Commissioner Kalo said there will be a burn either way and the counties cost would be around $5-6/panel and the county would charge around $60 depending on panels.

Commissioner Williams asked about swab testing and additional test the courts would ask for. Ms. Barilla said Children Services has done check swabs in the field because it is easier than capturing sample but this is not a deal breaker but if they need to capture they would bring in.

Commissioner Williams said the testing is needed but he feels it would be better to go through a certified lab in the hospital, around same cost and results are within 24-48 hours
