Andy McDowell, Vice-President – Field Operations – Western Reserve Land Conservancy stated that this project is behind Walmart west of SR58 and south of Hamilton Street, Oberlin adjacent to Splash Zone and 77 acres City of Oberlin owns. There is 63 acres on three parcels that is agriculture and wetlands

The many visitors to these well-known attractions will also benefit from this beautiful and informative natural area. Groups of students from Oberlin schools will be within three miles of the property, as will students from prestigious Oberlin College. The site already offers many opportunities for study of ecology, conservation, and the natural environment; Oberlin visiting professor John Katko included field study expeditions to the site in his Wetlands Natural History Practicum in 2011. Finally, it is directly adjacent to a short, paved connector trail that links the North Coast Inland Trail to a trail that runs parallel to the Recreation Complex along Hamilton Street. The property is physically linked both to one of Oberlin’s main recreation centers and to an important regional biking and walking trail that runs 13 miles from Elyria to Kipton. 

The Oberlin Great South Woods Project has excellent preservation value, both for local biodiversity and for Lorain County residents. Its strategic location near recreation and education hubs, as well as its high existing biodiversity and restoration potential will ensure that this property grows to be a valuable and treasured public asset.

Mr. McDowell stated this land will be purchased through Clean Ohio funds and as a nonprofit they need support from the County as well as the municipality, which Oberlin approved this past Monday.

Mr. Cordes stated he received a letter from Administrative Judge Mark Betleski; Court of Common Pleas dated October 23, 2014 referencing documents evidencing the depletion of the deposit previously ordered by the Court of representation related to the Probation Department dispute. Pursuant to the County’s entry docketed June 17, 2014 the sum of $94,259.50 shall immediately be forward to the Chandra law firm. The foregoing sum consists of the invoiced amount of $44,259.50 and replenishment of the $50,000 evergreen deposit.  Mr. Cordes said this would be paid from professional service account 1000-0000-100-142-01-6200-6218.  

Commissioner Kokoski said this is the global general fund account


Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners have been told they have to do this, it gives him heartburn and the Courts filed a journal entry on June 17, 2014 “Engagement of the Chandra law firm, LLC to provide legal representation to the Judges of Lorain County Court of Common Pleas General Division regarding the Court’s disagreement with the Lorain County Board of Commissioners over the location, facilities and conditions of probation department, including, but not limited to, advice, counseling, advocacy and all litigation, appeals, administrative complaints, and other legal action the Judges deem necessary, including but not limited to, constitutional separation-of-powers issues regarding court budget and health, environmental, safety, and security concerns”. Commissioner Kalo disagrees with the local facility and ORC states the Board of Commissioners is in charge of housing and should reconsider not paying attorney when not judiciary to pay as per the County Administrator. County Administrator did not say Commissioners have too.

Assistant Prosecutor Innes asked which case is this.  Commissioner Kalo said the journal entry he just stated on June 17, Courts disagreeing with the Commissioners.  Assistant Prosecutor Innes said the courthouse dispute was never approved by the Commissioners only the dispute with the Prosecutors diversion program.  The order just needs to be directed from the courts to the auditors as it was previously, it does not go to the Commissioners.  County Administrator Cordes said he is fine with court order going to the auditors but he received letter from Judge Betleski with the expenses that were paid to date and exhausting the $50,000.  Commissioner Kalo said it was just an FYI.  Mr. Cordes said he just received.  Assistant Prosecutor Innes said the commissioners are only responsible for shifting the funds.

Commissioner Kokoski asked how much have the Commissioners paid to their attorney.  Mr. Cordes said around $18,000 but there are some bills pending.

Mr. Cordes said the administrative judge has order the commissioners to go to mediation but the terms have not been acceptable.  Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners have offered to meet at night or on weekends.  Commissioner Kokoski said yes, because the judges have stated their dockets are too full during the day to meet.  Mr. Cordes said the court has ordered mediation but all judges need to participate and a response was received that the administrative judge and court administrator would do.  Commissioner Kokoski said all need to be present since they want all three commissioners.  Mr. Cordes said if all were present this would be collective thinking but the courts have stated they are busy and the commissioners have offered other options but they have turned it done so there is an impasse and the courts have asked the Supreme Court and want an answer this week.
Commissioner Williams said attorney necessary with legal strategy do an order. Mr. Cordes said he was thinking this was simple just to pay the bill and said Commissioner Kokoski had a question on an appropriation that was pulled a few weeks ago and the judge’s attorney was calling our attorney, so this is an additional expense.
