Assistant Prosecutor Innes said the insert that was given my Veteran Service Commission Executive Director Stone this morning on remembering the War to End all Wars, World War 1 at 100 is good.

Sam Betounes, Veterans Service Commissioner said he sent a letter to the Commissioners regards to a different office location on Abbe Road, former insurance building but had no response.  He stated that the property that they have inquired about, there have been other outside inquiries and something needs to be resolved.
Commissioner Kalo said he hopes to have this resolved by the end of the year.  

Commissioner Kokoski said the commissioners start their budget hearings next week and the board is not being disrespectful there have been other pressing issues.  Mr. Betounes said he understood but there is a perception and the Veterans are being hosed.  Commissioner Kalo & Kokoski stated the Veterans have waited long enough for a decision and a resolution will be done by end of year.
Terry Stone, Executive Director – Veterans Service Commission said the reason for the location is so they can expand the services to the Veterans.  As of now, the building they are located in closes at 4:30.  Being in a standalone building they would be able to expand the house by 1-2 evenings and Saturday services, also would be able to do career and health fairs.  He stated that they did receive their handicap accessible van and in the last 3 weeks, 9 Veterans have been transported which is decreasing the bill with Provide a Ride and they still need to get the signage and plates

Mr. Stone stated that Friday, Quaker Steak & Lubbe, Sheffield Village they are partnering with I Heart Radio, - SHOW YOUR STRIPES from 8-10 pm, comedy show, and cost is $5 / 3 non perishable items for 2nd harvest food bank.

Commissioner Williams said the Veterans could expand their hours and services now where they are located that is just an administrative move from the Commissioners, the county owns the building.  He stated that doing renovations is much cheaper than the $1 million they want to spend on a different location.  Mr. Stone stated that no formal plans have been prepared, only conversations.


Mr. Betounes said at the present location there are only 2-3 handicap spots, most  Vets are from WW2, Koran, Vietnam, it is difficult for them on accessibility and the parking lot is in horrible shape, but it will take more than paint and moving a cubicle here or there or curtains.  Commissioner Williams said he does not see spending million dollars to move, what is there now can be done how they would like it and not cost the county any additional monies.  Mr. Betounes said under 5901 they are not asking for anything unreasonable considering the condition that our people have had to operate under and the condition our veterans have been exposed to while taking about their problems.  Commissioner Williams said in 2011 he took a tour with him at JFS, what happened to those plans.  Mr. Betounes said nothing has been done.  Commissioner Williams said Veterans do not want to be in this building at all so they are not compromising therefore why would the work be done.  Mr. Betounes said they have always been willing to work with the Commissioners but not at JFS.
