Mr. Cordes said should have the 911 reverse MOU with Sheffield Village and Avon is close.  He has been working with New World and the multi jurisdiction will have a price reduction and should be able to be mobilized in Spring. Each jurisdiction will pay $.05/cents per resident rather than the $0.45 cents/per residents they are paying now, so huge savings for all.  These projects as well as others are saving not just the county but all political jurisdictions when collaborating together.  The reverse 911 should be at end of year with all landlines and will be doing advertisements letting residents know they can sign up their cell phones and the residents are able to opt out/in to what notifications they would like to receive and stated that over 70% of calls to the 911 center are through cell phones.

County Administrator Cordes said he would like to look into financing of a new facility at the beginning of the year because this is the first time in many years that the fund will be positive, this is non general fund. The contracts they were established to have Michelle/Mike pick up the animals to be spayed/neuter has saved time and money and then the adopter would pick up from facility where procedure was done.


Commissioner Kokoski said we need to review the adoption fees again, we are not even close to what others are charging for adoption, let alone we have the dogs spayed/neutered.

County Administrator Cordes said the licensing has been done in the last couple of years and looking into putting a flyer in the tax bills but a lot do go to clearinghouses/mortgage companies but could reach over 20,000 homes with that reminder. Budget Director Hobart said she is waiting for a reply from Treasurer Talarek.


Commissioner Kalo said what about the water bills. County Administrator Cordes said he was trying to stay in house resources but most water bills are on postcards, he will review.  He stated that if there were another 1000-1500 license sold per year and he knows that there are the dogs out there to match many more things could be done at the kennel.
