The Coalition recognizes that the above named individuals may change positions or places of employment over the course of the three-year grant period.  In this event, the Coalition point of contact will be maintained with the job titles given above unless otherwise specified.

5. Activities funded through the cooperative agreement may include inventory preparation, site selection, criteria development, assessments, planning (including cleanup planning) relating to brownfield sites, and outreach materials and implementation, and other eligible activities. The County of Lorain may retain consultant(s) and contractors under 40 CFR 30.36 to undertake various activities funded through the cooperative agreement. 

6. The County of Lorain will procure the consultant(s) in compliance with 40 CFR 31.36 requirements. The County of Lorain will issue the Request for Proposals or Request for Qualifications and will be the entity responsible for the receipt of the submitted proposals and selection and award of contracts. The County of Lorain will consult with the other coalition members in making selections of consultants and contractors and negotiating the terms of agreements.

THIS AGREEMENT, is entered this 10th day of December, 2014 by and between Lorain County (herein called “Owner”) and Partners Environmental (herein called “Consultant”). 
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WHEREAS, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners created the Lorain County Brownfield Coalition (Coalition) along with the Cities of Avon Lake, Lorain, North Ridgeville, and Oberlin, and the Village of Wellington; and


WHEREAS, the United States Environmental Protection Agency (herein called “U.S. EPA”) awarded funding of $600,000 to Lorain County per Cooperative Agreement dated September 22nd, 2014 for the purpose of conducting brownfield assessments of selected properties in Lorain County (herein called “Grant”); and

WHEREAS, the Coalition, determined Partners Environmental Consulting, Inc. and Hull & Associates, Inc. to be the most highly qualified to perform technical work for the Coalition; and

WHEREAS, the Owner wishes to engage the Consultant to provide the Owner services in connection to the implementation of the County’s U.S. EPA Hazardous Substances Assessment Grant and Petroleum Assessment Grant in accordance with applicable notices, regulations and guidance from U.S. EPA; and

WHEREAS, the Consultant will provide the Owner with a Unit Rate Sheet listing hourly rates for personnel assigned to the project; and

NOW, THEREFORE, it is agreed between the parties hereto that;

I.
SCOPE OF SERVICE 

Consultant will be responsible for carrying out Grant activities in a manner satisfactory to the Owner and consistent with all standards required as a condition of providing these funds. Program activities will include the following uses and corresponding activities eligible under Grant 

A.  Consultant Responsibilities 
1. Consultant is responsible for providing the deliverables that are described in the proposal and Exhibit A, within the time periods and for the approximate average budget amounts described therein. 

2. Consultant will prepare a U.S. EPA approved Quality Assurance Project Plan (QAPP) at no cost to the Owner.

3. Consultant has provided a Unit Rate Sheet listing hourly rates for personnel assigned to the Grant, and these rates will remain constant for the life of the Agreement.

4. Grant funded activities will be chosen by the Owner and assigned to the Consultant.  Under no circumstances shall the Consultant initiate work without prior written approval from the Owner. Potential activities may include but are not limited to the following:

a. Assist in designing and conducting community outreach and participation activities;
b. Assist in continuing to build and develop existing Brownfield inventory;

c. Prepare Site Eligibility Determinations 

d. Conduct Phase I Environmental Site Assessments (ESAs);

e. Conduct Phase II ESAs;

f. Conduct hazardous materials, asbestos and/or lead-based paint assessments;

g. Conduct cleanup and redevelopment planning allowed under the grant; and assist with project reporting.

5. The Consultant, its officers, agents, employees and any other persons over whom the Consultant has control shall comply with all present and future laws, ordinances, and rules of the City, Federal, State and other local governmental bodies, applicable to or affecting directly or indirectly the Consultant or its operations and activities on or in connection with the Project.

6. The Consultant warrants that the business nor its principals is presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in this Agreement under the provisions of 24 CFR Part 24.

