This request is based upon a mutual agreement with the Cities of Elyria, Lorain and North Ridgeville.  The Cities received $361,456 with no local match required.  Ohio Attorney General certified a disparate allocation claim and neither City nor County would receive and a money until an agreement was approved.  Therefore, the allocation of funds will be split as follows: Elyria $99,787; Lorain $209,815; North Ridgeville $15,469 and Lorain County $36,385

Approve & enter into a dock lease with Vermilion Port Authority in the seasonal amount to be $2700 to be paid from Acct#drug task force levy monies, effective May 1, 2009 – October 31, 2009.  This 33’ boat was purchased as part of the homeland security initiative for infrastructure protection, drug interdiction and illegal alien border crossings.
