Sheffield Lake Mayor Piskura has instituted a new program to insure the well being, and peace of mind for the city’s seniors. Applications are available at City Hall, Police, Fire and via website;

The "Check In" program is where senior citizens who may live alone, have the opportunity to become part of our call in program.  They will decide on a day and time that "they" will call in or check in with the Police department.  If a call is missed then an officer will call them or stop over to see if everything's O.K. (Benefit of this program – the client does not have to be home to call in).

 The "Elderly Call" program is where the senior citizen is part of our "elderly call" list.  On designated days and times (usually Mondays at 9:00 a.m.- 12:00 p.m.) the police department will call the "client's homes" to check on their welfare.  Again, if no contact is made an officer will be sent to the home to check on their welfare.

 The "Senior Watch" program is for seniors who may need our help more than others.  These seniors may not have family to check on them or provide assistance.  The Police Department or a designated volunteer would visit the client once a week (or more) to check on their welfare.
