Michael Sherman, Grafton letter to Senator Brown and Congresswoman Sutton regarding LORCO, an un-voted, mandated Wastewater collection system for southern Lorain County.  Tap fees are estimated to be $5,000 in addition to someone paying to vacate existing septic system and run service line $2,000 plus monthly usage and sewer fees are minimum of $42/month to $80/month.  He asked at a meeting if the $5 million ARRA dollars received for project to be applied to assist homeowners with expenses and Mr. Knepper, Avon lake utilities responded that they have been instructed/informed that arra money may not be used for any of that. He request and advise why there would be such a restriction on arra money which could be utilized to assist those most in need
#9.
Northern Ohio Poison Center has served over 302,000 citizens in Lorain County. During 3rd quarter of 2009, 418 human exposure calls were handled. Of the 945 total calls, during 3rd quarter, 418 calls had documented poisoning exposure; remainders were information. There were 343 of these 421 poisoning exposure calls that the center triaged and medically managed. This saved the citizens 261 unnecessary ed visits and medical evaluating resulting in a cost saving of over $353,000. During past quarter, NOPC was consulted by physicians on 22 hospitalized patients in the county healthcare facilities, resulting in savings of more than $2,1000 per patient in 2005 dollars, saving the county approximately $46,200 dollars.  The center relies on federal, state and local grants to subsidize the operations. NOPC operates 24 hours seasonal influenza/h1n1 influenza hotline for Rainbow/University Hospitals and Cuyahoga County Board of health and would like to extend this service to Lorain County at a modest fee of $6,300 and would cover cost of 3 calls a day for January 1 – May 15, 201
