COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski thanked Lorain County Chamber of Commerce, LCCC and Staff for the State of the County address held yesterday at LCCC.  She said the Board was sorry for not recognizing Golden Acres, which is a well-kept secret.  She stated the County Nursing Home continues to provide quality skilled nursing rehabilitation services to the residents of Lorain County. They also offer a specialized memory care center for those dealing with Alzheimer’s Disease. Enjoyable and entering in activities plays an important role in promoting health.  One of the highlights for the year was making the local and national news when the residents and staff nurtured two baby goats after being abandoned by their mother.  Golden Acres had  a positive bottom line for 2008 adding to their reserve total of $2.5 million.  They employee a total of 76 dedicated staff members including 6 RN’s, 17 LPN’s, 26 STNA’s and 27 support staff.  The average resident occupancy rate was 90%. (16% skilled, 19% self-pay and 65% medicaid).  A total of 32% of residents discharged were able to return to their home after reaching therapy goals.
Golden Acres continues to exceed expectations as seen in the Ohio Dept. of Aging Family Satisfaction Survey with an overall score of 89.2%.  Economic Challenges: Due to inadequate Medical funding over the past 5 years, Golden Acres is represented by Ohio Health Care’s Skilled Nursing Home Coalition. The coalition is requesting that Governor Strickland increase the statewide average medicated rate by 3% over the next two years so that patient care is not jeopardized.  This action is imperative just to cover the costs of caring for patients who have more care needs require more staff time and increases in medical supplies.


Commissioner Kalo thanked Lorain County Chamber of Commerce, LCCC and Staff for the State of the County addresses and be sure to watch in on tv.
