Lorain County Court of Common Pleas Domestic Relation Division signed by Judge Berta, Judge Basinski & Judge Boros has spent many hours reviewing and working on budget ramifications of the current family court structure.  They respectfully disagree with those who do not support a unified Family Court, can appreciate fiscal prudence which has been cited as a rationale for not supporting that which has been lawfully enacted by the Legislature but believe that pooling the 4 judges and spreading of court duties will better enable the court to move efficiently and quickly to assure the citizens of Lorain County that those cases will be heard in a judicious and respectful manner.  The budgetary adaptations made by the court, combined with pooling of duties and job descriptions have enabled them to ensure both the Commissioners and citizens of Lorain County that they will seek no additional fund dollars to specifically subsidize this new structure of their court.  They will continue to temporarily reduce the drain on the general fund including insurance obligations and consider this crucial to Lorain County and specifically their long-term ability to provide the service they are mandate to provide and pubic has come to expect.  With the assurance that no additional general fund dollars are needed to specifically implement Family Court, they would interpret any additional opposition to Family Court to be political or philosophical in nature and not related to budgetary concerns
