WHEREAS, Lorain County, is submitting an application to the State of Ohio, Ohio Department of Development, for an Industrial Site Improvement Fund (ISIF) Grant, and

WHEREAS, Lorain County is planning to construct infrastructure and road improvements to the proposed Lorain County Airport Industrial Park; and
WHEREAS, the proposed improvements will improve upon the current access road and extend the utilities to the area to make the Industrial Park ready for tenants; and
WHEREAS, The estimated cost of this project approximately One Million Fifty Nine Thousand Two Hundred Dollars ($1,059,200.00), and

Said MOU is considered a part hereof to this resolution and can be found on file in the Commissioners/Purchasing/LCSWMD and Sheriff’s Office as follows:

2009 Lorain County Solid Waste Management District

Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Agreement

With The Lorain County Sheriff’s Department
The Lorain County Solid Waste Management District (District) developed a solid waste management plan that was ratified by the Lorain County political subdivisions and the Lorain County Commissioners.  The Plan Update was approved by the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (Ohio EPA) on December 5, 2007. The Plan Update includes a Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Program. The program includes requirements to work with local law enforcement to determine the feasibility for increased litter law enforcement by 2010.  In addition, consistence with ORC 3734.57(G)(7), revenue from disposal fees may be used to provide financial assistance to local law enforcement agencies having jurisdiction with the district for enforcing anti-littering laws and ordinances.

The Lorain County Commissioners have determined that the solid waste district should implement the Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Program beginning in 2009.  The Sheriff’s Department and the District have developed this Agreement outlining the responsibilities of both departments including the services, term, payment, deliverables, revisions and other requirements.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises, covenants and agreements contained herein, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and adequacy of which is acknowledged herein, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1. Agreement

The District agrees to award Lorain County Sheriff’s Department the amount at a not-to-exceed cost of $192,288.10 for calendar year 2009 enforcement of Ohio anti-litter laws and implementation of the Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Program.

The Sheriff’s Department agrees to employee two (2) deputies assigned full-time to investigate open dump complaints and to prosecute violators, assist in public education of Ohio litter laws and penalties for violations, and enforce all littering and unsecured load laws. The solid waste deputy’s primary responsibility is litter law enforcement; however consideration in the performance of these duties must be made for the prevailing responsibility of the Sheriff to preserve public peace. The solid waste deputy serves as the Sheriff’s office liaison with the District, and will keep the District appraised of all solid waste activity in their jurisdiction for compliance with any state or local rules and regulations. The solid waste deputy will be expected to attend meetings of the Lorain County Commissioners and other District meetings upon request of the Commissioners or District Director to report on specific local litter and open dump enforcement issues.

The District and Sheriff's Department will prepare a specific scope of services or work plan that identifies the details of the work (duties, patrolling hours, jurisdictions etc.) expected under this Agreement. The scope of servicers will be included as Attachment A to this Agreement.
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2. Term

The term of this agreement shall commence on the 26th of March 2009 and terminate on December 31, 2009. The Agreement must be renewed and approved annually by the Lorain County Commissioners.

3. Payments

The District shall allocate in their budget an annual amount of $192,288.10 for the services of the two (2) full-time deputies in 2009. The District shall pay equal quarterly payments after receiving a quarterly invoice statement of $64,096.03 from the Sheriff’s Department.

4. Deliverables

The Sheriff’s Department agrees to file quarterly program status reports to the district by the fifteenth of the month following the close of each calendar quarter. The forms for these reports will be provided by the District.  The first report is due July 15, 2009, the second report is due October 15, 2009 and the final report is due January 15, 2010. The quarterly reports should include all activities since the approval of this Agreement or the pervious quarterly report.

All financial books and records of the Sheriff Department that pertain to the Agreement shall be open to inspection pursuant to Section 9.235 of the Revised Code and shall be held to standards consistence with generally accepted accounting principles.

