Mayor Bill Grace, City of Elyria said they started the process a year ago to apply for ISIF grant funds.  Last year, the Board of Commissioners approved the application for St. Joes Center, City of Lorain rather than the City of Elyria’s application.  The City of Elyria has an application for Arnco to expand their current site, in which two Brownfield grants have been received for clean up.  The application has been amended to remove the sprinkler system for a total cost of $580,000.  The City has been working on this process and looked at previous applications that were funded and believe their application has merit. He stated Arnco does conduit for the telecommunication industry, which is growing and they have other sites in South Caroline, Kentucky and Mexico.

Commissioner Kalo said there should have been more participation on the city’s end to get with the county to work as a group.
Commissioner Kokoski & Blair said she feels the same way and would like to see growth in the county and would be willing to rescind the airport grant and support Arnco.  

County Administrator Cordes said he supports Arnco as well but the county has does a tremendous amount of work on the grant for the airport and the City should have been in contact with Growth Partnership/Team Lorain County prior to this.

Commissioner Kokoski said the revenue is $48 million and spending $58 million, equaling $8 million in the carryover and $ 7 million in cuts.  

Commissioner Kokoski said the Board of Elections budget looks lie it has more in 2009 than in 2008.  County Administrator Cordes said the county had supplemented them $7-800,000 for the requirements of the general election and stated he was not sure what requirements are needed this year. 


Commissioner Kokoski said all departments have mandated services, the budgets were cut 20% in the salary accounts, layoffs occurred except the Board of Elections, and they need to do something.

County Administrator Cordes said they have reduced their work hours but does not result in a reduction because they are using their comp time.

Lisa Hobart, Budget Director said $9,000 was taken from salary account last week to cover their payroll

County Administrator Cordes said some departments are in need of money for their workers comp as well.


The Board would like to de-appropriate the Board of Elections, have Jose Candelario, Director come, and explain to the Board.


$200,000 from poll workers; $50,000 from supplies and $50,000 for contract services

County Administrator said some of the accounts that show zero, at one time did have funds in but started to decrease in 2007.  He stated the Commissioners did approve vehicles for the Prosecutors’ office but some of the other county fleet cars are getting old as well and will have to be looked at.  He also stated that the parking deck needs to have some work but we will get a steel plate from the Engineer’s office to shore it off but money is needed there as well.  

Commissioner Kokoski asked about the technology in Probate Court.  Doug Messer, Court Administrator for Domestic Relations stated this was so all the Judges would be using the same technology.

County Administrator asked the Commissioners about the shortage in the various departments workers comp line;
Recorder $8,494.51; Clerk of Courts $15,801.58; Sheriff $59,397.19; Domestic Relations $49,517.10; Board of Revision $240.39; Auditor $3,743.98 and Treasurer $837.31.  

Lisa Hobart, Budget Director said the Auditor’s office is going to pay workers comp based upon the percentage of money available in account to pay bill, bill is due May, but sooner it’s paid the bigger refund.  Domestic Relations transferred money to cover shortfall.

Sheriff said if he was to transfer money from his bare bone budget now that would mean 1 more deputy laid off and the bill was $133,000.

Commissioner Kokoski said the Prosecutors and Commissioners transfer money to cover their accounts and the county has worked hard to bring back the 2 deputies through solid waste money and the Sheriff needs to be covered.

County Administrator Cordes said the county is billed based on lat year and the rates are higher because of the injuries now.
Commissioner Blair said the county would receive no service if another deputy was laid off and additional cost would be incurred

County Administrator Cordes said we could pay now and figure out later but if the sales tax keeps, decreasing additional cuts will be made.
Commissioner Kokoski said take money from Elections to cover Sheriff and other departments would have to figure it out, this is a living document.

Commissioner Kalo told County Administrator Cordes to find it and make the appropriation.
