WHEREAS, Ken Carney, Lorain County Engineer, by letter dated March 24, 2009 submitted the following:

“ Attached please find the 2009 Annual Highway Condition Report.  In addition to our in-house grader hot mix and chip and seal program, the following Resurfacing Program was completed in 2008.

1. Baumhart Road from State Route 20 north to the bike path in Camden Township.

2. Indian Hollow Road from the CSX Railroad to Parsons Road in LaGrange Township.

The cost of the 2008 Resurfacing Program was $483,632.00 of which $430,430.00 or 89% was funded by the Ohio Public Works Commission with the balance of $53,200.00 from MVGT funds.

       The following roadways will be resurfaced this year:

  1.   Baumhart Road from State Route 511 south to the bike path

  2.   Indian Hollow Road from the CSX Railroad to State Route 303

The estimated cost of the 2009 resurfacing program is $448,600.00 of which $399,254.00 or  89% will be funded with Ohio Public Works Funds and the balance of $49,346.00 from MVGT funds.

     
The Colorado Avenue reconstruction project in Sheffield Village will be put out for bids soon.  This project will consist of widening to 3 lanes from the Lorain Corp. line to Abbe Road at a cost of $5,313,000.00 and should be under construction early this year.

The resurfacing of Russia Road from State Route 58 to Oberlin-Elyria Road in Carlisle and New Russia Townships and Station Road from State Route 82 to Sprague Road in Columbia Township will also be put out for bids this spring.  Both of these projects include roadway widening, resurfacing, and drainage improvements.  

The cost of the projects are estimated at $1,585,000 for Russia Road and $2,393,160 for Station Road.  It is anticipated that all 3 of these projects will be funded at 100% with federal funds authorized under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA as known as “Stimulus” funds). Work is also continuing on engineering for future federal aided projects as follows:

1.)  Station Rd. Rehabilitation – Crocker Rd. to State Route 82 - $2,379,300 Estimate

2.)  Griswold Rd. Widening – Lake Ave. to Leona St. - $2,700,000 estimate

3.)  Island Road Rehabilitation – CSX Railroad to Southerly line of Eaton Township -   $1,495,000.00 estimate

4.) Cowley Road Rehabilitation – Crocker Road to State Route 82 - $1,674,000 estimate

5.) Oberlin Road – Russia Road to State Route 113 - $436,000 estimate

6.) Tower Blvd Construction – Elyria Avenue to Falbo Avenue - $3,500,000 estimate

7.) State Route 57 – Railroad to Grafton North Village limits - $3,929,000 estimate

8.) Lear Nagel Reconstruction, State Route 10 to Center Ridge Road - $5,015,000 estimate

9.) Abbe Road Widening – Elyria Corp. limits to State Route 254 - $1,600,000 estimate

As you can see, we have a large schedule of projects which makes a good use of federal funds, OPWC funds and our bond funds for engineering.
