Richard Enty, LCT Interim Director presented a powerpoint presentation on the proposed 2009 service reductions.  He thanked the Board on their continued support of the transit.  He also apologized for last week’s mishap; he did not understand the process when he advertised the service cuts, which were not approved by the board.  

Mr. Enty introduced Sandra Perry, General Manager of First Transit, LCT’s new service provider in which she has over 30 years of service with other transit systems.

Mr. Enty said there is a need for service reductions because of the cutbacks from the Federal and State transit, poor global economy, declining ridership and ever increasing costs.  The county did receive a one time state/noaca cash infusion in 2008 and no cuts were made because of these funds.  
Lorain County Transit has a shortfall of $880,593, which consists of $4,469,444 in revenue, $2,751,309 in operating and $2,598,728 in capital for total expenses of $5,350,037.  The proposed service reductions as of June 1, 2009

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Commissioner Kokoski asked Mr. Enty to explain what is a paratransit.

Mr. Enty said the law requires a paratransit to operate for people that cannot use a fixed route within ¾ miles.  Commissioner Kalo asked what the savings would be; Mr. Enty will have to analysis on this.

Commissioner Kalo said the plugs need to be gapped and all the Sunday service was part of the original proposal.

Commissioner Kokoski said we need to make the cuts that were advertised but any additional would require additional hearing.  

Commissioner Kalo asked about the airport run, Oberlin College uses this route.  Mr. Enty said Oberlin College hired service through Brecksville, which gives them more room for luggage.  Route 33 would save about $150,000.
Commissioner Kokoski said the short-term routes of 33 and 70 and airport gets the county half way there

Commissioner Kao said to do across the board cuts, is not efficient with the ridership.  We need to look at last amount of ridership, discuss with the cities about getting money towards this

Mr. Enty said Route 33 & 70 would be a total of $150,000 for both

Commissioner Kokoski said the numbers are from 2008, which have decreased in the 1st quarter.  We would like to have RSVP or youths that will be utilizing the stimulus money through WDA, ride the bus, find out where these people are coming from, where they are going, etc to get a better handle on this and what the needs really are.

County Administrator Cordes said he thinks the numbers are from 2006-2007; Mr. Twining said 2007/2008.  Mr. Enty said these numbers are from 2008

Ms. Perry, First Transit said by eliminating Routes 33 & 70 this would eliminate 5 drivers and cuts in hours in the office and maintenance.

Commissioner Blair what can the Board do today.

Commissioner Kokoski said eliminate the RTA Cleveland run.  County Administrator said the board should make this decision now because there is about a 3-month cancellation clause.  Commissioner Kalo said there would be no additional savings if this contract were cut, just less expenses.  County Administrator said the Board does not have money to pay this contract in the future.

Commissioner Kokoski asked about dial-a-ride, how long will it take for numbers if we went with the paratransit.  Ms. Perry said awhile. Mr. Twining said his understanding is the board will have it but it was not going to be available today.

Commissioner Kalo said dial a ride is a ¾ miles service for seniors and the disabled and it is a ride from point to point. County Administrator said this would be connector service, which are two different services.

Assistant County Administrator Twining said if the cuts are made with paratransit a hearing will have to be held and look at consolidating 41 & 43

Ms. Perry said 41 and 42 alternate the time line and if route 42 is eliminated the vehicle is out with less hours of service
Commissioner Kalo said hearing would have to be held on all fixed cuts
Commissioner Kokoski asked about the fare increase.  County Administrator Cordes said the resolution was for 5 years but should be reevaluated because there was no consideration in fuel increase.
Commissioner Kalo said the proposed cuts as of June 1 would be;

All Sunday service, RTA service in September get rid of airport and Westlake 33 and 70.  County Administrator Cordes said what about eliminate hours and other routes. Commissioner Kokoski said the board needs to analysis data; County Administrator Cordes said this data would not be available until August/September 2009.

