COMMISSIONERS REPORT




Commissioner Kokoski wished everyone a Happy and Safe 4th of July.


Commissioner Kalo said after last weeks LCT hearing, a call was received from Nicole Richardson, Chief Staff of Congresswoman Betty Sutton stating that 10% capital stimulus money can be used for operations.  We are in the process now of asking for 20-25% by letter. The International parade was good.  Also he is meeting with Robert Gilchrest, Safety/Service Director, City of Lorain at 2 pm for the closing and relocation of St. Joe’s, Lorain.  County Administrator Cordes said the VA is to maintain a clinic somewhere in Lorain.

Commissioner Blair said her and Recorder Nedwick went to Columbus on Saturday on the Neighbor Assistance Club to Cleveland on July 17-20. Marsha Fudge was in attendance.  More information at www.naca.com “save dream tour” (foreclosure prevention)


Commissioner Blair said her and Commissioner Kalo attended a Lorain County Visit meeting with Mr. Ireland State Tourist Director on the economic development tour.  International parade was good but ran out of candy towards the end.  Commissioner Kalo said lots more people than in previous years.


Commissioner Kokoski was in Dayton at the swearing in of John Pena, 5th District Commander.


Commissioner Blair congratulated Congresswoman Sutton on the legislation to use money for the transit system.  Assistant County Administrator Twining said approximately $400,000 out of $880,000 for AARA monies.  Some of that comes through Cuyahoga back to the county through the urbanized and the other is the amount of $3.6 million the county gives directly to the transit.  They have gone through several scenarios that will be given to the board and probably ask for a motion later today to implement the impact or the adjustments as early as July 11 or 13.  County Administrator Cordes said they have allocated funds from phase 3 transportation center and repositioning areas to bring back the 10% money, which Karen Davis has been doing.  He said some information will be forthcoming shortly and should be no longer than the middle of the month.

Commissioner Kalo said we already cut $150,000 in services, Assistant County Administrator Twining said it was approximately $160,000.  Commissioner Kalo said we still need around $280,000 in cuts.  Assistant County Administrator Twining said he would ask for an Administrative Briefing today for discussion and then go back into open session to make a motion if the board chooses.  County Administrator Cordes said he spoke with Avon Lake on the RTA service regarding the connector service or Park and Ride to Westlake.  Commissioner Kalo said he spoke with Eric Norenberg, Manger, City of Oberlin the other night at a meeting and he thinks they are ready to discuss.  Assistant County Administrator Twining said letters were mailed, Oberlin has expressed interest and North Ridgeville and Avon would like to discuss.

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said based on what was just said, he hopes that if there is public discussion after administrative session the public would be notified.  County Administrator Cordes said he did not think about it because there were public hearings and public discussions.  Mr. Ashenhurst said if there is a motion presented it is not going to be presented after an executive session when no one is present.  County Administrator Cordes said it won’t be in executive session.  Mr. Ashenhurst said you would have to go back into a public meeting and you would not go back to a public meeting without notification.  County Administrator Cordes said the board is still in a public meeting, even after they have had an administrative and/or executive meeting they come out and do whatever action is necessary and adjourn.  Mr. Ashenhurst said everyone leaves.  County Administrator Cordes said an administrative briefing is for information that is given to the board which they have asked for and no one has been asked to leave.
Mr. Ashenhurst said the process has been when the board has reconvened to public meeting after session, the activity is the summary sheet.  County Administrator Cordes said correct, but there are other things that come up. The board is also going to get an administrative briefing from Mr. Carney today at 11 am with regards to the sewer situation, getting information and materials.  Then they can  either come back to the public hearing or they can leave, this is up to the board and it will be done in a public meeting.
Mr. Ashenhurst said he understands but it is not even a matter that is on the agenda for the public meeting today, up until this point.  County Administrator Cordes said at the last meeting it was strongly indicated that they were hoping to make decisions by today.  But what changed after that meeting was the ability to use the funds that President Obama signed into law, which then complicated the issue, because the structural changes were going to be on the agenda and the board has not had an opportunity to be briefed with the changes.
Mr. Ashenhurst said there was no motion or place holder or discussion on agenda, other than what has just occurred today.

Commissioner Kalo said every time this is placed on hold there are additional cuts that have to be made daily. Assistant County Administrator Cordes said it is around $1300 per week.

Commissioner Kalo said to Mr. Ashenhurst, you are assuming the board is going to vote on changes, the board has not agreed.  Mr. Ashenhurst said he is not assuming this.  County Administrator Cordes said they would have the ability, but no one said they are going to do anything, but they made it clear at the last meeting that recommendations were going to be made to the board to have them make decision today.  Mr. Ashenhurst said also, at the last meeting there was not an additional $400,000.  County Administrator Cordes said that is why it is not on the agenda because there has been no time to brief the board based upon those changes.  He said please be patient this has not been easy on anyone.  Assistant County Administrator Twining said Mr. Enty and him have been working on this until 11:30 pm last night and back at it again 6:30 am this morning.

