PUBLIC COMMENT











(Please limit your comments to three minutes)

Dominic Mannacci, President – Ohio Patrolmen’s Benevolent Association and Lorain County Corrections Officer said the conditions to continue to get worse at the Sheriff’s Office.  There are 100+ male inmates housed in a section and the control room has been shut down because overtime has been suspended due to the budget.  This means there are 2 corrections officers in a housing unit with 106 inmates and no one watching them, it is a very serious situation out there. They don’t represent deputies but they do with the deputy association and spoke with Vice-president Deputy Barnes and they are in dire straits on the road patrol.  It is totally ridiculous to expect one deputy to patrol the entire township.  Also the members of the corrections unit are concerned with the shortage of the deputies; due to the fact that they are their first responders should something happen in the jail; such as a riot or major disturbance.  We also rely on these deputies to provide transport to the hospitals for the inmates.  Lifecare or Lifeflight can not expedite from the jail without a deputy escort.  If there is only one patrol car patrolling the townships tied up on a domestic disturbance, time is of the essence in an emergency situation, when a life is at stake.  He is here today to let the board know that the union, OPBA members of the corrections division was in full support of the imposed tax in January and support the commissioners in the action because it was necessary, even though post tax is not popular but some necessary.  He was on a committee in 1991 for the jail, which took 5 tries to pass this levy to get a ¼% tax and the economy was no where near the shambles as it is now, this will be a hard sell.  He is willing to do whatever it takes to get it passed; he will spearhead a citizens committee to get this out to the public. But right now a tax levy of any sort, is going to be difficult.  He knows that it is more than necessary, there is meaning, and it will bring in more than $14 million per year.  They would like to see the specific language that it is solely specified for the safety services and can only be used for this purpose and also need to know the issue so signs, etc can be made.  He said safety services should always come first, when you get down to cutting services; police, fire, correction in jails this is a serious situation for everyone and if people are released into the community this does not set a good platform for the county.  He stated the Sheriff has put out a memo to the President and Congress stating that it was dishearten that the office did not receive any stimulus monies in grants, especially with what has happened to this county, this is great blow to all but we have to pick yourselves up by the boot straps and do whatever is necessary.  There are a lot of health and safety issues that are a concern and when times get tough the more people get desperate, we need this.


Commissioner Kokoski said we are getting some groups together and will not know until after August 20 what the number will be for 

the tax issue.  This is a tax only for discretionary funding and if you don’t have extra money you will not be paying any taxes. The College has helped them find out the average income in the county is $55,000/year, which would cost about $5/month.  This is not like the Amherst school levy where the taxes increased a lot.  The $5/month is easier to sallow and it will help the county to continue to receiving the grants that are needed for the departments, but the COPS grant is still pending.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said by law the county did state the tax is required for the criminal justice and will be on the ballot, but you can not list all the uses that it will be used for, it is a just a standard form, and it use to be that if you were first in with the issue you were first on the ballot but it is now after August 20 deadline, all issues are assigned a number.  He also stated on behalf of the Prosecutors office he extended their appreciation to the Corrections Officer, Deputies, Sheriff etc. for the job they do.
