Commissioner Kokoski said the Senate passed a bill marking September 16 as American Legion Day

Commissioner Kokoski said the Sheriff provided a list as of September 8 detailing the prisoners in jail.  There were 470 inmates; 450 from the cities; 20 from the townships consisting of 321 felonies and 149 misdemeanors. This is why the sales tax needs to be supported especially by the cities.
Commissioner Kalo said he has been meeting with various organizations getting their support for Issue 4.  There is a website at keepourcountysafe.org and it is in on facebook.

Commissioner Kalo said Michael W. Challender, Sustainability Coordinator, Lorain County Office of Sustainability, GLIDE / Lorain County Growth Partnership will convene a meeting focusing on wind turbine legislation.  The Federal Government and State of Ohio have provided millions to support renewable energy projects.  This money has increased the number of companies installing renewable energy technologies and the number of homeowners, businesses, schools, and municipalities interested in purchasing these technologies to save money on their energy costs and conserve the environment.  Of these technologies, wind turbine installations present several challenges for local governments.

the need and how necessary that this issue needs to be passed.  He is a lifelong resident of the county and has worked for the Sheriff’s office for 17 years in the correction division and served as President of the Lorain County Sheriff’s employees association local 207 and Director of the Ohio Patrolmen’s Benevolent Association.  Over labor day weekend, he attended the Labor Day Fest, Black River Landing, Lorain, which is a fun family day event and is sponsored by the hard working men and women of the county union’s, which are the true backbone of our nation and economy.  As he walked the path, he spoke with many of the union vendors regarding the support for Issue 4, ½% sales tax levy that will be on this November.  He explained that he strongly supports this issue and he stands behind the Commissioners for the imposition of this increase that is earmarked exclusively for safety services and criminal justice. Dan Gouch, Lorain County Community Development Department said the Lorain County Commissioners, in cooperation with the Lorain County General Health District, are pleased to announce that the County has secured a $155,250 grant in order to assist low to moderate income homeowners repair and/or replace existing failing Home Sewage Treatment Systems (HSTS). Funding for this grant from the Ohio Water Pollution Control Loan Fund derives from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA).


These funds will be administered by the Lorain County Community Development Department. There is an extremely limited amount of time for Lorain County homeowners to take advantage of this opportunity. 

- The funds allow for 75% of costs for HSTS repair or replacement to be paid; individual homeowners will be responsible for the remaining 25% of costs.

- These funds are available to households that fall at or below 200% of the Federal poverty level. See this website for detailed income 
guidelines. http://aspe.hhs.gov/poverty/
- The program is available for Lorain County residents within the Lorain County General Health District jurisdiction - City of Avon Lake, City of Elyria, City of Lorain, and City of Vermilion residents are not eligible for funding through this program. 

- The program is time-sensitive. All applications for assistance through this grant must be approved by the Lorain County Community Development Department. All completed HSTS replacement and/or repair work must be inspected by the Lorain County General Health District on or before November 1, 2009, in order to be considered for financial assistance.

- There is no deadline to apply for assistance, but eligible applications will be accepted on a first-come, first-serve basis.
