WHEREAS, on February 23, 2006, pursuant to Resolution No. 06-101 adopted on February 9, 2006, the County issued its Sewer System Improvement Notes, Series 2006A in anticipation of bonds in the aggregate principal amount of $725,000 (the “Series 2006A Notes”) to pay the principal of and interest on and to retire the Series 2005 Notes; and

WHEREAS, on August 21, 2006, pursuant to Resolution Nos. 06-593, 06-594 and 06-595 each adopted July 27, 2006, the County issued its Sewer System Improvement Notes, Series 2006B in anticipation of bonds in the aggregate principal amount of $1,260,000 (the “Series 2006B Notes”) (i) to pay the principal of and interest on and to retire the Series 2006A Notes, (ii) for the purposes stated in Section 1(i)(a) and (ii)(a) hereof and (iii) to pay costs of issuance of the Series 2006B Notes; and
Resolution No. 09-655 cont.

WHEREAS, on November 15, 2006, pursuant to Resolution Nos. 06-819, 06-820, 06-821 and 06-822, each adopted October 26, 2006, the County issued its Sewer System Improvement Notes, Series 2006C in anticipation of bonds in the aggregate principal amount of $3,850,000 (the “Series 2006C Notes”) for the purposes stated in Section 1(i)(c) and (ii)(c) hereof and to pay costs of issuance of the Series 2006C Notes; and

WHEREAS, on August 17, 2007, pursuant to Resolution No. 07-520 adopted on July 19, 2007, the County issued its Sewer System Improvement Notes, Series 2007 in anticipation of bonds in the aggregate principal amount of $5,355,000  (the “Series 2007 Notes”) (i) to pay the principal of and interest on and to retire the Series 2006B Notes and the Series 2006C Notes, (ii) for the purposes stated in Section 1 hereof and (iii) to pay costs of issuance of the Series 2007 Notes; and

WHEREAS, on August 14, 2008, pursuant to Resolution No. 08-526 adopted on July 24, 2008, the County issued its Sewer System Improvement Notes, Series 2008 in anticipation of bonds in the aggregate principal amount of $5,600,000 (the “Series 2008 Notes”) (i) to pay the principal of and interest on and to retire the Series 2007 Notes, (ii) for the purposes stated in Section 1 hereof and (iii) to pay costs of issuance of the Series 2008 Notes; and

WHEREAS, on May 13, 2009, pursuant to Resolution No. 09-265 adopted on April 16, 2009, the County issued its Sewer System Improvement Notes, Series 2009 in anticipation of bonds in the aggregate principal amount of $5,570,000 (the “Outstanding Notes”) (i) to pay the principal of and interest on and to retire the Series 2008 Notes and (ii) to pay costs of issuance of the Outstanding Notes; and

WHEREAS, the Outstanding Notes mature on October 29, 2009; and

WHEREAS, the Board finds and determines that it is in the best interests of the County to retire the Outstanding Notes with the proceeds of the Bonds described in Section 1 hereof;  and

WHEREAS, the County Auditor, as fiscal officer of this County, has certified to this Board that the estimated life or period of usefulness of each of the improvements described in Section 1 hereof is at least five years, the estimated maximum maturity of the Bonds described in Section 1 hereof is 40 years; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 133.30(B) of the Ohio Revised Code, this Board may combine the issue of bonds authorized by this resolution with one or more other bond issues of the County into a single consolidated bond issue for purposes of their sale as a single issue;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio, that:
Section 1.  It is necessary to issue bonds of this County, in the maximum aggregate principal amount of $5,900,000 (the “Bonds”), for the purposes of retiring the Outstanding Notes and paying the issuance costs of the Bonds.  The Outstanding Notes were issued for the following purposes:

(i) paying the costs of preparing the plans, specifications, survey and maps for (a) Sanitary Sewer Improvement No. 107 (as defined in Resolution No. 06-593), Sanitary Sewer Improvement No. 110 (as defined in Resolution No. 06-594), (b) Sanitary Sewer Improvement No. 108 (as defined in Resolution No. 05-146), Sanitary Sewer Improvement No. 109 (as defined in Resolution No. 05-147) and (c) Sanitary Sewer Improvement No. 115 (as defined in Resolution No. 06-819), Sanitary Sewer Improvement No. 116 (as defined in Resolution No. 06-820), Sanitary Sewer Improvement No. 117 (as defined in Resolution No. 06-821) and Sanitary Sewer Improvement No. 118 (as defined in Resolution No. 06-822), all necessary for the collection and treatment of sewage within the County; and
(ii) (a) paying the costs of constructing Sanitary Sewer Improvement Nos. 107 and 110 in the Lorain County general sewer district, (b) paying the costs of constructing Sanitary Sewer Improvement Nos. 108 and 109 in the Lorain County general sewer district and (c) paying the costs of constructing, improving and equipping Sanitary Sewer Improvement Nos. 115, 116, 117 and 118 in the Lorain County general sewer district.


Section 2. 
The Bonds shall be issued in one lot and only as fully registered bonds, in the denominations of $5,000 or any integral multiple thereof, but in no case as to a particular maturity date exceeding the principal amount maturing on that date.  The Bonds shall be dated as of October 1, 2009, unless otherwise specified in the certificate of award providing for the award of the Bonds (the “Certificate of Award”).

