Responses that reflect under utilization or a lack of awareness of local services came from the executives who decline to answer, did not know about programs, or never used the services available.

These results make evident why the Lorain County Business Connection is an important and valuable resource to link business with assistance opportunities from Lorain County service programs, such as the SBDC and WDA.



Pam Fechter, Team Lorain County said the opportunities for assistance have been;

· Workforce Attraction - 14 issues identified these issues dealt with recruitment of employees, job postings, internships, retention and other issues pertaining to attracting and retaining the appropriate talent to meet employer needs.  The Employment netWork, the JVS or LCCC Employment and Career Services received these issues for follow-up.
· Workforce Training - 21 issues identified these issues dealt with all training requests ranging from basic skills to high-level managerial training. The Employment netWork, the JVS or LCCC training resources typically received these issues for follow-up.  Ross Environmental and Equity Trust received Project TEN grants from Business Connection follow-up efforts.
· Facility Expansion Support - 23 issues identified Facility expansion issues were those that identified short term and long-term expansion needs for local companies or companies that had available space for rent or lease.  Team Lorain County typically received these referrals for follow-up assistance.  Team Lorain County entered available facilities that were not in the State of Ohio Property Inventory Database (ProCure).
· Streets and Highways (Local) - 14 issues identified City of Elyria and City of Lorain economic development organizations received these issues for follow-up.  Requests in other cities are still pending.
· Business Development – 49 issues identified Issues in this category vary from business plan development, financial assistance, business-to-business referrals, and connections to LCGP Partner resources.  Many issues are on going and additional follow-up is required.  Companies such as Parker Hannifin, BASF, Metal Marker, and IRSS received assistance during Year 1.
· Community Based Problems – 22 issues identified these issues related to areas such as public transportation, technological infrastructure needs, taxes, and zoning.  City of Elyria and City of Lorain economic development organizations received these referrals for follow-up.   Requests in other cities are still pending.
· Utility Issues - 57 issues identified.  The majority of issues related to electric, telecommunications, and internet access / speed.  As Year 1 finding indicate, the local business community feels they do not have a strong voice toward successful resolution of these issues.  Business Connection requests the assistance and direction from the Leadership Team toward collective collaboration to address these company concerns.
