This is the 17th of the 24 emergency service provides to seek dispatching through the county.  Lorain County 911 Communications Center serves as central answering site for the county. This center is staffed with professional dispatchers that ware trained to handle all types of emergency situation. In an emergency response situation the 911 center maintains its communications links. Utilizing Lorain County’s existing 911 dispatching services will afford an opportunity provided efficient and beneficial services to all citizens of Lorain County.  Lorain County 911 is the primary safety answering point (PSAP) in Loran County. The county ahs always worked with multiple secondary psap’s located in police, fire and ems agencies through Lorain County.


The County 911 agency continues its commitment to improve services while containing their cots to the taxpayers. Focusing on these two primary 

objectives are critical in our efforts to accomplish the goal of providing excellent service to the citizens of Lorain County. Elyria Fire Chief Benton said, The discussion leading up to this agreement as well as our experience with the dispatching during the test period indicates this will be a long and productive experience for the city and the county. It has also been a great experience working with the 911 staff or professional and courteous individuals”


This collaborative governmental approach will reduce costs while improving series. The change will allow for improved response items, streamline emergency communications with other agencies and permit a more efficient use of personnel.
