Clerk stated the amount of $30,558,664 was not listed on the agenda, because the Budget Department just provided this information this morning.

Commissioner Kokoski said the total general fund budget is $47,404,104, but we will only be passing the 1st quarter today being $30,558,664.  The total criminal justice fund is $6,809,000 ($2,309,000 Prosecutor Salary/PERS/Medicare & $4.5 million allocated to jail) for a total general fund & criminal justice to be $54,213,102.00.
The county departments will receive 3% cuts in the salary and pers for the following:

Commissioners (all departments); Auditor, Common Pleas Court, Domestic Relations Court, Probate Court and Board of Elections.

Commissioner Kalo said a lot of these departments that are absorbing cuts have additional funding revenue, special funds and based upon the returns that were stated during budget hearings, they felt that these departments could also absorb these cuts, it is a living document, and those who did not take cuts; such as; Sheriff/Jail, make Prosecutors’ whole go back to 40 hour work weeks in light of all the investigations and murders all over the county.  Commissioner Kokoski said we need to discuss the 4e money and how this was able to happen.

Commissioner Kalo said in light of the Sheriff’s department, the $4.5 million was the budget stabilization fund that is normally used for the $4.5 million out of general justice fund to support the jail on top of the sales tax.  The prosecutor’s office within the last couple of years, Prosecutor Will has been able to bring back dollars to the county for the 4e (children services account).

George Koury, Prosecutors’ Chief of Staff said they entered into a contract with the federal government to obtain entitlement funding which funds the children services division and has been successful in obtaining these funds in the amount of $200,000+ and reached an agreement with Children Services to assist them in funding this department which is about $300,000 between the two funds. This will allow the Prosecutors’ Department to go back to 40 hours per week, salary levels will be less than 2008 and will be a few percent under and added around $62,000 by making application for federal stimulus money to pay for 1 prosecutor, however 1 prosecutor and secretary will be laid off.  The net effect is Prosecutors will be working 40 hours/week, 1 less Prosecutor and 1 less Secretary and salary is less than 2008.
Commissioner Kokoski said a week or two ago, County Auditor Mark Stewart discussed with her about stating over the years there has been discussion with him taking over the tax map office, which is now through the general fund. She stated he has offered to pay for the entire tax map office, except for a draftsman under his real estate assessment fund, so we are looking at least $250,000 annually that will save the general fund and coming through the Auditor’s office guaranteeing this annual. So this is not a one time shot in the arm kind of issues, this will be an ongoing savings to the general fund, therefore money will be redirected to the Prosecutors’ office.  Commissioner Kalo thanked the Engineer and Auditor’s office for making this happen.   Commissioner Kokoski said efficiency in government is what needs to be strived for in these tough economic times.
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Commissioner Kokoski said the following cuts were also made;

Community Alliance was cut $25,000

Transit was cut $400,000, but were given $100,000 and than an infusion of $292,000 from the efforts of Congresswoman Sutton, Government Strickland, ODOT Director Molitoris and continue to have discussions as to other cuts like fixed routes but not as severe as the shutdown.  County  Administrator Cordes said he is still expecting a deduction of up to 50% because not able to match money and grateful monies were received but stretching these dollars are challenging and will look at core area of service will be.

Commissioner Kokoski said communities are also being asked to contribute.  Commissioner Kalo said he met yesterday with Mayor’s association and wanted to know what cuts were coming and then will speak with city councils.  He stated that Mr. Enty, Director, LCT is to be compiling a report and would also like to see public hearings to increase the rates up $.10 from $2.05/ride to $2.15/ride and maybe look at $2.25; $2.35/ $2.45 or $2.50/ride and see what additional dollars this would generate based upon the ridership rather than cuts made. He thanked Governor, Congresswoman Sutton and ODOT.

Commissioner Kokoski said a lot of people asked why the rates could not be increased rather than cutting transit, so they are trying to listen to what the communities are asking.
Commissioner Kokoski said the other cuts are;

