Mr. Holmes, Columbia Station request for representation regarding stormwater management, sewers, etc for federal but not limited to only funding, grants, etc. to not burden, financially and/or otherwise (cc: Prosecutor/Eng)

Carlisle Township Trustees on behalf of the residents regarding the letters received notifying them of monthly rate increases along with significant assessment or fee to retire debt on sewer plant improvement projects. Full impact of such rate increase was not realized until bills were received for period May 1-June 30, 2010 and to enact increases totaling for example $30.50/month places an undue financial burden squarely on the shoulders of the residents.  Covering existing wastewater debt in county’s sanitary sewer fund or keeping county’s sewer fund solvent may not be a primary concern to residents living on unemployment or lowered income. Residents concern may be personal solvency and avoiding foreclosure or even bankruptcy.  Trustees also received copy of news release announcing OPA funding that will fund 50% of cost of rehabbing subdivision plants such as Brentwood. Per the county’s release, work will be non-disruptive, that may be true for sanitary sewer systems for Commissioners or Sanitary Engineer, but it is not true for residents who must fund the other 50% through mandated increases while struggling for survival (cc: Engineer)

Domestic Relations Court immediate request for vehicles. Current main vehicles being used for transportation of children is a 1994 caged van with over 160,000 miles and in need of exhaust, transmission work, tires and air conditioning repair and when not available the other van is a 2001 with over 117,000 miles and in need of work. During difficult economic times, County Administrator has been helpful in dealing with some vehicle needs but this issue needs to be addressed to maintain safety of both staff and children.  The request is for at least 1 vehicle, capable of being appropriately equipped be included in CY10 budget and hopes that this was done and this request will not be an additional hardship on the budget and happy to look at any creative options, but must have safe and reliable vehicles.
