Ohio Farm Bureau stated the Humane Society of US did not file its petitions to amend Ohio Constitution, which their proposal would have required the Ohio Livestock Care Standards Board set limits on euthanasia standards, prohibit inclusion of downer animals into food supply and prohibit certain types of animal housing within a 6 yr timeline.  Ohio Farm Bureau has opposed this measure and their mission is to forge a partnership between farmers and consumers, they are aware of animal rights organizations not giving up and neither will they and they will move forward in a way that changes the rules of engagement to benefit farmers, consumers and Ohio’s economy.

Mary Jo Vasi requests a prosecutor’s opinion on the construction of a dedicated street may come under the county responsibility as street maintenance and contact landowners to set hearing. Goodwill Industries, Lorain would like to operate 2 county-owned van/buses for benefit of people with disabilities and/or other significant barriers to independent living. Goodwill would provide a dispatch call center, drivers with proper CDL credentials & training of such drivers. This would be made possible if the “handicapped accessible” vehicles could be secured at “no cost” or a reasonable cost and with the ability to purchase gasoline at reduce rate compared to daily “pump prices”. Goodwill would bare the cost of wages, including all related taxes and benefits, for operation of vehicles, maintain adequate insurance, facilitate the day to day maintenance of vehicle sand schedule the needed transportation as efficiently as possible within guidelines yet to be established. It would take approximately 90 days or less to establish the communications system and network of drivers and will commit thereafter to an initial period of six months of service to ascertain viability and thereafter for periods to be determined

James Corrigan, Cuyahoga County Commissioners Government Relations Officer Project Director of Ryan White Part A would like Lorain County to consider a MOU. This grant provides medical and support services for people in the 6 county area of NE Ohio including Lorain.  Cuyahoga Commissioners are fiscal agents. One of the requirements of grant is that wherever there is a political jurisdiction with 10% concentration of people living with HIV/AIDS that an MOU exist for collection of data and maintenance of effort information from agencies that provides services to these clients and Lorain has achieved this percentage. Example is the sheriff/jail facility may hold/provide care for people with HIV/AIDS the cost of which may count against their MOE for grant.
