Approve the request for funding in the amount of $10,200 from the Department of Education’s National School Lunch Program Equipment Assistance Grant. Domestic Relations Court Juvenile Division will use this grant to purchase new kitchen equipment to continue to provide residents of the Detention Home, Pathways Group Home, Stepping Stones Residential Facility and Turning Point Shelter with quality energy efficient safe and reliable manger. No cash money is required


Mental Health:

Call for the Governor and Ohio General Assembly to adequately fund Behavioral Health Services to ensure access for All Ohioans in need of alcohol, drug addiction and mental health services.  Two out of every 3 Ohioans are impacted by a friend and/or family member with mental illness and/or substance abuse problems.  State General Revenue Funds were cut disportionatly in the last biennial budget and county boards cannot meet the Medicaid match for behavioral health series within the existing Medicaid population. The Community Behavioral Health Medicaid Match shall be funded out of the ODJFS 525 line, county boards shall not be required to utilize local levy funds to match Medicaid and that both the ODMH line items 408 and 505 as well as the ODADAS line item 401 shall remain fully funded with the dollars being allocated to communities
