5. Insert for all subdivisions including schools under 5705.10, the life indebtedness or the number of years the levy is to run and in the case of schools under 5705.102 the amount of the increase which may be continued for an indefinite period of time.

6. Schools under 5705.102, shall also list the portion of the increase in rate, if any, proposed to be levied in order to qualify for the distribution of school funds under Chapter 3317. R.C. and the portion of the increased rate, if any, in excess of the amount necessary to qualify under Chapter 3317. R.C. Such resolution shall also provide that the portion of the increased rate in excess of that required to allow the school district to meet the 10 mill levy provisions under Chapter 3317 R.C. shall be in effect not longer than 10 years, and that voted portion of the increased rate shall be in effect until such time as the rate may be decreased pursuant to section 5705.261 or Section 5713.11 or such portion may be so decreased for a period of not to exceed one year, and from year to year by a majority vote of the Board of Education.

7. This notice to be given by the Board of Elections shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the subdivision once a week for four consecutive weeks prior to the election.

· Training new employees on necessary job-related processes, procedures and technologies

· Training times should be no longer than 6 months

The focus is on short‐term training, defined as less than one (1) year in duration. 

· Providers may be locally approved or included in the Ohio Eligible Training Provider Online system. 

· All training must lead to degrees, licenses or industry recognized certificates or credentials. 

· Selection of the training provider is determined at the local level by the case manager, the participant and the hiring employer

On The Job Training (OJT)

· Participants must be provided with employment conditions equal to regular employees

· Training plans will be developed in concert with the employer, candidate and business service representative

· Employer must assure that no former employee is in layoff in the same or similar position. 

· Funds are applied toward the training of the time the individual is trained and must be matched by the employer

· OJT positions may not result in the displacement of employed workers, impair existing contracts, or result in the substitution of Federal Funds for other funds in connection with work that would otherwise be created. 
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Commissioner Kokoski asked if this was like JTPA and asked what potential companies are on board, County Administrator said it is similar just named something different.  Mr. Graves said he would have Mr. Kuhner said a report over of potential companies but just to name a few would be Elyria Memorial Hospital for billing specialist, medical coding and STNA; Verantis-LaGrange for fiberglass fans, Equity Trust, Elyria.
County Administrator Cordes said the funds need to be spent by end of June and if it is successful and more funds are received this could continue.  Mr. Graves said the money needs to be spent by the end of December.
Frank DeTillio, Lorain County Chamber of Commerce said this is a good program which prequalifies people for certain jobs

Steve Mowry, Growth Partnership, Team Lorain County said Project Hire has cooperatively worked with them with the business in the county, so it is a proactive for both employers and employees.  Mr. Mowry also stated that next Friday at 7:30 a.m., LCCC Spitzer Center will be the 4th annual Groundhog Day in cooperation with Community Alliance.

Assistant County Administrator Ron Twining said Glen Wilson, Lorain County Community Development employee was working in partnership with LCCC/JVS and Business Connect, he will be transfer back to work with the Prot Authority and Small Business Development Center.
County Administrator Cordes asked if the Project 10 proposal was being completed, Mr. Graves said hopefully will have 2 providers and be done in mid February.   Mr. Cordes said he would like to hand deliver this to DC when he goes end February, 1st of March.

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said there was discussion from Commissioner Blair and Kalo relating to emails regards to transportation for urban/rural areas and he would hope that this would be presented at the Alliance meeting, since Richard Enty is one of the speakers next Friday.  He also asked about #11 – compensation of law directors and said that by cutting this 25% probably amounts to what they were paid over 10 years ago and asked if there was discussion with these individual entities. Commissioner Kokoski said no. Commissioner Blair said the attorneys in domestic relations are one of the lowest paid for indigent fees. We are the 87th out of 88 counties in mills received, one of three lowest counties in sales tax and we are the 9th largest county.  Mr. Ashenhurst said City of Oberlin municipal court has a wide jurisdiction and this would be a burden on the city to pick it up. County Administrator said when there are any charges placed on individuals in communities and they end up being state charges, this automatically goes to the county which then causes an increase in jail population, is there cooperation then.

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin said what are the consequences, would muni courts take less cases.  County Administrator Cordes said Lorain County is in budget constraints and all these rates that the county paid to outside entities should have been looked at when the local government funds were cut.  Commissioner Kalo said a letter should go to the entitles stating that the compensation has been cut by 25% because of the decrease in revenue and all other rates that are being paid by the county to outside entities will need to be review.
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said this compensation schedule was done several years ago when the state of economy was healthy and at that time all parties involved were aware of this and he is surprised that it lasted this long.  This compensation is an additional compensation paid to individuals for doing state cases.


Elizabeth Rumics, Oberlin said this probably would come as a surprises to those individuals since some of them were not part of the original compensation plan and maybe there should have been some discussion rather than just cutting and Board should have been more sensitive to reactions out of the blue and could have been less controversy.  


County Administrator Cordes said the sales tax is down 32,000 and 15,000 in the jail tax for November 2009 and if it continues to decline the budgets will need to be reviewed.
