COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski wished everyone a Happy St. Patrick’s’ Day and said be safe….  Also she was at the kennel on Saturday for the lottery on “Frosty” (dog that was rescued from Black River) and Carol Zicarelli, Westlake won.

Commissioner Kalo attend the CCAO job economic infrastructure meeting last week and he will forward on a survey to see how the WDA is working and changes, next meeting will be either April 12 or 19 – Union County

Commissioner Kokoski noticed Mr. Kidder, Allied/Republic Steel was in the audience and she understands that this is still in the negotiation process, because the county’s deal was rejected.  Mr. Kidder said this is not the intent, but due to the difference in fees in Youngstown (Mahoning County) vs. Lorain County, they could save $1 million/year to their bottom line including the additional transportation costs to move these 500,000 tons of Cuyahoga County waste out to Mahoning County.  If all Cuyahoga County waste was brought to Lorain County, which could be between 750,000-800,000 tons/year at current volume.  This also gives them an opportunity, they do not have today to possible get the Cleveland contract back, which was lost in 2009.  If this was the case and get this contract back, it would put them over 1 million tons of Cuyahoga County waste brought into Lorain County landfill, which would put the county’s revenue somewhere around $3.3-3.5 million/year to the solid waste district and this is at the fee that was requested.  
Commissioner Kokoski said the problem was Allied/Republic was not giving the county any guarantees, you are just guessing.

Mr. Kidder said he wishes he could make guarantees, if he could he would be in Aruba today living high on the hog.  This is an economic division change, volumes fluctuate with the economy to some degree, and industrial sectors are down right now, both in Lorain and Cuyahoga County. When US Steel closes for 6-8 months, they loose 1-200 tons/day and commercial/restaurant sectors are down right now, generating less trash than they did 3 years ago when the economy was boisterous.  Commissioner Kokoski said doesn’t recycling have an impact on this. Mr. Kidder said yes, more recycling means less for landfill.  Mr. Kidder said there revenues without the Cleveland contract and believes they will go back out to bid because they only have a 1 year contract.  Cleveland generates 250,000 tons/year and if they could save $.50 cents/ton, this is lot of savings to them.  But without this, they believe they can provide Lorain County with somewhere around $2.5-2.6 million/year for the next 3 years without Cleveland.  If they are forced to take this to Mahoning County, the county’s revenue will be down to the $1.4 million/year, so it is really up to the board.  He said they could save $1 million/year if they go to Mahoning County but if they can bring it here, which maintains their current volume and customer base and grows it, there, are a lot of jobs at risk, they employ almost 325-350 people in Lorain County, and they are hiring people now.  People lot automation was going to create layoffs, they have not laid anyone off, they are taking applications for the next 2 weeks to hire another 10-12 people that they need right now for the spring/summer months to pick up yard waste, etc. but without this deal, it can all go the other way, it is not just about Allied, not just about a big company, it is about 350+ employees that live and work in this county, pay taxes, etc., shop in county, buy cars, it is more than just about Republic, we are looking for the Board’s support and he wishes he could make a flat absolute guarantee but they believe from what they know about the industry we will be able to grow and bring more volume in.
Commissioner Kalo asked Mr. Kidder if he spoke with Mr. Cordesmen since they have spoken.  Mr. Kidder said yes and a proposal was sent to Mr. Innes.