7. Insurance

a. The Consultant is responsible for providing certificates of insurance to the Owner, which proves the firm has not less than $1,000,000 coverage for COMPREHENSIVE GENERAL LIABILITY AND PROPERTY DAMAGE and proof of WORKER’S COMPENSATION INSURANCE.  The Comprehensive General Liability and Property Damage Certificate shall name Lorain County, its officers, employees, agents and representatives as additionally insured, without exceptions, and shall carry a thirty (30) day Notice of Cancellation.  Proof of Insurance, as stipulated above shall be provided to Lorain County within ten (10) days of a firm receiving notice from Lorain County of intent to enter into a contract. 

b. AUTOMOBILE LIABILITY insurance shall also be provided and include: Coverage that complies with the requirements of the Ohio No-Fault Law. Coverage for Owned, Hired, and Non-owned vehicles. Residual liability coverage with a combined single limit of at least $1,000,000 for both Bodily Injury and Property Damage. 

c. The consultant shall also provide proof of PROFESSIONAL LIABILITY INSURANCE, which shall insure against acts which are in the nature of professional services performed by architects and engineers.  If a contract is entered into, the consultant shall maintain such during the life of the contract.  Professional Liability Coverage shall be provided in an amount not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 in aggregate. 

d. If the Consultant neglects or refuses to provide any insurance required herein, or if any insurance is cancelled, Lorain County may, at its option, terminate its contract with the Respondent or procure such insurance and adjust the contract price downward by the reasonable amount of premiums paid or to be paid.

B.
Owner Responsibilities 

       
Owner is responsible for the following tasks and deliverables.  

1. A best faith effort will be made to distribute $270,000 in grant funded activities to the Consultant, with a minimum of $250,000.    

2. The Owner and its agents are responsible for ensuring the administration of the Grant funds in accordance with all program requirements. The use of a Consultant does not relieve the Owner of this responsibility. 

3. Monitoring all program activities of Consultant to assure compliance with the terms of this Agreement, including all Grant requirements.

4. The Owner shall furnish the Consultant with information regarding requirements for the project, including any changes in Grant regulations or program limits that affect the project.

5. The Owner is responsible for ensuring and determining the adequacy of the performance under this Agreement and any subsequent subcontracts and for taking appropriate action to enforce performance standards.

6. Owner or its designee has the right to conduct on-site inspections and monitoring of the properties and the project files.

7. The Owner shall notify the Consultant in writing of any deficiencies found either during the on-site inspections or review of the program documents.

II. Staffing 

A. The names and roles of the Consultant’s key personnel (staff or contractors) executing the project are as stated in the proposal.

B. Any changes in the key personnel assigned or their general responsibilities under this project are subject to the prior approval of the Owner.

C. Consultant shall notify the Owner for any and all subcontracts that may be a result of this Agreement. Consultant shall be fully responsible to the Owner for the acts and omissions of contractors, subcontractors, and of persons either directly or indirectly employed by those contractors or subcontractors, just as the Consultant is fully responsible to the Owner for the acts and missions of persons directly or indirectly employed by it.

D. Consultant agrees to ensure that all aspects of this Agreement are conveyed to any subcontractor at any and all levels.

III. Performance Monitoring

The Owner will monitor the performance of the Consultant based on goals and performance standards as stated above along with all other applicable federal, state and local laws, regulations, and policies governing the funds provided under this contract. Substandard performance as determined by the Owner will constitute noncompliance with this Agreement. If corrective action is not taken by the Consultant within a reasonable period of time after being notified by the Owner, contract suspension or termination procedures will be initiated. Consultant agrees to provide the U.S. EPA, the Owner, or the Owner’s internal auditor(s) access to all records related to performance of activities in this agreement.

A. Progress Reports and Other Reports

Exhibit A: Additional Requirements

I.
GENERAL CONDITIONS

A. General Compliance 

1.
The Consultant agrees to comply with all Grant requirements, including those found in the Grant Cooperative Agreement. The Consultant also agrees to comply with all other applicable Federal, state and local laws, regulations, and policies governing the funds provided under this contract. The Consultant further acknowledges its responsibility for adherence to all applicable terms and conditions of this grant award.

2.
The Owner may amend or modify this agreement at any time during the duration of the agreement period if and when U.S. EPA regulations and/or policies change.