5. Revisions

If the Sheriff’s Department wishes to revise any portion of this Agreement, a program revision form must be submitted to the district and approved in writing by the District Director prior to the revision becoming effective. The District has the authority to reject any revision if the request is not in compliance with the District’s Solid Waste Management Plan and the approved program.

6. Financial Review

Pursuant to section 9.235 of the Revised Code, the financial books and records of the Sheriff’s Department that pertain to this Agreement shall be open to the inspection by the District.

7. Disposition of the Unspent Funds or Funds Expended on Illegitimate Purposes

At the end of 2009, funds not expended during the year in fulfillment of the services and activities listed in Section 1 of this Agreement and the approved budget must be returned or repaid to the District.  Upon receipt of the final quarterly report for the contract year from the Sheriff’s Department on January 15, 2010, the District will issue a closeout report that states any remaining funds the Sheriff’s Department is due or owing to the district. Repayment shall be made to the District by March 15, 2010.

8. Terminations

This agreement may be terminated by the District upon the occurrence of any of the following;

a. Failure to implement any of the listed activities in Section 1 and Attachment A.

b. Improper use of District funds for items other than personnel used to implement activities in Attachment A;
c. Failure to provide the deliverables listed in Section 4 of this contract to the District by the due dates;
d. Notification from the Sheriff's Department stating a wish to terminate the contract, and return any and all contract funds awarded;
e. A serious shortfall in District funding; and
f. The rendering of a decision by a court that this contract agreement or the contract awarded under this agreement exceeds the authority of the District to award contracts, or is in any other way unlawful, in whole or in part. Termination will occur immediately upon notification of the occurrence of an above listed event. Notification of termination will be sent by certified mail to the Lorain County Sheriff’s Department. Further expenditures of District funds beyond the effective date of termination are prohibited.
9. Equipment Disposition

Any equipment to be purchased shall be negotiated under separate agreement with the solid waste district

10. Entire Agreement

This agreement shall constitute the entire agreement between the parties, and any prior understanding or representations of any kind related to the subject matter of this agreement preceding the date of this agreement shall not be binding upon any party except to the extent incorporated in the agreement.

11. Amendment

This agreement shall not be amended except in writing signed by all parties.

12. Validity of Provisions

Each provision of this agreement shall be valid and enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by law. If any provision or application of a provision shall, to any extent, be judged invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this agreement and the application of that provision to the other circumstances shall not be affected.

13. Assignment

This agreement may not be assigned by either party without prior written consent of the other party.

14. Governing Law

This agreement shall be governed by the laws of Ohio.

The author, whose first novel, the Blues Eye, is set in nearby Lorain, picked Oberlin as one of the favorite sites for the bench, says The New York Times.  The wording on the bench will read: “The bench by the road project was launched by the Toni Morrison Society in honor of Nobel Laureate Toni Morrison, a native of Lorain, Ohio. This bench is placed in memory of the enslaved men, women and children who followed the path of the Underground Railroad and sought refuge in the community of Oberlin, Ohio, in their quests for emancipation. Their spirit endures and will inspire us until every human is raised up to freedom”.  The April 23 dedication will precede Morrison’s Convocation address, “Home,” at 8 p.m. in Oberlin’s Finney Chapel. Her latest novel, A mercy, published in 2008, “makes a spellbinding companion to Beloved, her 1987 tour de force that transformed our understanding of slavery and won the Pulitzer Prize,” says the Washington Post Book World. A book signing will be held after the talk. David Ashenhurst, Oberlin asked about the personnel at Greyhound and why does the county hire these positions.  Commissioner Kalo said when Greyhound was going to move out of the County the County took over this operation through Lorain County Transit, we have two part time employees that handle the tickets, and once the transportation center is completed, they will be transferred there.  County Administrator said once the center is opened, the county possibly would be hiring for Amtrak as well.  Mr. Ashenhurst said he was in New York this past week and Erie/Buffalo have a model transportation system.