Commissioner Kalo said not comfortable in cutting the hours, should take from the bottom 3rd there are to many riders in the other

Commissioner Blair said eliminate the least used routes rather than service hours.  County Administrator said no weekend service at all.  He said without the sales tax in November, this is only the beginning and the Commissioners support the transit in amount of $500,000 out of the general fund, which is not mandatory and the FTA money is one for one.
Commissioner Kalo said nowhere on proposed service cuts does it say weekend service. County Administrator said no in public hearing and cannot do proposed on a broad base.

Commissioner Kokoski said look at this and what will the cost savings be to eliminate Saturday and Sunday both. Commissioner Kalo asked if the hours are comparable, Ms. Perry said very much the same, dial a ride on Saturday is 2 and 1 on Sunday.  Commissioner Kalo said Saturday service is about $75-76,000.  Ms. Perry said if there is no fixed route service, dial a ride is not provided. Commissioner Kalo said they could hire a cab company and Commissioner Kokoski asked about vouchers to dial riders.  County Administrator Cordes said there is no public transit system that is self-supported.  Commissioner Kokoski said a tax or levy need to be dedicated to provide this service. County Administrator Cordes said Cuyahoga is 1% sales tax and they still struggle.

County Administrator asked about route 21.  Commissioner Kalo said maybe cut 4 hours because it is a popular route 
David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said on behalf of the City with regards to the local government funds that were given to the city, at no time was the city asked or given an opportunity to provide funding for the transit.  Mr. Ashenhurst said Mr. Enty spoke with Oberlin relating to the general service of the transit was to be cut, but never indicated route 33 would be eliminated.  He said if the tax passes in November, the service will be back, and more people would be willing to support.  He said people need to see in the hearings, where the money is spent, how it is acquired, etc.; $800,000 in cuts, $2.5 million in operation and $1.5 million in vehicle operation, $700,000 vehicle replacement. County Administrator said the money is available for capital replacements, which has not been done, because the board has support the matching of capital dollars, and now it has come time to replace rolling stock and with the funding of Ohio toll through NOACA, we received 100% of rolling stock and if not used, we will loose.  Mr. Ashenhurst said $800,000 has to come from operation. County Administrator Cordes said right now there is minimum amount of money is in maintenance.

Commissioner Kalo said Lorain County Transit has the oldest fleet in the State of Ohio. County Administrator said the county has maximized the utilization of local dollars and the fare money to get operating money without unsafe fleet.

Mr. Ashenhurst said he does not feel that evenings should be cut completely, maybe reserve one and riders will have to work out their schedule.

Jeannie Donaldson, Executive Director YWCA said they operate three homeless shelters in Elyria and Lorain. The women depend on the transit service and they have always told them to plan their lives around the transit. She does emphasis on the fiscal times but the neediness of the needy need this service.  The county needs to move forward, times are not always bad but people need the transit and unfortunately, the riders are not the ones that usually pass the levies.  She suggested a task force be established for collaboration and regionalization.  Also maybe Murray Ridge, Mental Health Board and College, etc. when they put their levies on the ballot, why cannot a certain portion of these levy money go towards the transit, since these people use the transit line.  They can get levies past faster  and easier than a levy strictly for transit. 

County Administrator Cordes said if someone were to give money today it would cost $440,000 but we don’t have so all in all cost is $880,000 and there is around $580,000 more to be cut from the discussion earlier.  Public hearings will have to be held but it will take around 6-8 weeks to facilitate process.
Commissioner Kokoski said take the bottom few riderships, people use the least and cut hours as suggested.

Commissioner Kalo said no connectors, Commissioner Blair said there are around 22,000 trips to Amherst, Avon and Oberlin.
Commissioner Blair said a fact figure savings report needs to be done and give Amherst, Avon and Oberlin a chance to respond if they would like to continue service

Mary Beth Evan said if the connectors are cut, you eliminate costs but eliminate revenue because there is no ridership.  County Administrator thanked her from coming and appreciates the email.  He stated the most populated core groups of ridership probably come from Elyria and Lorain.