Commissioner Kokoski said part of the puzzle piece missing and possibly not ready to be voted on, is the discussions with the other communities.  In her opinion, as it stands now she would not be ready to vote on it today.

Commissioner Kalo said he does not know because he has not seen the changes.

Mr. Ashenhurst said if the board goes back to a public meeting today to vote on anything other than matters concerning pending litigation or personnel items, he hopes that those who are interested in these discussions would be notified and given an opportunity to come back out.  
David Ashenhurst thanked the Board and the Administrator and anyone else, because he did miss both transit hearings and have read the newspaper coverage. Commissioner Kokoski said you can get a copy of the tapes for a couple of dollars.  Commissioner Kalo said both newspapers had clips of the meetings.  Mr. Ashenhurst said he thinks it is clear to everyone if the sales does not pass, but what can we expect when the sales tax does pass.

Commissioner Kalo said the county is done $660,000 in sales tax and $330,000 in jail tax, he does not think there are any guarantees what will be restored outside the criminal justice system.  Mr. Ashenhurst said he knows there are no guarantees but he would like to see what are the priorities, plans, options, etc., people deserve to know

County Administrator Cordes said they have been working, this is as priority and he has been giving materials to the board and they are planning a campaign, they are planning to be proactive but don’t want to do so to earlier because we have limited resources.  He said himself and Mr. Twining have been sending information to the board by developing positions, budgets and expectations and the realization that we are still wrestling with the fact that additional cuts will be coming this summer with regards to services.  The county needs to maintain the current tax, it is not about passing.  Mr. Ashenhurst said he has not seen the ballot language.  County Administrator said he would like to see Ashenhurst work on this committee, the county has been preparing list, talking to people, gaining support quietly and sometime in mid August will have a meeting put together.

Mr. Ashenhurst asked if every community received a letter like Oberlin in local participation.  He said he had to do double look at the letter and noted that he hopes it was meant to say double digit on unemployment not double digit on inflation.  
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Mr. Ashenhurst said he read an article on line about the closing of St. Joes Community Center and a little unhappy in the way Lorain County Health and Dentistry came off, don’t know all the details, but thinks the idea under the circumstances owing their own building not sure this is a model when money comes from the federal government.
Commissioner Kalo said he is not sure but it is crucial to all the other agencies that a decision is made so they can continue like the Neighborhood House and serving the meals on wheels, this actually becomes a job retention.  Mr. Ashenhurst asked what would happen to the building.  Commissioner Kalo said that will be up to the South Shore board.

County Administrator Cordes said many people have been assisting with this situation and the Health & Dentistry provides service and want them to be successful but they seem to have a different philosophy and service the community rather than individual.  There needs to be a controlled exist with the facility and hopes they can relocate but eventually the building will have to come down because it is in a deplorable condition.  He said in other communities, facilities like this only last 4-5 years, this facility in our county has been open 13-14 years.

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin wanted to note the article in the Plain Dealer regarding public officials in private meetings.  This covers 

various Commissioners throughout the state with how many meetings and executive session they have gives things for people to think about and pay attention too.
Clerk asked to comment on this.  County Administrator Cordes said it was on line and was on the front page of the Plain Dealer and 
wanted to comment as well.  He stated we almost have an executive session at every meeting and topping out with regards to executive session and because this board has not delegated any hiring authority to anybody but the board or any final labor relations but this board and for those actions which we have a large amount of organizations under the view, all have to come back to this board for consideration.  The board has also not delegated any of their authority in regards to resolution of legal issues, so all of these issues have to come back to the board.  We pretty much have a regular session to go over those issues, if they had delegated in a resolution to authorize other people to do these things, they would not have to go into an executive session.

Mrs. Johnson said she has not problem if they go into an executive session on legal issues, which is listed and do and have raised the 
question several times, about hires.  You can do this if you choice between people in a specific job but if you just have a hiring list that could really be done in public.  County administrator Cordes said it can all be done in public if the board so choose, they could do it in public or executive.  Mrs. Johnson said the Director of a particular department can not submit to you a list of hires and it be done in a general meeting.  County Administrator said this is up to the board, there is no random hiring under the board in personnel. Mrs. Johnson gave an example of a school board superintendent submitting a list of who he would like to hire and they approve in public they do not go into an executive session to approve the superintendent recommended list and she suggest that this is the way you are discussing employment in executive session, is probably illegal, won’t argue now but let’s look into it, shall we, County Administrator said we shall.  Commissioner Blair said she thinks they already have, the Assistant Prosecutor sits there and he is there legal advisor and believes he tells them what is appropriate.

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin  said maybe one thing that might alleviate some of the public questions that come up from time to time is the 
first 10 items on the agenda, never see, what are the documents, but it is noted when there is nothing and also it is noted when there is personnel summary sheet.  

County Administrator said the personnel summary sheet becomes a public record after executive session and is available for review.  He 
said you are one of the few people that look through the board business, Mr. Ashenhurst said he never sees items 1-10, Clerk stated it is available but you have never asked to see it.  Commissioner Kokoski showed the requisitions, which is in a separate folder with a recap sheet but it would take all day to read separately.