The Bonds shall be designated “General Obligation Sewer System Improvement Bonds, Series 2009,” unless otherwise designated in the Certificate of Award.  The Bonds shall bear a weighted average interest rate, determined by taking into account the principal amounts of the Bonds and the terms of maturity or mandatory redemption dates of those principal amounts, not to exceed 6.0% per year (computed on the basis of a 360-day year consisting of twelve, 30-day months).  Interest on the Bonds shall be payable on June 1 and December 1 of each year (the “Interest Payment Dates”), commencing June 1, 2010, unless otherwise specified in the Certificate of Award, until the principal amount has been paid or provided for.  The Bonds shall bear the rate or rates of interest specified in the Certificate of Award; provided, however, that the Bonds of any one stated maturity all shall bear the same rate of interest.  The Bonds shall bear interest from the most recent date to which interest has been paid or provided for or, if no interest has been paid or provided for, from their date.  The County Administrator is hereby authorized to combine the issue of the Bonds with one or more other bond issues of the County into a consolidated bond issue pursuant to Section 133.30(B) of the Ohio Revised Code, provided that such determinations are set forth in the Certificate of Award.


The Bonds may mature or be payable pursuant to Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirements (as hereinafter defined and described) on the principal payment dates (the “Principal Payment Dates”) and in such principal amounts, all as shall be specified in the Certificate of Award, subject to the provisions of the last sentence of this paragraph.  In accordance with the foregoing, the Certificate of 
Award shall specify, among other things:  (i) (A) the aggregate principal amount of Bonds to be issued as serial bonds (being those Bonds designated as such and maturing on the dates as set forth in the Certificate of Award and not subject to the Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirements) (the “Serial Bonds”), (B) the Principal Payment Dates on which the Serial Bonds shall be stated to mature, and (C) the principal amount thereof that shall be stated to mature on each such Principal Payment Date, and (ii) (A) the aggregate principal amount of Bonds to be issued as term bonds (being those Bonds designated as such and maturing on the date or dates as set forth in the Certificate of Award and subject to the Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirements) (the “Term Bonds”), (B) the Principal Payment Date or Dates on which the Term Bonds shall be stated to mature, (C) the principal amount thereof that shall be stated to mature on each such Principal Payment Date, (D) the Principal Payment Date or Dates on which Term Bonds shall be subject to the Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirements and (E) the principal amount thereof that shall be payable pursuant to Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirements on each mandatory sinking fund redemption date.  For purposes of this paragraph and this Resolution, the term “Principal Payment Date” means December 1 in each of the years set forth in the Certificate of Award; provided, however, that in no event shall the maximum maturity of the Bonds be later than December 1, 2049.  Anything contained in this Section 2 to the contrary notwithstanding, the rate or rates of interest per year to be borne by the Bonds, and the principal amount of Bonds maturing or payable pursuant to Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirements on each Principal Payment Date, shall be such that the total principal and interest payments on the Bonds in any fiscal year in which principal is payable is not more than three times the amount of those payments in any other fiscal year.


The Bonds shall be subject to redemption prior to stated maturity as follows:
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(i)
Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption of Term Bonds.  If any of the Bonds are designated in the Certificate of Award as Term Bonds, the Term Bonds shall be subject to mandatory redemption in part by lot and be redeemed pursuant to Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirements, at a redemption price of 100% of the principal amount redeemed, plus accrued interest to the redemption date, on the applicable mandatory redemption dates and in the principal amounts payable on those dates, for which provision is made in the Certificate of Award (such dates and amounts being the “Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirements”).


The total amount of funds to be deposited with the Bond Registrar (as defined in Section 4 hereof) for payment of principal of and interest on any Term Bonds on each mandatory redemption date shall include an amount sufficient to redeem on that date the principal amount of Term Bonds payable on that date pursuant to Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirements (less the amount of any credit as hereinafter provided).


The County shall have the option to deliver to the Bond Registrar for cancellation Term Bonds in any aggregate principal amount and to receive a credit against the then current or any subsequent Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirement (and corresponding mandatory redemption obligation) of the County, as specified by the County Administrator, for Term Bonds stated to mature on the same Principal Payment Date as the Term Bonds so delivered.  That option shall be exercised by the County on or before the 15th day preceding any mandatory redemption date with respect to which the County wishes to obtain a credit, by furnishing the Bond Registrar a certificate, executed by the County Administrator, setting forth the extent of the credit to be applied with respect to the then current or any subsequent Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirement for Term Bonds stated to mature on the same Principal Payment Date.  If the certificate is not timely furnished to the Bond Registrar, the current Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirement (and corresponding mandatory redemption obligation) shall not be reduced.  A credit against the then current or any subsequent Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirement (and corresponding mandatory redemption obligation), as specified by the County Administrator, also shall be received by the County for any Term Bonds that prior thereto have been redeemed (other than through the operation of the applicable Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirements) or purchased for cancellation and canceled by the Bond Registrar, to the extent not applied theretofore as a credit against any Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirement, for Term Bonds stated to mature on the same Principal Payment Date as the Term Bonds so redeemed or purchased and canceled.


Each Term Bond so delivered, or previously redeemed, or purchased and canceled, shall be credited by the Bond Registrar at 100% of the principal amount thereof against the then current or subsequent Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirements (and corresponding mandatory redemption obligations), as specified by the County Administrator, for Term Bonds stated to mature on the same Principal Payment Date as the Term Bonds so delivered, redeemed or purchased and canceled.