Airport was cut $175,000 and a $20,000 grant match.  Commissioner Kalo said several emails were sent with concerns about closing the airport.  County Administrator Cordes said as he has indicated to each Commissioner and stated publicly that the board wanted to close the airport and he did not believe the county would be allowed to do so, especially given the prior grant obligations that this board and previous boards have made with respect to FAA monies which around $12 million investment on the land.  We are trying to get the FAA to recognize that it is difficult to operating capital, FAA continues to send down references, you can not close because there are resources in the county and the obligation was that the county would operate the facility if this was provided. He sent another letter to them that we are closing and then they come back politely and say we can not do this.  Unless we receive something a little strongly we are still moving ahead with the intentions to close the airport.  Locally we are getting a lot of push from the owners out there that seamlessly have ideas but all have to do with the county paying for operations.  Unless we hear otherwise, we do not have the operating capital to continue.  He is not sure if the gates will be padlocked the 31st of December or simply shutdown the FBO and airport operations, he is not sure. He was hoping that there would have been a stronger move from the FAA to see exactly what we could do and has to go through the process, he does not know of anyone that has actually closed an airport and don’t think they understand the consequences either and will continue to work on this.  Commissioner Kalo asked if this would be successful or would there be litigation.  Commissioner Blair asked what the liability would be if the gates were remained opened? County Administrator Cordes said it would be tremendous, there are various situations and FAA will have to go to court and get an injunction unless the Board says keep it opened.    Commissioner Kokoski said we need to look at more efficiency out there and maybe faming more land rather than mowing. County Administrator Cordes said Doug McConnell has sent several scenarios.  When the Board took over the airport, the old airport authority gave away everything except the sheet metal on the building, there really is no FBO owned by the county, they sold everything, the FBO is an old shell of a rusted building.  Then rent credits were given and little revenue is generated.  Assistant County Administrator Ron Twining said the county is $23 million short even with the $200,000 that was in the budget. It will run about $223,000 in excess of fees, gas, rent, etc. and some bills can be postponed for next year and Johnson Aviation, operator of airport takes care of mowing, etc.  There is maintenance for the trucks, can use salt because of corrosions, defrayed maintenance last 2 years, stripping was done in good faith thinking it was $22,000 and came in with 3 bids lowest being $58,000 so work was not done; crack sealing was done 3 years at $20,000 for half the taxi lanes but not on the runways, FAA said they would pay for the crack sealing because of the life of the runway.   County Administrator Cordes said the capital money received from FAA is 95/5 but no operating capital, while transit from FTA is matched certain funds there is no money to match with FAA and prior to board taking over the airport and disbanding the regional authority, there were some years they would get by but with Mr. Twining has been working with the private companies out there. They have gone to the airport and have voiced concerns and no one is taking this serious and there are obligations that this board will have to get releases with respect to hanger leases and land uses and around $2-225,000 we hope to get some economic stimulus but big jets were lost, so no charter could be done.  Commissioner Kokoski asked how much would this obligation cost.  Assistant County Administrator Twining said the county has a federal obligated airport and grants received for 20 years would be a total of around $9.2 million to pay FAA and if he said we can’t come up with $225,000 how do we do the other.
County Administrator Cordes said we need around $2-225,000 for minimum operations to keep open.  Assistant County Administrator Twining said a cut of expenses or increased revenue and the letter that went out has received a lot of discussion and the consequences are the runway will be closed  if we don’t build that gap or built a partnership.  He said the lose of the bigger jets did buy more fuel receiving around $.08/gallon and there are still some good companies located at the airport; some cutting edges, military jet, etc.  Part of the reason the certification was lost was because AFP Airport Fire Protection, FAA was willing to give around 7 years ago, expiring 3 years ago to give the county money at 95% of the cost to buy all the firefighting equipment, pay for the building but we had to pay for a full time fire crew 24/7, 365 days estimating on the cheap end would cost around $750,000.  County Administrator Cordes said the county has always had the cooperation of the Oberlin Fire Department, doing an excellent job and the County EMA. He said around 4-5 years ago they went to Chicago and told them resources were not available to do this but give operating capital, it is always easy to find brick and mortar.  County Administrator Cordes said if the resource is no longer used, it should be liquated at fair market value and proceeds returned on a share basis comparable to how it was purchased.  He also said this is a big piece of land and we are still trying to sell the condo at 1 Park Landing.  Assistant County Administrator Twining said the county also received cdbg monies for the condo’s and only have sold 6 of the 12 and would have to pay back the $103,000 to them for this infrastructure and the ramifications are beyond just the FAA.  Assistant County Administrator Twining said life flight is there, they buy fuel have 3 new helicopters and not sure what will happen since they provide emergency services and Herb DeLaPorte is out there and they serve Cuyahoga County hospitals, which compete with our hospitals. Commissioner Kalo said our hospitals are not equipped for trauma.  Assistant County Administrator Twining said if the airport is closed gets rid of instrument which could be a 3  year process.  Commissioner Kalo said there are around 84 entities there. Assistant County Administrator Twining said all together but some entities are within 1 entity, not that there are actually 84 different companies located there.  He had a 1 hour, 11 minute conversation the other day with the owner of the airport pilot associations in VA and he will be sending information on similar airport and circumstances.  County Administrator Cordes said the assets and resources are depleted, beyond expected services, they are metal buildings that were not well built, the county has patched and painted but the airport needs money and tried to do energy conservation, this is not a lack of innovation and creative thinking it just lack of money and time.  He stated the military reserve unit was to pump capital into airport. Assistant County Administrator Twining said hanger 15 was blown over and the insurance company is only giving a difference of $35,000 from rebuilding or repair and lost tenant.  Commissioner Kalo said what is the cost of litigation.  County Administrator Cordes said Assistant County Prosecutor Innes would be able to represent the county.    He said currently his direction from the board is to close the airport.  Commissioner Kokoski said they did not say close the airport, they said increase revenues or decrease expenses to make revenue neutral.  County Administrator Cordes said we are no were close to revenue neutral.