3.
Consultant may request a modification of this Agreement by submitting a request in writing to Owner. Upon review of the request for modification, the Owner may or may not approve the modification. If a modification is approved, an approval letter outlining the modifications will be sent to the Consultant confirming the modification. If the modification is denied, a letter will be sent explaining the reason for denial

4.
This agreement shall be binding on the parties and all successors and assigns.

5.
The Consultant may not assign this agreement to any third party without the express written consent of the Owner.
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6.
The Consultant shall insure in all activities undertaken recognition of the role of the Owner in providing funding through this Agreement. 

B. “Independent Contractor”

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR




Mr. Cordes requested an executive session to include update on the ongoing litigation issue with the courts. Commissioner Kalo said this ongoing battle has been 8-9 months or possible a year.  He took the time last week to take a look at the property on Broad Street/Middle Avenue, had some renderings done and spoke with Dan Klimas, toured the property, there would be no disruption to the businesses. Mr. Cordes said the drawings from Clark and Post. Commissioner Kalo said yes, this would cost around $1 million and had an extended conversation with Elyria Mayor Brinda and she understands the financial burdens.  He stated this probably will not deal with the court case we have now, regards to security of Sheriff and two probation departments but it should take it from the table and he would like to move forward along with Commissioner Kokoski with the Broad Street building.  Mr. Cordes said there has been discussion.  Commissioner Kalo said he would like to save the old courthouse and maybe have a 501 3c, spoke with former Judge Cirigliano and he would be interested as well as Mr. Bird from Lorain County Historical Society and put together a committee.

Mr. Cordes said there have been many projects in the county; lighthouse, palace theater and other buildings with historical value that represent  importance to future generations and there are 501 c3’s that can spend several years and sometimes buildings cannot be brought back to complete historical perspective but certain portions could be restored and become a minor shell piece for Lorain County.


Commissioner Kalo said the Ohio News Network will be doing a county courthouse expose for all 88 counties, well 87 counties because Seneca tore theirs done. Mr. Cordes said this leadership will take some time to develop and collaborate to bring together.  He said the rendering he gave of the Broad Street building the cost proposed, Mr. Kalo said entrance will be on Middle Avenue and spoke with the Mayor about cleaning up the alley.  Mr. Cordes said there is employee parking and he anticipates the cost to be around $1.2 million and don’t believe there are a lot of unknowns, did not build in a lot of extras. Commissioner Kalo said the floor plan matches what the courts have asked for. Mr. Cordes said Commissioner Williams asked him to redesign these floor plans, which he did. Commissioner Kokoski said we wanted to keep it off Broad Street, have the Mayor be comfortable with it and glad we are moving forward and she knows that Commissioner Kalo wanted it to be in the old courthouse all along and had Commissioner Williams support for a while for the Broad Street and went back to justice center.  She thinks this is the best opportunity for the permanent solution for adult probation department, it is all on one floor you do not have to worry about elevators, etc., parking is huge thing, there are 36 employees that are parking between here, court house and justice center, now they will all be back in line with the building and it will free up some parking issues in downtown Elyria.  Mr. Cordes said yes it will, because we already own the lot and now will be utilized with the building in line.  
Commissioner Williams said he wants to clarify that he was always in support of going though and trying to come up with a solution for the Judges and still believe the 5th floor of the justice center makes the most sense as far as security services and not have to duplicate services.
Commissioner Kokoski said the Sheriff stated even if all those people went onto the 5th floor of the justice center we still need additional security, it was kind of a wash, the two locations with the courthouse and psi building are duplicate but if everybody; PSI and Adult Probation are in the Broad Street building.
Commissioner Williams said it is a good alternative plan but has stated throughout the entire time that to have a true all justice, makes sense.


Commissioner Kokoski asked Mr. Cordes to speak on possible video conferences, how many times for adult probationers and probationers have to go to courthouse. Mr. Cordes said occasionally there is a need to have sometimes probationers to brought to the judges courtrooms because they could be in violation, resentencing or ordered back to incarceration, don’t know all the terms but have listened to all the dialogue and similar to what we do with arraigning inmates in jail this could be accomplished the same from that building, transferring people less and don’t have to deal with the issue like the do now. It has become known to him about 2 months ago, maybe a little less and still think the office space is adequate but the movement flow is not good over at the courthouse, and that is a problem and it would take significant time to rethink the strategy of how to move the work process most efficiently.