Chuck Becker, Lorain said he does not want to dwell on why Sheriff Deputies need to come back, but when he left the meeting Tuesday, he went to the Justice Center and had to almost strip but he had a steel plate in his shoe.  He wonders that there are two deputies, which are mandated but why isn’t the Justice Center taking some of their budgets to apply towards the deputies.  The Sheriff supplies safety more than anyone is this county, he knows there are police officers in other cities but heard that the Commissioners wanted to possible charge the townships for a program that is mandated just like the justice system. If you want money from citizens, you need to look at collecting from the justice system for anyone that is protected by the deputies or go to auxiliary.  Think of financing to keep these people on the road or charge the people where they are working.

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Bill Hemmer, Eaton Township would like to offer a lower solution of 42% pollution in Lorain County, called “trucking” and he asking for the County’s help on this.  If the $200 inspection fee was taken for the septic tanks, approximately, there are 1700 tanks it would generate $340,000/year and could employee about 3 people to inspect and once it is established in Eaton Township then the rest of Lorain County can do, it would cost approximately $31.50/month/resident.  The sewers are to run to Avon Lake, which LORCO was to do over 12 years ago and this plan cost $42/month/resident for the 1st 2,000 gallons and an average person uses 2-4,000 gallons/month, so an average family of 4 would use 12,000 gallons so they would look at paying $92/month plus the tap in fee which is around $20-25/foot.  The residents of Eaton Township need help to get this vital plan implemented, which is better than LORCO.  There is an opinion of the Attorney General and it states that a Township Trustee cannot serve on LORCO board, in which Doug Edwards does, how he can support both. 

Commissioner Kokoski asked who gets the $200 fee.  Mr. Hemmer said the Health Department

County Administrator Cordes said this is a Township Trustee issue and Eaton Township did join LORCO.  There were many litigation discussions that were had, no one listened to Lorain County and the townships received what they did.


Mr. Hemmer said there is no representation at the township level because they represent both. County Administrator Cords said a complaint could be filed with the Prosecutor and Attorney General on the position of sitting on both.


Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said LORCO and the Attorneys are aware of the opinion and Wellington had same issue.


Mr. Hemmer said the ORC established this board and the Governor says it is a County issue, County said it is a Township issue and the Township said it is a state issue.  County Administrator Cordes said LORCO was formed under the ORC and Lorain County was removed from the board, Mr. Hemmer said they are not following the regulations.  

Commissioner Blair said the Commissioners have tried to negotiate for a seat and LORCO will not allow and the County has no authority over LORCO.
Mr. Hemmer said many people in the township are on fixed income and they cannot afford $100/month.

County Administrator Cordes said there are 500 users in the Eaton Wastewater Treatment Plant through the County sanitary engineer and sewers are needed or economic growth and some sewers were granted by annexations.

Commissioner Kalo said Lorain County is not involved, the Trustees need to do something.  Mr. Hemmer said the Trustees do not want to be in LORCO, there was a meeting in Wellington last night and no response.  Commissioner Kalo said township made a decision they joined.

County Administrator Cordes said back in 2001-2003 the county spoke of a similar plan to set up 0% loan pool looking at $25-40/year.

Mr. Hemmer said there are three districts in Eaton; Elyria, Lorain County and LORCO.  County Administrator Cordes said a policy was adopted to sewer by petition because.   

Mr. Hemmer said he is not opposed to sewers and there needs to be a balance of industry and residents.  We have no sheriff protection with the layoffs, and what about a fire department there are over 3,700 homes, no one wants to support the schools, no storm water management and some homes have been built in flood areas
Commissioner Blair said she sent Mr. Hemmers proposal to the County Health District and she read in the newspaper that bids were advertised for on April 9 and Lorain County Planning Commission will meet at 3 pm and under new business there is a 1 year extension on the Carpenter Farms Subdivision, EPA has not given permit to install and she suggested he stay involved.


Sheriff Phil Stammitti thanked the Board for bringing back the two deputies and working on the MOU through Solid Waste