(ii)
Optional Redemption.  The Bonds of the maturities, if any, specified in the Certificate of Award shall be subject to redemption by and at the sole option of the County, in whole or in part in integral multiples of $5,000, on the dates, in the years and at the redemption prices (expressed as a percentage of the principal amount to be redeemed), plus accrued interest to the redemption date, to be determined by the County Administrator in the Certificate of Award and the redemption price for the earliest optional redemption date (not including accrued interest) shall not be greater than 102%.


If optional redemption of Term Bonds at a redemption price exceeding 100% of the principal amount to be redeemed is to take place as of any mandatory redemption date applicable to those Term Bonds, the Term Bonds, or portions thereof, to be redeemed optionally shall be selected by lot prior to the selection by lot of the Term Bonds of the same maturity to be redeemed on the same date by operation of the Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirements.  Bonds to be redeemed pursuant to this paragraph shall be redeemed only upon written notice from the County Administrator to the Bond Registrar, given upon the direction of the Board through adoption of a resolution.  That notice shall specify the redemption date and the principal amount of each maturity of Bonds to be redeemed, and shall be given at least 45 days prior to the redemption date or such shorter period as shall be acceptable to the Bond Registrar.  In the event that notice of redemption shall have been given by the Bond Registrar to the registered owners as hereinafter provided, there shall be deposited with the Bond Registrar, on or prior to the redemption date, funds which, in addition to any other moneys available therefor and held by the Bond Registrar, will be sufficient to redeem at the redemption price thereof, plus interest accrued to the redemption date, all of the Bonds for which notice of redemption has been given.


(iii)
Partial Redemption.  If fewer than all of the outstanding Bonds are called for optional redemption at one time and Bonds of more than one maturity are then outstanding, the Bonds that are called shall be Bonds of the maturity or maturities selected by the County.  If fewer than all of the Bonds of a single maturity are to be redeemed, the selection of Bonds of that maturity to be redeemed, or portions thereof in amounts of $5,000 or any integral multiple thereof, shall be made by the Bond Registrar by lot in a manner determined by the Bond Registrar.  In the case of a partial redemption of Bonds by lot when Bonds of denominations greater than $5,000 are then outstanding, each $5,000 unit of principal thereof shall be treated as if it were a separate Bond of the denomination of $5,000.  If it is determined that one or more, but not all, of the $5,000 units of principal amount represented by a Bond are to be called for redemption, then, upon notice of redemption of a $5,000 unit or units, the registered owner of that Bond shall surrender the Bond to the Bond Registrar (A) for payment of the redemption price of the $5,000 unit or units of principal amount called for redemption (including, without limitation, the interest accrued to the redemption date and any premium), and (B) for issuance, without charge to the registered owner, of a new Bond or Bonds of any authorized denomination or denominations in an aggregate principal amount equal to the unmatured and unredeemed portion of, and bearing interest at the same rate and maturing on the same date as, the Bond surrendered.


(iv)
Notice of Redemption.  The notice of the call for redemption of Bonds shall identify (A) by designation, letters, numbers or other distinguishing marks, the Bonds or portions thereof to be redeemed, (B) the redemption price to be paid, (C) the date fixed for redemption, and (D) the place or places where the amounts due upon redemption are payable.  The notice shall be given by the Bond Registrar on behalf of the County by mailing a copy of the redemption notice by first class mail, postage prepaid, at least 30 days prior to the redemption date, to the registered owner of each Bond subject to redemption in whole or in part at the registered owner’s address shown on the Bond Register (as defined in Section 6 hereof) maintained by the Bond Registrar at the close of business on the 15th day preceding that mailing.  Failure to receive notice by mail or any defect in that notice regarding any Bond, however, shall not affect the validity of the proceedings for the redemption of any Bond.


(v)
Payment of Redeemed Bonds.  In the event that notice of redemption shall have been given by the Bond Registrar to the registered owners as provided above, there shall be deposited with the Bond Registrar on or prior to the redemption date, moneys that, in addition to any other moneys available therefor and held by the Bond Registrar, will be sufficient to redeem at the redemption price thereof, plus accrued interest to the redemption date, all of the redeemable Bonds for which notice of redemption has been given.  Notice having been mailed in the manner provided in Section 2, paragraph (iv) hereof, the Bonds and portions thereof called for redemption shall become due and payable on the redemption date, and, subject to Section 6 hereof, upon presentation and surrender thereof at the place or places specified in that notice, shall be paid at the redemption price, plus accrued interest to the redemption date.  If moneys for the redemption of all of the Bonds and portions thereof to be redeemed, together with accrued interest thereon to the redemption date, are held by the Bond Registrar on the redemption date, so as to be available therefor on that date and, if notice of redemption has been deposited in the mail as aforesaid, then from and after the redemption date those Bonds and portions thereof called for redemption shall cease to bear interest, and no longer shall be considered to be outstanding.  If those moneys shall not be so available on the redemption date, or that notice shall not have been deposited in the mail as aforesaid, those Bonds and portions thereof shall continue to bear interest, until they are paid, at the same rate as they would have borne had they 
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not been called for redemption.  All moneys held by the Bond Registrar for the redemption of particular Bonds shall be held in trust for the account of the registered owners thereof and shall be paid to them, respectively, upon presentation and surrender of those Bonds; provided, however, that any interest earned on the moneys so held by the Bond Registrar shall be for the account of and paid to the County to the extent not required for the payment of the Bonds called for redemption.