Commissioner Kokoski said the other cuts were;


Glide at LCCC was cut $125,000; 5 main streets and gave $15,000 each for total of $75,000 cut; Team Lorain County was cut $25,000 and Chamber of Commerce was cut $25,000.  Commissioner Kalo said 50% of the funding was cut.


Commissioner Kokoski said the other two areas that were cut were;


OSU cut $156,600.  Commissioners received a lot of calls and if the board cut them off completely it would be the end to 4H and they do not want to see this so we are giving them the minimum $103,200 ($86,000 general fund and around $17 from solid waste).

Soil & Water cut $49,000, which gives $75,000 appropriated.  Commissioner Kokoski said the total cuts to outside agencies were $1,075,600; necessary services but not mandated services.

Commissioner Kokoski said total cut to the Commissioners is $402,791 with 8 layoffs; 4 LCT; 1 switchboard and 3 part-time switchboard and an additional layoff in maintenance but received a resignation of IT so more discussion will need to be had for any layoffs. Assistant County Administrator Twining said there were 5 at LCT with 2 being part time.  Commissioner Kalo said the switchboard will be automated, Assistant County Administrator Twining said the trial started last night.   County Administrator Cordes said while we continue to find efficiencies, convenience for the public will suffer.  Commissioner Kalo said by going automated it saved a deputy, County Administrator 
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Cordes said it did not really save a deputy but was a cost savings and the layoffs are not done in the Commissioners office but will wait until January 2010.
Commissioner Kokoski said Auditor was cut $37,606; Common Pleas was $64,244; Domestic was $151,762; probate was $13,401 and Board of Elections was $32,045, totaling a 3% cut to salary and pers line items.

County Administrator Cordes said the county also did a premium holiday, which is a one time shot alleviating the burden on the ½%; 14%  dedicated sales tax which is around $1.5 million, the cash level has been reduced regarding to the health care fund looking at spending around $22 million next year and this needs to be watched closely and cash will not be available next year.  The county also continues to decline sales tax and have not factored in this trend and if it continues to decline this will become an issue. The money that was placed aside for the jail operations that we support form the ½% is weak, insufficient by several hundred thousands of dollars and we are no where out of this mess and all departments better understand that it is a temporary measure and the quarter allocations if numbers continue to decline we will have to go back  for revised with sharp pencil and make more cuts, this is just for starting the year, there is no wiggle room.

Elizabeth Rumics, Oberlin said there were a lot of figures thrown out and would appreciate it next time if charts could be provided.  Commissioner Kalo said this information was just finished this morning at 9 am.
Commissioner Kokoski said this is a living breathing document and if revenues increase the cuts may not be so deep, if the revenue decrease cuts will be deeper.

Commissioner Kalo thanked everyone for the hearings and the numbers and everyone that has taken cuts have additional revenue streams and this is a quarterly budget and will continue forward.

Commissioner Kokoski said did not want to cut OSU and Soil & Water completely just give them bare minimum to keep the doors open and hopes that the townships or private sector could participate.  Commissioner Kalo asked Assistant County Administrator Twining to look into entities for support of these two entities such as: Green Circle Growers, Willoway, etc..

Discussion continued and the following resolution was adopted:

This saved the citizens 261 unnecessary ed visits and medical evaluating resulting in a cost saving of over $353,000. During past quarter, NOPC was consulted by physicians on 22 hospitalized patients in the county healthcare facilities, resulting in savings of more than $2,1000 per patient in 2005 dollars, saving the county approximately $46,200 dollars.