Commissioner Williams said the video monitoring in relation to adult probation officers in courtrooms and to true arrangements. Deb Tansey, Assailant Court Administrator Common Pleas said the Judges welcome any dialogue.  Mr. Cordes will call Mr. Lubbe and send him over some information and hope there is productive dialogue and know when some people really want to make something work, it works, and if they don’t it doesn’t.  He stated this does not end the litigation  it is a separate issue with orders of funding which we believe are inappropriate and two weeks ago he listened to what the Judge had to say he spoke elegantly, however the issue appears that we had control over the dollars spent on litigation and we do not, they have the ability to withdraw those orders or cease that behavior and our litigation ends, and believe they are more in control of that than the Board of Commissioners, we are responding, not taking legal action we are reacting so not sure if that was cleared but the Commissioners will make those decisions.

Commissioner Kokoski 
congratulated Brandi Schnell from Solid Waste department, her and her husband just had a baby girl.

Commissioner Kokoski said we just got back from CCAO Winter conference, Columbus thanked Theresa Upton for driving, she is a great driver and also congratulations to her she just became the President of the Clerk’s Association.  


Commissioner Kokoski said received 4 MOU’s for emergency notification system; Elyria, Sheffield Lake, Brownhelm & Wellington Township.  Mr. Cordes said City of Lorain should be sending theirs soon and thanked Elyria, this is saving entities money and hope to have all under this system.


Commissioner Kokoski had NRAC meeting Friday and there were 6 projects being ranked but $440,000 short for requests, so the entities had opportunity to reduce their requests by 84% so still waiting for review. The projects being requested are: Montville Township blue heron project, Medina County Parks District, Rocky River Coordinator acquisition, Lorain County Metro Parks castle reservation extension, Western Reserve Land Conservancy Great South Woods Project, Lorain County Metro Parks Holstein reservation extension and Cleveland Museum of Natural History expansion.  

Commissioner Kokoski attended OPWC District 9 meeting and Commissioner Kalo needs an alternate.

Commissioner Kalo said Community Alliance had their summit on Friday and congrats to County Engineer employee and Elyria Township Trustee Bill Holtzman for receiving the Mike Whitmore Award.  He spoke with Grace Gullici, NOACA after the meeting and sometime in January for all political subdivisions a meeting will be held here regards to rehab money, since the county has been shorted.
Commissioner Kalo attended a session with Tim Grinnell, at CCAO winter conference regards to the Veterans.