Section 3.
The Bonds shall be executed by at least two members of the Board and by the County Auditor, in the name and on behalf of the County.  In the absence of the County Auditor, the Bonds must be signed by any deputy County Auditor.  Any or all of the signatures on the Bonds may be a facsimile.  The Bonds shall be issued in the denominations and numbers as requested by the Original Purchaser (as hereinafter defined) and approved by the County Administrator; provided, however, that the entire principal amount of any single maturity may be represented by a single bond.  The Bonds shall be numbered as determined by the County Administrator and shall express upon their faces the purpose, in summary terms, for which they are issued and that they are issued pursuant to this Resolution and the Bond proceedings.  No Bond shall be valid or obligatory for any purpose or shall be entitled to any security or benefit under this Resolution unless and until the certificate of authentication printed on the Bond is executed by the Bond Registrar, as authenticating agent.  Authentication by the Bond Registrar shall be conclusive evidence that the Bond so authenticated has been duly issued, executed and delivered under, and is entitled to the security and benefit of, this Resolution and the Bond proceedings.  The certificate of authentication may be executed by any authorized officer or employee of the Bond Registrar or by any other person acting as an agent of the Bond Registrar and approved by the Clerk of the Board in the name and on behalf of the County.  The same person need not execute the certificate of authentication on all of the Bonds.


Section 4.
The Huntington National Bank, Cleveland, Ohio is appointed to act as the authenticating agent, bond registrar, transfer agent and paying agent for the Bonds (the “Bond Registrar”).  The County Administrator shall execute and deliver, in the name and on behalf of the County, the Bond Registrar Agreement between the County and the Bond Registrar (the “Bond Registrar Agreement”) in substantially the form as is now on file with the Clerk of the Board.  The Bond Registrar Agreement is approved, together with any changes or amendments that are not inconsistent with this Resolution and not substantially adverse to the County and that are approved by the County Administrator in the name and on behalf of the County, all of which shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution of the Bond Registrar Agreement or amendments to it.  The County Administrator shall provide for the payment of the services rendered and for reimbursement of expenses incurred pursuant to the Bond Registrar Agreement from the proceeds of the Bonds to the extent available and then from other money lawfully available and appropriated or to be appropriated for that purpose.


Section 5.
The debt charges on the Bonds shall be payable in lawful money of the United States of America without deduction for the services of the Bond Registrar as paying agent.  The principal shall be payable when due upon presentation and surrender of the Bonds at the office of the Bond Registrar.  Interest on a Bond shall be paid on each Interest Payment Date by check or draft mailed to the person in whose name the Bond was registered on, and to that person’s address appearing on, the Bond Register at the close of business on the 15th day of the calendar month next preceding that Interest Payment Date (the “Record Date”).


Section 6.
So long as any of the Bonds remains outstanding, the County will cause the Bond Registrar to maintain and keep at its office all books and records necessary for the registration, exchange and transfer of Bonds as provided in this Section 6 (the “Bond Register”).  Subject to the provisions of Section 5 hereof, the person in whose name a Bond is registered on the Bond Register shall be regarded as the absolute owner of that Bond for all purposes of this Resolution.  Payment of or on account of the debt charges on any Bond shall be made only to, upon the order of, and as directed by that person, and neither the County nor the Bond Registrar shall be affected by any notice to the contrary, but the registration may be changed as provided in this Section 6.  All such payments shall be valid and effectual to satisfy and discharge the County’s liability upon the Bond, including interest, to the extent of the amount or amounts so paid.


Subject to the requirements of the book-entry system as hereinafter in this Section 6 provided, any Bond may be exchanged for Bonds of any authorized denomination upon presentation and surrender at the office of the Bond Registrar, together with a request for exchange executed by the registered owner or by a person legally empowered to do so in a form satisfactory to the Bond Registrar.  A Bond may be transferred only on the Bond Register upon presentation and surrender of the Bond at the office of the Bond Registrar together with an assignment executed by the registered owner or by a person legally empowered to do so in a form satisfactory to the Bond Registrar.  Upon exchange or transfer the Bond Registrar shall complete, authenticate and deliver a new Bond or Bonds of any authorized denomination or denominations requested by the owner equal in the aggregate to the unmatured principal amount of the Bond surrendered and bearing interest at the same rate and maturing on the same date.


If manual signatures on behalf of the County are required, the Bond Registrar shall undertake the exchange or transfer of Bonds only after the new Bonds are executed by the authorized officers of the County.  In all cases of Bonds exchanged or transferred, the County shall execute and the Bond Registrar shall authenticate and deliver Bonds in accordance with the provisions of this Resolution.  The exchange or transfer shall be without charge to the owner, except that the County and Bond Registrar may make a charge sufficient to reimburse them for any tax or other governmental charge required to be paid with respect to the exchange or transfer.  The County or the Bond Registrar may require that those charges, if any, be paid before the procedure is begun for the exchange or transfer.  All Bonds issued and authenticated upon any exchange or transfer shall be valid obligations of the County, evidencing the same debt, and entitled to the same security and benefit under this Resolution, as the Bonds surrendered upon that exchange or transfer.