Jose Torres, Commissioner – Lorain County Veterans Service said the veterans within the county came to the commission being very upset about certain things that were printed in the newspaper by a certain Commissioner making comments, Mr. Williams.  The Commissioners were unaware of the article but he will make copies.  Commissioner Williams said for the record what the comments were, Mr. Torres said he has several highlighted from the newspaper articles.  Mr. Torres said they complied the actual numbers just to rebut what was in the paper.  The first quote from Commissioner Williams “they want to move out of Job and Family Services but when you look around the state, that is where the most Veterans Services offices are”.  Mr. Torres said they contacted all 88 counties which he provided a list and the only two counties have Job & Family within is Lorain County and Putnam County because of how small they are.  Commissioner Kalo said apparently Commissioner Williams made statements, Mr. Torres said yes and he stated that the Veterans Commission only reaches about 5% of 29,000 veterans.  The veterans in the county are from the 2010 census and there are only 26,720 and last year they reached 7,399 veterans, which is more than 5%.
Commissioner Williams said when the Veterans Commission was here last time that was the number they gave which was 5%.  The sheet given this morning it states the Veterans has reached 4,151 walk ins, phone calls, and appointments from logs kept, is this individuals or multiple from same person.  Mr. Torres said once. Commissioner Williams said the quality reports to Columbus on claims filed were 856 veterans, none of these were walk in’s, Mr. Torres said no, those were appointments.  Commissioner Williams said out of the 4,000 people that called none of the 856 claims filed called the office, the office just filed.  Mr. Torres said these were contacts.  Commissioner Williams said then it is part of the 4,151, Mr. Torres said yes, Commissioner Williams said then you cannot add the numbers together. Mr. Torres said that is why he broke it down, Commissioner Williams said the total number given was 7,399 veterans contacts in office, you cannot add on top of the people that claimed, Mr. Torres said that is still more than 5%  as he stated in the paper, he stated he is not here to argue he just wants to put it out there because these comments were in the journal and chronicle, another comments was “Williams said Veterans Services receives 0.5 mills through a levy that generates up to $3.2 million. However that 0.5 mills is not guaranteed to Veterans Services in the way schools are guaranteed money”.   Commissioner Williams said that is right. Mr. Torres said it is guaranteed to them.  Commissioner Williams said look at the inside millage, the inside millage for the schools is guaranteed, there is 10 mills set aside for inside mileage. Mr. Torres said there money is guaranteed.  Commissioner Kalo said Veterans has the ability to spend up to ½ of a mill $3.1 million for allowable services that are performed, you could not do it to buy an ice cream stand, it has to be dedicated services. Mr. Torres said the money is guaranteed to the Veterans of the county. Commissioner Kalo said correct, he is not defending anyone just giving an explanation, there is up to $3.1 million + out of the inside millage guaranteed to Veterans Services Commission to provide services to Veterans, this is a correct statement.  Commissioner Williams said there is not 25 mills of the 10 mill that is set aside for Veterans, so you have to take the .5 mills out of the 1.6 mills that goes into general fund, so the statement he made was that, “there is not .5 mills set aside for Veteran Services”.  Commissioner Kokoski said that is true. Mr. Torres said he understands what is being said but he wanted to come back to the comments that were made in the paper, it looks like the Veterans Services is not doing good, and he is not doing his job as a Commissioner reaching out to the Veterans.  Commissioner Williams said what was stated in the paper and what he has stated here are two different things.  Mr. Torres said then why say.  Commissioner Williams said go through and read the meeting minutes of what was stated.  Mr. Torres said he will.  Commissioner Kalo asked if this was part of a commissioners meeting. Commissioner Kokoski said sometimes the paper calls after a meeting.  Mr. Torres said it is when they came and spoke of the new building and it says “County Veterans Service Commission voice their new location in Elyria, this was says Veterans leaders renew their call for a new office”, it is the comments. Commissioner Kalo apologized for the comments.  Mr. Torres said about a 1 ½ ago the County Auditor and State Auditor at the end of the year, whatever money that the Veterans do not use in the budget they are to keep it does not go back to the general fund, legally under 5901.15 “immediate assistance, any financial assistance unclaimed goes to their account”, they have been giving money back to the general fund, but he did research and the State Auditor stated legally they are to keep the money and they don’t and he just wants to make this known and will forward a copy of this section.  Mr. Torres said moving forward with the building, the realtor called them and Mr. Cordes is a 17 year Navy Vet, Mr. Cordes said 20. Mr. Torres said the realtor called them and a lot of Veterans were not happy that Mr. Cordes made the comment to the realtor and he hopes he did not state “this building is a little too nice for the Veterans”. Mr. Cordes said that is not what the statement was. He stated he did his due diligence on the building and did state that some of the offices are pretty decocted and that may be some issues with the Veterans that are on assistance, food stamps, don’t have jobs and then they walk into executive offices with 20 ft ceilings and huge windows and may set the wrong perception, he did have this conversation but that does not mean it is too good for the Veterans Services. Mr. Torres said he apologizes but that is how it was told to them.  Mr. Cordes said you can understand his thinking that someone is coming in, he knows that Veterans what a job, they deserve a job, deserve help, but sometimes the perception that is being sent, need to watch out for this too.  Mr. Torres said he apologizes if he did not make it.  Mr. Cordes said he made a statement similar to that for a different reason, his concern was the perception of people coming in for services, sometimes we need to watch the message we are sending out what we are doing and we are conscious about that up here too.  Mr. Cordes said for the record, at least you know he was out there doing the due diligence, Mr. Torres said he understands and thanked him for going to see the building.  Mr. Cordes said the dialogue with the realtor is concerning because now we have a realtor playing both ends here and we have to negotiate a price if the board decides to buy the building.  Mr. Torres said there are also other offices in that building that can be rented, county receives money.  Commissioner Kalo said we are negotiating, Jose, thank you.  Commissioner Williams said when talking about Job and Family Services and him and Mr. Cordes have had multiple dialogues and what is the first thing the Veterans do when they get out of the service.  Mr. Cordes said in his opinion they want jobs and have not meet a Veterans yet that thinks they deserve something, they just want a fair opportunity.  Commissioner Williams said exactly and by being a sub receipt of Job and Family Services having the opportunity to a job and being able to help the Veterans.  Commissioner Williams said with Don’s suggestion, rather than spending money on a building come up with way to create a mobile unit that will go out and reach Veterans in the southern part of the county.  Mr. Torres said it is in the process for 2015.  Commissioner Williams said that was not addressed at the budget hearing, Don brought that to him and it was an excellent idea, do marketing, improve website, and improve social media so people in Lorain County know that we have a Veterans Service.  Mr. Torres said the last meeting, the Commissioners challenged them to improve outreach, they went from a $10,000 budget on outreach to $125,000 being spent, and they are on I Heart Radio, Comedy Show and donated everything to 2nd Harvest Food Bank.  Commissioner Williams said ok then on the inside millage and what did he say if went through and did outreach and get more veterans he had no issues with approving but the Board cannot do anything if you go through and spend the money on reaching out to the Veterans and providing services.  The only thing the Commissioners can reject on it is the purchase of a building.  Mr. Torres said it is there, everything is being done and they are reaching and they are not miracle workers, it does take time to get things done.  Mr. Cordes said Veterans is running a nice outreach program.  Commissioner Kalo said speaking of mobile site, SR58 – Wellington, LCCC campus.  Commissioner Williams said what Don was speaking of, was create a mobile unit going to Veteran events. Mr. Torres said like the Lorain Public Library system has the book mobile the Veterans is looking at getting one of those and adverting in different locations, they will be here at this time, etc. to do claims, etc. for 2015.