Notwithstanding any other provisions of this Resolution, and unless otherwise provided in the Certificate of Award, the Bonds shall be issued in book-entry form in accordance with the provisions of this Section 6.  As used in this Section 6 and this Resolution:


“Book-entry form” or “book-entry system” means a form or system under which (i) the ownership of beneficial interests in Bonds and the principal of and interest on the Bonds may be transferred only through a book-entry, and (ii) physical Bond certificates in fully registered form are issued by the County only to a Depository or its nominee as registered owner, with the Bonds “immobilized” in the custody of the Depository.  The book-entry maintained by others than the County is the record that identifies the owners of beneficial interests in those Bonds and that principal and interest.


“Depository” means any securities depository that is a clearing agency under federal law operating and maintaining, with its Participants or otherwise, a book-entry system to record ownership of beneficial interests in Bonds or the principal and interest, and to effect transfers of Bonds, in book-entry form, and includes and means initially The Depository Trust Company (a limited purpose trust company), New York, New York.


“Participant” means any participant contracting with a Depository under a book-entry system and includes security brokers and dealers, banks and trust companies, and clearing corporations.


The Bonds may be issued to a Depository for use in a book-entry system and, if and as long as a book-entry system is utilized, (A) the Bonds may be issued in the form of a single, fully registered Bond representing each maturity and registered in the name of the Depository or its nominee, as registered owner, and immobilized in the custody of the Depository; (B) the beneficial owners in book-entry form shall have no right to receive Bonds in the form of physical securities or certificates; (C) ownership of beneficial interests in book-entry form shall be shown by book-entry on the system maintained and operated by the Depository and its Participants, and transfers of the ownership of beneficial interests

shall be made only by book-entry by the Depository and its Participants; and (D) the Bonds as such shall not be transferable or exchangeable, except for transfer to another Depository or to another nominee of a Depository, without further action by the County.


If any Depository determines not to continue to act as a Depository for the Bonds for use in a book-entry system, the County Administrator may attempt to establish a securities depository/book-entry relationship with another qualified Depository.  If the County Administrator does not or is unable to do so, the County Administrator, after making provision for notification of the beneficial owners by the then Depository and any other arrangements deemed necessary, shall permit withdrawal of the Bonds from the Depository, and authenticate and deliver bond certificates in registered form to the assigns of the Depository or its nominee, all at the cost and expense (including any costs of printing), if the event is not the result of County action or inaction, of those persons requesting such issuance.


The County Administrator is also hereby authorized and directed to the extent necessary or required to enter into any agreements determined necessary in connection with the book-entry system for the Bonds, after determining that the execution thereof will not endanger the funds or securities of the County and after the approval of the form of any such agreement by the County Prosecutor.


Section 7.
In accordance with this Resolution, the Bonds shall be and hereby are awarded and sold at private sale to RBC Capital Markets Corporation, Columbus, Ohio (the “Original Purchaser”) at a purchase price and with interest rates and other terms provided herein to be designated in the Certificate of Award, but at not less than 97% of the par value thereof.  The County Administrator is hereby authorized to execute and deliver the Certificate of Award containing such terms as are required or authorized by this Resolution to be specified in the Certificate of Award, together with such other terms not inconsistent with this Resolution and not substantially adverse to the County that are approved by the County Administrator, all of which shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution thereof by the County Administrator, in accordance with law, and pursuant to a bond purchase agreement entered into by and between the Original Purchaser and the County (the “Bond Purchase Agreement”).  The County Administrator is hereby authorized to execute and deliver the Bond Purchase Agreement which shall be in substantially the form as is now on file with the Clerk of the Board with terms not inconsistent with this Resolution and the Certificate of Award and not substantially adverse to the County, all of which shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution thereof by the County Administrator.  The Clerk of the Board shall cause the Bonds to be prepared and executed and delivered, together with a true transcript of proceedings with reference to the issuance of the Bonds, to the Original Purchaser upon payment of the purchase price.  Any member of the Board, the Clerk of the Board, the County Auditor, the County Administrator and other County officials, as appropriate, are each authorized and directed to execute any transcript certificates, financial statements and other documents and instruments and to take such actions as are necessary or appropriate to consummate the transactions contemplated by this Resolution.


Section 8.  
The use and distribution of an official statement of the County relating to the original issuance of the Bonds in substantially the form now on file with the Clerk of the Board are approved.  The County Administrator and any member of the Board, each or all, are authorized, in the name and on behalf of the County, to complete that official statement and with such modifications, changes and supplements as any one or all of those officers shall approve or authorize for the purpose of preparing and determining, and to certify or otherwise represent, that official statement is a “deemed final” official statement (except for permitted omissions) as of its date for purposes of SEC Rule 15c2‑12(b)(1) or is a final official statement for purposes of SEC Rule 15c2-12(b)(3) and (4).


The preliminary official statement and the final official statement, and any amendments or supplements thereto, in connection with the original issuance of the Bonds may be used and distributed as necessary or appropriate.  The County Administrator and any member of the Board, each or all of them, are also authorized to execute and deliver, in the name and on behalf of the County, the final official statement, together with such certificates in connection with the accuracy of the final official statement and any amendment thereto as may, in their judgment, be necessary or appropriate.


As used in this Section 8 and this Resolution:


“Bond proceedings” means, collectively, this Resolution, the Certificate of Award, the Continuing Disclosure Agreement, the Bond Registrar Agreement, the Bond Purchase Agreement and such other proceedings of the County, including the executed Bonds, that provide collectively for, among other things, the rights of holders and beneficial owners of the Bonds.