Robert Mackin, 1st Vice President State of Ohio Veterans Service said most of the counties have their own building, they need to get somewhere to have their own building, a place where the Veterans can come and out there on Abbe Road, it is an excellent location, we have over 500 Veterans going to college out there.  The whole state of Ohio spends over $222 million on veteran issue and how much is that bringing into the state of tax free money, $4.2 billion annually for compensation for Veterans VA claims and another $2+ billion on facilities so over $6 billion comes into the state of Ohio, the more veterans we bring in and compensate, the money they receive off the ½ mill that is more money coming into the county, buying groceries, food, cars, etc.  Commissioner Kalo said the statistics show 73 for every dollar spent in state on return provided with federal funding.  Mr. Mackin said they just want their own building, get out of the welfare building and be secure, areas of confidentiality, this what we need, it is a good building, price needs to be negotiate out  and counting on Mr. Cordes, 20 year Navy vet and have money in the budget to get that building. Commissioner Kalo said no you do not, the Commissioners have the authority, Mr. Mackin said they could lease.
Mr. Cordes said he requested an executive session earlier for potential sale/purchase real estate, they cannot negotiate against themselves so what you hear is taken with a grain of salt because a lot of times there are additional items when negotiating, last thing anyone wants to do is go into a used car lot and say you love that car and by the way can it be reduced.  This just needs to be tightened up a little bit.  Mr. Mackin said he trust the Commissioners and everyone here will do the right thing for the Veterans.

Commissioner Williams said he spoke with Veterans leaders in the county that are opposed to moving into that facility on Abbe Road.
Commissioner Kalo said he thought Veterans were here for budget issues he did not have any clue about the other items.


Commissioner Kalo congratulated Columbia County Commissioner Mike Halleck, President CCAO.  He said CCAO was a great conference; new issues, legislative priorities, good networking onto 2015 with a new senate and house


Commissioner Kalo said all Commissioners receive preliminary budgets to review.  In regards to the $3.6 million Court of Common Pleas in rehab for courthouse, this was removed working on decision to move to moving to Middle Avenue property. Mr. Cordes said also removed $50,000 for building maintenance. Commissioner Kalo said yes, this is the Commissioners responsibility.

Commissioner Kokoski said there was $2 million to be towards the project if it went to the 5th floor of the justice center, so hopefully they can take that $2 million and put towards the software program if that becomes an issue, instead of a building.