“Continuing Disclosure Agreement” means the agreement authorized herein to be substantially in the form on file with the Clerk of the Board and which shall constitute the continuing disclosure agreement made by the County for the benefit of the holders and beneficial owners of the Bonds in accordance with the Rule.


“Rule” means Rule 15c2-12 promulgated by the SEC pursuant to the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended.


“SEC” means the Securities and Exchange Commission.


For the benefit of the holders and beneficial owners from time to time of the Bonds, the County agrees, in accordance with, and as the only obligated person with respect to the Bonds under the Rule, to provide or cause to be provided such financial information and operating data, financial statements and notices, in such manner, as may be required for purposes of the Rule.  In order to describe and specify certain terms of the Continuing Disclosure Agreement for that purpose, and thereby to implement that Continuing Disclosure Agreement, including provisions for enforcement, amendment and termination, the County Administrator and at least two members of the Board are authorized and directed to execute and deliver, in the name and on behalf of the County, the Continuing Disclosure Agreement, with any changes or amendments that are not inconsistent with this Resolution and not substantially adverse to the County and that are approved by the County Administrator in the name and on behalf of the County, all of which shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution of the Continuing Disclosure Agreement or amendments to it.  The Continuing Disclosure Agreement shall be subject to the availability of funds and the annual appropriation to meet costs the County would be required to incur to perform its obligations thereunder.


The County Administrator is further authorized and directed to establish procedures in order to ensure compliance by the County with its Continuing Disclosure Agreement, including the timely provision of information and notices.  Prior to making any filing in accordance with the Continuing Disclosure Agreement or providing notice of the occurrence of any other events, the County Administrator shall consult with, as appropriate, the County Auditor, the legal counsel and bond or other qualified, independent, special counsel to the County.  The County Administrator, acting in the name and on behalf of the County, shall be entitled to rely upon any legal advice provided by any such counsel in determining whether a filing should be made.


Section 9.
The proceeds from the sale of the Bonds are appropriated and may be used for the purposes set forth in Section 1 hereof and for payment, to the extent not paid by others, of the costs of issuing and servicing the Bonds, printing and delivery of the Bonds, legal services including obtaining the approving legal opinion of bond counsel, any Bond Registrar fees and expenses, rating agency and Ohio Municipal Advisory Council fees and expenses, any fees or premiums relating to municipal bond insurance or other security arrangements determined necessary by the County Administrator, and all other costs incurred or incidental to those purposes.  All amounts necessary to pay those costs and fees are hereby appropriated from the proceeds of the Bonds, and the County Auditor is hereby authorized and directed to make appropriate certifications as to the availability of funds for those costs and fees, to the extent they shall be obligations of the Board, as the 
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amounts thereof become known and shall encumber those amounts immediately upon such certification, but not in excess of the appropriation made herein, and to issue an appropriate order for their timely payment as the same shall become due and payable.  Any portion of those proceeds representing premium received by the County, capitalized interest or accrued interest shall be paid into the Bond Retirement Fund.


Section 10.
There shall be levied on all the taxable property in the County, in addition to all other taxes, a direct tax annually during the period the Bonds are outstanding in an amount sufficient to pay the debt charges on the Bonds when due, which tax shall not be less than the interest and sinking fund tax required by Section 11 of Article XII of the Ohio Constitution.  The tax shall be within the ten-mill limitation imposed by law, shall be and is ordered computed, certified, levied and extended upon the tax duplicate and collected by the same officers, in the same manner and at the same time that taxes for general purposes for each of those years are certified, levied, extended and collected, and shall be placed before and in preference to all other items and for the full amount thereof.  The proceeds of the tax levy shall be placed in the Bond Retirement Fund, which is irrevocably pledged for the payment of the debt charges on the Bonds when and as the same fall due.  In each year, to the extent revenues from the County’s sanitary sewer system are available for the payment of the debt service charges on the Bonds or bonds issued to refund the Bonds, and are appropriated for that purpose, the amount of the tax shall be reduced by the amount of such money or other funds so available and appropriated. In addition, the County does hereby pledge its full faith and credit for the payment of debt service on the Bonds when and as the same fall due.  Included in this pledge are all funds of the County, except those specifically limited to another use or prohibited from that use by the Ohio Constitution, or Ohio or federal law.  Those exceptions include, without limitation, highway use receipts, tax levies voted for specific purposes, special assessments pledged to particular bonds or notes, and certain utility revenues.  


Section 11.
The County covenants that it will use, and will restrict the use and investment of, the proceeds of the Bonds in such manner and to such extent as may be necessary so that (a) the Bonds will not (i) constitute private activity bonds, arbitrage bonds or hedge bonds under Sections 141, 148 or 149 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”) or (ii) be treated other than as bonds to which Section 103(a) of the Code applies, and (b) the interest thereon will not be treated as an item of tax preference under Section 57 of the Code.


The County further covenants that (a) it will take or cause to be taken such actions that may be required of it for the interest on the Bonds to be and to remain excluded from gross income for federal income tax purposes, (b) it will not take or authorize to be taken any actions that would adversely affect that exclusion, and (c) it, or persons acting for it, will, among other acts of compliance, (i) apply the proceeds of the Bonds to the governmental purpose of the borrowing, (ii) restrict the yield on investment property acquired with those proceeds, (iii) make timely and adequate payments to the federal government, (iv) maintain books and records and make calculations and reports, and (v) refrain from certain uses of those proceeds, and, as applicable, of property financed with such proceeds, all in such manner and to the extent necessary to assure such exclusion of that interest under the Code.