Commissioner Kalo said Ron Nabakowski, Clerk of Courts announced his retirement and end of year and Ms. Beidleman presented the budget and only put the normal raises in there and took out all additional until there is another Clerk of Court appointed, a new Clerk of Court might have a new direction.


Commissioner Kalo said the Sheriff’s budget had adjustments since his presentation there were some numbers doubled up and he is aware

Commissioner Kalo said next week, Commissioner will do a temporary budget and quarterly on payroll and the only other expenses and has spoken with Probate Judge Walther is the money from Green Acres for OSU extension. OSU will receive the $17,000+ from Solid Waste but there is only around $55,000 left from Green Acres fund and Judge is looking into another avenue and will review but might have to come up with a small portion, he put $40,000 and hopes to be a lot less. Commissioner Kokoski said she would hope that it would be less.

Commissioner Williams asked what the expenditures were for 2014, Commissioner Kalo said $58,276,000. Commissioner Williams said total revenue coming in is $55.6 million.  Commissioner Kalo said with the carryover it could be around $57, Budget Commissioner said around $50 million and came back next year with $48 million and it is a conservative estimate and carry over is around $76 or could be $8 - $8.1 million
Mr. Cordes said discussion need to be had because he is concern with the carryover which decreasing our borrowing capacity more difficult and there are a lot of projects and 15 years ago this was paid in cash and usually done in reserve state but indicted to Moody’s midyear that we would add to carryover so it was higher than anticipated.  Commissioner Kalo said maybe and it could be $6-700,000 in healthcare expenses.  Mr. Cordes said if the carryover decreases rather than increases in a year when revenues are increasing this could be challenging.  Commissioner Kalo said he has been back and forth with the budget director and shared with the others and there are capital projects.
Commissioner Williams said a new phone system is needed. Mr. Cordes said the phone system is about 16 years old, keeping together with patches and repairs we are not on an unsupported platform, the voice mail system was just updated at a significant cost, another unsupported platform that needed to be upgraded. There is also infrastructure that is still be deferred, people think the capital expenditures are the sidewalk repair, there was a lot more to it, there are servers, phone, computers, mainframes, technology, etc and we have an aging system and this year the Board of Elections was almost shut down on election night with phone and data problems.  Also there is around $900,000 for a new jail.  Commissioner Kalo said he mentioned this 5 years go. Mr. Cordes said this will become a bigger issue and there is $100,000+ of deferred maintenance that need to take care of at the jail and maybe be able to put into the construction notes, but could be asking for another $1 million in notes to correct some of these remedies to get a few more years.  These issues will not disappear and housing issues with Adult Probation that will be somewhat costly, it is time for our Veterans, need to deal with this similar to court problem, we have participated and ask all to be patient and everyone has been but remedies need funding.

Commissioner Williams said salary increases, he put budget around $56.2 million, project expense is $64.8 so a $1.3 million increase this year.
Commissioner Williams said he spoke with Assistant Prosecutor Innes and asked him to stop him if he starts to put himself in hot water. He stated there was an investigation into the crime lab in February, and he asked that a 3rd party come into to review rather than the Sheriff and Prosecutors office and it did not go well. In the report still says it is being investigated with missing evidence of guns, and then they went to Adult Probation.  There was a private checking account in 1991 and there was $400,000 when it was closed in 2009.  The Sheriff concluded the investigation, Prosecutor had it and had some issue that could possibly be with civil rights violated, possible misuse of government funds so he called the State auditor Office, BCI and spoke with them over thanksgiving and then spoke with FBI and then are interested in the 2 issues, misuse of government funds and civil rights, and they picked up the case and wanted to make the public aware of the investigation that has been over 1 year. He said next week will be his last meeting and wanted to make the general public to understand what was going on, where it was at and wanted to make sure that everything was thoroughly investigated and properly. He spoke with FBI yesterday and they do have case and hopefully his assumptions are wrong, he is not an attorney, looking at Ohio revised code and as to what he sees and the statements that were made to him have a lot of red flags that went off and we will wait and see and appreciates all the input on it and know that the prosecutors said fed not get involved, but after telling them they are doing a general overview and they meet with Cavanaugh and the following Monday received the information