The Bonds are hereby designated as “qualified tax-exempt obligations” for purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.  In that connection, the County hereby represents and covenants that it, together with all its subordinate entities or entities that issue obligations on its behalf, or on behalf of which it issues obligations, in or during the calendar year in which the Bonds are issued, (i)  have not issued and will not issue tax-exempt obligations designated as “qualified tax-exempt obligations” for purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, including the Bonds, in an aggregate amount in excess of $30,000,000, and (ii) have not issued, do not reasonably anticipate issuing, and will not issue, tax-exempt obligations (including the Bonds, but excluding obligations, other than qualified 501(c)(3) bonds as defined in Section 145 of the Code, that are private activity bonds as defined in Section 141 of the Code, and excluding refunding obligations that are not advance refunding obligations as defined in Section 149(d)(5) of the Code) in an aggregate amount exceeding $30,000,000, unless the County first obtains a written opinion of nationally recognized bond counsel that such designation or issuance, as applicable, will not adversely affect the status of the Bonds as “qualified tax-exempt obligations.”  Further, the County represents and covenants that, during any time or in any manner as might affect the status of the Bonds as “qualified tax-exempt obligations,” it has not formed or participated in the formation of, or benefited from or availed itself of, any entity in order to avoid the purposes of subparagraph (C) or (D) of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, and will not form, participate in the formation of, or benefit from or avail itself of, any such entity.  The County further represents that the Bonds are not being issued as part of a direct or indirect composite issue that combines issues or lots of tax-exempt obligations of different issuers.

The County Administrator, the County Auditor or any other officer of the County having responsibility for issuance of the Bonds is hereby authorized (a) to make or effect any election, selection, designation, choice, consent, approval or waiver on behalf of the County with respect to the Bonds as the County is permitted or required to make or give under the federal income tax laws, including, without limitation thereto, any of the elections provided for in Section 148(f)(4)(C) of the Code or available under Section 148 of the Code, for the purpose of assuring, enhancing or protecting favorable tax treatment or status of the Bonds or interest thereon or assisting compliance with requirements for that purpose, reducing the burden or expense of such compliance, reducing the rebate amount or payments or penalties, or making payments of special amounts in lieu of making computations to determine, or paying, excess earnings as rebate, or obviating those amounts or payments, as determined by that officer, which action shall be in writing and executed by the officer, (b) to take any and all other actions, make or obtain 
calculations, make payments, and make or give reports, covenants and certifications of and on behalf of the County, as may be appropriate to assure the exclusion of interest from gross income and the intended tax status of the Bonds, and (c) to give one or more appropriate certificates of the County, for inclusion in the transcript of proceedings for the Bonds, setting forth the reasonable expectations of the County regarding the amount and use of all the proceeds of the Bonds, the facts, circumstances and estimates on which they are based, and other facts and circumstances relevant to the tax treatment of the interest on and the tax status of the Bonds.


Each covenant made in this Section 11 with respect to the Bonds is also made with respect to all issues any portion of the debt service on which is paid from proceeds of the Bonds (and, if different, the original issue and any refunding issues in a series of refundings), to the extent such compliance is necessary to assure exclusion of interest on the Bonds from gross income for federal income tax purposes, and the officers identified above are authorized to take actions with respect to those issues as they are authorized in this Section 11 to take with respect to the Bonds.


Section 12.
If he determines it to be in the best interests of the County, the County Administrator is hereby authorized, in the name and on behalf of the County, to apply for and accept a commitment for municipal bond insurance issued by a nationally-recognized municipal bond insurance company insuring the payment when due of the principal of and interest on the Bonds, to apply for a rating on the Bonds from one or more nationally-recognized rating organizations, and to do any and all things and take any and all actions required to secure a policy of municipal bond insurance and/or a rating or ratings on the Bonds, including, but not limited to, the entering into of agreements in the name and on behalf of this County necessary to secure a policy of municipal bond insurance which agreements may be in separate documents or included in the Bond Purchase Agreement, the Bond Registrar Agreement or the Certificate of Award, or any combination thereof.


Section 13.
The Clerk of the Board is directed to deliver a certified copy of this Resolution and the Certificate of Award to the County Auditor.


Section 14.
The Board determines that all acts and conditions necessary to be performed by the County or to have been met precedent to and in the issuing of the Bonds in order to make them legal, valid and binding general obligations of the County have been performed and have been met, or will at the time of delivery of the Bonds have been performed and have been met, in regular and due form as required by law; that the full faith and credit and general property taxing power (as described in Section 10 hereof) of the County are pledged for 
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the timely payment of the debt charges on the Bonds; and that no statutory or constitutional limitation of indebtedness or taxation will have been exceeded in the issuance of the Bonds.


Section 15.
The Board finds and determines that all formal actions of the Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were taken in an open meeting of the Board and that all deliberations of the Board and of any committees that resulted in those formal actions were in meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.


Section 16.
This Resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its adoption.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING, SOLELY FOR THE PURPOSE OF SECTION 147(f) OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1986, THE ISSUANCE BY THE LORAIN COUNTY PORT AUTHORITY OF NOT TO EXCEED $8,500,000 LORAIN COUNTY PORT AUTHORITY VARIABLE RATE REVENUE BONDS (NATIONAL BRONZE & METALS, INC. PROJECT), SERIES 2009


The Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio met in regular session in the J. Grant Keys Administration Building, 226 Middle Avenue, Elyria, Ohio, on September 24, 2009, with the following members present:

Commissioner Lori Kokoski, President

Commissioner Ted Kalo, Vice-President

Commissioner Betty Blair, Member

Commissioner Kokoski moved the adoption of the following resolution.  Commissioner Kalo seconded the motion.


WHEREAS, the County of Lorain, Ohio, an Ohio county and political subdivision (the “County”) has heretofore, by resolution of its Board of County Commissioners (the “Board”), created the Lorain County Port Authority, a port authority and body corporate and politic (the “Port Authority”); and


WHEREAS, the Port Authority proposes to issue its Variable Rate Revenue Bonds (National Bronze & Metals, Inc. Project), Series 2009, pursuant to Chapter 4582, Ohio Revised Code, and Section 13 of Article VIII, Ohio Constitution, in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $8,500,000 (the “Bonds”) to assist National Bronze & Metals, Inc., a Texas corporation (the “Borrower”), in financing the costs of acquiring, constructing, equipping, and improving port authority facilities (the “Project”) within the geographical jurisdiction of the County; and


WHEREAS, the Bonds will be special obligations of the Port Authority and will not constitute a debt or pledge of the faith and credit or the taxing power of the Port Authority or the County; and


WHEREAS, the Port Authority has certified to the County that the Board of Directors of the Port Authority has held a public hearing concerning issuance of the Bonds following reasonable public notice, all in accordance with Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”), and has adopted a resolution authorizing the issuance of the Bonds (the “Bond Resolution”); and
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WHEREAS, Section 147(f) of the Code requires, as a prerequisite to the issuance of the Bonds, that this Board approve the issuance of the Bonds as the “applicable elected representative” for the Port Authority under, and solely for the purpose of satisfying, the requirements of Section 147(f) of the Code; and


WHEREAS, the Borrower has agreed to enter into an Indemnification Agreement (the “Indemnification Agreement”) with this County, pursuant to which it will reimburse and indemnify the County for any cost or liability arising from the County’s approval of the Bonds;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio, that:


Section 1.  Public Approval.  This Board, as the “applicable elected representative” with respect to the Port Authority for purposes of Section 147(f) of the Code, and in reliance on the findings and determinations of the Port Authority contained in the Bond Resolution, hereby approves the issuance of the Bonds in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $8,500,000, for purposes of assisting the Borrower in financing costs of the Project, as more particularly described in the Port Authority’s notice of its public hearing, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit A.  The foregoing approval is given in accordance with and solely to satisfy the requirements of Section 147(f) of the Code and does not obligate the County in any way with respect to the Bonds or the Project.


Section 2.  Indemnification Agreement.  Any two members of this Board are hereby authorized and directed to sign and deliver the Indemnification Agreement in substantially the form attached as Exhibit B hereto.


Section 3.  Compliance with Open Meeting Requirements.  This Board finds and determines that all formal actions relative to the adoption of this Resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and of any of its committees that resulted in those formal actions were in meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.  


Section 4.  Effective Date.  This Resolution will take effect and be in force immediately upon its adoption.

· Employee from Bay Mechanical & Electrical utilizing the new welding lab at JVS.
· Professional development training was an integral part of increasing the knowledge base of many of the employees who participated in the Project TEN grant initiative.
· Diversity training, illustrated in the upper left photo from Lorain National Bank, connected people’s preconceived notions about race, gender, and ethnicity; shedding new light on how to interact internally and externally with customers to be more inclusive.
· Blueprint reading, a vital technical skill in several industries, is used to produce precision parts, design complex electrical or mechanical components, or layout mechanical systems in construction.  The photo on the right was taken at Bay Mechanical & Electrical.
· Supervisory training, illustrated in the photo on the lower left from Shiloh Industries, was a popular training topic and provided front line employees with the skills to motivate performance and increase productivity.

Northern Ohio Poison Center serves over 302,000 citizens of Lorain County. During January 1, 2009 – June 30, 2009. In the first half of 2009, 1,734 calls were handled with 787 human exposures and they triaged and medically managed 634 on site (78%) call without referral to a healthcare facility saving the citizens 558 unnecessary ed visits and medical evaluations resulting in a cost of savings of over $756,000. During the 2nd half NOPC was consulted by physicians on 43 hospitalized poisoned patients at healthcare facility which saved more than $2,100 per patient saving the county $90,300. NOPC provide Lorain County with substantial savings I healthcare costs and resources with poising managed both at home and in the hospital which approximately $846,000 for first half of 2009.  NOPC relies on federal, state and local grants to subsidize the operations. Cuyahoga County has provided financial support and they are in the process of reaching out to additional counties to seek some funding.  

NOPC operates 24 hour toll free seasonal influenza/H1N1 influenza hotline for Rainbow Babies Children’s Hospital/University Hospital Case Medical Center and the Cuyahoga Board of health and would like to extend this service to Lorain County for a modest fee of $7,000 which would cover cost of 5 calls a day for October 15, 2009 – May 15, 2010.

She found some old notes, which were given to the Oberlin Archives and some are in her handwriting, others are in Lola’s about what she wanted to say at the Commissioners meeting at that time but was not allowed say, at the end of the first page, very large handwriting, double spaced, she said she was “cut off”. She would really like to recognize her and her efforts in the interest of good citizenship and all aspects that government is being watched at all times.
